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• Records all the works published by IHEID researchers.

• Makes the works available in open access when possible.

• Document types include articles, books, chapters, reports, theses, etc.

• Document versions: preprints/working papers, accepted manuscripts, published versions...

• Access settings can be public (open), restricted (IHEID-only), or private (closed).

• You may apply embargoes to respect publisher copyrights.

• Managed for you by the Librarians of the Institute.

• Gives easy access to all your publications

• Ensures they will be durably preserved

• Increases the visibility of your works: 
contents are indexed in Google Scholar, 
Unpaywall, and Swisscovery

• Makes your publications open to respect 
your funders’ Open Access mandates
