8- At the age of 41 years (on August 9, 1945): LR became a nun with the Filles de la Charité de Saint Vincent de 
Paul, under the name of Sister André.
9- From age 42 to age 67 (1946-1971): Vichy (Allier), Sister André (SA) is placed at the hospital to take care of 
orphans and elderly people.
10- From age 67 to age 73 (1971-1977: La Baume-d’Hostun (Drôme), SA is placed at the Sainte-Catherine-Labouré
care center as night guard.
11- From age 73 to age 105 (1977-2009): Les Marches (Savoie), SA is placed in a nursing home.
12- From age 105 to age 118 (2009-2023): Toulon (Var), SA is placed in a nursing home, closer to her relatives, until 
her death.
