• Phase 3: Data Processing and Enrichment (Includes cleaning, normalization,
enrichment, linking– e.g. using controlledvocabularies – of (meta)data as well
as formatting)

• Phase 4: Collection Management (i.e. create collections, including enriching
and linking)
