The relevance of the theme of research. The artificial intelligence and machine
learning, virtual and augmented reality, worldwide network and even 3D printing are
key technologies, which should be introduced into the education system today at the
present stage of development of civilization. We are firmly convinced that namely these
technologies will allow building individual curricula, studying new subjects and just
putting the ideas and dreams of students and young people into practice.

An analysis of recent research of the theme. It is worth emphasizing that
several aspects of the using of information technologies in the educational process are
devoted to work of V.Yu. Bykov, M.l. Zhaldak, S.A. Rakov, V.M. Kuharenko,
A.M. Gurzhiy, Yu.O. Zhuk etc. Researcher O.Ye. Kravchyna examines the problem of
informatization of organizational and managerial activity in a comprehensive school.
V.V. Dyvak investigates information and communication technologies in the
professional activity of the school principal. The researches of researchers N.V. Morze
and O.G. Glazunova are devoted to the development of a model for the effective use of
information and communication and distance learning technologies in higher education
institution. N.A. Zinchuk investigates the informative and analytical competence of the
manager: value in the professional management activity and the preconditions for
formation in higher educational institutions. In scientific works of Ye.S. Bereznyak,
L.V. Vasylchenko, T.B. Volobuyeva, V.G. Marmaza, L.M. Kalinina, V.V. Kryzhko,
M.P. Leshchenko, V.S. Pikelna, V.D. Fedorov, G.V. Yelnykova, Ye.M. Khrykov the
problems of management of educational institutions are highlighted and different
aspects of the issue of professional training of leading officials of education are revealed
(Kyslyuk O.0., Kyslyuk P.V., 2017).

However, it should be noted that there is no scientific publications, in which the
possibilities of using artificial intelligence (Al) for education of students in the XXI
century would be investigated.

The goal and task of the research. We aim clearly to identify proposals
regarding modern possibilities of using artificial intelligence (Al) for education of
students in the third millennium in the provisions of the scientific article. The tasks of
scientific research are to determine the definition of artificial intelligence in the
educational process, to describe modern alternative ways of using Al in the education of
students and to offer ways to introduce innovative programs based on Al in the
education of students in the third millennium.

The statement of main material. Today, we are increasingly convinced that
education plays a major role in the process of development of humanity. Nowadays, the
education is becoming a key factor for the innovative development of the individual and
the economy of the future. The young people will need digital literacy, the ability to
communicate not only with their peers, but also with technologies in general and Al is
right around the corner, in particular, which will become an integral part of the
ecosystem of modern society. Creative thinking, the ability to create original ideas and
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the desire to embody them, the wish constantly to learn the new are the key principles of
the future that is coming. In addition, for this we need to create conditions for pupils and
students today, in which the artificial intelligence (hereinafter the Al) will not be
equated with an improved calculator, but will serve as a powerful helper in obtaining
high-quality modern education by young Ukrainians. The benefits will be on our side if
the educational factor is strengthened with the help of innovative ideas, devices and
facilities in schools and universities, which in the near future will become not only
innovative to form a generation of diverse skilled professionals but will lay the
foundation for a new type of learning of the future “The further homo sapiens with AI”.

It is worth mentioning that Dartmouth Professor John McCarthy invented the term
“artificial intelligence” in 1956. He gathered a group of computer scientists and
mathematicians to find out if machines would be able to learn like children by the
method of attempts and errors, in order to develop formal thinking. According to the
project proposal, they intended to figure out how to force machines to “use the language,
the abstract forms and concepts, solve problems that are usually solved by people, as
well as improve” (How does machine learning and Al work?).

Today Ukrainian and foreign youth perceive Al in several determinations,
namely:

- the robots;

- the back-end algorithm that has been developed by Youtube for connecting and
viewing custom videos with the involvement of the relevant audience;

- the social networks and voice assistant in the smartphone;

- the chats that provide timely service and exchange of information on different
platforms;

- the cloud services for storing accumulated material.

It is worth to be asked by question, does every adult know today what Al means?
The answer will be ambiguous, because for today, Al is a digital "nervous system",
which, with the correct approach is able to surpass the person of any specialty. At the
same time, one should not be afraid that Al would start working against people. The real
Al will never work against people if its developer understands what he is dealing with.
Working in symbiosis with a person, Al will provide a combination of abilities to
achieve a better result in any industry. Let's ask the question again, will it help our kids
— students of the future? Yes, if we take care of the quality of their knowledge today.

To prepare pupils and students for future co-operation with Al — this is the logical
consequence of technological progress — schools and higher education institutions
(further — HEISs) should be prepared to respond to this need.

Let's note that in foreign countries, educational ecosystems are created by
combining the unique creative intelligence of a person with technologies of Al.
Examples are not needed to look for a long time: at the Stanford University, the Al (Al)
has been studied since 1962, and the students have access to one of the world's best
profile research laboratories there; at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology, the Al
has been interested earlier in the distant 1959, and now they are developing on its basis
educational programs for schools. Similar works are being conducted at the Australian
National University, the Carleton University (Canada) and the Nanjing University of
Science and Technology (China).

The logical question arises, what needs to be understood as Al in the educational
process. So note that in August 2018, the education association Educause published the
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report NMC Horizon Report 2018, devoted to educational technologies. It covers the
main trends, challenges and developments of technologies for higher education. In our
view, it is worth to analyze a brief overview of the report.

A group of educational experts from different countries draws up the NMC
Horizon Report. Technologies are evaluated according to different criteria, but the key is
the potential for teaching, learning and research in higher education.

Projections of implementation of developments of educational technologies for
the last seven years in NMC Horizon Report. The squares represent the years when
the technology was mentioned in the report.

It is worth noting that initially, experts are considering a long list of technologies.
They are categorized as shown in the image below. Then the experts study various
materials devoted to these technologies, and eventually leave 12 developments.

The category, to which one or another development falls, is determined by its
main purpose — even if not in the educational sphere. For example, Social Media is
usually used not for education but for communication.

In the end, each of the 12 technologies is analyzed in detail and they write short
reports. Each report is discussed and “superfluous” are rejected. This may be
developments that have already been introduced into the educational process or those
that will appear more than 5 years later. In addition, they refuse to technologies whose
potential does not seem to be sufficiently convincing to the entire panel of experts.

Six technologies that are included in the annual report are selected on the final
vote. They are divided into three categories: short-term, medium-term and long-term.
The term is the forecast. It refers to the time during which technology is introduced in
the higher education. Short-term technologies will become a part of higher education
throughout the year. Medium-term — in 2-3 years, and long-term — in 3-5 years.
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If earlier the educational data have been related to assessments at the end of the
semester, today universities are collecting such information in real-time. This applies
both to current assessments of students and to various activities, interests, and even
displacements by campus.

But how to turn the received data into useful information? Technologies are
needed that collect large volumes of data and analyze them. The obtained results allow
improvement the quality of education and reduce the number of students, who drop out
of the university.

For example, an online platform Lehman 360 is developed in the College of
Lehman, New York. You can get a variety of information there: the grade point average,
the schedule of courses and even financial opportunities - students with high academic
performance receive reports of available scholarships. Therefore, the usual data about
evaluations turned into useful information.

How to ensure that students use knowledge in practice? How to teach them to
solve actual tasks? The answer is space for the making (from the English make — do,
create).

Such spaces are peculiar laboratories equipped with a variety of devices: 3D-
printers, sewing machines, laser cutters. Here students can create and implement their
own ideas. In addition, work on a project is an opportunity to work in a team.

Spaces for the making have already become an integral part of many American
universities and libraries. Source.

Therefore, the Hunt Library in North Carolina State is called the “library of the
future”. There is also a space for making, where young people learn to work with a 3D-
printer and software.

It's worth noting that in Ukraine, the making is also gaining popularity. In
particular, the spaces for the making arise (for example, maker space of the American
House), and there are trade fairs of the making in Kyiv.

In 2-3 years: adaptive learning and artificial intelligence will take over system
education. Adaptive Learning Technologies. Namely, the adaptive learning technologies
adapts the level and type of educational material (content) to the individual needs of the
student. They are closely related to analytical technologies, because the educational
process is corrected on the basis of data. The idea is simple: the more data are, the better
the technology adapts to each student.

More and more universities in the USA are implementing adaptive technologies.
So, the National University of California has invested $ 20 million to create a
personalized educational platform.

The traditional learning process is a consistent curriculum and the set dates when
the results of the exam are announced. However, if a student receives feedback only at
the end of the semester, then he is banally not able to keep up with adjusting the
educational trajectory and improve his academic performance. Such information should
be provided as soon as possible — this is what adaptive technologies are engaged in.

It is worth to ask that will we be able to interact with the computer just like with
people around us? It looks like it will become a reality very soon, because technologies
of artificial intelligence are beginning to be introduced in education. In particular, the
report of Technavio predicts an increase in the market for artificial intelligence in
education by 43% by 2022. True, this applies only to education in the USA.
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Al is really gaining in popularity in America. So, the University of The Ohio State
introduces ... virtual patients. Previously, students trained to diagnose patients, whose
role was performed by actors. Now the function of actor was taken over by an avatar
developed based on artificial intelligence.

Digital patients can express emotions and communicate almost like real people. In
addition, unlike an actor, a virtual patient can be taken home and trained as much as he
wants.

Also, the innovation of the educational process is that the State University of
Georgia has launched the Pounce chatbot. He helps new students orient at the university.
Earlier a special support group has done it, but chatbot turned out to be faster, cheaper
and affordable at any time.

Long-term prospects: mixed reality and robotics are what waits us in the
educational space for the next 5 to 8 years. Mixed (supplemented) reality is the so-called
educational simulations for future physicians or virtual excursions by the campus of
university — it is reality. Supplemented reality. Interactive and practical, it attracts
educators and teachers. NMC Horizon Report 2018 promises that virtual and
supplemented realities will become parts of the educational process, but this takes time.

Robotics is the next innovative method of education. Therefore, the edition Wired
wrote that robots could take over their part of work places, but at the same time, they
create new ones. Students, who are capable of servicing and creating robots, will not
remain unemployed in the high tech future.

The University of Michigan is already building a robotic laboratory, where
students from different disciplines will learn to create robots and work with them.
Source.

Today there is analysis of data, and tomorrow there is an adaptive educational
trajectory. Today there is the virtual patient, and soon there is the supplemented reality.
Today there are spaces for making, and after 3-5 years, there is a laboratory on robotics.
It seems to be the future of education (Educational technologies 2018).

In our opinion, we should agree with the president of group of companies Everest
Mr. Yuriy Chubatyuk, who gives some impressive examples, which can be a great
alternative to the traditional system of education that exists today in Ukrainian realities.

INTELLECTUAL COACHING

In an era of information boom, when access to the facts is provided with a simple
click on the keyboard, it is expedient for teachers to be taken out of the role of the "sage
on the stage" and become those who “helps from the side”.

In the USA, Japan, China, Australia and some European countries, virtual reality
technologies are actively being used. For example, the American USC Institute for
Creative Technologies creates prototypes of a virtual curriculum that combines Al and
three-dimensional animation for such learning of children that takes into account their
age category.

Children learn both with the help of teachers, and with the help of computer
helpers, which help them to direct their interests in the right direction and at the same
time learn skills of “communication” with innovative technologies faster. Students share
impressions and thus create content for discussion. In addition, teachers can more
effectively analyze the abilities and wishes of each student.
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VIRTUAL ASSISTANTS

The big part of the teacher's time still goes to the formation of educational
content, which still needs to be built into a rigid, inflexible curriculum.

There is no time for direct contact with the children, although students, especially
of primary classes, require an individual approach to reveal their talents and potential.

Already, the Al, "made out" unique software solutions, facilitates teachers routine
work and analyzes the performance of the child. Such programs like Khan Academy and
Thinkster Math promote students from many subjects, depending on their level of
performance and abilities.

In this environment, teachers receive more time for an individual approach, the
lack of which often leads to painful consequences.

VIRTUAL SOCIAL MEDIA

The classic school and university environment in most countries is a learning
space that closed in the four walls of the classroom. Shared virtual social media allow
pupils, students and teachers to go beyond these standards.

With Brainly program and the Q&A global platform, users can communicate
face-to-face with each other virtually, sharing knowledge, experience and interests;
create joint creative projects, take training courses, take part in olympiads and
competitions.

The program allows you to increase the success of specific subjects by
visualization the task assigned to the students. By entering a relevant request in Brainly,
the child will receive its detailed description of it and a video, in which special Marvel
symbols are used to explain the given question.

INTELLECTUAL COURSES AND INDIVIDUAL DESIGN

The annual purchase of textbooks for studying even basic subjects in schools is
not cheap pleasure. All parents know about it.

Specialized Teachable, Udemy and CourseCraft sites provide teachers with the
opportunity to create complete thematic training courses for students of all classes,
shaping an entire ecosystem that combines coaching, virtual, content design, group
video chats and electronic spreadsheets for analysis of performance and abilities of
students.

An intellectual training program can also be developed “turnkey” for a particular
student. The need to purchase expensive educational literature completely disappears.

GLOBAL TEACHER NETWORK

How does the domestic schools provide the development of teachers? This is
usually done by the administration of an educational institution (if involved), and most
often it is about no more than specialized trainings, seminars or courses.

Do teachers have time to attend such events in the conditions of outdated
approaches to teaching children, which requires an individual approach and attention?
The question is rhetorical.

In the West, the development of Al and of ecosystem of global education became
a panacea. For example, the American virtual teacher network LearningOnAir network
provides teachers with online courses for advanced training and with webinars for share
experiences with colleagues. Another way out is The Global Education Conference, a
project that opens access to training conferences and to hundreds of training sessions for
professional growth.
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The innovations described above give tremendous results. The Al for teachers
became synonymous with expanding the boundaries of established practices for the
exchange of experience and knowledge (Chubatyuk Yu., 2018).

Analyzing the foregoing, let's note that today universities must search for ways of
modern alternative to higher education. First, it should be noted that current knowledge
for today, you can get absolutely free. Gigabytes of information on the Internet have
been published in free access. If you have good skills of work with search engines and
with verification of information, you will find everything. For over a decade, private
companies, nonprofit organizations and universities have being experimented with
various forms of online courses. Harvard, MIT, Oxford and other giants publish their
courses on platforms such as Coursera and EDX in free access. In fact, you can listen to
the Harvard professor's course, even without leaving your favorite couch. Enough
research has been carried out to assert with certainty: the combination of online courses
and offline discussion for meetings is as effective as usual tuition at university
auditoriums. Even more, some institutions, for example, Arizona National University,
provide real certificates with their own stamp to students of online course.

Over the past few years, we have seen that the old paradigm, which for centuries
was determining the work of higher education, gave way to the values of optimizing
time and budget expenditures.

Namely, in our opinion, the growth of automation of production made many
professions unnecessary, and this is a fact. Not talking about the robots that sew jeans
around the clock and collect cars. Without trade unions, health insurance and weekend.
Artificial intelligence and machine learning are slowly but confidently thrown out the
analysts from the comfortable office armchairs. The world economy moves from
production to service provision, where most of the new vacancies do not require lengthy
and complex training.

Those professions that survive in the fight against technologies will also change.
The advanced software will take on a large number of routine tasks, and for people there
will be continuous creativity, (whatever this fashionable word means). Such specialists
will still have to spend 4-6 years of their lives for a diploma. However, whether they
will wander from the corpus to the corpus - hardly. Educational institutions that will not
pass technological selection will become outsiders and simply will disappear as
unsuccessful business models.

In our opinion, because of a number of economic factors, higher education
institutions today are struggling to survive in every possible way. Western universities,
while still praying on their sponsors, are still forced to raise their tuition fees. Therefore,
in the USA, students can still relatively easily get a state scholarship for studies in
colleges (with universities is more difficult). However, in 2017, the amount amounted to
1.45 trillion dollars, which young Americans had already borrowed from the
government. The saddest thing is that 20% of borrowers passible may not receive a
sufficiently high salary to repay debt.

Let's note that state universities in Germany are completely free, even for out-of-
towners. With the exception of organizational fees and housing fees, the young German
can get the desired education without any problems if the contest passes. However,
Europeans are not used to combine the education and work. Visiting lectures and
working as a waiter in a restaurant is difficult, because of that not every employer will
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be loyal to the need for flexible schedule. In the end, fast footwork is the key to success
in life, but between two stools one falls to the ground.

Against this background, the arguments of university about the importance of
interpersonal interaction and direct communication in the learning process look good but
unconvincing. The American students, their parents more, and more they doubt the
expediency of higher education. It is in our opinion that the top universities will keep
their positions, because they are the fastest way to respond to the challenges of time.
They sign partnership agreements, create companies that specialize in online learning or
actively practice distance learning.

It should be emphasized that the Harvard Extension School is the embodiment of
all modern educational trends, attracts 2000 students every year who already receive
education at a specified program, as well as 13000 other students. The degree of BLA
(Bachelor of Liberal Arts) can be obtained remotely. The average cost of such happiness
is 49500 dollars. That is, the diploma you receive online per four years is cheaper than
one year of life at Harvard campus.

However, a large part of people undergoing distance courses will never receive a
bachelor's degree. They are interested only in separate subjects, which are necessary
either for the improvement of knowledge in a particular field, or simply for general self-
development. Many companies already work with universities to create separate
programs for their employees. Still, nobody knows better than the employer, experts
with what skills he needs. The world changes minute by minute, and even students from
leading universities can say that much of their knowledge had not be necessary in
practice. Consequently, education became an investment that had not justify itself.
However, analyzing sociological researches, opinions of specialists and own experience,
we come to one conclusion: Ukrainian higher education is a unique phenomenon. It is
an old Soviet skeleton from the office of anatomy, wearing a fashionable T-shirt with
the inscription “Bologna system”. If Western educational institutions have to compete
with each other, then the whole world is against us. After all, the time is right around the
corner when more and more Ukrainian students will be actively involved in massive
online courses and quite reasonably, they will skip university lectures. Indeed, how can
one take a few academic hours on the theory of Adam Smith, and do not talk about
venture capital in a one word? The only chance for our graduates to be competitive is
actively work on self-education.

Summing up, it is worth making the following conclusions.

Under the Al in the educational activity, we understand a set of knowledge of
computer linguistics and informatics that are used by a non-biological automated
organism to effective organization, provision and implementation the educational
process in formal and/or informal education.

In our view, it is advisable to introduce the features of using the Al - artificial
intelligence in higher education institutions in the implementation of training in the third
millennium, namely:

First, it is worthwhile to introduce the use of a digital tutor. Al tutors are
educational programs that enable students to learn basic skills, which need routine work
of repeating, memorizing, and selection the correct answer from the proposed. Al tutors
can also explain the concept of exercise and describe how to correct mistakes. Chatbots
are the simplest Al tutors that have been successfully applied in many schools.
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Students like to receive messages from the training platform, so teachers should
learn the technology of engaging students with the use of social bots. Personalized
training includes collecting information about gaps in student knowledge, the help in
search and defining the correct answer.

Secondly, it is expedient to use the “Personal assistant” program. In the future, the
Al tutor can become a personal assistant for student, which will accompany him in a
distance education throughout his life. Personal Al assistant can answer routine
questions, help deepen the understanding of the topic, work as navigator in the sea of
digital information, find and organize data on request. Such an assistant can make a
schedule for his student and select classes at online courses at a convenient for him time,
track the progress of the completion of program. An artificial intelligence will be able to
be given by multitasking and you will focus on solving more creative tasks that require
immersion in the topic and the mobilization of all resources.

In addition, Al assistants of different students can communicate in order to
coordinate the time of joint classes, provide a better exchange of knowledge, help their
own wards learn from each other. New technologies allow students to concentrate on
classes even better than before, and now, with the help of the Al assistant, you will be
able to get rid of the gaps in the training completely. The personalized system will track
errors in the process of learning a new topic, will generate examples that based on
previous experiences of training, will explain new micro concepts and will delete
unnecessary ones. A similar personal online guide will help you to create a coherent
picture and quickly master new skills — moreover, throughout your life.

Thirdly, it is necessary to introduce new methods of so-called “Exciting learning”.
The system of education is chronically affected by inconsistencies in teaching methods
and the principles of information perception by the brain. The training is perceived as
boring by definition, and the brain begins to struggle with sleep, whereas artificial
intelligence can turn the search for new knowledge and the entire learning process,
including exercises into an exciting quest.

All studies confirm that when the process of studying is pleasant to students, then
successes are more tangible and knowledge is kept in memory better, and there is always
a motivation to learn something new. Al technologies can successfully support a flame
of interest and engage in the study of new topics.

Artificial intelligence will inevitably lead to the transformation of teaching and
the introduction of new effective methods of teaching. Therefore, for example, Scott
Bolland, a doctor of neurosciences, suggests using a methodical method of interval
repetition not for memorization material, but for studying a new one. In this case, it can
be combined with the regular passage of tests and with techniques of active
memorization.

Fourthly, it is advisable to convince a modern teacher to use the automated
program “Assistant of teacher or Al assistant”. Because, according to our belief, most
teachers are overloaded now: they have to constantly study and update materials for the
lesson, without losing quality. Cognitive computer technology can ease routine work
and save strength, offering integrated materials that tailor-made for the theme, and
dynamic solutions to save time.

Al assistant for a teacher helps with professional development, as well as students
with training. In addition, such an assistant will help plan lessons through online tools

and provide online coaching for improving quality of teaching. Virtual teacher support
centers will help the development process and contribute to better outcomes of learning.

The online class can be even more interactive and personalized, as technologies
allow students to choose when and how to move forward: those who quickly learn the
material are given the opportunity to move on to the next stage, while those who are
behind can, without undue pressure, to understand the obscure moments, to ask for help,
to practice.

Fifthly, to use the "Objective evaluation or Al evaluation” method in the modern
system of education, this is when tests are created and evaluated by the system itself,
this first of all saves the time of the teacher, enabling him to communicate more with the
students, to invest his forces to raising the level of teaching. The automatic generation of
tests and evaluation create a similarity of objective reality, removing an extra negative
from the teacher, which is formed during the evaluation by the traditional way. Similar
software can not only capture the current level of knowledge of students, but also help
them plan their training by providing lists of what they need to know of the program.

THE UK EXPERIENCE IN THE FIELD OF PROMOTION
OF HIGHER EDUCATION

Abstract. The European integration vector of Ukraine requires high-quality reforms, not
only at the political or economic level, but also in the field of education. Particularly important is
the issue of higher education and its qualitative foreign promotion. It is quite necessary to study
and adapt foreign experience in this area to the conditions and realities of the Ukrainian system
of higher education. The article mainly focuses on the main features of the promotion of higher
education in Great Britain. The period from beginning of British higher education
internationalization to its widespread promotion is analyzed. Branding campaigns, programs and
initiatives that contributed to the development of UK promotional strategy are examined.

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Adnotacja. W artykule przedstawiono teoretyczne aspekty problematyki dziatalno$ci
pozaklasowej zwigzanej z grami, jako zasobu rozwoju umiejetnosci i nawykow ruchowych
wsrod mtodszych ucznidéw. Uzasadniono istnienie opracowan praktycznych podczas aprobacji
quest-technologii w warunkach szkoly ogo6lnoksztalcacej.

PEDAGOGICAL CONDITIONS FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE
QUESTS DIDACTIC POTENTIAL ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF JUNIOR
PUPILS MOTOR SKILLS

Abstract. The article covers the theoretical aspects of the problem of extracurricular game
activity as an effective mean of development of motor skills and attainments of junior pupils.
Also this article substantiates practical experience during the testing of quest technologies in the
conditions of secondary schools. The main pedagogical conditions that provide the effectiveness
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of extracurricular quest classes for the purpose of development of motor skills and attainments of
junior school children, where the motivational-cognitive and organizational-methodical
conditions take a special place, are represented. The priority direction of the teacher's work in
extracurricular activities is to support the motivation of junior pupils in constant motor lessons
during extracurricular time. The pedagogical conditions that provide this fundamental direction
are manifested in a variety of ways, forms, and methods of interest among children of junior
school age. It has been established that an important circumstance of securing the effective use of
extracurricular gaming activity in the form of quests is the creation of a personally oriented
gaming environment. A necessary factor in the motivation of junior pupils to volunteer in quests
is the lack of direct didactic intervention and the instruction on how to properly perform certain
motor actions. The basic directions of creation of the necessary extracurricular activities of
pedagogical conditions of the organizational and methodical nature (preliminary study of the area
for conducting of the quests, preparation of volunteers-players, and preparation of subject support
and attributes for extracurricular gaming classes, tempo of conducting the quest, optimal motor
density of the quest class) are established.

Formulation of the problem. Analyzing the statistics on the state of crime in the
organs and penitentiary institutions of Ukraine, it was found that almost half of them fell
into disrepute with the requirements of the administration of the Ministry of Health
(Article 391 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine).

Thus, an idea emerged and the subject of this research was formed, given that
statistics on the prevention of crime are not available at the level of a specific institution
for the enforcement of sentences (hereinafter - ES), or in general, according to the
system of the State Criminal Execution Service of Ukraine (hereinafter - SCES) as the
regulatory legal acts on statistics, this issue is still not regulated [1].

On the basis of study of dissertations and scientific publications, that touched the
problems of prevention of malicious disobedience convict of administration of
establishments of implementation of punishments in 1991-2017, and also normatively-
legal acts that behaved to adjusting of the marked range of problems, an aim and task of
this research are set forth.

On the basis of the generalization of these empirical materials and the processing
of survey questionnaires of various respondents related to the selected subjects of the
study, and the study of archival criminal proceedings under Art. 391 of the Criminal
Code of Ukraine, working hypotheses concerning the results of this research were put
forward. At the same time, it should be noted that the scientific search was carried out
with the permission of the interterritorial directorates of the Internal Affairs Department
of the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine in the Ministry of Justice, located in the Volyn,
Kyiv, Rivne and Kharkiv regions, and covered practically all the regions of our state.

Sufficient also was the number of persons involved in the anonymous poll - 514
sentenced to imprisonment and 433 persons from the staff of the ES. At the same time,
the number of questions posed for respondents not only corresponded to the number and
content of the research objectives defined in this thesis, but also covered issues related to
the general knowledge of respondents about the subject of this study (types of crime
prevention, the content of malicious disobedience, foreign experience on the identified
issues; and so on).

The study of scientific works on preventive activities in the field of execution of
sentences, as well as the results of research methods used in this work, allowed to
generalize and document the overall results of this study.

On this basis, we can state that the results obtained in the course of this study can
be implemented in various spheres of social activity (law-making, practical and
educational process).

State of research. In science, the issue is not new. For a long time, the following
domestic scientists have been actively working on the solution of this problem: O. M.

Statement of the main provisions. As established in the course of this study, the
current period of formation and development of the legal and regulatory framework for
combating the malicious disobedience of convicts in places of deprivation of liberty can
be divided into several stages, namely:

a) 1991-1999 p.: the period of finding bodies and penal institutions in the system
of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine and the influence of the latter on the
formation of criminal-law principles of combating crime. In particular, indicators for
combating malicious disobedience to the requirements of the administration of the Pls
were among the priority indicators in the field of execution of sentences [2, p. 180-181];

b) 1999-2010 - the stage of independent functioning of penitentiary bodies and
institutions in the system of state executive bodies.

This period began with the Presidential Decree of March 12, 1999 "On the
withdrawal of the State Department of Ukraine for the execution of sentences on
subordination of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine" [3] and ended with the
adoption of another Decree of the President of Ukraine of December 9, 2010 "On the
optimization of the system of central bodies executive power "[4], according to which
DDU PVP partially lost its independence and coordinated its activities through the
Minister of Justice of Ukraine.

Between these time intervals, as shown by the results of this study, a number of
legal acts were adopted in Ukraine aimed at improving the scope of the execution of
sentences, including the issue of combating malicious disobedience of prisoners in the
Ministry of Health. In particular, such should include:

1) the introduction of significant changes labour code of Ukraine in 1970,
according to which, on the one hand, certain elements of international standards for the
treatment of convicts were fixed [5, p. 335-342], and, on the other hand, by intensifying
the struggle against the disgraceful disobedience of prisoners in places of imprisonment
(if in 1991, in the structure of crime, malicious disobedience to the requirements of the
administration of the administrative departments amounted to 9% (out of all 800
registered crimes, under Article 183-3 of the Criminal Code 72 criminal cases were
initiated) [6, pp. 8], then in 1999 - 60% (correspondingly, out of 429 of all committed
crimes, 258 accounted for Article 183-3 of the Criminal Code) [7, pp. 11-13] ;

2) the adoption in April 2001 of the new Criminal Code of Ukraine, in which
malicious disobedience to the requirements of the administration of the ES, as a crime,
was enshrined in Art. 391 of the Criminal Code [8];

3) the adoption in July 2003 of a new CPC, which substantially changed the
procedure for execution and serving the sentence, and introduced into circulation in a
separate article the notion of "maladjustment of the established order of serving a
sentence”, which provided for disciplinary liability [9], which was important from
Review of the application in practice Art. 391 of the Criminal Code, which, both in the
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title and in the disposition, remained in the wording of 2001, namely, malicious
disobedience to the requirements of the administration of the correctional institution.

At the same time, according to the Criminal-Executive Code, such institutions
were absent (according to Article 11 of this Code). Instead, they created ES, which, in
their turn, were divided into open-ended criminal institutions (correctional centers) and
closed-type (correctional colonies), as well as educational colonies [10, p. 53-57], that
is, contrary to the requirements of Part 4 of Art. 3 of the Criminal Code in this case Art.
391 of this Code was applied by analogy.

In this regard, one more noteworthy fact is that changes to this issue were not
made in the special resolution of the Plenum of the Supreme Court of Ukraine of March
26, 1993, No. 8 "On judicial practice in cases of offenses related to violations the
regime of serving sentences in places of deprivation of liberty "[11, p. 109-116];

4) adoption of other normative legal acts pertaining to the sphere of execution of
sentences (the Law of Ukraine "On the State Criminal Execution Service of Ukraine”
[12] and their new edition [13; 14], etc.);

c) the third stage of the formation of the legal and regulatory framework for
combating the disgraceful disobedience of the convicted persons within the limits of
imprisonment falls for 2011-2017, that is, they are related to full compliance in 2012
[15] of penitentiary bodies and institutions to the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine.

However, as established in the course of this study, a significant impact on the
state of application in practice Art. 391 of the Criminal Code did not take place. In
particular, if in 2011 this crime in the overall structure of crime in the administrative
staff of Ukraine was 34% [16, p. 3], then in 2016 - 32% [17, p. 1]. And this is despite
the fact that in April 2014 the Law of Ukraine "On bringing the conditions of detention
of prisoners to European standards™ was adopted and in the new wording (the phrase
"correctional institutions™ was replaced with "the penitentiary institution") was set forth
in Art. 391 of the Criminal Code;

d) the fourth stage of the formation and implementation of normative legal acts
aimed at combating the disobedient disobedience of the administration of the UVP
began in September 2017 with the adoption by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine of
the Concept of Reform (Development) of the Ukrainian Penitentiary System and
continues to this day.

But this document (source of law) also does not say anything about preventive
activities aimed at preventing malicious disobedience of prisoners of imprisonment
administration, which is an additional argument regarding the relevance and practical
significance of the topic of the study chosen in this paper.

If, in general, to generalize all the theoretical approaches that have been
developed to solve this problem, then it is possible to distinguish two directions which
have been formed and continue to develop on the doctrinal level, namely:

1. Scientists who are proposing to intensify correctional and labor repressions
against violent violators of the regime of serving sentences in the form of imprisonment
(VI I. Gorobtsov, O. S. Mikhlin, I. S. Noy, etc.) and substantiated the necessity of
introducing a special norm in Criminal Code, which would criminalize the malicious
disobedience of the administration of the Ministry of Social Security and Labor (O. L.
Remenson, Yu. V. Orel, K. Bondareva, etc.).
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2. Scientists who deny the position of the first scientists and propose to increase
the effectiveness of social and educational work with convicted prisoners (O. S.
Natashev, S. V. Boldyrev, I. S. Yakovets, etc.).

Conclusion. Along with this, as it was established in the course of this study,
neither the first group nor the second group of scientists raised the issue of preventing
malicious disobedience to the requirements of the administration of the ES in their
development, which led to the adoption of a final decision on the topic, the purpose and
objectives of the scientific search. Moreover, the methodological basis for this was
created, as at the legislative level (Part 1 of the Criminal Code, Part 1 of Article 1 of the
Criminal Code, Article 1 of the Law of Ukraine "On Operational and Investigative
Activity", etc.), and on the doctrinal level (in particular, in works by O. G. Kolba, O. M.
Dzhuzhi, V. P. Zakharova, etc.).

At the same time, it should be noted that the issue of preventing malicious
disobedience to the requirements of the administration of the Ministry of the Interior
was only partially considered in those works that directly concerned this issue, namely:
0. Pluzhnik "Criminal liability for violation of the punishment regime in penal colonies
and detention in custody "(2003), Yu.V. Orla" Criminal liability for malicious
disobedience to the requirements of the administration of the correctional institution
"(2008), KV Bondareva” Malicious disobedience to the requirements of the
administration of the institution of execution of punishment: criminal o-legal and
criminological characteristics "(2018) and others.

GENESIS AND EVOLUTION OF THE INSTITUTION OF NOTARY OATH
ON THE TERRITORY OF UKRAINE

Abstract. Notarial activity is a specific legal form of legal activity, within which the
notary carries out the application of legal norms through the exercise of jurisdictional powers on
indisputable matters. The quality of notarial acts depends on the competence, good faith, and
honesty of the notary.

The purpose of the article is to conduct a comprehensive scientific analysis of the
formation of the institution of notary oath from the initiation of the notary service board to the
present time. It gives the opportunity to deeper understand the peculiarities of the development
of the institution of notary oath and the notariate in general.

The author uses general scientific and special research methods. The basis of the study are
the following methods: historical and legal, structural and functional, comparative and method of
complex analysis.

The author states that the institution of notarial oath originates from ancient times,
confirmation of which is the norms of the Byzantine "Book of Eparch".
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In most European countries, the institution of notary oath is a prerequisite of access to the
profession of notary and state notary public law governs it. For example, in Ukraine, this issue
was first regulated by Article 6 of the Law of Ukraine "On Notariate" of September 2, 1993.
Further investigations of the institution of notary oath will include consideration of specific cases
of administering oaths by individual notaries at different stages of the development of notarial
activities.

LEGAL ASPECTS OF INTERPRETING THE UKRAINIAN-
POLISH CONFRONTATION IN THE YEARS OF THE WORLD
WAR 11

Abstract. The research seeks to identify legal aspects of interpreting the Volynian events
as genocidal acts. The emphasis is laid on the analysis of the specifics of different approaches to
the definition of the concept of genocide suggested by UN General Assembly Convention on the
Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide, by prominent Ukrainian, Polish and other
foreign experts on the issues of ethnic conflicts, genocide and ethnic cleansing. The author
reveals the importance of legal aspects of these crimes against humans, sheds light on the
interpretation of the notions of "intent" or "motive" in the context of genocidal acts and argues
that in the case study of the Ukrainian-Polish conflict it is extremely difficult to prove the
presence of deliberate intent required for recognition of certain acts as genocide. The revealed
legal aspects of the concept and peculiarities of its interpretation regarding the Ukrainian-Polish
confrontation in the years of the World War 1l provide grounds to conclude that, after all,
genocide is a crime under international customary law, and the prohibition of genocide is the
norm of jus cogens, which is known to have the retroactive force in time.

In recent years researchers have become increasingly interested in the objective
legal qualification of the Volynian events. It has become extremely important and
relevant due to the steps taken by the political elite of Poland. The decisions of the
Polish Parliament of the 7™ [21] and 22" [22] July in 2016, in which the events in the
western lands of Ukraine during the Second World War have been defined as
"genocide”, exactly like the previous attempts to implement this term into the
educational process [30, 18-19-21-22], forced the public and historians once again argue
the urgency of this problem.

Public prosecutors of the National Remembrance Institute (Zayonts Piotr,
department official of the Commission studying the crimes against the Polish nation in
Lublin, who investigated the events of 1943 in Volyn [26; 27; 28], Przemyslaw
Mishkho (Przemystaw Miszko) and Krzysztof Matkovskii, department staff members of
the Commission studying the crimes against the Polish nation in Wroclaw, focused on
the research of the events on the territory of Eastern Galicia [14, 50-52], have long
insisted on the fact that during the Second World War there was a ""genocide™ against the
Poles.
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However, competent Ukrainian researchers emphasize that we can speak exactly
in the same terms of the Ukrainian genocide committed by the Poles as the genocide of
the Poles committed by the Ukrainians [34]. It is worth mentioning that the first time the
term "genocide” in its modern sense was introduced by Raphael Lemkin in 1944, when
he published his documentary book "Axis Rule in Occupied Europe.”

Genocide in the jurisprudence is considered to be the worst of the crimes, though
not unconditionally, and the best proof of this provision is the fact that International
Criminal Tribunal has three judicial chambers: on genocide, on crimes against humanity
and the war crimes. Actually genocide is the most serious among the international
crimes, commitment of which is the basis for the international legal criminal liability of
the states/nations and (or) criminal responsibility of the individuals. Raphael Lemkin,
the author of the concept of genocide, emphasized the legal, moral and human nature of
this notion, thereby providing an international dimension to the concept — the word was
quickly adopted by many in the international community.

Many sources argue that the term genocide has become an official term used in
the international legal practice after being first used in 1945 at the Nuremberg trials. On
December 9, 1948 UN General Assembly adopted the Convention on the Prevention and
Punishment of the Crime of Genocide, which had defined the international legal status
of the concept as the gravest crime against humanity and provided clues to the causes
and conditions of criminal responsibility for this crime. According to Art. Il of the
United Nations Genocide Convention genocide is defined as "acts committed with intent
to destray, in whole or in part, a national, ethnic, racial or religious group as such" and
involves: a) killing members of the group; b) causing serious corporal or mental harm to
the members of the group; c) deliberate creation of unbearable conditions of life for any
group of people aimed at physical destruction of them , in whole and in part; (d)
imposing measures intended to prevent births within the group; (e) forcibly transferring
children of the group to another group [6]. Subsequently, the definition of genocide
given in the Convention was used verbatim in the draft Code of Crimes against the
Peace and Security of Mankind 1996 (art. 17), in the statutes of the International
Criminal Tribunal on Yugoslavia (art. 4) and Rwanda (art. 2), as well as in the Statute of
the International Criminal Court (Art. 6). We often come across the reference to this
document in the decisions of the UN International Court of Justice. Despite initially
broad legal interpretation of genocide, judicial practice of its application allows to assert
that now it is understood only as the direct physical destruction of large human groups.

Even in the first paragraph of Art. 1l of the Convention there is a stumbling stone
as to the application of the term "genocide™ regarding the Volynian events. In fact, the
key element required to determine corpus delicti of genocide in accordance with the
Genocide Convention is the proof that the banned action was committed with the
specific intent (dolus specialis). The case of Bosnia Herzegovina against Yugoslavia
“Application of the Convention on the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of
Genocide” [12; 4; 1, 113-126; 2; 19] may serve an example of the importance of
establishing the proofs of whether there was a direct intent to destruct a particular group,
in whole or in part, and whether these actions have been ascribed to one of the parties.

A number of scholars, who study the concept of genocide and ethnic conflicts,
highlight the importance [12] of revealing the notions of "intent" or "motive" of the
parties. In the case study of the Ukrainian-Polish conflict it is extremely difficult to
prove the presence of deliberate intent required for recognition of certain acts as
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genocide. After all, for the sake of truth, we are to recognize that there are arguments for
both those who believe in the existence of such intent, and those who deny the fact of
deliberate intent to destroy. In other words, the crucial and critical approach to the legal
assessment of any act/crime defined as genocide needs to find/establish the proof of the
special intent to commit it, but not just finding the answer to the question why, or
searching for the reasons and motives of the crime committed, or the issues of the so-
called quantitative threshold. The number of victims is not a legal basis of genocide, but
only one of the circumstances of the crime. Revealing those circumstances may be
considered only as an auxiliary source to prove the intent to partial or total destruction
of a group as such, and the ground to determine the level of the crime gravity.
Accordingly, in terms of naming the Volynian events “genocide” any political
manipulation with figures related to the number of victims both toward reduction and
toward the increase in number, is pointless; in moral terms such actions can never be
justified.

It should be emphasized that, despite all the efforts today historians do not have at
their disposal any documentary proofs of the UPA commanders’ order about the
destruction of the Polish population in 1943. The basic document to which Polish
researchers refer, when speaking about the existence of such a command, is lurii
Stelmashchuk’s (nicknamed Red) confession: "In (...) June of 1943, in the woods nearby
the village of Kolky, | had a meeting with Klim Savur and Andruschenko, a
representative of UPA General Command Headquarters. Saur gave me the command to
annihilate/kill all the Poles in Kovel area. (...) | had no right to violate the order, though
its execution was all against my personal beliefs. When | appealed to Andrushchenko,
he explained to me that this was not an instruction of the center, but a distortion of it on
the terrain by UPA leadership including his letter-prescription on the implementation of
those instructions.

It is obvious for every expert that such sources are to be treated with certain
caution since they can be interpreted only as arbitrary retelling of the information
required by the investigation as post factum [38, 165]. Conducted by lvan Marchuk
textological expertise of the documents relating to the command/order on anti-Polish
actions provided the researcher with the right to conclude that they are nothing but a
KGB fake [35, 71].

However, as Ivan Patryliak claims, there exists a renowned commandment of the
organizational referenty of the regional OUN leadership in Galicia Ne7/4, dated 3 May,
1944, which provides grounds to reproduce situation during those anti-Polish events [37,
71]. Considering the importance of the document, it is necessary to give a bit broader
passage from the charter "B" of the document, which states: “In view of the official
decree of the Polish government, in terms of cooperation with the Soviets, the Poles
should be driven out from our land. | request to understand it in the following way: to
give the Polish population instructions to move to the indigenous Polish lands in a few
days. When they refuse to do this, then send troops, which will liquidate males, and burn
houses and property (or disassemble them). Again, keep in mind that you should first
exhort the Poles to leave their lands, and then liquidate them, not vice versa (please pay
particular attention to this). In particular, drive away from the mixed-populated villages
those Poles who do not tend to assimilate. But do not move those who have Ukrainian
families, have estranged from Poles and are kept in ties with them only by religion."” [41,
38]
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This is confirmed also by the Polish authors who recognize that the goal of the
anti-Polish campaign was the withdrawal of Polish population onto the indigenous
Polish lands [24] — their expulsion, elimination or displacement due to war, but not
torture or extermination of the Polish population [13, 187].

In this context it is worth mentioning another term, relatively new, which entered
the international lexicon as a loan translation from Serbo-Croatian — ethnic cleansing
(etni¢ko ¢iSéenje). The term "ethnic cleansing" was introduced perhaps the first time by
the US State Department to characterize the events in the Western Balkans [39, 20-21].
It was used to denote special campaigns aimed at stripping the territory from a certain
ethnic group, and the persecution of civilians on ethnic grounds. In August, 1992 this
concept-term appeared in the documents of international organizations, such as the
Commission on Human Rights [29, 247]. UN General Assembly Resolution of 18
December 1992 contains a categorial assertion of ethnic cleansing as a form of genocide
[17, 355]. However, according to the researchers of international law de jure the notion
of "ethnic cleansing” does not work: this concept has not been found in the statutes of
the Nuremberg and Tokyo Tribunals, neither in the Convention of 1948, nor in the
statutes of the ICTR, nor in the Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court [42,
81]. Nonetheless, the researchers believe that the crimes of "ethnic cleansing” have their
own independent meaning, though close to the concept of genocide [33, 37-46]. As a
matter of fact genocide and ethnic cleansing have at least one common feature — it is
killing members of any national, ethnic, religious or racial group.

The differences are observed in the interpretation of the very concept of intent:
regarding genocide it is "extermination of the population, in whole or in part”, while
ethnic cleansing is defined as "an intention to get rid of all the representatives of a
certain group in a particular location (area) through the massacres, mass evictions and
deportation of the population from their habitats." It is this distinction scheme that
Norman M. Naimark applies [15, 67]. In addition, a characteristic feature of genocide is
that generally its commitment is purposeful and organized, but "ethnic cleansing" is
mainly the result of military operations aimed at regaining some areas, while the
massacres and interment are a consequence of taking hostages and their physical
destruction through emotional and personal attitudes.

Another important factor is the proof of the destruction of the group members
exclusively because they are related to this group, and therefore the identification of
victims should be considered as a fundamental element of the crime of genocide. There
are two principal ways to do it: objective and subjective [23, 588]. According to the
definition of the International Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda the notion of "a national
group” implies "union of people who have sustained legal coherence, such as a single
citizenship and, consequently, certain rights and responsibilities.” [25]

The analysts emphasize one more important sign of genocidal actions.
Researchers of genocide Barbara Harff and Ted Gurr define genocide as “the promotion
and implementation of certain policies by the state or its agents, leading to the deaths of
a significant number of group members ..." [10, 359-371]. In another study, researchers
directly point to the crucial role of the state in the genocide and other forms of group
repressions. This point of view is advocated by R. J. Rummel, who claims that genocide
should be understood as the government murder of people because of their indelible
group membership [18]. From the same standpoint F.Chalk, I.Charny and K.Jonasson,
considering the definition of genocide in Convention to be not sufficient for scientists,
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define it as "unilateral forms of mass murder through which the state or other
government agencies (authorities) intend to destruct a group, since this group and its
members are defined as the perpetrators.[5, 97].

Adrian Gallagher argues that genocide occurs "when a source of collective power
(usually the government) deliberately uses its imperious potential to destroy the group,
in whole or substantial part of it, which depends on the relative size of the group.” [9,
37]. Analyzing the nature and contents of genocides James Petras says: "Genocide
means widespread, systematic and state-supported destruction of most of the civilian
population for an extended period of time, based on the principles of ethnic, racial or
religious identity.” [16] Andrii Kozytckii draws attention to the fact that all the cases of
legally and internationally recognized genocides in the 20th century have been
committed only by the state, because only the state apparatus has adequate resources to
coordinate and support violence against the minorities on a large territory and for a long
time.

Raul Hilberg has deduced a formula how society comes to genocide: 1)the
government comes to the conclusion that there is a group of the others; 2) the
government decides that it is necessary to determine the limits permitted for those
others; 3) if the group is different, then this group can not live nearby and needs to be
segregated; 4) this group is useless and must be exterminated [11].

A.Gorbatiuk, Ukrainian researcher, points out that although the 1948 UN
Convention “On the Prevention and Punishment of the Crime of Genocide" does not
directly consider the responsibility of States, it is self-evident that the article IX implies
it: "Disputes between States-Parties concerning the interpretation or application of this
Convention, including responsibility of a State for genocide or one of the crime-acts,
specified in Article 111, are transferred or submitted to the International Court of Justice
at the request of any of the parties to the dispute.” [32, 138] UN International Court of
Justice, regarding the liability of Yugoslavia for the events in Srebrenica, highlighted the
responsibility of the public authorities for acts of genocide [3, 182-412]. It is not
accidentally, that in the discussions on Ukraine some participants stressed the fact that in
1943 the state of Ukraine did not exist in the European political map. Residents of the
Western Ukraine were citizens of other countries, so contemporary Ukrainian statehood
have nothing to do with what had happened in this region during the Second World War.

As Taras Wozniak affirms, the corpus delicti of this crime can be determined only
by the relevant international tribunal or special public prosecutors (as in the case with
those working at the Institute of National Remembrance, and who, having opened
dozens of "cases against VVolyn", have not brought any of them to court) [31]. It is
needless to say that those who are accused of committing those crimes in Volyn, have
already finished their earthly way — they either perished in the battles with Soviet troops
in war, or were condemned and executed by the Soviet repressive machine, or became
victims of the operations conducted by the intelligence agencies.

Polish lawyer Ryshard Shavlovskii put forward a thesis about equating the crimes
of the Third Reich, the Soviet Union and Ukrainian nationalists, providing the latter
with even harder qualification. Moreover, according to the lawyer Ukrainian genocide
against the Poles due to the unprecedented radicalism is the worst act of genocide
committed in Europe during the Second World War [8, 120].

To define namely the events in the western part of Ukraine he put forward the
concept of genocidium atrox, considering it to be more appropriate to describe the
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terrible genocide characterized by the most refined tortures and which were used of pure
sadism [7, 174].

This concept, according to its creator, can be implied to give modern
interpretation of  the Paragraphl in the text of the Art. Il of the Convention of
December 9, 1948, and accordingly it may provide arguments to interpret the issue as
such that has legal consistency. [20, 27].

For the sake of justice it should be noted that it is not quite correct to deny legal
gualification of Volynian events as genocide on the grounds that these tragic events
"took place before the Genocide Convention of 1948 came into force. After all,
genocide is a crime under international customary law, and the prohibition of genocide
is the norm of jus cogens, which is known to have the retroactive force in time.

The problem is that the term suggested by Rafal Lemkin, did not function only as
the term of the international law. Since the second half of the 20th century the term
"genocide”, being general and quite universal, has acquired new concrete semantic
facets, due to the new tragedies, that fall into the category of genocide, but they have
different causes or forms of exercise. The widespread use of the term in the media, by
politicians, by scientists from different fields of humanities leads to the erosion and
substitution of its legal context by much broader socio-political one. French historian
Yves Ternon who specializes in the Holocaust and the Armenian Genocide, suggests his
own quite capacious definition of the concept: "The word "genocide" gives a name to
what can not be named; it identifies the unthinkable and distinguishes this particular
crime from the commonplace ones. This is a flexible word, and having been fixed in
dictionary, it allows us to endure what can not be endured; the term "genocide” makes
the murder a commonplace thing and dulls the horror. This is a convenient word that
may serve both as a monument to the victims, and a curse to the national states.” [40].

Formulation of the problem. The current state of combating recidivism in
Ukraine, including the sphere of punishment, objectively determines the necessity of
intensifying scientific research and applying in this connection existing methodologies,
new technologies and doctrinal approaches in science.

This problem is particularly relevant because of the fact that in recent years there
have been significant organizational and legal changes in the system of penitentiary
bodies and institutions, which since 2012 have been completely subordinated to the
Ministry of Justice of Ukraine, and from May 2016, they work according to other
principles of management activity, when instead Territorial departments for the
execution of sentences of the State Penitentiary Service (SPS) of Ukraine established
interterritorial directorates of the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine [1].

In addition, in connection with the tragic events in the East of Ukraine, the
annexation of Crimea and the actual military aggression of the Russian Federation
against our state, the quantitative and qualitative structure of the convicts has changed
significantly, new types of crimes have appeared, and the number of persons brought to
justice has increased for their commission, as well as in general, the state of law and
order and crime was worsened both in Ukraine and in the area of execution of sentences,
in particular.

These circumstances and caused the choice of the topic of the article, its object,
goals and objectives, the priority of which is the justification of the need to increase the
intensity and efficiency of scientific research in the organs and penitentiary institutions
in order to ensure criminal-executive activities at a higher organizational, legal and other
levels.

State of research. As shown by the study of scientific literature, issues of the
methodology of research in the field of crime prevention, along with experts in the
theory of law, are actively engaged in criminologists and academics of criminal-
executive law, namely: O. M. Bandurka, VI I. Borisov, I. G. Bogatyryov, VV Golina,
B. M. Golovkin, T. A. Denisova, O. M. Dzhuzha, A. P. Zakalyuk, O. G. Kolb, I. M.
Kopotun, V. Ya. Konopelsky, VO Merkulova, AV Savchenko, A. Kh. Stepanyuk, V.
M. Trubnikov, I. S. Yakovets and others.

Along with this, it is worth noting that scientific developments do not fully reflect
contemporary socio-legal realities of combating crime, including the sphere of execution
of punishments, which became decisive when deciding to select the subject of research
in this scientific article.

Statement of the main provisions. In science, under the methodology of
research understand the system of approaches, methods and methods of scientific
research, the theoretical basis of their use in the study of state-law phenomena [2, p.
618]. At the same time, as rightly concluded by MS Kellman, the general nature of the
methodology is that it acts as a kind of art (technique) of any research [3, p. 7].
Proceeding from this and the etymological meaning of the word "methodology", he
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derived the following elements: a) science; b) the way to it; c) the way of using this
path, as action (work), in order to establish the truth, correctness of knowledge [3, p. 7].
However, in his opinion, in the general epistemological notion of methodology, each
individual goal (the element of research) can not be in itself: in the methodology of law
there is a single goal. It is, first of all, the epistemological moment of knowledge of law
[4, p. 710]. Moreover, although epistemology itself is autonomous as a subject of
knowledge, however, it is virtually devoid of enormous importance and for the
technique of methodology as a science, in fact, applied [4, p. 711].

As shown by the study of scientific literature, the basis of the methodology of
legal science are, in particular:

1. Philosophical-ideological approaches (materialistic or idealist, dialectical or
methodological, recognition or denial of objective social, including state-legal patterns
and the possibility of their knowledge, gaining true knowledge about them).

2. General scientific methods, that is, those which are used in all or in most
sciences (structural, functional, ascension from abstract to concrete, etc.).

3. Group methods, that is, those that apply only in a particular group of sciences
(in particular, sociological research methods).

4. Special methods, that is, acceptable for the study of the subject of a single
science (in this article - a method of investigating criminal-executive phenomena and
processes).

5. Research methods, which are divided into empirical (methods of detecting,
fixing, collecting, systematizing information about facts and phenomena) and theoretical
(methods of interpretation, explanation of the collected data, construction of concepts,
concepts, forecasts, etc.) [2, p. 618].

These methodological approaches were used in this scientific article in studying
issues related to the content of crime control in the field of execution of sentences, as
well as determined the methods of research, selected topics. At the same time, the
following common methodological postulates, known in science, were observed: a) the
objective conditionality of the chosen methods of studying his subject; b) the need to
establish a unified truth, the probability of which can be proved and verified by means
of certain objective criteria; c¢) the ability of the research method to approach the
disclosure of the social essence of the studied phenomena, but not to conceal, obscure it
[2, p. 619] and take into account the peculiarities of the research that is taking place in
the field of execution of sentences [5, p. 11].

In addition, in the course of this study, the general principles of the methodology
of scientific research were followed, namely: 1) the principle of unity of theory and
practice; 2) the principle of objectivity; 3) the principle of a comprehensive study; 4)
the principle of unity of the historical and logical; 5) the principle of systemicity; 6) the
principle of determinism; 7) the principle of development; 8) the principle of
authenticity [6, p. 15].

Again, with the application of the research methods indicated in this scientific
paper, the fundamental rule of methodology was followed: each method, regardless of its
value, is part of the methodology, but not by the methodology itself as a science - the
knowledge of the knowledge of the ways leading to the truth in the legal field [4, p. 710].

In general, the study of the object and subject of this research was carried out
according to the following methodology:
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1. Analyzing statistics on the state of crime in the organs and penitentiary
institutions of Ukraine, it was found that almost half of them fell into disrepute with the
requirements of the administration of the Ministry of Health (Article 391 of the Criminal
Code of Ukraine).

Thus, an idea emerged and the subject of this research was formed, considering
that statistics on the prevention of crimes do not exist at the level of a specific institution
for the enforcement of sentences (hereinafter - the Ministry of Justice), or in general,
according to the system of the State Criminal-Enforcement Service of Ukraine
(hereinafter - DKVS) as regulatory legal acts on statistics, this issue is still not regulated

[7].

2. On the basis of the study of theses and scientific publications, which in varying
degrees addressed the prevention of malicious disobedience to the requirements of the
administration of the UVP in 1991-2017, as well as regulatory legal acts related to the
regulation of the identified issues (QC, CRC , PVR UVP, departmental instructions on
the issues of protection, supervision and safety in the Pls, other sources, including the
international legal nature), the purpose and objectives of this study were formulated.

3. Based on the generalization of the above-mentioned empirical materials and
the processing of survey questionnaires of various respondents related to the selected
subjects of the study, and the study of archival criminal proceedings under Art. 391 of
the Criminal Code of Ukraine, working hypotheses concerning the results of this
research were put forward. At the same time, it should be noted that the scientific
search was carried out with the permission of the interterritorial directorates of the
Internal Affairs Department of the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine in the Ministry of
Justice, located in the Volyn, Kyiv, Rivne and Kharkiv regions, and covered practically
all the regions of our state.

Sufficient also was the number of persons involved in the anonymous poll - 514
sentenced to imprisonment and 433 persons from the staff of the UVP. At the same
time, the number of questions posed for respondents not only corresponded to the
number and content of the research objectives defined in this thesis, but also covered
issues related to the general knowledge of respondents about the subject of this study
(types of crime prevention, the content of malicious disobedience, foreign experience on
the identified issues ; and so on).

4. The study of scientific works on preventive activities in the field of execution
of sentences, as well as the results of research methods used in this work, allowed to
generalize and document the overall results of this study.

5. On this basis, we can state that the results obtained in the course of this study
can be implemented in various spheres of social activity (law-making, practical and
educational process).

So in general terms one can imagine the methodology of research of this scientific
development, which is based on the results of those scientific investigations conducted
on the identified problems.

Summarizing during the above-mentioned search of the information obtained, it
was possible to deduce two modern (1918-2018 pp.) Periods during which the legal and
legal framework for combating the criminal disobedience of the convicted to the lawful
requirements of the administration of the UVP was formed and functioning, and
appropriate legal practice was applied regarding their application, namely:
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a) the so-called Soviet period covering 1918-1991, when Ukraine was part of the
USSR and reflected the content of the political regime and criminal-executive policy,
which in the present term is called "totalitarian" and "anti-popular” [8, ¢ . 3].

As 1. Y. Boiko accurately remarked on this, the formation of Soviet law in
Ukraine was closely linked with the organization and formation of Soviet power and the
formation of a state apparatus [9, p. 338].

In general, the estimation of this historic period of development of Ukraine, the
researchers gave as follows: one hundred years passed - enough time to evaluate and
draw conclusions, to formulate the moral imperative of historical memory, to throw
down the darkness of the Soviet propaganda about "the very human of people”,
consciously free up from "The ghost of communism™ and its idols. Enough of "ghosts"
to wander Europe, it's time for us to go ahead! [10, p. 4];

b) the modern Ukrainian period that has developed during the period of Ukraine's
independence (1991-2018 pp.) and is connected with the development of the domestic
system of law and legislation, especially since the adoption of the Constitution of
Ukraine in 1996 [11], including with regard to the sphere of the execution of
punishments and the issues studied in this scientific article.

As V. Ya. Tatsiy concluded in connection with this, with the adoption of the
Constitution of Ukraine in June 1996, the process of national state-building came to a
new legal level, which stabilized at that time the socio-political and socio-economic
situation in Ukraine, determined the program of movement to the political ideal - a
democratic, social, legal state, in which a person is recognized as the highest social
value [12, p. 3].

Conclusion. Summing up the study, it should be noted that the state of prevention
of crimes related to the malicious disobedience of the administration of the UVP is
influenced by a number of circumstances established in this work, namely:

a) the historical practice of execution - the serving of sentences in the Soviet
period of the functioning of the sphere of execution of punishment in Ukraine (1918-
1991 pp.);

b) the location of penitentiary organs and institutions in the system of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of Ukraine (1991-1999), which prioritized the issues of the
fight against crime, and not the corrective-resocialization process, which has somewnhat
different social purpose and forms, methods and means influence on the person of the
offender (Article 6 of the CEC of Ukraine);

¢) the unsystematic, chaotic and logical nature of the reforms carried out in the
field of the execution of sentences in Ukraine, starting in 1991 at the present time,
beyond which the main actors - convicted and staff of the Internal Affairs Committee of
Ukraine;

d) insufficient level of scientific research in the field of execution of punishments
of Ukraine in relation to prevention of crimes, including issues related to the content of
malicious disobedience of the administration of the Ministry of Health;

e) blind and senseless introduction of international experience in national
legislation and practice related to the organization of execution and serving of sentences,
in the absence of adequate financial, logistical, personnel and other opportunities of the
state and society in today's socio-economic conditions of development of Ukraine.

Formulation of the problem Studying the content of the Constitution of
Ukraine, this normative legal act contains a number of rules that directly relate to the
subject ct under study in this scientific article [1]. In particular, in Art. 3 of the Basic
Law states that people, their lives and health, honor and dignity, inviolability and safety
are recognized in Ukraine as the highest social value. At the same time, human rights
and freedoms determine the content and direction of the state's activities, and their
approval and provision is the main responsibility of the state.

Moreover, as it follows from the content of Part 2 of Art.. 19 of the Constitution
of Ukraine, bodies of state power (including penal institutions and institutions) and their
officials must act only on the basis of, within the limits of authority and in the manner
prescribed by the Constitution and laws of Ukraine.

In the context of the subjects under study, attention is also drawn to the norms of
the Constitution of Ukraine, which are directly related to the regulation of social
relations related to the use of measures of physical influence, special means and
weapons to the convicts, including minors, which is discussed in the Art. 106 of the
Criminal Procedure Code (CEC) of Ukraine [2], namely:

1) Art. 27 of the Basic Law, which states that each person has an inalienable right
to life;

2) Art. 28 - No one shall be subjected to torture, cruel, inhuman or degrading
treatment or punishment;

3) Art. 29 - Everyone has the right to liberty and personal integrity;

4) other norms of the Constitution of Ukraine.

Fullest extent, the said legal provisions should apply also to juveniles serving
sentences in the form of deprivation of liberty. As for this, it is stated in Art. 52 of the
Constitution of Ukraine, any violence against a child is prosecuted by law.

At the same time, in part 3 of Art. 106 CEC of Ukraine states that juveniles
(according to the international classification and in accordance with the Convention on
the Rights of the Child, these persons are called "children” [3]) who commit group or

armed surveillance or resistance that threatens the life and health of staff of the colony
or other persons, the use of measures of physical influence, special means and weapons
is allowed.

Thus, it must be recognized that there is a legal conflict when, on the one hand (in
particular, Article 52 of the Constitution of Ukraine), the use of violence against the
child is unequivocally prohibited, and, on the other hand (Article 3, Article 106 of the
Criminal Code), such violence to the indicated persons is considered lawful. At the
same time, if we proceed from the contents of Art. 8 of the Basic Law, according to
which the Constitution of Ukraine has the highest legal force, the provisions of Part 3 of
Art. 106 CEC should be recognized as contrary to this law.

Given these circumstances, it is undoubtedly very important to give an answer to
this applied problem and to the scientific level, which caused the choice of this article,
its subject, purpose, and the main task - to develop scientifically grounded proposals
aimed at improving the legal basis for the use of curtailment measures to juvenile
convicts in places of deprivation of liberty.

State of research. The results of the study of scientific literature show that the
scientists, in the first place, the so-called administrative and criminal-legal direction, are
actively engaged in the development of this issue, although experts in criminal-
executive law are not left to this side. These include, in particular: K.A.Avtukhova,
O.M. Banduruk, V.I. Borisova, I.G. Bohatyreva, V.V. Vasilevich, V.V. Golin, B.M.
Golovkina, O. M. Dzhuzha, T. A. Denisov, S. F Denisova, V. | Ghentuya, V. J.
Konopelskogo, I. M. Kopotuna, M. A. Linenko, A. M. Litvinova, V. A. Merkulova, A.
V. Savachenko, A. Kh. Stepanyuk, V. M. Trubnikova, S.J. Fahrenyuk, I. S. Yakovets
and others.

In addition, on the doctrinal level, the question of the peculiarities, taking into
account the constitutional provisions, the application to minors in places of
imprisonment of measures of physical influence, special means and weapons has not
been studied sufficiently (this, in turn, affects the effectiveness of enforcement practice
in the field of execution punishments), which became decisive in determining the title
of this scientific article.

Statement of the main provisions. As noted in Part 3, Art. 106 CEC of
Ukraine, it is prohibited to use measures of physical influence, special means and
weapons, along with other categories of convicts, to minors, except for cases of group or
armed assault that threatens the life and health of colony or other personnel or armed
resistance.

Based on these normative provisions, it is possible to distinguish the following
features of law enforcement practice on the specified issues, namely:

a) the use of mortification of curbing a group attack minors;

b) use their in an armed attack

c) the application of the measures specified in the law for curbing an armed
attack.

In the first case the answer to the legality and conditions on the use of force
against juvenile offenders can be found in the explanations of Plenum of the Supreme
Court of Ukraine, reflecting the content of the said issues ("On self-defense” [4] "On the
violation of a prison" [5]; "On Judicial Protection of Law Enforcement Officials and the
Court" [6], etc.). The basic motif of court decisions in this case is that recognized lawful
acts or omissions of subjects of application of mortification, if other means or measures
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to avoid this was not possible, or if these measures (tools) did not give the expected
result.

a) disproportionality of means of attack and protection;

b) the inconsistency of the circumstances of the attack and protection;

c) the disproportionality of the number of attackers and the number of defended
persons;

d) other situations [4].

Taking into account the specified and requirements of Art. 52 of the Constitution
of Ukraine, there should be Part 3 of Art. At the end of the sentence, add 106 words at
the end of the sentence with the phrase "if other means and measures did not succeed in
curbing the violent and other illegal actions or inactivity of the convicted" and to lay
down the specified norm of the Code in the new wording.

At the same time, under other means (measures) the mortification should be
understood:

1) verbal (verbal) methods of influence;

2) demonstration of the possibilities of special means (in particular, their use up
or in the other direction from convicts, etc.);

3) appeal to offenders most authoritative persons in this situation from the staff of
the colony, pedagogues or convicts serving the sentence;

4) the actions of psychologists and other such specialists who have a legal
permission to treat citizens (so-called "fortune-tellers", psychics, pastor, etc.).

As to the second case - the use of juvenile convicts in places of deprivation of
liberty measures of physical influence, special means and weapons - in this situation, as
practice shows, there are also reservations. Thus, in the resolution of the Plenum of the
Supreme Court of Ukraine of 26.04.2002, No. 3 "On judicial practice concerning the
abduction and other illicit handling of weapons, combat supplies, explosives, explosives
or radioactive materials,” it is indicated that in all cases the courts are obliged to
establish the legality of their application by persons who possessed these means on legal
grounds [7]. Language, if we compare this with the problems of resorting to juvenile
detention in prisons, is that in all cases of armed attack, colony personnel should be
aware of the totally dangerous consequences of using juvenile convicts of those or other
means and weapons and, accordingly, counteracting the latter defined in art. 106 KVK
means of physical influence, special means and weapons. Thus, the presence of a small
minor metallic sharpening can not be the reason for the use of firearms by the personnel
of the colony, if it was not dangerous for the collision of the sides of the distance.

Proceeding from this, Part 3 of Art. 106 KVN should be supplemented with the
second sentence of the following content: "The use of these means and measures for a
juvenile convict is allowed taking into account the circumstances, the type of weapon
possessed by the offender, as well as the distance of the collision of the parties to the
conflict.”

Similar conditions must also be observed in the third situation, which is related to
the use of juvenile restraining measures in armed resistance against juvenile convicts in
places of deprivation of liberty.

It is precisely in view of this component that some statistics on the use of physical
activity measures, special means and weapons condemned in Ukraine testify to the need
to solve this problem. Specifically, the main reason to use handcuffs offenders (62.2%
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in the structure of applications curbing measures) is convicted of committing physical
dispute (58%) and attempt to commit self-mutilation and suicide (23%) [8, p. 22].

The latter also served as grounds for applying to prisoners, deprived of liberty,
rubber batons (99% in the structure of the use of these special means), physical strength
(78%); special means of annoying action (92%) and stray shirt (100%) [8, p. 23].

In general, the analysis of cases of resorting to incarcerated measures in places of
deprivation of liberty showed that the main reason for their application was to make the
last physical resistance or inadequate behavior (67% of the total) [8, p. 23], which, in
turn, are integral elements of a group or armed attack and armed resistance of offenders
in the colonies, which only confirms the relevance of the issues under study in this
scientific publication and emphasizes the attention of scientists and practitioners on the
need for its solution on the doctrinal, practical (law enforcement) and regulatory - legal
levels [9].

Of course, the decision of the Constitutional Court of Ukraine regarding the
compliance of Part 3 of Article 3 could be the methodological grounds for the
improvement of the legal mechanism on specified issues. 106 CEC of Ukraine Art. 52
of the Constitution of Ukraine. However, there is another fact that is obvious: without
guantitative developments in science, neither theorists, practitioners nor judges to make
judicious, substantiated and legitimate decisions in essence will continue to be
extremely difficult.

Especially since other provisions of Art. 106 CEC of Ukraine concerning the
application of curbing minors sentenced to prison, except parts 5 and 6 of this Article
Code not evolved since its adoption (July 11, 2003) [2], despite the fact that during this
time The new Code of Criminal Procedure of Ukraine [10], the Law of Ukraine "On the
National Police of Ukraine” [11] "On the Prosecutor 's Office” [12] and other normative
and legal acts, which in varying degrees relate to the issues of application of measures of
physical influence, were issued. , special means and weapons to the convicted prisoners
admitted free will.

Thus, taking into account the characteristics of the application of measures to
curb juvenile offenders in prison is not only and not so much cognitive (theoretical and
doctrinal), much practical significance because the issue is closely linked with the
constitutional provisions defining the legal status of these individuals, and with
international legal requirements defining the legal status of these persons [3].

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Abstract. The article is devoted to theoretical principles of development of constructive
leadership of future masters of the humanitarian profile in the process of professional training.
The article describes the state of development of the problem of development of constructive
leadership of the future masters of the humanitarian profile, as well as the essence of constructive
leadership. The following methods were used: the analysis of philosophical, pedagogical and
psychological literature in order to study the phenomenon of leadership, as well as system-
structural analysis in order to study the content and structure of constructive leadership. Also
were used general scientific methods: analysis, synthesis, induction and deduction. The article
also outlines the main concepts of leadership: the concepts that justify the advantage of the factor
personality traits; concepts in which the decisive factor is the situation; concepts that combine
personal factors and situational. As a result of the study, the content of the concept of
«constructive leadership» is specified and the definition of «leadership domination» in the
discourse of professional training of future masters of the humanitarian profile is proposed.

Key words: constructive leadership, leadership domination, functional leadership,
dysfunctional leadership, neutral leadership, future masters of the humanitarian profile, personal
conceptions, situational conceptions, conceptions of the combination of situational and
personality traits.

Introduction. The content of the phenomenon of leadership and approaches to its
development attracted the attention of researchers of various fields throughout the
development of human civilization. B. Bass and R. Bass indicate that the study of the
essence of leaders and leadership began simultaneously with the emergence of civilization,
and also emphasize the fact that in leadership, military and social movements, leadership
plays an important, if not the most important, role, respectively, it is an important subject
of research (Bass & Bass, 2009). Problems of leadership development in higher education
institutions are L. Kaidalova, O. Kin (students in general), N. Marahovsky, K. Kiba, O.
Krupsky, N. Semenchenko, T. Ivanova, G.Titov (future teachers), A.Pilganchuk, (future
psychologists), B.Goloshko, O. Romanovsky (future managers), L. Sergeyev, V.
Kondratiev, M. Khromey (future specialists in the specialty «Commercial affair»), S.
Kalashnikov (future leaders of educational institutions) and others. The problems of the
personality of the leader are devoted to the scientific works of such researchers: B. Bass,
R. Bass (Bass & Bass, 2009), K. Blanchard, P. Bons, H. Downey (Downey, Sheridan &
Slocum, 1976), F. Fiedler, S. Green, P. Hersey, J. Homans, B. Lloyd (Lloyd, 1996),
M. Mumford, R. Vecchio and others. However, the aspect of the theoretical foundations
for the development of constructive leadership of future masters of the humanitarian
profile in the process of vocational training is not sufficiently covered in the research
papers. Therefore, the purpose of the paper is to deepen the differentiation of the typology
of leadership, to specify the definition of «constructive leadership» and to define the
concept of «leadership domination» in the discourse of the process of training future
masters of the humanitarian profile.
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Main part.

Objectives of the research: differentiation of the basic concepts of leadership,
specification of types of leadership depending on the direction of influence on the goals
of the group, clarification of the definition of «constructive leadership» and the
definition of «leadership domination» in the discourse of the process of training future
masters of the humanitarian profile. The results of the research on the development of
constructive leadership of the future masters of the humanitarian profile in the process of
professional training are set out in the dissertation for obtaining a scientific degree of the
candidate of pedagogical sciences (Ph.D.) and discussed at scientific and practical
conferences of different levels, the list of which is set out in the abstract of dissertation
for obtaining a scientific degree of the candidate of pedagogical sciences.

The term «leader» comes from the verb «to lead», consequently, «leads» and
«leads oneself». This is an indicator of autonomy and activity. Problems of leadership
are studied in management, pedagogy, psychology, sociology, political science and
biology. The problem of leadership is presented in the scientific literature quite broadly,
but yet there is no single general theory of leadership. The overwhelming part of
scientific research is devoted to the general aspects of the personality of the leader. The
variety of theories dealing with leadership are usually reduced to consideration of why
one or another person becomes a leader.

In modern social sciences, there are four main theoretical approaches that explain
the leadership abilities of a person and the phenomenon of leadership in the group. This
is a biographical approach to leadership, «the theory of personal rice», situational, and
synthetic leadership theory.

The main content of the biographical approach is that leadership potential is
determined not only by the specific features and characteristics of the individual, but
also by all previous experience. Proponents of the biographical approach argue that true
leaders go to the top of their career throughout their lives, and leadership is always a
logical end, culminating in previous experience.

According to the theory of rice and its varieties that arose under the influence of
the research of the English psychologist and anthropologist F. Galton, who tried at the
beginning of the twentieth century to explain leadership on the basis of heredity (within
this direction were carried out studies of the royal dynasties of different nations, the
analysis of marriages between rulers etc.), the leader possesses the qualities inherited,
which distinguishes him from his followers, and these qualities can be distinguished .
Only in 1940, the psychologist C. Bird compiled a list of 79 rice, called various
researchers as «leader» (Bird, 1940). Not so successful attempts to distinguish this kind,
doubts about the possibility of this led to the life of the concept of constellation of rice
(constellation - any well-organized matrix). The success of leadership is determined by
the extent to which the individual features the leader. The presence of the appropriate
features makes a person a leader in all conditions. If the constellation of the features is
complete, one can speak of a prominent leader.

In accordance with the situational theory of leadership (or, as it is called G. Gibsh
and M. Forverg, «group dynamic approach»), the emergence of a leader is the result of
place, time and circumstances, while the theory of rice in this conceptual scheme is not
completely excluded . The situational leadership theory emphasizes the relative
character of the features inherent to the leader, and suggests that qualitatively different
circumstances may require qualitatively different leaders. Considering the motivation
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and need of the personality of leader G. Gibsh and M. Forverg distinguish as the leading
motive of topical leadership activity, the motive of power, potential leadership activities
- self-realization.

In most modern, most popular theoretical approaches, leadership is no longer
identified with a separate function or a set of conventionally separated mental processes,
as was common in a number of theoretical models of the past. In our time, leadership is
not limited to a «set of personal characteristics» or «dependence on the situation».

The synthetic theory of leadership combines the practical significance of the
situational theory of leadership and the «stability» of the theory of personality traits. The
most striking representatives are G. Homans (Homans, 1974), F. Fiedler (Fiedler, 1964).
This theory is an attempt to create an extra-rational model of leadership, in particular
F. Fiedler offers his variant — «probabilistic model of leadership effectiveness», which
focuses on integrating the influence of the leader (or rather, his personality traits) and
situational variables (relations between the leader and followers, the essence task, degree
of leadership power). The adherents of this theory argue that only the combination of a
certain set of personality traits with a situation favorable to the carrier of these traits, can
create an effective leader.

In addition to the above, one can consider other theories of leadership, which have
become less widespread. In the «humanistic» theories, it is argued that the human being
by its nature is a complex motivated organism, and the organization is, in principle,
always guided. Therefore, the leader must transform the organization so that the
individual is provided with freedom to realize his personal goals, needs, and at the same
time, in order to contribute to the goals of the organization.

Representatives of existential psychology associate the ignorance of leadership
positions with the search for both the content of being and themselves, emphasizing that
only in interaction with other people can find themselves. The need for self-realization
prevails in adolescence, a person at this stage of development seeks to realize his
potential; in this connection, there is an urgent need to learn about his own abilities; for
this, not only self-evaluation is required, but also an assessment from the group, only in
this case, an individual can form an adequate self-assessment of his own capabilities.
Considering the leader as the key link of interaction, they claim the primacy of
leadership nature («art») in relation to technology as a set of methods and techniques of
leadership of the group («science»). Researchers point out the need for special training
for leaders of small groups.

In terms of behaviorism, leadership is available to any member of the group, with
some of them successful in one form of activity, others - in another. Within the limits of
psychology, which adheres to the positions of behaviorism, distinguish the following
sources of leadership: the quality of personality, allowing her to take leadership
positions, the quality of followers that promote the separation of the leader; the structure
of the group that consolidates the leadership status. The qualities that make it possible to
take leadership positions, both congenital and formed, and gain reinforcements in the
process of communication and joint activity.

Proponents of the biological theory point to a special quality, which should be
inherent in the leaders and given to them from birth - this is dominant. In the very
concept of «domination» laid biological meaning; this advantage is by force, the size of
maximum physical quantities. But a dominant person does not always put forward a
leadership position in the human community, and may often be marginalized.
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Domination is the direct opposite of leadership, which carries socio-psychological
content, free of violence and generated as a result of group interaction: the leader leads,
not depresses, his power - in the mind and ability to lead oneself. Today, one domination
is not enough to be a leader; necessary special psychological qualities, abilities, skills,
knowledge of psychology of people, theory and practice of communication. Even the
leader's giftedness, whose existence is noted by biographers of prominent figures, can
only be found in the relevant social conditions.

According to S. Green, reality cannot be understood solely from the standpoint of
biological determinism (Green & Liden, 1980). Biological formations - heredity,
domination, and desire for power - are not a guarantee of ignorance of leadership
positions and can be considered as one of some but not the only factors that influence
the formation of a leader. Leadership activity can not develop outside the society,
outside the group, a person in the process of communication knows the leadership roles
and functions, leadership experience. In this approach, along with the external reality,
with its requirements, it is necessary to take into account also the reality of the internal,
subjective, due to the existence of the inner world of the individual.

Summarizing, it is possible to note, that in modern scientific literature, in addition
to the above, there is a large number of diverse leadership concepts that can be divided
into three groups:

A. Concepts that justify the advantage of the factor personality traits
(K. Blanschard, P. Hersey, R. Diltes, F. llyasov, E. Hollander, J. Julian and others).

B. Concepts in which the decisive factor is the situation (P. Johnson, T. Mitchell,
J. Larson (Mitchell, Larson & Green, 1977), F. Fiedler (Fiedler, 1964) and others).

C. Concepts, which combine personal factors and situational (S. Bagreetsov,
G. Homans (Homans, 1974), K. Ohanyan, F. Fiedler and others).

The analysis of the domestic and foreign concepts leads to an understanding that
leadership is not only the relationship of domination and subjugation, influence and
follow-up in the system of interpersonal relations in group, but this is what happens
inside the subject in terms of his own life and activities; this process is not only
interpersonal, but also internally personal.

The research is based on an integrated concept of the combination of personal and
situational factors of constructive leadership that embraces both the leadership's own
aspirations and the specific situation in which it can be realized. In accordance with
these concepts, the phenomenon of leadership is represented depending on the direction
of influence on the realization of the goals of the group: as a constructive (functional),
contributing to the goals of the group; as destructive (dysfunctional), which is formed on
the basis of aspirations that harm the group; as neutral, which does not directly affect the
performance of the group.

The goals of constructive leadership are to create «movements» in the broadest
sense of the word (for example, the movement for civil rights, publicity ets), progressive
measures and reforms, the development of the world, the elimination of injustice, etc.
Obviously, metallurgy is typical for people with an intense perception of the
surrounding world, a sense of personal responsibility for everything that happens in
society.

The second kind is macro-leadership. His goal is to create a successful
organization, organizational culture and finding a way to a successful future. The next
kind of leadership is micro-leadership, aimed at creating an effective working
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atmosphere and encouraging colleagues to strive for co-operation in the execution
process

It is advisable to add another component to this classification - leadership for
yourself. His goal for a leader is to realize himself, to succeed, to be recognized by
others. Thus, the purpose of leadership directs the person to self-knowledge and
understanding of others. However, the leader self-actualizes «for himself» at the expense
of his own achievements, and a person inclined to domination is realized at the expense
of other members of the group.

The effectiveness of leadership is determined differently in models of foreign
researchers. Thus, in the scientific works of F. Fidler - this is the level of performance of
the task by the group under the leadership influence (Fiedler, 1964). In the scientific
works of B. Bass, K. Blanchard, and P. Hersey the satisfaction of the followers is added
even further, when the change in behavior under the influence of leadership brings to
man satisfaction (Hersey & Blanchard, 1960).

The following approaches to the interpretation of leadership can be defined:

A. Leadership is a kind of power, the specifics of which are the direction from the
top down, as well as the fact that its carrier is not the majority, but one person or group
of persons.

B. Leadership is the managerial status, the social position associated with
decision making, this leadership position. Such an interpretation of leadership stems
from the structural-functional approach, which implies consideration of society as a
complex, hierarchically organized system of social positions and roles. Classes in this
system are positions associated with the implementation of managerial functions (roles),
and gives a person the status of a leader.

C. Leadership is the influence on other people, which is mainly positive.

Consequently, the leader is called the personality, according to which all other
members of the group recognize the right to assume the most responsible decisions that
affect their interests, and determine the direction and nature of the activities of the entire
group. In our research, the term «leader» is defined as a person - a future master of
humanities who, in the process of his training, implements leadership in the process of
interaction with other future masters.

It is important to note that the nomination of a constructive leader is a small
group, so it is advisable to study the mechanisms of nomination of leaders in a small
group, selected on the basis of the analysis of psychological and pedagogical scientific
works.

A. «Natural selection», on the principle «wins the strongest». The given
mechanism was used in the era of primitive relations, in the literal sense, but still
operates today in conditions of market competition: in the figurative sense, the strongest
- the most frugal, the most decisive. Such a mechanism can be favorable for nominating
a constructive leader, but it is not always effective for a steady leader position in a
group, because, in addition to perseverance, it should have other characteristics for
solving group tasks.

B. Formal, based on heredity, high origin, status or position, without taking into
account the individual leadership characteristics of a person. This tradition is typical of
our time, when the leader's nomination is due to family, family, friendly, ideological,
party connections. This gradually leads to the rebirth of leadership in leadership, the
leader himself - the leader, and his environment - in the «clan» (narrow, closed group
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associated with the circular commitment of people). Persons put forward by such a
person, there is a need to constantly maintain a stable structure of the group by
cultivating the belief in its infallibility. The perception of reality of such a person
becomes irrational, because the relationship between him and his environment loses a
reasonable basis, for example, the leader perceives everything new, alien and hostile.
This mechanism is more peculiar to the nomination of a person prone to leadership
domination, and not constructive leadership.

C. «Valuable exchange». Personality is promoted to the position of a constructive
leader due to the potential that is valuable to the group. Of all the variety, the features of
the leader are evaluated primarily by those who directly contribute to the strengthening
of the team. The personality of the leader identifies the system of group norms and
values, therefore his nomination is conditioned by the effectiveness of his contribution
to solving the group task. In this regard, business or personal characteristics of the leader
may prevail. Such a mechanism for the nomination of a leader is characteristic of highly
organized groups, is effective, since it is carried out in an honest manner and gives the
leader the opportunity to show himself in group activities.

D. «Emotional attraction». This mechanism of nomination of constructive leaders
is inherent in poorly organized groups, which show visible, but insignificant personality
traits for a true team (increased verbal and physical activity, liveliness, perseverance,
etc.). As a result, there is an installation on the surface reflection of the individual,
leading to a shortage of information about people and the complication of organizational
interaction, especially in stressful situations. On the same basis there is a tendency to
exaggerate the role of certain individuals in the life of the team from the side of
emotionally close to them people.

It deserves attention to the analysis of the ways of constructive leadership, the
practical experience of which contributes to the development of constructive leadership
of future masters of the humanitarian profile. They provide a coherent interrelated work
of the leader and subordinates (followers) to solve group tasks. Researchers emphasized
that the choice of one or another method depends on the type of power of the leader - the
power, which is based on the formal position and personal qualities, the authority of the
leader. Among methods based on formal power, the following are distinguished:

A. Orders, orders, coercion - the division between subordinate tasks that are
subject to strict implementation.

B. Informing - messages and explanations of the essence, the values of certain
principles, norms and rules of conduct, ways of achieving the goal, necessary for the
performance of work.

C. Remuneration - payment, promotion, appointment, but rewards are not
necessarily material: it may be a proposal status, approval, recognition, admission to a
group of elected;

D. Punishment - criticism, refusal to support or friendship, lowering the position,
reducing earnings, dismissal, temporary removal from office, cancellation of bonus
payments, etc., and there may be enough conviction in the existence of punishment

Among methods based on power of leader's authority the following are
distinguished:

A. Appeal to feelings, needs - the leader's support for essentially important things
for subordinates in order to awaken and develop the necessary feelings in them and
positive attitude towards the fulfillment of tasks, achievement of the goal;
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B. Involvement in new active activities - the leader provides the subordinates
with the opportunity to receive interesting work and training in order to develop their
skills, to strengthen their faith;

C. Suggestion - the influence on the behavior of a person imperceptibly to her,
penetration into the mental structure of the individual and realization in everyday life in
deeds, aspirations, motives and attitudes; belief - influence on consciousness, the will of
subordinates, which contributes to the formation of their new views, attitudes or changes
to previous ones,

D.Example - influence on consciousness, feeling, behavior of subordinates
through the imitation of the leader, identification with himself, acceptance of his
attitudes and values. A leader can encourage subordinates to social identification -
identifying themselves with a group or organization, feeling that membership in them is
one of the most important aspects of life;

E. Competition - the induction of subordinates to finding the best ways to solve
problems, development of activity, creative possibilities on the basis of comparison of
results;

F. Advice - the influence on the subordinates, based on the recognized mastery of
the leader in a particular field, but his advice will only be considered until his skill is
recognized and accepted;

G.Empowerment - giving Subordinates greater freedom in decision-making,
opportunities to realize hidden talents, demonstrate resourcefulness and creativity to
achieve group goals.

Researchers indicate that the methods based on the authority of the leader's
authority have a pronounced motivating effect on the subordinates, so that the latter will
work more efficiently and will be satisfied with the leader. This paradox is explained by
the fact that the methods of formal power are necessary for the daily management of a
group and subordinates under customary circumstances. However, authorities based on
authoritative methods are most effective in addressing issues that go beyond the routine
management, as well as issues that require subordinates of devotion to the group and the
person who manages it.

Developing the views of the researchers, we believe that the leader needs to
know: himself (their weak and strong sides); followers (peculiarities of their character,
motives, interests, etc.); group (group aspirations, values, norms, traditions, etc.); own
activity (ways of its implementation). It is important that the leader was able to: regulate
his own emotional state, use different ways of self-regulation, manage himself,
appearance; create a clear picture of the future state, which is both optimistic and
achievable, and transfer its values to followers; understand people, their relationships,
see hidden conflicts, solve them; stimulate followers, encourage, transform the goal into
action through raising expectations, reducing the complexity of problem solving to key
issues, personal example; manage the working self-feeling of the group in the process of
performing tasks; 6) set goals, assign tasks, delegate authority, monitor group activities,
monitor and evaluate results; 7) use non-traditional methods and techniques of work.

Scientists offer different characteristics of leaders, mechanisms for their
nomination and the influence of the leader on the group and conclude that leaders with
advanced moral qualities, able to perform socially useful functions and support socially
meaningful relationships in the group are characterized as constructive leaders.
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However, pedagogical practice notes that individuals who have other personal qualities
do not always constructively affect the group and, based on their functions, generate a
phenomenon of domination. Such people are characterized as individuals inclined to
dominate the leadership, characterized by a desire for power, an overestimation of self-
esteem, a desire to govern, ignoring the opinions of others. By rejecting the biological
interpretation, dominance is mentioned in the work of the Brazilian teacher P. Freire in
«Pedagogy of the oppressed», in which he, analyzing the disadvantages of traditional
forms of learning, points to the oppression of the students and the dominance of the
teacher over them (Freire, 2000). Domination is understood as supremacy, the desire to
dominate, to rule, to exercise its power without having sufficient grounds to satisfy, first
of all, its own aspirations and interests.

Leadership domination, in contrast to leadership, is characterized by the following
features: active life position in relation to one's own life; realization of life plans at the
expense of own potential and opportunities of group members; characterized by a high
appreciation of herself as an active figure in her own life; the desire to dominate, to
receive recognition, need positive reactions from others, from simple confirmation of
basic abilities; the desire of the authorities; self-knowledge as a basis for realizing its
own potential and exercising its power; the desire to avoid failures and the need for
achievements; the desire to be in the group, playing the role of a leader, not being really
like that; perceives itself capable, if necessary or in a favorable coincidence of
circumstances, to lead others, pursuing primarily their own goals.

Some attempts to separate dominance into a separate psychological phenomenon
(if rejecting a purely biological interpretation) can be found in the writings of
R. Vecchio and M. Mumford (Vecchio & Gobdel 1984), (Mumford,1986) but they
relate to a greater understanding of the organizational aspect and treat domination as a
form of management of subordinates or from a political point of view. However, in the
discourse on the training of future masters of the humanitarian profile, the definition of
«domination» was not considered.

The complexity and ambiguity of the phenomena of leadership domination and
constructive leadership requires the development and use of appropriate diagnostic tools.
Leadership dominance as a socio-psychological phenomenon covers a wide range of
issues and areas of educational and social life of future artists. Impact is caused not only
with the purpose and in the interests of the group directly related to the process of
training. This phenomenon also manifests itself in the cases of the life and activities of
people who are indirectly associated with the educational process. That is, leadership
domination and constructive leadership in the educational process are very significant.
They can be considered as an attribute of a group that has its own structure and function.
This process unfolds in the context of the professional training of future masters and
depends on the success of the formation of the group.

The structure of leadership domination in the group is formed in spatial-temporal
characteristics, reflecting, first of all, the level of development of the academic group of
future masters of the humanitarian profile. At the same time, a stable system of
relations, connected with the unequal status of future masters and their contribution to
joint activity, can reveal not only the formed interpersonal relations, but also the level of
their moral and psychological dependence, in other words, psychological power.

High degree of compliance of individuals with the norms of constructive
leadership, updating them relevant leading type of joint activity of the type of personal
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orientation, interpersonal compatibility with members of the academic group - all this
serves as a peculiar value contribution to individual members of the social group,
exemplified by the academic group of future masters of the humanitarian profile and,
ultimately, the group as a whole; with contributions that really affect the decision of the
tasks facing the group in different spheres of its activities and, accordingly, provide
those members of the group who made a certain contribution the corresponding status in
the main blocks (dimensions) of the group leadership system.

Constructive leadership and leadership domination were determined by us
through interrelated characteristics. In particular, the characteristics of «leadership
domination» are acquired by future masters of the humanitarian profile with the
following indicators: leadership qualities in terms of dominance, high level of desire for
power, personal orientation to power, high level of anxiety, high self-esteem, low
emotional attractiveness, average communicative distance and are characterized by low
assessment by others and self-esteem in the leadership scale. Characteristics of
«constructive leadership» are acquired by future masters of the humanities, with
leadership qualities in terms of dominance, low or average level of aspiration to power,
personal orientation to power, low level of anxiety, adequate self-esteem, high
emotional attractiveness, small communicative distance and are characterized by a high
score. on the other hand, and self-esteem on the leadership scale.

A common phenomenon of leadership domination and constructive leadership can
be considered that these phenomena are developing in a small group, implemented in the
process of educational activities of students, have active and passive forms, are based on
power relations, and the desire to assume the main roles in the group. At the same time,
the following features can be distinguished: leadership style, methods and forms of
interaction with the group, source of self-realization. Therefore, leaders and individuals
who are prone to domination are also different in personality traits. Leaders have
adequate self-esteem, low anxiety, a small communicative distance, low level of desire
for power, well-developed communicative and organizational skills. Individuals who are
prone to leadership domination have an overestimating self-esteem, high anxiety, a great
communicative distance, a high level of desire for power, and lack of communication
skills.

Conclusion. In the conditions of the development of the information society,
communication and constructive influence on the person acquire special significance.
This necessitates the consideration and development of leadership qualities already in
the process of vocational training, when educational and educational activities lead to
the emergence of a competitive specialist capable of substantiating and adopting non-
typical decisions. In this regard, special attention is needed to the professional training
of masters of the humanitarian profile, which not only provide interconnection on the
interpersonal level and produce new humanitarian knowledge, but also act as socially
active carriers of the leading ideas of society.

Thus, the article describes the theoretical principles of the development of
constructive leadership of the future masters of the humanitarian profile in the process of
professional training, which became the basis for the substantiation of the pedagogical
conditions for the development of constructive leadership of the future masters of the
humanitarian profile in the process of professional training.

According to the results of psychological and pedagogical research the theoretical
approaches to the study of the problem of leadership are determined. It has been
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established that constructive leadership and leadership domination are now becoming an
important area of psychological and pedagogical research, which has an indisputable
value in the development of a modern academic group, which occurs in parallel with the
process of professional training.

Consequently, constructive leadership has a positive character, promotes the
formation of a team of future masters in the academic group, while leadership
domination has, in the majority, a reverse effect.

A constructive leader has to develop four main qualities: worrying about people,
having strong beliefs, managing people and being able to encourage them to do
business, creating conditions for people to work best. A person who is prone to
leadership dominance is incapable of performing all the leadership functions in full.

Constructive leadership of the future masters of the humanitarian profile is
defined as a special phenomenon in the academic group, which consists in justifying
social influence on other members of the group by their motivation, conscious and
constructive orientation of their educational, scientific and other activities to achieve
common goals for the members of the group.

Leadership domination of future masters of the humanitarian profile is defined as
a special phenomenon in the academic group, which consists in unjustified use of power
to meet their own needs and the negative, often destructive, impact on the development
of the academic group and the effectiveness of the educational process and is seen as a
means of achieving their own mercenary goals, one from ways of expanding personal
freedom and self-actualization at the expense of others.

INNOVATION MODEL OF MODERN VOCATIONAL MUSIC EDUCATION

Abstract. The purpose of this scientific exploration is to implement innovative projects of
art schools that necessarily provide highly trained professionals who in the future will increase
the intellectual potential of the state. Scientific novelty of the article is to design a new model of
Ukrainian professional musical education. The author builds it on the example of the educational
process and music-concert activities in a classical university, in this case — Carpathian National
University named after V. Stefanik.

Conclusions. Today's higher music education is the baggage acquired on the basis of
humanization, which involves the transfer of professional skills, development of ideals, a sense
of creative imagination, mastery of knowledge and moral meaning and value of knowledge. In
our view, an educational system that would synthesize the national idea, its own traditions and
the highest spiritual achievements of humanity should be the most effective and principled. This
should facilitate the integration of achievements of national and global education process, but
must take into account social conditions and the development of talent, including such
components as highly professional education and future public involvement of a specialist.
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Therefore, based on fundamental academic professional education, high school musical projects
present a potential for future education of the individual artists, the development of their world
perception and life philosophy.

Keywords: professional education, music education, innovative model school.

In modern pedagogy of Ukraine, professional music education represents quite
clearly defined independent model, the range of which covers a broad spectrum of tasks:
from spiritual development of an individual to provision of proper cultural and aesthetic
climate of a civilized state. Scientists and practitioners of a numerical network of
different by their direction and orientation educational art establishments are now
engaged in the search for ways of the most optimal settlement of these tasks. As these
searches are carried out in severe conditions of market economy, which today is not very
favourable for positive solution of the problem of educational activity, one should
primarily seek for new contemporary forms of organization of an effective educational
process that we believe is the relevance of the day. The purpose of this scientific study
consists in implementation of innovation projects of art educational institutions that
necessarily will provide the training of highly skilled professionals who in future will be
able to increase the intellectual potential of the state. At the same time — their primary
task is to share views as to the preparation of specialists for liberal institutions of
different levels of accreditation that will promote the overall development of the
national culture. And all this must be done in one self-contained, materially and
intellectually equipped education system, where its components would be harmonically
combined and the opportunity to observe (constantly adjusting) the development of a
gifted individual during the period of his/her professional development would be
represented.

Thus:

- first, each music higher educational institution of a state successfully represents
its achievements in modern European and world art, sets tasks that would reach the
highest scientific and educational indicators in the sphere of training of music culture
workers in accordance with the requirements to national spiritual development. Creative
elite of the Ukrainian society should be formed here.

- second, to direct efforts towards humanization of mass music education, to focus
on the rise of aesthetic culture of pupils and students and to protect it from the
commercialized ersatz of mass culture. A music educational institution should strive for
application of an individualized method, education of high culture, innovative thinking,
artistic professionalism, national identity and respect for national and world heritage.

- third, one of the main principles of a music higher educational institution should
be protection of an artist’s artistic freedom in the field of his/her artistic self-realization
in the current market conditions.

The given aim will be non-fulfilled without solving the following tasks:

- cooperation with foreign scientific institutions (Symposiums, scientific
conferences on topical issues of music education);

- development of programs of cooperation of art-and-performing and scientific-
and-experimental directions;

- conducting of national and international contests, workshops of leading
specialists of music art.

Today's music higher educational institution should have powerful opportunities
to solve the most actual problems.
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The main of them are:

- provision of the continuity of content of education at all its stages;

- synchronization of cycles of fundamental, professionally-oriented and
vocational training in education plans and programs;

- introduction of new educational technology into the learning process, on demand
of a day;

- provision of music education with modern scientific bases;

- multi-vector nature of participation of students, master's students, post-graduate
students and teachers in international and national education programs of artistic
direction.

To settle these tasks, certain tendencies of an educational institution activity
should acquire particular importance, as well as consistent resolution of a number of
current existing problems.

These include the need to create a new model of Ukrainian art history, in which
there will dominate the strategic course for the long-term perspective, covering all
sections, trends and levels of education, starting with a kindergarten and ending with
institutions of training and retraining of elevant highly qualified personnel.

What it involves is the entire system of integration of music-and-pedagogic (in the
particular case) forces around the main university in the field. We need to activate the
search in ethno-national field of music culture, strengthening of national-and-cultural
memory in pedagogical environment from a music school to a university.

All this is connected with the future solution of music and educational tasks of
materialization of genre-and-type diversity of folk and professional art.

One of the priority directions related to the new concept of national education
humanization must be music Ukrainian studies. Taking into consideration the new
situation, it is necessary to radically restructure methodological and organizational
principles of this direction. Namely along with the existing, purely pedagogical methods
of study, for example, repertoire, history of performance skills, artistic features of the
Ukrainian music, we need to create the preconditions for formation of cultural,
ethnographic and ethnologic and art historical principles of musical Ukrainian studies
owing to which it will acquire a life-forming content, system-integrated design and
widespread operation.

There is every reason to speak also about known ill-being of the research subject
matter in the field of music education. Thus, marking a noticeable increase of attention
of musicians-researchers to important theoretical research area — preparation of
performers-musicians, one cannot but conclude that almost all national researches come
out of the existing model: attempts to make new optimal models are absent. The focus of
researchers in works on this area is aimed at critical evaluation of a functioning system
in comparison with the best foreign models of musicians training, but these sources are
not used, which reduces theoretical and practical significance of the study. That is, a
scientific inquiry, which is not enough supported by knowledge of world musicology
loses the scale, becoming hopeless in advance, leads to the isolation of the national
science.

This state of affairs forces to develop conceptual bases of development of the
Ukrainian music education and science and to identify priority directions of research in
musicology, as it is a separate branch of knowledge, which has its scientific space,
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object and subject-matter of study, and therefore it should be studied by the new laws
and methodology peculiar only to it.

In view of this problem, | would like to point out that philosophy continues to
traditionally fill the methodological subject-matter of musicological research. Recently,
the interaction of musicology and philosophy has been filling with new content, in
which spiritual and ideological issues become of dominant importance. Theory and
methodology of formation of worldview orientations of modern youth is one of the
priorities of musicological research, characterized by different conceptual views.

Synergistic approaches acquire significant spreading, the basis of which is a new
interdisciplinary direction of scientific inquiry that allows to implement the principle of
poly-paradigmatism of music education in two dimensions — personalized (holistic
formation of an individual as the image of «EGO») and metaphysical, which provides
the exit of an individual beyond the image of «<EGO» and self-fulfilment in the form of
human nature.

In the documents on education, or other regulations on vocational training, a
qualification is determined through a professional name of a work by a profession
qualification. To some extent, it concerns qualifications of specialists in the field of
music art. However, it should be noted that the State Classifier of  Ukraine
(Occupational Classification requires some amendments as it does not fully reflects the
qualifications of existing music specialties, in particular, musical-performing majors in
the field «Music Art». Yes, in the above Classifier there is no such qualification as «a
concert performer», but the training of concert performers in higher music educational
institutions has been carried out for many years. During the years of study at a music
educational institutions such specialist has to greatly enrich the solo and ensemble
repertoire, which includes works of different eras, genres, styles and forms; to master
the ability to represent own performing interpretation, to know the peculiarities of the
main performing schools, to possess the stage artistry, specifics of ensemble
performance, to read freely from a music sheet, to have some experience in solo or
ensemble concert performances and to be able to adapt to the work in concert
organizations.

Adaptation of the content of higher education through the state standards
(educational and qualification characteristics and educational and professional programs
of specialists training) to the needs of society as well as diversification of the main
directions of development of higher education in Ukraine will allow to increase the
academic and professional mobility of specialists and to create a mechanism for direct
renewal of the content of higher education.

In renewal of the system of higher education, the standardization of its
components occupies a significant place. Industry standard in the specialty «Musical
Art», major 0202 «Art», the preparation of which is still continuing, must be developed
in each performing specialty with consideration of the European level of requirements
for higher music education.

The content of education in the above standard should be submitted in the form of
educational elements that form information volume and level of knowledge mastering in
the process of preparation, as required by education-and-qualification characteristics.

Industry standard for higher music education reflects the mechanism of
comparison of expected results of a certain type of music activity, on the basis of which
one can ascertain the appropriate level of education, model and adjust music and
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education activities. At that, standardization is a means of organization of activity of a
musician and is aimed at the achievement of the required level of quality and efficiency.

Modelling of activity of a musician systematically studies all the aspects and
characteristics of this activity, namely social functions of the profession, structural-and-
functional composition of the activity and positions for which the specified specialist
may be used. Development of a model of activity of a graduating musician of a higher
music educational institution is definitely a creative and research process mostly because
the creation of a standard in which the fate of people is represented, provides some
variance, opportunity of the choice of strategy and tactics of control of the music
education at all levels.

Thus, the renewal of the content of music education in the context of European
process should be based on preservation of scientific and creative potential of
performing specialties of higher music educational institutions of all education-and-
qualification levels under the following conditions:

- provision of the continuity of content of education at all stages of the music
education system;

- synchronization of cycles of fundamental, humanitarian, professionally-oriented
and vocational training of musicians-professionals in education plans and programs;

- introduction of new educational technology into the learning process;

- provision of music education with modern scientific bases;

- multi-vector nature of participation of students and teachers in international and
national education programs of artistic direction.

It is clear that the range of priorities of modern music education is not limited to
the above. It is much wider. Today, this content is the transition from fundamentalism to
poly-fundamentality in a categorical way of thinking that reveals to musicology a many-
sided space of new challenges, new range of problems that require deeper theoretical
understanding of their methodological and worldview basis.

In summary of the above, we can conclude as follows. Present higher music
education is the baggage built on the basis of humanization, which involves the transfer
of professional skills, development of ideals, sense of creative imagination and mastery
of knowledge and moral-and-value content of knowledge.

In our opinion, today the most effective and principled educational system must
be the one that would synthesize the national idea, own traditions and the highest
spiritual achievements of humanity. And the integration of achievements of national
education and global process should facilitate this, but with obligatory consideration of
the factor of social conditions of a talent development, including such components as
highly professional education and future public involvement of a specialist. Therefore,
based on fundamental academic vocational education, a modern high music school
projects its potential to the education of a personality of a future artist, the development
of his/her sense of the world and to the assertion of life philosophy.

Abstract. The description of the current state of providing scientific and pedagogical
training for Candidates taking a Postgraduate course and pursuing Doctor of Philosophy (PhD)
Degreein Ukraine has been presented in the research. Some contradictions in the requirements for
scientific and pedagogical training in the main legislative and normative documents that
determine the training for Candidates taking a Postgraduate course and pursuing PhD
Degreehave been revealed. The empirical models of scientific and pedagogical training for
Candidates taking a Postgraduate course and pursuing PhD Degreecould be defined, due to the
existing state of postgraduate training process in higher education institutions.The proposals on
the development of the pedagogical component of programmes of study and research in
accordance with the pedagogical training at the previous levels of education of postgraduates
have been made. The programme of pedagogical assistant practice for Candidates taking a
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Postgraduate course and pursuing PhD Degree of the Odessa I.1. Mechnikov National University
has been developed. The issue of teacher training for higher education institutions in Ukraine is
subject to discussion.

Abstract The article analyzes the legal and normative principles on the basis of which the
fight against crime in Ukraine was carried out on the so-called Soviet day, defined the
peculiarities of this activity and established the regularities of the emergence, functioning and
development of this socially dangerous phenomenon in places of deprivation of liberty.

Formulation of the problem. According to the practice of punishment in the
form of imprisonment for a certain period, one of the chronic problems throughout the
period of Ukraine's independence (1991-2018 pp.) Is crime, which is connected with the
malicious disobedience of the convicted to the requirements of administration of
penitentiary institutions. At the same time, the quantitative and qualitative indicators of
these crimes are almost unchanged annually, which indicates the stereotyping of
approaches and the low level of preventive activities on the specified issues. Thus, in
1991, 70 perpetrators (in 1990 - 72) of crimes related to malicious disobedience to the
requirements of the administration of penitentiary institutions were sentenced to 70
(from 1990 - 404) who were registered in the colonies of Ukraine (18.9% in the
structure of crime (1990 - 17.9%)) [1, p. 8]. In 1992, the number of such crimes
increased to 94 (12.4% in their total number (756)) [2, p. 12], and in 1993 - to 143
(18.0% in the structure of all registered offenses (784)) [2, p. 12]. In 1994-1995, these
indicators did not change significantly, even with a decrease in the total number of
executed in the colonies (respectively 616 and 517 crimes) [3, p. 15]. Since 1996, there
has been a steady growth trend in the structure of crime, the proportion of malicious
disobedience to the requirements of the administration of penitentiary institutions (226
crimes, or 43.6% (517)) [4, p. 24], which actually lasted until 2016, where the number
of these socially dangerous acts decreased by 36.7% compared to 2015 (respectively 95
and 150 crimes) [5, p. 10]. In 2017-2018 gg. these trends have survived in full [6].

Thus, one should admit that in 1991-2018, one of the circumstances that
adversely affected the efficiency of the correctional and resocialization process in
penitentiary institutions [7], and in general, on the level of law and order in the field of
the execution of sentences in Ukraine, was the commission crimes in the form of
malicious disobedience of prisoners.

Another socially-dangerous consequence of this type of crime is that malicious
disobedience to the requirements of the administration of penitentiary institutions is a
priority determinant, which causes and determines the relapse of persons released from
places of imprisonment [8].
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Consequently, there is a complex current problem that needs to be solved,
including at the theoretical level.

State of research. As the study of scientific literature on issues of historical
"relapse” in the fight against crime in the field of the execution of sentences in Ukraine,
such domestic scientists as O. M. Bandurka, E. Yu. Barash, V. S. Batyrgerayeva, Yu.
V. Baulin, V. I. Borisov, I. G. Bohatyryov, V. V. Golina, B. M. Golovkin, V. K.

In addition, the historical foundations of the functioning of the sphere of
punishment (1918-1991) in the Soviet period have not been sufficiently studied, which
became a decisive factor in the choice of the topic of this scientific article.

Statement of the main provisions. By the criterion of normative legal provision
for combating the malicious disobedience of the administration of penitentiary
institutions, this period can be divided into several historical stages, in particular:

1. The first falls on 1918-1924 gg. including when this issue was solved on the
basis of departmental legal acts of the People's Commissariat of Justice of the Ukrainian
Socialist Soviet Republic (USSR), namely: a) Temporary instruction "On deprivation of
liberty as a measure of punishment and on the order of its serving” (1918); b) "Special
provisions on persons held in custody"” (1919); c) "Regulations on the general places of
detention of the Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic” (1920), which also acted
on the territory of Ukraine until the adoption of the Supreme Soviet of the Ukrainian
SSR in 1925 [9, p. 10]; d) Guidelines on criminal law of the RSFSR on December 6,
1919, which entered into force on August 4, 1920, in the territory of the Ukrainian SSR
[10, p. 341] et al. departmental regulatory and legal sources.

Peculiarity of formation of the normative-legal bases of fight against crime in the
USSR of that period, including in the area of corrections, was the fact that they were
prepared on the basis of Bolshevik Russia [11, p. 328]. At the same time, abolishing the
Russian tsarist penal laws, the Bolshevik government allowed the judicial and law
enforcement authorities, including the administration of penal institutions, in its sole
discretion to interpret the provisions and make a decision on the merits, guided by the
ideas of the "threat status” and "social danger of personality”, which in practice led to
numerous abuses [10, p. 339]. In particular, in accordance with the requirements of the
above-mentioned regulatory-legal acts for the systematic violation of the regime of
serving, unjustified refusal to work, failure to comply with the requirements of the
administration of penal institutions and other violations of persons sentenced to
imprisonment may continue the term of serving the punishment [9, p. 11].
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2. The second stage of the struggle against the evil disobedience of convicts in
penitentiary institutions dates from 1925-1953, that is, was associated with the
repression of the Stalinist regime [10, p. 342-366].

The peculiarity of this stage is that it began with the adoption in October 1925 of
the first Correctional Labor Code (CLC) of the UkrSSR, in which certain legal
principles were established to combat the malicious disobedience of convicts in places
of deprivation of liberty [12, p. 30-31]. In particular, all persons sentenced to
imprisonment, depending on the degree of social danger, were divided into three
categories. At the same time, belonging to this or another category was, first of all, the
basis for sending a convicted person to a correctional institution of a certain type. The
first, most dangerous category, were sentenced to imprisonment with strict isolation.
The second belonged to persons from the working class who committed crimes because
of their class habits, views and interests, which the court did not recognize as possible to
condemn to strict isolation, as well as professional criminals. The third category
included all other convicts (Article 42 of the CLC USSR) [13, p. 67].

Another feature that stage was that in order to strengthen criminal repression at-
Union (USSR) levels of 25 February 1927 was adopted several criminal acts:

a) The provisions of the crimes of the state, which determined two groups of state
crimes, counter-revolutionary and dangerous crimes against public order, which by
analogy equated and crimes vchynyalys in prison (mass unrest, actions that disrupt the
work of correctional institutions; an armed attack on the protection of these institutions
[10, p. 351];

b) Regulations on war crimes, whose subjects were recognized and persons from
the staff of correctional facilities [10, p. 351].

Although the 1925 VTK USSR was amended in 1928-33, 1935, 1939 and 1949,
the new VTK, unlike the VTK of the RSFSR, which came into force in August 1933,
was not adopted in Ukraine. , since the main legal source at that time was the legislation
of the USSR [13, p. 72]. In particular, in the late 20's and early 30's of the 20th century,
the punitive policy of the USSR, with the exception of the criminal education,
undergone significant changes, which were primarily related to the decision of the
Central All-Union Commission (CEC) and the Council of National Commissioners
(RNK) of the USSR November 6, 1929 "On Amendments to Articles 13, 18, 22 and 38
of the Basic Principles of the Criminal Legislation of the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics and the Union Republics™ which were directly related to the strengthening of
the fight against crime in places of deprivation of liberty, namely: according to the said
resolution, deprivation the will was performed at ypravno labor camps (ITL) in remote
areas of the USSR for a period of 3 years to 10 years. At the same time, this type of
criminal punishment had two types: a) execution of the punishment was carried out in
general places of imprisonment for up to 3 years - in correctional labor colonies; b)
another - in a labor camp (VTT) with a term of imprisonment of more than three years
[13,p. 72].

3. The third stage of combating the malicious disobedience of the convicted to the
requirements of the administration of penitentiaries in Ukraine is closely linked to the
so-called "Khrushchev thaw" (1953-1960).

A feature of this historical time in the life of Ukraine that he acted in a situation
where, after the death of Stalin, a group of reformers led by Nikita Khrushchev came to
power in the USSR. At the same time, the changes in the legal and organizational
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nature did not go beyond the scope and scope of the execution of sentences [10, p. 365-
366]. As I. Y. Boyko remarked in this connection, the general tendency of the
development of criminal legislation in the 50's Twentieth century there was a certain
limitation of the use of criminal repression, narrowing the range of acts considered
crimes, mitigating responsibility for certain types of crimes that did not have a great
public danger [10, p. 305]. At the same time, the process of de-Stalinisation in the
USSR not only led to narrowing the scope of criminal responsibility, but was
accompanied by the creation of commissions for reviewing cases of convicts in 1934-
1953 gg. rehabilitation of innocent convicts (justification, renewal of a good name or
reputation of an unjustly accused or convicted person), abolition of emergency laws and
regulations aimed at combating "enemies of the people”, etc. [10, p. 366]. The same
commission in April-May 1954 checked the work of the Labor Expeditionary Camps
(VTT) and correctional labor colonies, the results of which had been prepared by the
report of the Government of the USSR [13, p. 76], in which, in particular; a) the
position was supported for the transfer in January 1954 of a correctional system from
subordination to the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine to the jurisdiction of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs of the USSR [13, p. 76]; b) substantiated the need for improvement of
the penal and labor laws of the USSR [13, p. 76-77].

As a result, in July 1954, the Council of Ministers of the USSR approved the
regulations on corrective labor camps and colonies of the MVD of the USSR, according
to which introduced a new classification of prisoners according to which, in correctional
labour colonies were sent for punishment, namely: 1) persons sentenced to deprivation
of liberty for a term up to three years; 2) persons convicted for the first time in job,
business and other particularly dangerous crimes; 3) persons transferred from children's
labour colonies for minors for further punishment [13, p. 77].

4. The fourth stage of the development of the legal and regulatory framework for
combating the malicious disobedience of convicts in places of deprivation of liberty falls
on 1961-1982 gg. and it is associated with the adoption in Ukraine of new QC and
QCP, as well as other regulatory acts related to this issue.

As I. 1. Boyko correctly noted on this occasion, in the early 60's of the twentieth
century. in the Ukranian Socialist Republic there was a tendency to strengthen the
criminal-law coercion of the management of society, and the Criminal Law had a
repressive nature [10, p. 374]. In particular, according to the Criminal Code of the
USSR in 1969, the most widespread criminal punishment was imprisonment, which was
seen as a universal means of attaining the purpose of punishment. However, this
approach has led to overcrowding of correctional and labor institutions, which, for
reasons of objective nature, did not fully ensure the fulfillment of their functions of
correction and re-education of convicts [10, p. 377], which undoubtedly influenced the
effectiveness of preventing disobedience to the administration of penitentiary
institutions and ultimately became one of the grounds for the introduction in 1983 of
personal responsibility for the commission of the crime.

A similar punitive-repressive nature of the content was adopted and adopted in
December 1970, the Correctional-Labor Code of the RSFSR [14]. So, in accordance
with the requirements of Art. 47 WTC, in accordance with the established article. The
CCP 410, the convicted persons who violently violated the regime's requirements, were
transferred, in particular, from a correctional-labor colony to a prison for up to 3 years,
and juvenile convicts - from educational labor colonies of the general regime - to the
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educational and labor colony of the strengthened regime. At the same time, in Part 2 of
this article, the Supreme Court of the Republic of Tajikistan, under the malicious
violation of the sentences imposed by the sentencing regime, meant a very wide range of
offenses (from their failure to comply with the lawful requirements of the administration
to execute more than 3 other violations of the punishment regime during the year). In
addition, in Art. 67 VTK for violating the regime of serving sentences for convicts
provided for the application of such a penalty as the transfer of convicted persons held in
correctional labor colonies of general, enhanced and strict regime to rooms of the
chamber type (PCT) for a term up to six months, and those, who served punishment in
colonies of a special regime - in single cells for up to one year.

5. The fifth stage (1983-1991 gg) development of legal sources concerning the
fight against malicious disobedience of convicts to the requirements of the
administration of the ITA, in particular, with the introduction of the criminal code of the
Ukrainian SSR article 183-3 "Malicious disobedience to requirements of administration
of correctional labor institutions™ [15]. Its revision had the following form: "Malignant
disobedience to lawful demands of the administration of the labor Agency or other
counteraction to the administration in carrying out its functions by a person serving a
sentence in places of deprivation of liberty, if that person for violation of the
requirements of the mode of punishment has undergone in the course of the year
recovered in the form of translation in cell-type premises (solitary confinement), or
transferred to prison, suffered by deprivation of liberty for a term up to three years. The
article of the criminal code and also had the second part as follows: "the same actions
committed by an especially dangerous recidivist or by a person convicted of a felony, is
punishable by deprivation of liberty for a term of one to five years [15]. According to
the requirements of article 12 of OTK USSR, imprisonment as a form of punishment,
performed in the labor and educational-labour colonies and prisons.

One of the conditions that contributed to including the addition of the CC of Art.
183-3 "Misuse of disobedience to the requirements of the administration of the
corrective labor institution" was, inter alia, that the practical application of the new
penal and labor law revealed a number of its shortcomings, as well as the fact that in the
early 80's of the twentieth century there was a significant social -Political, economic
and legal changes in the USSR. Thus, with the death of L. Brezhnev ended not only the
"era of developed socialism," but also a period of stagnation (the English stauropigion -
to make stationary stagnation) [16, p. 545] of the Soviet political system, which was
increasingly resorting to repressive methods of managing society and the state, including
the sphere of execution of sentences, taking on a scholastic-alogical postulate on the
complete elimination of crime in the USSR [17, p. 13-14].

Conclusion. This approach, as stated in the course of special studies, has led to
the fact that willful disobedience of convicts in places of deprivation of liberty "fought"
planning method: annually, these figures should not be smaller for the previous period
[18, p. 45]. In this case, contrary to the content of article 183-3 of the criminal code,
namely the criminal prosecution of actual malicious violators of the mode of punishment
among the subjects of this crime only 65, 5 people supported the criminal traditions, as
14 % of prisoners were serving sentences for the first time [19, p. 2].

Which includes:the development of educational clusters, the formation of marketing strategies by
educational institutions, the development and implementation of educational foresight projects in
the region.

THE RIGHT TO FREEDOM OF CONVICTIONS AND RELIGION:
PHILOSOPHICAL AND LEGAL ASPECTS

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Abstract. The article deals with the philosophical and legal bases of the right to freedom
of convictions and religion. The legal nature of regulating social relations based on the creation
of rights and guarantees to free expression of religious beliefs, satisfaction of religious needs,
promotion of the right to free expression of ideological socio-philosophical spiritual views, and
protection of the rights of religious organizations is demonstrated. Doctrinal and comparative
legal methods are applied. The concept of the right to freedom of convictions and religion in the
philosophical and legal aspect is formulated. The right to freedom of convictions and religion in
the philosophical and legal sense is a set of legal norms that establish rights and create
obligations for subjects of religious movements to ensure their spiritual needs and to satisfy
ideological views. It is proved that the development of legal regulation of this institution of
public relations requires the unification of the national legislation with major international legal
acts, the implementation of these acts.

Keywords: freedom of convictions, freedom of religion, freedom of conscience, religious
organization.

Introduction. The crisis of inter-confessional relations in Ukraine has become a
consequence of political processes, external armed aggression and inefficiency of
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international human rights institutions. Under such conditions, the free expression of
convictions and religion run up against the problems of legal nihilism, both on the part
of the state and the participants of religious movements — believers. As a result, the
issues of the origins of legal ensuring freedom of convictions and religion are actualized,
where the philosophical and legal origins of the social precondition of legal provision
are of primary importance, which embraces the principles of legal regulation of this
social sphere.

Analysis of recent researches and publications. The issues of philosophical and
legal principles of the right to freedom of convictions and religion were investigated as a
separate block in the context of various problems concerning the peculiarities of the legal
provision of religious relations. Such scholars as E. Martyniuk, A. Nikitchenko, D. Kalach,
A. Kovban, O. Lavryk, V. Novikov, U. Oliinyk, O. Shchadylo and others considered these
guestions. At the same time, the issues of interdependence of legal regulation and provision
of guaranteeing the requirements for the free expression of freedom of religion, ensuring the
harmonization of the national legislation with the international norms of the mentioned
sphere of regulation remain insufficiently investigated.

The purpose of this article is to study the philosophical and legal principles of the
right to freedom of convictions and religion. The task of the article is to formulate the
concept of the right to freedom of convictions and religion in the philosophical and legal
aspect.

Presentation of the main material. Many religious systems in the world
generate religious pluralism. New religious entities compete with traditional religions.
Man has an opportunity to choose various religions or reject any religion. This is the
meaning of the concept of «freedom of convictions».

Historical and modern experience shows that religion affects the development of
spiritual culture, provides traditionalism of its historical existence, but spiritual freedom
is of particular importance in the development of culture. The spiritual freedom is
universal human value; people with different convictions, which are united by
humanistic conceptions of the world, need it.

Transformations take place in various spheres of social life: political, social,
cultural, religious. Undoubtedly, within the framework of these transformations, the
phenomenon of freedom of convictions is of particular importance. It represents a
complex system, which contains a large number of interconnected elements that
characterize its essence. In the research literature, there are many definitions of the
concept of «freedom of convictions», but none of them can claim absolute universality.

The question of the right to freedom of convictions is always one of the most
urgent for religious scholars, philosophers, cultural scientists, and lawyers. Complex
processes of the formation and development of the institutions of civil society and law-
governed state in Ukraine require a critical revision of some doctrines and theories.

Freedom of convictions and religion and freedom of human beliefs as social
(natural) phenomena belong to basic human rights, namely, personal. Basic human rights
are certain opportunities that are necessary for the existence and development of man in
specific historical conditions that are objectively predetermined by the level of the
development of humanity and must be universal and equal for all people. The terms of
human «rights» and «freedoms» are practically used as synonyms. If the meaning of the
concept of «human rights» is revealed through the philosophical category of «opportunity»,
then such an interpretation embraces human freedoms (Lavryk, 2011, p. 71).
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There is no period in the history of philosophical and legal thought when
scientists would not try to answer the question about freedom. As a political
requirement, the slogan «freedom of convictions» appeared in the era of bourgeois-
democratic revolutions, but it was prepared by the whole course of historical
development.

The attitude towards freedom, rather, its recognition as a universal human being,
evolved over time. As a result of changing centuries, power, economic formations,
scientific discoveries, the development of scientific thought and, in particular,
humanitarian sciences in modern society, freedom is revealed as absolute good (with the
exception of countries with a totalitarian regime). At earlier stages of the development
of society and state, freedom was a privilege only for a certain social class; persons
close to authority owned it, freedom of the common people was rather limited. In
ancient times, the existence of slavery did not contradict the philosophical and legal
thought of that time. In this aspect, Aristotle stated, «Obviously, in any case, some
people are free by nature, others are slaves, and it is both useful and fair for the latter to
be slaves». However, in ancient Greece, the foundations of the future theory of natural
law were laid. Such founders were the Sophists, who declared the equality of people as
an axiom, because people "relatives, legal relatives and fellow citizens — by nature, and
not by law" (Hippias) (Shchadylo, 2016, p. 458).

An ancient author substantiated the idea of freedom of conscience; a person must
«act, perform his actions in accordance with his conscience and mind, and create his life
according to his own project». A free person, in his opinion, is one who «works,
behaves according to the requirements of his conscience and is not afraid of any
misfortunes and torments». These ideas were further developed in early Christianity.
Analysis and understanding of the history of formation, especially the early stage of the
development of Christianity, its institutionalization, legalization and legitimization in
the difficult conditions of the socio-economic, political and religious life of the Roman
Empire, works of philosophers, Christian apologists, and church fathers testify that early
Christian thought included the idea of freedom of religious conscience, and it is caused
by a dogmatic claim to the truth, rigid intolerance to the heterodox believers, free-
thinkers.

A specific era of forms of manifesting the elements of the formation of freedom
of religious conscience, its theoretical justification was the Middle Ages. Freedom of
conscience was not considered as a concept. The idea of freedom of conscience was not
accepted by the Catholic and Orthodox churches.

In the Middle Ages, the cultural and social environment dominated the
personality, whose existence was under the unceasing ecclesiastical supervision. During
that period, the idea of human rights, including the right to freedom of conscience,
religion, was formed in the doctrine of the Italian political thinker Marsilius of Padua
(1275-1324). In his political treatise «The Defender of Peace» (1324), Marsilius of
Padua actively defended the principles of absolute freedom (inviolability) of religious
beliefs. That is, it was about the principle of freedom of conscience, freedom of religion.
Marsilius of Padua affirmed the principle of «independence of the rights of citizens from
their religious affiliation». No one, in his opinion, should be punished for religious
views, which are a private matter of a person, a matter of his conscience. The
philosopher promoted the principle of separation of church and state, the equality of all
believers before the law (Oliinyk, 2016, p. 143).
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Analyzing the development of the right to freedom of convictions in the era of the
Reformation, one should pay attention that this is one of the key stages of its formation.
The Reformation changed the spiritual atmosphere of Europe. The reformational
algorithm of «cultural evolution from dogmatism to freedom», from external religiosity
to the inner world of man, was initiated and acted. The Reformation opened the fact of
internal freedom of man, the path to freedom of religion, and proclaimed the principle of
freedom of convictions. M. Luther substantiated it in the theological sense. He revealed
the essence of the principles of freedom of religion, freedom of beliefs, freedom of
convictions, and freedom of serving God (Kozlenko, 2014, p. 20).

In the age of Enlightenment, a prominent figure of that era, Charles Montesquieu,
stated in his work «The Spirit of the Laws», «There is no word that would receive so many
diverse meanings and would have such a different influence on people as the word
«freedom». Indeed, the concept of «freedom» is extremely multifaceted. It includes
personal, political, social, economic, and legal aspects. Thus, in the interpretative
dictionary of the contemporary Ukrainian language, freedom is defined as: 1) lack of
political oppression, harassment and constraints; will; 2) stay not under arrest, not in
custody, not in captivity; 3) life, existence without dependence on anyone, ability to
behave at own discretion; 4) ability to operate without barriers and prohibitions in any
industry; 5) possibility of manifestation of the subject’s will under conditions of awareness
of the laws of the development of nature and society; 6) facility, no difficulty in anything;
7) simplicity, unconstraint in behavior; 8) free from labor time (Shchadylo 2016, p. 455).

In accordance with the above concepts, man is an integral part of society, and
therefore it is impossible to speak about his personal freedom outside of connection with
society. After all, as you know, the personal freedom of a particular individual is limited
by the rights of another. The regulator of social relations, in particular the regulator of
the limits of social freedom, is law. Freedom cannot be real if it has no legal form and is
not implemented through the mechanisms of legal regulation (subjective rights and legal
obligations, permissions, prohibitions, duties, legal incentives, legal restrictions). In
other words, law is known through freedom, becomes its measure because of a
combination of legal restrictions and legal incentives.

Freedom of convictions is one of the most important social phenomena that is
inextricably linked with ideological issues; however, it does not completely coincide
with the concept of freedom of convictions. In the conceptual framework, freedom of
convictions is one of the most valuable freedoms of man. Other human rights and
freedoms, honor and dignity, and ideological foundations are associated with it and
sometimes based on it (Malyshko, 2005, p. 5).

In the most general philosophical sense, the interpretation of freedom of
convictions manifests itself as human internal ability to evaluate, comprehend different
world-view paradigms, freely, without any external forceful stimulation, only by call of
own convictions, to constitute oneself and act, exercise deeds, creatively self-
actualizing in the system of coordinates of own ideological choices. In philosophical
interpretation, freedom of convictions is a specific selective and coordinated activity of
consciousness, world outlook and the will of the individual, directed toward self-
determination in the spiritual reality regarding limit vital-life principles of being
(Kryvych, 2007, p. 31).

Some researchers consider freedom as a certain structure, an integral system
consisting of certain elements. Among such components of freedom, A.Kazamirov
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emphasizes the internal and external aspects of freedom. The internal aspect (internal
sphere of the individual’s consciousness) includes freedom of conscience as the freedom
of personal conviction; freedom of thought and feeling; freedom of thought on practical,
speculative or religious matters; freedom of expression and dissemination of thoughts.
The external aspect (the sphere of external relations with other people) includes a way of
life, a choice of profession; freedom of actions (Kazamirov, 2003, p. 20).

According to M. Babii, freedom of convictions is a qualitative definition of
human being, which reflects the individual's ability to self-determination in the spiritual
sphere, which is not conditioned by external forces. This is a kind of opportunity for
creative self-actualization of a person based on a value-oriented choice. That is freedom
of convictions acts as one of the attributes of individuality and characterizes its ability to
evaluate, analyze various worldview systems, including religious ones, freely, without
any external coercion, to make choices, to constitute oneself, to coordinate valuable and
meaningful parameters with life principles (Babii, 2013, p. 122).

We would like to emphasize that if the category «freedom» is fixed in legal
literature, then the term «conscience» has no single legal interpretation among lawyers
or philosophers, it is not an element of the system of legal regulation. Freedom and
conscience have a lot in common and at the same time, they are different. Conscience is
often defined as the ability of a person to exercise moral self-control, to formulate
independently moral obligations for himself, to demand of their fulfiliment from himself
and at the same time to give a critical self-assessment of his actions and actions. It is
also the ability of a person to «self-determination» in actions and deeds. The latter lies at
the heart of the concept of «freedom». However, each of these concepts, having a
common nature and a common subject field, has its specific content, the form of
manifestation, its own evaluation criteria and functions, its foundations.

In general, the category of "freedom of convictions™ covers its content of the
spiritual and ideological life of a person, in which the person can freely constitute and
actualize oneself. Briefly, freedom of convictions is a condition and an opportunity for
free spiritual self-determination of a person, a way of self-actualization.

In the philosophical and ethical context, this category reflects the inner ability of
the individual to comprehend, evaluate various moral, ideological paradigms, including
religious, to make a choice based on own conscience, freely, without any external
coercion, to transfer valuable and meaningful parameters into beliefs, life guides,
ensuring their unimpeded self-actualization on the basis of self-determination.

The philosophical category «freedom of convictions» reveals its essence and
specificity through the unity of the internal and external aspects. That is why the
manifestation of the internal aspect of freedom of convictions through the process of
self-determination makes it possible to understand the mechanism and content of
«gaining internal spiritual experience». A well-known Russian philosopher . llyin
stated, «Man needs external liberty in order to become a spiritual center, to gain internal
freedom. Internal freedom is nothing more than the living spirituality of man» (llyin,
1993, p. 176).

The content of the internal aspect of freedom of convictions (internal freedom of
convictions) integrates two important points: first, autonomy, independence, sovereignty
of a free subject, who is spiritually and ideologically self-identified, acquires «internal
spiritual experience»; and secondly, direction of these actions (choice) towards the person
himself, that is, through self-determination of spiritual, vital orientations and values.
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Autonomy of the subject of freedom, plurality of values constitute an important
condition for free choice. At the same time, freedom of convictions appears to be a
condition and a means, an opportunity for self-affirmation, self-development, and self-
improvement of the individual. In this context, self-actualization is a way of forming a
vital goal, and a means of achieving it, and a result. Self-actualization requires
appropriate conditions, legal protection, certain limitations prescribed by law and self-
restraint at the personal level.

The internal and external aspects of freedom of convictions in their inseparable
unity give an opportunity to comprehend the essential meaning of this phenomenon. It
should be noted that self-knowledge of a person or freedom to choose one's or another
religion is also subject to the proposed definition of freedom of convictions. However,
in this case, the latter appears as a freedom of religious beliefs and relates only to the
religious sphere of an extremely wide subject field, the spiritual, moral and cultural
worldview of human being.

As for the right to freedom of conscience, as a philosophical and legal concept, it
includes the opportunity to make a choice of the content and direction of actions, and in
the presence of two conditions, the opportunity to change the existing necessity to
another, which opens up the prospects of increasing freedom of conscience. The right to
freedom of conscience gives the opportunity to choose an independent ideological
position based on his own conscience, freely, without any external force, to make his
own choices, and to be responsible for his actions and thoughts.

The right to freedom of conscience is a system-forming right in the system of
human rights, which is an inalienable right of every person to satisfy ideological needs.
With regard to the need for the philosophical and legal understanding of the right to
freedom of conscience in modern conditions, there is acute theoretical and empirical
need for it. First, the philosophical and legal reflection of the right to freedom of
conscience extends the boundaries of understanding its nature, essence, conceptual
foundations. Secondly, it gives an opportunity to specify the meaning of the right to
freedom of conscience, its gnoseological and ontological basis. Thirdly, the need arises
from the fact that the political and legal aspect of the right to freedom of conscience
does not, in the theoretical and in the practical sense, exhaust the reality of the
worldview with which we meet in everyday life (Oliinyk, 2016, p. 145).

From the point of view of philosophy, worldview is a set of generalized
conceptions of man about himself, about the world around him, his relationship with the
world, his place in the world and his life purpose. Worldview synthesizes a whole range
of intellectual entities, such as knowledge, desire, intuition, faith, hope, life motives,
goals, and so on. Because of this, the components of the worldview are views,
convictions, principles, ideals, values, beliefs, life standards and stereotypes. According
to another source, the elements of the worldview are value orientation, faith, ideals,
beliefs, way of life of man and society (as a form of realization of the spiritual essence
of the worldview) (Kovban, 2009, p. 278).

If the problem of freedom of the world is solved in such a wide range, then the
only criterion for its implementation is conscience. That is why you can show anxiety
when a large amount of materials dealing with it disappear this term. On the other hand,
it is very important that the term «conscience» exists outside the legal constituent of the
concept of «freedom of conscience», because it is a moral, ethical category, and denotes
only the ability of a person to evaluate his actions from the point of view of morality as
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good or bad. Of course, the rules of morality and law can coincide. However, if not, is it
possible to restrict «freedom of conscience»?

The Ukrainian Constitution states that the exercise of the right to freedom of
convictions and religion «... may be restricted by the law only in the interests of
protecting civil order, health and morality of the population, or protecting the rights and
freedoms of other people», Article 35 (Tancher 1968, pp. 81-82]. In democratic
countries, we have examples where an official religion supports freedom of conscience
for all other religious organizations and even renounces its privileges (England).

Under the current legislation the content of freedom of conscience can be defined
as a complex legal category regulated by norms of law and consists of interconnected
structural elements: the right to profess any religion; the right to practice religious rites;
the right to change religion; the right not to profess any religion; the right to propagate
religion; the right to conduct atheistic propaganda; the right to charities; the right to
religious education; cultural and educational religious activities; equality of all citizens
before the law, regardless of their attitude to religion.

The right of every person to freedom of conscience is system-forming in the
system of human rights. Without its implementation, other human rights lose much of
the real content, remaining a declaration. Implementing this right, a person realizes
himself, finds meaning (sense) and determines his place in life. Human contemporaneity
and future depend on the way a person determines his meaning. Freedom of conscience
covers the diversity of forms of orientation systems (in particular, religious),
implemented on the principles of equality individually or collectively.

Freedom of conscience — the right to meet ideological needs, makes sense of
existence. Freedom of conscience as the subjective right of every person is a measure of
freedom of ideological choice, it embraces the right to form, choose, hold, modify,
defend and disseminate beliefs, the right to hold opinions and the right to refuse them,
and the right to act (not act) in accordance with convictions subject to lawful conduct.
Consideration of the problem of the relationship of freedom of conscience and freedom
of religion seems very important, because in scientific works and in the system of
legislation we can trace their identification and substitution. In general, these concepts
are close, although not identical (Novikov, 2013, p. 18).
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Therefore, in an effort to avoid the centuries-old practice of dividing religious
organizations into privileged and deprived privileges, the Ukrainian state proclaimed the
principles of freedom of conscience and freedom of religion, separation of religious
associations from the state and their equality before the law. Preconditions for
introducing ideological competition between religions and confessions within the law
were created. The Constitution of Ukraine guarantees equal rights to profess any religion
individually or in conjunction with others or not to profess any. Watching the modern
religious panorama of Ukraine, we understand that religious contradictions and conflicts
are activated (Kalach, 2015, p. 82).

Conclusions and perspectives of further research. Thus, the philosophical and
legal aspect of the right to freedom of convictions and religion reflects the social
precondition of the legal nature of regulating such social relations as creation of rights
and guarantees to free expression of religious views, satisfaction of religious needs, and
promotion of the right to free will of world-view socio-philosophical spiritual views,
and the protection of the rights of religious organizations. The right to freedom of
convictions and religion in the philosophical and legal sense is a set of legal norms that
establish rights and create obligations for subjects of religious movements to ensure
their spiritual needs and to satisfy ideological views. At the same time, it should be
noted that the development of legal regulation of this institution of public relations
requires the unification of the national legislation with major international legal acts, the
implementation of these acts, which is the prospect of further research.

DEVELOPMENT OF ENTERPRISE IN INNOVATION UNIVERSITY

Abstract. National model of economic development caused the necessity of changes not
only in the activities of enterprises, but also to universities. According to this necessity in the
formation of new approaches to the activities of the academic centers, granting them autonomy
and status of entrepreneurial institutions. In economically developed countries, around 80% of
the GDP is produced through research and innovation, through the innovative University
becomes the focus of the production and introduction of new ideas, changing the national
economic system. The aim is to study the experience of innovation entrepreneurship in
universities and the development of recommendations for its implementation in Ukraine. In the
course of the research the following methods were used as induction, deduction, analysis,
synthesis, scientific abstraction. Specified universities should integrate entrepreneurship courses
as an important component of the curriculum, develop the skills required for full use of
innovation and knowledge transfer activities in combination with the commerce of new
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technologies. The strategic vectors defined areas of academic entrepreneurship incubator
businesses, local authorities, the education and science communities.

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Abstract. The article deals with the organizational and legal support for reforming the
national economy. It has been determined that organizational support is provided by leading
scientific institutions, and legislative - a system for managing and coordinating reforms. On this
basis, a national model for managing reforms was created, which allowed to identify the subject
of the reform process, its task and composition and classify the state-declared reforms in the
areas of focus. Such a classification allowed the construction of a business process that provides
for the development and implementation of a package of reforms for any field of purpose. It is
determined that the main problem in promoting and implementing reforms in Ukraine is their
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lack of scientific substantiation. It is proved that solving this problem is possible provided that a
competitive national system of higher education is created, by integrating into the European
Higher Education Area and the European Research Area and carrying out the reform in the
scientific sphere. The author's methodical approach of organizational and legal support of
reforms in the country is proposed, the use of which will allow to create the basis for
implementation of political, social, legal and institutional reforms in the country.

Abstract: The interethnic relations between Ukrainians and Poles in the period of the
Second World War, known to the general public as "Volyn tragedy”, is one of the most
problematic pages of the joint Polish-Ukrainian history. In recent years there has been a lot of
controversy between Ukraine and the Republic of Poland over the assessment of the causes and
development of the inter-ethnic conflict in Volyn in 1943-1944, calculation of the number of
victims of the conflict and the issues of interpretating the events of common history. The problem
in question has become the subject of political speculations and negatively affects modern inter-
ethnic relations. The search for the ways to transform the historical memory of Ukrainians and
Poles and to eliminate interethnic contradictions implies the multifaceted, unbiased elucidation of
all aspects of the problem and surmounting the negative socio-historical stereotypes that occur in
both societies.

CAUSES AND FEATURES OF LIQUIDATION OF THE ENTERPRISE
"PROJECT" IN VOLYNIA: 1928 - 1933 YEARS

Abstract: The article describes the reasons for the elimination of the Prosvita cultural and
educational society by the Polish authorities in Volyn Province in the late 1920-s and early 1930-
s. The policy of the Polish authorities concerning the Ukrainian national movement in Volyn was
described, and the position of the Volyn governor Henrik Yuzevsky concerning "Enlightenment”
was analyzed. The reasons and features of liquidation of the Prosvita Society in Volyn are
disclosed, the consequences of this event on the socio-political and cultural processes in the
province were analyzed.

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Abstract. One of the reasons for various abnormalities in physical development and
children's health is the lack of motor activity, volume of which decreases every year. The article
analyzes the research of this problem in the scientific literature. Thus, in modern scientific
studies it was emphasized that one of the ways of expanding of schoolchildren motor activity was
not only the means and methods that contribute to the psycho-emotional improvement of the
motivational desire of adolescents to engage in physical education, as envisaged by the program
of a comprehensive educational institution, but also their stimulation and encouragement for
active participation in any sporting events during physical education lessons. It is fundamentally
important distinguishing fact between the emotional desire of pupils to engage in various types of
physical activities and functional capabilities of their body, especially the cardiovascular and
respiratory systems. A promising research is the study of motivational aspirations of adolescents
with reduced functional capacities for swimming exercises at the extracurricular time.

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Adnotacja. Coraz istotniejsza role w zyciu spoteczno-politycznym odgrywaja organizacj¢ i
ruchy spoleczne. W odrdznieniu od partii politycznych oni nie pretenduja na bezposredni udziat w
realizacji pelnomocnictw wiladczych i nie walcza o wladzg. Uczestnicza one w dziatalno$ci
politycznej na tyle, na ile to jest niezbgdne dla rozwigzania zadan gospodarczych, spotecznych,
kulturowych, ekologicznych i innych. Wystepowanie wielu problemow, ktore nie da si¢ rozwigzaé
bez wladzy, sklania obywateli do tgczenia si¢ i zatgcza ich do orbity procesow politycznych.

Celem pracy jest zbadanie stopnia wplywu réznych organizacji spolecznych na procesy
polityczne. Jednym z gléwnych zadan spolecznych organizacji i ruchow jest wptyw na procesy
przyjecia decyzji politycznych przez organa wladzy panstwowej i wywarcie wptywu na strukture
wladzy na réznych poziomach. Zaznaczono, iz dzialaja one w specyficznej atmosferze
spofeczno-prawnej, ktéra w znacznym stopniu wpltywa na ich dzialalno$¢. Podczas pracy
wykorzystano nastgpujace metody badawcze: indukcja, dedukcja, analiza, synteza, abstrakcja
naukowa, poréwnanie.

Wyznaczono pelne spektrum organizacji spolecznych oraz warunki ich funkcjonowania,
ktore sa glownymi indykatorami demokratycznosci spoleczenstwa. Spoleczenstwo
demokratyczne nie tyko deklaruje, ale faktycznie gwarantuje prawa i glowne swobody
obywateli. Organizacje spoleczne razem z panstwowymi 1 partyjnymi strukturami stanowia
istotny element  spoleczno-politycznej konstrukecji  spoleczenstwa. W  panstwach
demokratycznych one zaciggaja na siebie szeroki zakres obowigzkow funkcjonalno-spotecznych
i przy tym przeksztatcajg si¢ w nieodtaczny komponent strukturalny spoteczenstwa.

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The presence of many problems that cannot be solved without power, encourages citizens
to unite, includes them in the orbit of political processes.The aim of the work is to study the
degree of influence of various public associations on political processes. One of the main tasks
of public organizations and movements is to influence the processes of political decision-making
by public authorities and pressure on government structures at different levels. It is indicated that
they operate in a specific social and legal atmosphere, which significantly affects their activities.
In the process of research, such methods as induction, deduction, analysis, synthesis, scientific
abstraction and comparison were used.

The completeness of the spectrum of public associations and the conditions of their
functioning, which are the defining indicators of democratic society, are determined. Democratic
society not only declares, but also really guarantees the rights and fundamental freedoms of
citizens. Public associations together with state and party structures are important elements of the
social and political structure of society. In democratic countries, they assume a wide range of
social functions, becoming an integral structural component of society.

The analysis of the role of public associations in political processes makes it necessary to
form new approaches to the study of their activities.

Introduction. Ukrainian higher art education needs to be substantially upgraded,
as the educational services market has undergone significant changes in recent years
through the processes of globalization and European integration of society, as well as
socio-political realities in our country. The urgency of the transition of artistic and
pedagogical education to a qualitatively new level is associated with a significant
transformation of the functions of the professional activities of teachers of musical art,
and hence the need for the formation of new professional competences of the teacher of
musical art and the actor-vocalist. This accordingly requires qualitative changes in the
professional training of future artists — vocalists.

The study of the problem of modernizing the professional training of specialists in
higher education is given due attention in pedagogical theory, in particular, in its
aspects: the philosophy of modern higher education (V. Andrushchenko, I. Zyazyun,
V.Kremen and others); problems of continuing professional education
(S. Goncharenko, A. Ligotsky, N. Nichkalo, S. Sisoyev and others); theoretical and
methodical principles of professional training of future specialists in higher education
(A. Aleksyuk, V. Bondar, S. Arkhangelsky, M. Yevtukh and others); pedagogical bases
of organization of educational process in higher educational institutions (V. Bezpalko,
V. Sagard, 1. Tikhonov and others); peculiarities of personality development of future
specialists in the process of professional training (V. Grinev, V. Rybalka,
V. Semichenko. The theoretical foundations of vocal teaching techniques are laid down
in the writings of V. Mordvinov, P. Golubev, D. Aspelund, S. Yudin, L. Dmitriyev, A.
Danovich, D. Yevtushenko, P. Organov, A. Mykisha; issues of vocal training of future
teachers-musicians are revealed by L. Vasilenko, A. Menabeni, G. Stasko, Y. Yutsevich,
0. Pryadko, O. Matveeva and others. Researchers such as N. Drozhzhina, O. Clip,
M. Mozgoviy, V. Tormakhova, I. Shvets and others have dedicated their works to the
general theoretical and methodological problems in the field of the preparation of pop
singers. The practical content of mastering of vocal techniques is described in the works
by: J. Kenne, M. Marchesi S. Nelson, H. Nosworthy P. Rodenburg, S. Riggs, C. Sadolin,
J. Schmidt and others. However, the aspect of the use of modern vocal techniques in the
class of pop vocal in the process of training future pop artists - vocalists is not
exhaustively covered in the research scientific sources. Therefore, the purpose of the
article is to specify the possibilities of using various modern vocal techniques on
individual classes of variety singing in the process of professional training of future
vocalists in the process of training.

Main part.
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Obijectives of the research: distinguishing between different vocal techniques;
differentiation of the content of specific vocal techniques; specification of the
methodical content of their use in the process of training future pop singers; clarification
of the possibilities of using different vocal techniques in the class of pop vocal. Results
of research of various vocal techniques and possibilities of their use in the process of
professional training of future pop singers have been discussed at scientific and practical
conferences of different levels.

Despite the fact that there are no direct contradictions between the variety and
other types of vocal performances in the field of the technique, the synthetism of the
variety of vocal arts and performing arts contains certain specific features related to
sound production, vocal techniques and stylistic features derived from synthetic
interconnection various vocal schools. Therefore, is advisable in the class of pop vocal,
to integrate the achievements of the classical vocal school, such as the general principles
of vocal breathing, phrasing, vocal phonation, architectonic vocal works with modern
vocal techniques. The peculiarity of pop vocal art is obviously not so much the
difference in the method of sonic production of performers as stylistic features: the
simplicity of the musical language, the melodious melody, the harmonious and rhythmic
basis easy to perceive, which are interrelated with the peculiarities of the stage
presentation of the artistic content of the work in the form of a complex stage
performance. It is the creation of the availability and simplicity of the musical language
that is the key to recognizing and memorizing the pop art and increasing its popularity in
broad circles of listeners. In addition, among the special elements of the professional
training of future performers, there are vocal techniques and techniques of sound
production, the expansion of which, provided the high level of training of performers
and expedient selection and use can have a positive effect on the quality of the
presentation of the artistic content of the variety song from the scene. The significance
of such techniques for students is difficult to overestimate because they, while listening
to a variety of contemporary pop music, can analyze the use of such techniques by well-
known performers, but misunderstanding their nature and copying without proper
training can cause a lot of damage to their voice, while not achieving the necessary
sound.

In the process of training future specialists, vocal training of future teachers of
musical art is of great importance. The greatest difficulties faced by students when
casting a voice are expected to cause interregional transitions and the highest for each
personal notebook range, especially considering that in the classical academic setting of
the voice for performing high sounds, there is actually only one natural vocal reception —
the falsetto. Unlike the classical voice statement in the academic vocal class, pop vocal
allows you to use some specific vocal-technical techniques and means, in particular, for
taking high sounds.

The first of them is the mixt (from the English «mixed»), which can be used in the
class of pop vocal in three main types: classical mixt, «<modern» mixt (by S. Riggs) and
belting. It should be noted that the mixt is not inherent in the natural way of functioning
of the vocal apparatus technique, which conventionally compiles the chest and the main
register component and substantially changes the self-alignment mechanism, used
primarily in the climax. The basics of the so-called «classical mixt» are developed in the
classical school for male vocals related to the complexity of the transition of an
elaborate resonator - that is, on the falsetto.
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Therefore, mixt must be started not on the threshold sound, which is higher than
that without falsetto when classical voice is not possible, but much earlier, on lower
sounds. Accordingly, the alignment mechanism changes earlier than the interregional
threshold. Sometimes it is advisable to move to the mix within an octave to the
interregional threshold. Similar to some other techniques of sound production, the mixt
creates a relatively stable volume of the performer's voice, and the higher the note taken
with the use of this technique - the greater the «voice», since in the sound structure the
frequency range of the pair harmonics that fall into the gap increases maximum
sensitivity of the ear and create an illusion of voice, although this is usually only a push
of air, which is formed during the transition to mix and actually to «power» in the voice
is not relevant. That is why the beginners in mastering this technique of sound formation
tend to switch to the cry, which is a mistake, since when screaming air through the voice
device goes too much, and when mixing - at the required level. Moreover, if the
conditional comparison of the volume in the performance of the opera arias with the
transition to falsetto and rock ballads using mix in the second case, the volume of the
voice will be lower. A classic mixt about women's vocals in the modern classical voice
statement is called «mediumy, that is, «mediums», which involves the use of mix in the
middle part of the range, but does not exclude the classic falsetta, the transition to which
occurs only in some cases.

The development of the second type of mix — «modern» technigue - is due to the
American teacher S. Riggs, who created a fundamentally new mechanism for singing
Speech Level Singing («Singing in a Linguistic Position»), in which the author himself
called the mystique in a «related» voice. Such sound reproduction appears on the
medium-high range of the range. In the opinion of S. Riggs, due to the maximum
development of the «natural voice», it is necessary to smooth the interregional
transitions and to refuse to change the position of the larynx (the so-called «linguistic
position», which causes a rather critical critique in the sense of physiological changes in
the position of the larynx during singing different sounds in the highest) , a large air
pressure in front of the vocal bonds, that is, with a smooth decrease in the amount of air,
provided that the coordination is carried out, the mechanism of phonation in the modal
register becomes smoothly into the mechanism of the «falsetto» register. Since the
representatives of this vocal school did not pay sufficient attention to the studies of
actual phonation, the formulation of certain postulates is extremely imperfect, especially
the question of «linguistic position», in which the «stable» position of the larynx is
actually conditioned by the partial transfer of muscular effort required to align to other,
larger muscles of the body loops of the singer. However, along with the vocal
coordination proposed by S. Riggs, the «mixing mechanism» of this school really
deserves attention, especially considering that such sound formation allows to operate,
in particular, with a small volume of singing. His bright representative was Michael
Jackson. The third kind is belting (from English to belt out), with the use of which,
conventionally speaking, the inter-register threshold is not avoided, but is pushed even
higher, but the sounds taken by belting cannot continue higher, for example, for example
, mixed, which gradually pass into the main register. Belting is a technique that can be
used exclusively for a certain range of range, which its developers call «pushing»
(pushing) the «chest» register into the «main» part, but rather belting is based on the
mechanism of limitation of cry. First of all, belting is a reception for female vocals, in
men it is used very rarely and exclusively by owners of almost supernatural voice data
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(for example, Adam Lambert). In fact, it is a strong, dense and loud sound that is formed
by a thick mass of vocal cords (unlike other types of mix, where the ligaments in the
upper case are thin) with close closure. The scream differs above all by the accuracy of the
coordination and, accordingly, the accuracy of the reproduced sound, as well as the
reactive use of vocal cords (the cry can cause a clamp and damage the voice) and,
accordingly, under the mechanism of education, the cry is uncontrollable and possible
only on a very strong stream air, while belting is possible only by limiting the flow of air.

Another vocal technique, which, due to its peculiarities, is not used in classical
voice formulation, is the twang (from the English word «twang»), a special sound that is
formed at the same time as the closure of the soft palate and the «collar» of the larynx.
From the well-known phenomenon of impedance by R. Jusson , which essentially
resembles a twang, differs in the place of localization: the impedance concerns, first of
all, the oral cavity, and the tangan is a larynx, that is, much lower. If you do not take
twang as a special kind of pronunciation that is peculiar to some nationalities, the
«vocal» twang can be of two main varieties: «pure» (oral) and nasal, and begin to learn
this technique better than the second kind, since the pure The twang of an unprepared
singer can trigger a natural mechanism with closure and genuine and non-true vocal
cords that causes phonotrauma. The study of nasal tangle is advisable to begin with
classical vocalization to the sounds of «n» provided that there is no forcing and no
creation of too high pressure in the mouth, since the closed mouth itself stimulates the
closure of the «collar» of the larynx.

A special vocal-technical technique is the yodel (from the word «Jodel» -
onomatopoeia), consisting of sharp short-term register transitions at the end or during a
single tone sound. There is a single jodel (one-time register shift within one duration)
and a plural jodel (a series of register transitions), which is a typical reception of the so-
called «Tyrolean singing». In modern music, jodel is used to emphasize the value of a
particular fragment, emotional mobility, and so on. A striking example may be D.
O'Riordan as a soloist of The Cranberries.

Another vocal technique, typical for intonation in pop and jazz, used in the class
of pop vocal, is bending - a sound-elevating tension, an «bend» to a note, followed by
fixing on the desired note. Vocal bending (sometimes referred to as "runs™) is similar to
an instrument that is performed on an electric guitar and usually has an improvisational
nature and is limited to halftone around the note. Bending usually begins or ends with a
phrase or a word. In the process of studying, it is necessary to pay attention to fixing the
sound, which is preceded by a band and its functionality within a particular work, if
such a fixation is not a melody mixed with the melismatics of execution, and the whole
structure of the song is violated. In general, it will be much more expedient to have a
few pads in the required places than a lot of padding where it is not needed. It is better
for beginners to begin to work out this vocal - technical reception from the band to the
tone from below to the required note, then - three half - tone steps from below to the
note, at first - at a slow pace.

Another similar technique is the slide (from the English «slide» - slip), which in a
classical voice statement is called «glisando», consisting of a smooth ascending or
descending transition from one note to another through the reproduction of all possible
vocal reproductions of sounds between them.

Another vocal - technical technigue is subtone - singing with a breath, a reception
based on the technique of splitting, when the respiratory flow as if split into two: the
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first leads to fluctuations of vocal cords, the second remains noise exhalation of air. First
of all, it must be taken into account that this method requires additional energy costs,
since a significant part of the air in the fluctuations of vocal communication does not
take part and just with noise exhale, which leads to the drying of the mucous membranes
of the vocal apparatus.

It is used to soften the sound of a voice, giving it another emotional color of
tenderness and sensitivity. Used by such performers as M. Carey, M. Farmer and many
others. In the class of pop vocal, this technique will be useful first of all to enrich the
artistic and emotional content of works performed by students, as well as to train the
control of air consumption for vocalization.

The overtones vocal technigue, based on the so - called two - voice soloists, is
based on the splitting of sound into the main tone and the pretension (subton), which
actually allows you to sing two sounds at the same time. Reception comes from the
ritual singers of the peoples of the Altai region (Altai, Buryats, Tuvints, etc.) [2].
Especially useful overtones for performers to train interregistered transitions, if such a
transition no longer causes significant difficulties

An interesting vocal technique is «vocal fry» (a creak, «roasted voice») - a
relatively new, compared with other receptions. It is also often referred to as «strowbass"
(from «Straw») and «edge sound». This technique is to attack (start) a sound based on
creak. The basis for the administration is a special type of stroke, the cartilaginous
cartilage is interconnected, preventing the passage of air through the combined vocal
cords, which during the dilution form a sound, known as «laryngeal closure». A
continuous series of frequent closing of the soft air stream and there is a vocal fry, which
can be very similar to the sound of the door stinging or chattering the duck (if not simulate
it simply by the word «hell», but by the sound), for that voice, which «wakes up» early in
the morning. In some children and adolescents, even in a conversation, there is such an
involuntary «grunts». This kind of sound is created because of the special soft state of the
vocal cord, and not because of the closed throat and it is important to understand
beginners. As an experiment, you can try to draw air into yourself, saying the loud «A»
and such a creak will arise itself. On exhalation, not everyone comes out immediately, but
it's just a matter of training, in any case, the feeling of freedom should remain the same as
on the inspiration. Vocalists usually use such «scribbling» at the beginning of the phrase
or words, and vocalists of the difficult year, on the contrary, end up, creating the effect of
a tired voice. In the class of pop vocal, this technique is used not only as a decoration, but
also as an exercise during vocal training (especially popular among Western vocal
teachers and vocalists themselves). The brightest representatives using this technique are
Adele, E. Iglesias and B. Spears.

Another vocal technique is a drive (expressive vocal-technical technique) based on
the addition of distinct musical sounds of various noise, for example, when a falcett drive
is added to the falset sound, such as a scream or a scream , «Tunderstruck» performed by
B. Johnson («AC / DC»), and if subtone sound is accompanied by a hoarse whisper - a
subton drive, for example, the initial phrases «Poison» by Alice Cooper.

The widespread vocal technique is the vibrate-intonational fluctuation of sound
with a certain pulsation, which is caused by periodic motion of the diaphragm and
oscillation of the connecting pressure, which often accompanies the long final notes of
the phrase in the vowel sounds. Individual voices have a beautiful uniform natural
vibrate, but most often, in the presence of all other criteria of professional sound, vibrato
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is absent or sounds uneven or too small. In the latter case, the vibrate is a throat and
represents a motionless fader that is not supported by the diaphragm, which only
complicates sound production. To make vibrate, you must transfer the main load on the
diaphragm. It will act as a speed governor and amplitude, and accordingly, the
diaphragm movements will implement successive alternating stresses and relaxations,
which slightly change the height, volume and timbre of the main sound. At the
beginning, the speed of the alternation may be insignificant, the main thing is to achieve
an equal technical vibrational motion. All indicators are vibrant, in particular speed is
individual. Accept vibrate is inherent in another function - the articulation of small
durations in vocal ornaments - coloratura and melizmah. If during the vibrational motion
of the diaphragm a melodic line of coloratura begins to sing, it is possible to obtain a
precise musical articulation, that is, separate notes are well heard, and fragments that are
not clutched in non-cellular parts. In this case, the movements of the larynx become
noticeable only with a high altitude gap between the upper and lower passage sound. In
this case, frequent variations of the mandible are possible, but not necessary, because it
only changes the timbre and color of the vowel due to the change of the form of the
oropharyngeal horn. In fact, there are several types of vibrate. The most rare of them,
but the most useful is the large diaphragm vibrate. The mechanism of this reception has
much in common with the technique of staccato. For beginners, when singing, one has
to imagine raising a basketball ladder by hitting three times at each stage, with particular
attention to the work of the upper press, which strains apart on each note. Once the
exercise is mastered, you can switch to alternating phrases on legato and staccato.
Before the phrase on the legato it is necessary to make a deep active breath and, without
changing the breath, sing the exercise, continuing to accentuate the movements of the
upper press of each note, swinging it. Further such movements should be transferred to
the phrases of the melody, focusing on vibrato.

Another vocal technique is «growl» (or a ricket, growl) - one of the most
spectacular techniques that modern vocalists enjoy. It is believed that the first introduced
him into the official use of Louis Armstrong, immitating the sound of his trumpet voice.
In general, jazz - blues, classical or de - graveling and grapping (from the English
«grunge») or guttural (from the English «guttural») are distinguished, and the last two
forms in execution are combined with expresive expression of emotions. A bright
representative of the jazz-blues growl was already named L. Armstrong, representatives
of the classic growl - A. Gossou (group «Arch Enemy») and P. Koskinen (being the
vocalist of «Shape of Despair», representatives of the grapping - the vocalists of the
groups «Dispised Icon», and others. Very often vocalists - beginners not mastering the
basic techniques of sound production and techniques asking the teacher to teach
«grouching», not realizing that reception is rather complicated, and most importantly,
that performing it is not correct, you can get phonotrauma. It is believed that for the first
time in the style of rock singing in rock mourning, the Swiss band «Hellhammer» was
distinguished in 1982. Later something similar could be found among vocalists of some
American collectives in the genre of gothic, dum - deth-metal. Although grouching can
now be heard in the female performance, but rarely because of the anatomy of the vocal
apparatus. According to the content, it is possible to hame the diaphragmatic bass based
on the technique of splitting with the maximal lowered larynx, open mouth and throat,
and a very strong impedance, which leads to fluctuations in both true voice
communication and inaccurate, due to the partial collapse of which and this sound is
formed. Such a vocal technique is based on the sound production on the aperture during
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the strong exhalation and the subsequent process of splitting the vocal cords. This
combination of all this creates the effect of a rough and terrible growl. For a groove it is
necessary to maintain a balance between the voltage of vocal cords and the aperture, and
the actual vocal cords are not the basis of sound production, and in this reception are
almost completely open. To expel air, you should use the aperture for the most part, and
the connections should be left relaxed. Necessary sound is formed, if after a deep breath
push out part of the air from the lungs, straining the tonsils and throat. Do this at the same
time, but without too much stress. Try to produce laryngeal and tall sounds, gradually
reducing the tone, with the larynx should be kept open and relaxed. The air should be
pushed off by the stomach, because in this reception all the power of singing must come
exclusively from the diaphragm. n general, in the process of mastering the cloth, two types
of technicians can be used: the so-called «Eshayl-technics» - vocalizations on exhalation,
that is, the bonds fluctuate under the action of a stream of air that exhales from the lungs
and the so-called inhale technique - vocalizations on the exhalation of vocal breath, that is,
after Full exhalation of the connection varies in the air coming to the lungs. The second
group is more loaded with ligaments and a bleaching device in general and therefore not
recommended for beginners, as it can cause phonotrauma. It will not be superfluous for
beginners - the ringleaders have regular control of the doctor - phonear. It should be noted
that grouling is not used as a proper technique typical of a hard-rock in the pop vocal
class, but partly breathing exercises and diaphragm work, along with the relaxation of the
connections used for groovy, may be useful to pop singers.

Other specific vocal techniques are, for example, «flutter» (laryngeal singing,
«rick»), filiation (smooth change of sound dynamics), «scrimming» (tumultuous high
cry with hoarseness), but their coverage is not the subject of this publication. In any
case, the development of new vocal techniques for sound production or vocal - technical
technigues should take place under the supervision of a specialist and in accordance with
the methodological principles of vocal training, as well as observing the rules of voice
protection and periodic monitoring of the state of the voice apparatus in the background.

It should be noted that vocal techniques and techniques of sound production are not
exhausted by the listed, but the expansion of the arsenal of vocal techniques can positively
affect the possibilities of a teacher in the class of pop vocal. The significance of such
techniques for students is difficult to overestimate because they, while listening to a
variety of contemporary pop music, can analyze the use of such techniques by well-known
performers, but misunderstanding their nature and copying without proper training can
cause a lot of damage to their voice, while not achieving the necessary sound.

Conclusion. Given the current state of the Ukrainian system of higher education,
the main direction of its reform should be the liberalization of higher education, the
teaching of students of the principles of freedom and, at the same time, responsibility for
their choice. But only an internally free person who has mastered the art of decision-
making and responsibility for them, may be truly a conscious citizen, as well as a
competitive, mobile professional.

The sphere of professional education, in particular, musical, is now undergoing
another stage of its reformation, therefore the importance of the selection of modern
methods in the process of professional training is constantly increasing. Pop vocal art
occupies a separate place in the system of musical culture in Ukraine. Professional
training in artistic specialties has always been of a specific nature and has been
significantly differentiated in the selection of forms and methods of work.
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In artistic activity, the formation and development of personality is rapid, because
art (and, in particular, variety vocal art) activates all spheres of personality, induces it to
creativity, which also requires constant development from personality. Creative
personality, capable of solving non-standard tasks and making responsible decisions in
pop vocal art will develop, especially young, active and effective.

It is important for the vocalist to master the professional control of their own
vocal apparatus, vocal technique, to understand the specifics of different styles of vocal
art, the artistic content of vocal works, but for singing singers, in addition to this, stage
art, the use of special expressiveness, variety vocal techniques and technical means is
especially important. Therefore, based on the specifics of variety vocal art and stage
performance, the process of professional preparation of students for stage performance
in the class of pop singing has well-defined features, which, however, are not
sufficiently covered in scientific and methodological literature.

Pop vocal art is marked by popularity among youth, which promotes the
involvement of young people in direct activities, transforming from the consumer of art
to the creator personally interested in the results and the very process of learning. In the
discourse of the analysis of the process of professional training of future pop singers, it
becomes evident that the repertoire of works by students is expanding, due to typical
contemporary trends and styles of songs, which use a variety of vocal techniques. So,
special attention is given to students studying in the process of vocational training of
modern vocal techniques such as mixt, bending, slide, flatter, etc., which will allow you
to perform various vocal acts, regardless of their style.

That is why modern vocal pedagogy also needs to «revise» the established
stereotypes and establish new paradigms that would allow the relevant educational
institutions to develop the singer both in speech and vocal techniques in the universal
system of control of all parameters of the qualitative sound, concerning the range,
resonators, volume , the work of the articulation apparatus, intonation, expressiveness,
vocal-musical (motor) hearing, etc., as in academic singing, folk and pop music and
melodeclamation manners of tuning that.

In the course of the research, specific features of modern authoring methods of
development and education of the voice have been identified, namely:

A. Maximum development of natural possibilities of the voice of the singer.

B. Chestnut breathing.

C. A high position of sounding the voice, which provides for all voices the norm
of fluctuations of the lower and upper formants.

D. Mixing the head and thorax resonance with the predominant participation of
each of them for different altitude sounds.

E. Free position of the larynx.

F. The release of the muscles of the anterior tube (lips, currents, tongue, etc.)
from excessive tension.

G. Periodic control of the phonist doctor.

It is important to educate students in demanding self-esteem, dedication, creative
activity and initiative. It is very important to educate the students of their independent
work on improving their professional skills. A compulsory condition for individual
classes should be creative-psychological contact between a teacher and a student. It
allows the maximum fixation of specific singing sensations. In the initial period of
education of the student, along with a detailed acquaintance with his physical data, the
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teacher must find the most natural and as short a short way to a deep study of the
personality of his personality. Pedagogical skill is not in imposing its methods, but in the
patiently systematic creation of a favorable soil for conscious, always critical of their
perception, analysis and synthesis by students. Find the creative «spark» of the student,
contribute to its development, directing it, but not «squeezing» on the individuality of
the future artist - what is the meaning of the creative approach to vocal pedagogy.

On the basis of personal interest in the results of the training of future specialists
in the process of professional training, formed the necessary professional and personal
competences, reveals the potential for professional and personal self-improvement,
which is the basis for personal growth.

Vocal - voice capabilities of each person, above all, depend on a specific set of
working bodies that require a certain skill in using their basic parameters, and the
introduction of a new methodical approach to the vocal training of future professionals
is another important step towards professional competence and multidimensional
mastery of the singer-performer. Traditional vocal pedagogy receives a new
understanding of the problems of bullying in the totality of related research -
physiologists, phonics, acoustics, psychologists, vocalists, methodologists, which allow
vocalists to comprehend the complex of educational work associated with the formation
of the necessary competences in direct singing activities.

Available methods and methods of vocal education do not cover the entire system
of professional vocal training of future vocalists, do not sufficiently take into account
the specifics and features of the vocal training of future teachers of musical art, the need
to master the skills of conscious coordination of their own vocal activity in the process
of execution. However, the use of the best practices of modern vocal techniques in the
class of pop vocal will optimize the process of preparation of future specialists in the
conditions of the system of higher education in Ukraine. Such an optimization can take
place through the adaptation of the work programs and educational - methodical
complexes to the disciplines of professional direction, which were carried out.

W celu najbardziej wiarygodnej oceny
decentralizacji finansowej uzasadniono celowo$¢ wykorzystania i przeprowadzono odpowiednie
obliczenia wskaznikow decentralizacji dochodow. Ustalono, iz poziom decentralizacji
finansowej na Ukrainie jest niewystarczajacy, a jego wzrost nie ma konkretnie wyrazonej
pozytywnej tendencji, co $wiadczy o niskiej efektywnosci reform decentralizacyjnych na
Ukrainie. Jako perspektywe kolejnych badan wyznaczono naukowe uzasadnienie kierunkow
aktywizacji procesow decentralizacji, m. in. w kierunku nadania organom samorzadowym
wystarczajacych zasobow finansowych w celu wykonania przez nich powierzonych im
obowiazkow zabezpieczajacych rozwdj regionalny.

EVALUATION OF THE LEVEL OF FINANCIAL DECENTRALIZATION IN
UKRAINE BASED ON THE INDICATORS OF THE LOCAL BUDGET
REVENUES FORMATION

Summary. The article deals with the problem of providing financial resources of local
self-government bodies in the context of decentralization in Ukraine. The methodological basis
of the study is both general scientific and special methods that include theoretical analysis,
systematization of existing approaches to the assessment of financial decentralization and the
formation of a system of basic indicators for determining its level, as well as a method of
statistical analysis of calculated indicators that was used to study the changes in financial security
of self-government bodies in the process of financial decentralization. According to the results of
the research, the essence of decentralization has been determined and its main forms are
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presented. It is argued that financial decentralization is a necessary component of this process,the
content of which is the transfer of financial resources and other economic influence leverage
from the central to the local level. Conducted theoretical analysis of existing methods of financial
decentralization evaluation. For the most reliable estimation of financial decentralization, is
substantiated expediency of use and corresponding calculations of decentralization indicators of
incomes are made. It is established that the level of financial decentralization in Ukraine remains
insufficient and its growth does not have a clearly expressed positive trend, which is a shining
factor in the low inefficiency of decentralization reforms in Ukraine. Prospects for further
researches have identified a scientific basis for accelerating the processes of decentralization, in
particular, to provide local self-government bodies with sufficient financial resources to fulfill
their assigned responsibilities for regional development.

Adnotacja. Artykut porusza problematyke z zakresu wariacyjnos$ci tresci krajowej wiedzy
przyrodniczej, ktora zostala zdeterminowana przez wydarzenia historyczne z IX-XIX w., co
mialo wpltyw na dalszy caloSciowy rozwdj oswiaty. Omowiono wplyw idei bizantyjsko-
europejskiej na zainteresowanie determinantg spoteczno-kulturows, ktéra odzwierciedlata si¢ w
dyferencjacji przedmiotowej procesu naukowo-wychowawczego we wspotczesnych granicach
terytorium ukrainskiego.

Przedmiotem badan bylo treSciowe napelnienie krajowej wiedzy przyrodniczej w
przekroju najlepszych $wiatowych tradycji oswiatowych w wyznaczonym okresie historycznym.

Celem artykulu jest przeanalizowanie wariacyjnej tresci krajowej wiedzy przyrodniczej
poprzez pryzmat §wiatowych tradycji oswiatowych z IX-XIX w.

Metodologicznym instrumentem badan byla metodyka biograficzna, chronologiczno-
tre$ciowa, etapowo-problematyczna, historyczno-genetyczna, historyczno-pedagogiczna oraz
poréwnawcza.

Zaznaczono S$cisty zwigzek faktu historycznego przyjecia chrze$cijanstwa z poglgbieniem
przyrodniczego napelienia wiedzy, co zostalo uwarunkowane przez szereg potrzeb
obiektywnych: terytorialne rozszerzenie religii $wiatowej, bliskie miedzyetniczne kontakty,
nawigzanie relacji handlowych, poglgbienie zwiazkéw dyplomatycznych migdzy panstwami,
reforma o$wiaty i kultury. W autorskim podej$ciu zwrdécono uwage na szczegdlowa analize
bogactwa danych informacyjnych wykorzystywanych w procesach naukowo-wychowawczych,
ktore w glownej mierze czerpano z dawnych zabytkow i ksigzek historycznych wiaczonych do
procesu o§wiatowego.

Analiza problematyki tytulowej zostala uksztaltowana w oparciu o analiz¢ najlepszych
historyczno-pedagogicznych personaliow badanej epoki, ktorzy zajmowali si¢ problematyka
wysokiej ideowosci pogladéw pedagogicznych i przekonan wspotczesnych naukowcow. Ponowne
przemyslenie wyznaczonego przedmiotu realizowano poprzez uwzglgdnienie caloSciowe;j,
aksjologicznej, humanistycznej oraz osobowosciowo zorientowanej konstrukcji badan.

Uwaga badawcza autora zostala skoncentrowana na odzwierciedleniu stopniowego
rozwoju wiedzy przyrodniczej poprzez pryzmat samorealizacji osobistej, pobudowanie
wzajemnego dzialania przedstawicieli inteligencji krajowej ze $wiatem zewnetrznym.

Na poziomie teoretycznym uogolniono, iz inicjatywa spoleczna progresywnych elit
krajowych aktualizowala zagadnienie dotyczace masowej alfabetyzacji, praktycznego
ukierunkowania tre§ciowego napelienia procesu naukowo-wychowawczego, niezbgdno$é
zastosowania nowych instytucji o$wiatowych na terytorium réznych jednostek administracyjno
terytorialnych naszego panstwa. Odnotowano, iz taki progresywizm pogladowy dos¢ czgsto byt
tlhumiony przez dzialajace kierownictwo polityczne, jednak mimo to nie zrujnowat si¢ pod
wplywem procesow z tamtych czasow.

Zauwazono Scisly zwiazek pomiedzy geneza krajowej wiedzy przyrodniczej, a
tendencjami rozwoju najlepszych $wiatowych tradycji oswiatowych. Udowodniono, iz
zainteresowanie przyrodnicze krajowego dorobku twoérczego Owczesnych —myslicieli
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odzwierciedlalo szczytng ide¢ tre$ci organizacji procesu o$wiatowego, napetnionego faktami o
panstwie. Taka trajektoria rozwoju rzeczywistosci o§wiatowej data mozliwos$¢ wszechstronnego
rozwoju osobowosci, jej rozwoj zawodowy i ukierunkowanie do rozwoju aktualnego wowczas
panstwotworczego zagadnienia.

CONTENT VARIABILITY OF DOMESTIC NATURAL KNOWLEDGE
IN THE LIGHT OF THE BEST WORLD EDUCATIONAL TRADITIONS
(IX = XIX centuries)

Abstract. The issue of the article addresses the variability of the content of natural
science knowledge, which was accumulated during the IX - XIX centuries, during the
progressive development of domestic education. The influence of the origins of the ideology of
European humanism on the orientation of socio-cultural determinants, which was reflected in the
development of education and the differentiation of the educational process content, is detailed.

The subject of the study is the content of the domestic natural sciences in the context of
the best world educational traditions of the designated historical period.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the varied content of the national natural sciences
through the prism of the world educational traditions of the 1X - XIX centuries.

The research tools for the study were the biographical, chronological and content,
incremental, historical and genetic, historical-pedagogical and comparative methods.

The analysis of the titled problem was based on the analysis of the best theoretical
developments of the epoch under study, which challenged the high ideology of the pedagogical
views and beliefs of contemporaneous Enlighteners. The rethinking of the studied problem was
based on the consideration of a holistic axiological, humanistic, and personally oriented structure
of the study.

The author's research attention is paid to reconsidering the progressive development of
natural sciences through the prism of personal self-realization, building close interaction between
representatives of the domestic intelligentsia and the outside world.

The author's view focuses on the natural saturation of informational data for the
educational process of this period, taken mainly from ancient sources and historical books
widely involved in the educational process. The close correlation between the historical fact of
the converting to Christianity and the deepening of the natural sciences content, which was due
to the objective need for the territorial expansion of the stated world religion, close interethnic
communication, the establishment of trade relations, deepening of diplomatic relations between
the states, reformation of education and the cultural sphere in general.

On the theoretical level, it has been summarized that the social initiative of the
progressive national elite actualized the issue of mass literacy, the practical orientation of the
educational process content, the need for the establishment of new educational institutions in the
territory of various regional administrative subdivisions of our state. It is noted that such
progressiveness of views often suffered considerable harassment on the part of the current
political leaders of that time, but did not devalue under the influence of destructive processes.

The close connection between the genesis of the national natural sciences and the
tendencies of development of the best world educational traditions is highlighted. It is proved
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that the natural orientation of the national creative works of contemporary thinkers reflected the
highly adaptive nature of the educational process organization, which was filled with natural
science data. Such a trajectory of the development of educational reality enabled the full
development of an individual, his further professional success and commitment to the solution of
the national issue that was relevant at that time. The importance of natural sciences for a more
profound rethinking of the physical and geographical features of their native land, which was
correlated in the period under study with patriotic and aesthetic education, was emphasized.

Introduction. The need for reform of the educational sphere on the principles of
humanism and democracy, which has come to a halt today in the context of the
demographic crisis, is increasingly actualizing the problem of the diversification of the
content of the existing educational process. In order to solve the existing socio-cultural
destruction in a holistic way, it is necessary to turn to the first sources of valuable
historical and pedagogical ideas of domestic thinkers of different historical epochs,
whose contribution to the modern socio-cultural treasury of our state is, in fact,
invaluable. In such research approach, the axiological dimensions of interdisciplinary
knowledge should be based on global trends in development (in particular, STEM
Education).

Some aspects of the problem under study are found in the works of V.
Andrushchenko, O. Sukhomlyns’ka, T. Zavgorodnaya, V. Syrotyuk, P. Gusak, T. Dudka
and others. However, the question of the natural variation of knowledge in the context of
the best educational traditions of certain centuries requires further study.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the varied content of the national natural
sciences through the prism of the world educational traditions of the IX — XIX centuries.

According to the purpose, the main objectives of the study are defined as
following (the task):

- to analyze the state of the investigated problem;

- to follow the peculiarities of the pedagogical theory and practice development
during the researched historical epoch;

- to publicize national historical and pedagogical experience.

The research tools for the study were the biographical, chronological and content,
incremental, historical and genetic, historical-pedagogical and comparative methods.

Historical and pedagogical preconditions of the IX - XIII centuries. An insight
into the development of regional problems in the genesis of historical and pedagogical
phenomena is a necessary tool for modernizing the content and improving the quality of
education in each region of Ukraine. To get an objective characteristic of the
preconditions that contributed to the formation of a particular pedagogical phenomenon
or process, one should thoroughly analyze the social and cultural, and organizational
preconditions prevailing on the territory of our state within the studied period.

Consideration of the historical and typological aspects of the development of
natural sciences reflected some specific directions of the university education development
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in particular regions of Ukraine. The discovery of the natural sciences genesis in terms of
higher education became possible under the conditions of analysis of its essence,
preconditions of formation, peculiarities of organization, and trends of development.

Natural knowledge was formed when the experienced generation realized the
need to impart the knowledge about the peculiarities of their native land to the youth and
correlated the issue with the basis of the patriotism development. Knowledge of the
regional nature was an integral part of the traditional culture. An indication of this is the
focus of folk rituals, customs, and holidays on the upbringing of children respectful of
the nature of the region. Over time, the natural sciences acquired a more profound
scientific content and turned into an independent branch of knowledge. Its practical
implementation is the result of hard work of the galaxy of scientists and educators.

A significant influence on the development of natural sciences was the scientific
data of chronicles and state documents that existed in the days of Kyiv Rus (IX-XIII
centuries). Such data were applied and they served as a systematic informational and
natural resource.

The accumulation of natural science in Kyiv Rus was under the influence of a
number of prerequisites, including the establishment of a land property institute, the
dominance of agriculture, the formation of trade connections, the influence of the pre-
Christian and Christian vectors, the development of literacy and education, the
establishment of libraries and icon painting schools.

In the first Ukrainian pedagogical references, there were many generalized
materials of natural sciences. These include the Initial Chronicle (up to 1111). It featured
such a characteristic: "... the territory of Kyiv Rus has its own soils, eternal, parental,
grand-parental, purchased, that is, the fields, forests and hayfields, ponds and mills, and
all other sorts of things ..." (Velychko, 1991). Even such a brief description opens to the
reader all the greatness and natural wealth of the Ukrainian land.

The Kyiv Chronicle (up to 1200 years) stated: "And the city of Kyiv ... from the
other side of the Dnieper River, which... is famous for the soils, forests and all kinds of
arable land ..." (Myshanych, 1989). These chronicles are informative because they
reflect the geographical location of the city and the level of development of natural
resources.

The Galician-Volyn Chronicle (1201-1292) contained the following descriptions:
"... and the outcrop and the rocks near Chernihiv ... on the rivers where there are the
waterways to the cities, they did not construct the dams to make the grain supplies
transportation possible...” (Myshanych, 1989). This passage indicates that at that time
the natural descriptions were much generalized, informative and used as a summary land
management report.

The “Tale of bygone years” chronicle contained such nature related materials:
“And in that land, where the city of Kyiv, with its... cities and towns..., and also on the
other bank of the Dnieper and Chernihiv ...” (Myshanych, 1989). These descriptions
served as a unique verbal map, which described the locations of cities and the adjoined
territories.

In the “Lay of Thor’s warfare”, there was a description of the variety of birds (54)
and rivers (23), while the “Russ Chronicle” listed 70 towns in Volyn alone (Lychacheva,
1985).

The chronicles content shows that the authors of those times were well aware of
their own land as well as of the territory geography. In the first written references, the
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attention is paid not only to the descriptions of the all-Ukrainian events but also to the
facts of local life, which contained the nature description.

The written piece “The life and pilgrimage of Danyl, a hegumen of the Russ
land", a Chernihiv monk gave the comparison of the Palestinian river Jordan and the
Chernihiv river Snov: “... Jordan is like the river of Snov in terms of width, and in terms
of depth, and it flows steeply and swiftly like the river of Snov ... In the mouth, the
Jordan is as wide as the Snov ... On the Jordan banks, there are a lot of willow-like
trees, though it is not our willow, it’s only somehow similar to the shrub ... "
(Voznyak, 1992). Similar essays were written by the clergy to spread education among
the local population.

The opening of theological educational institutions (seminaries) and secular
schools made a positive influence on the development of natural sciences in
Slobozhanshchyna and Left-Bank Ukraine in the late XVIII — early XVIII centuries.
This was caused by the fact that at that time the Christian religion was dominant in the
formation of culture and education. From 1877 to 1884, the rector of the Podilsky
Seminary, an Archpriest Mytrofan Symashkevich, together with his students, collected
interesting materials of the natural content and published the works as follows: "Podillya
Territory", "Historical and Ethnographic sketch of Podillya."

The historic transition from Kyiv Rus (IX-XIII centuries) to the Galician-Volyn
Kingdom (XIHI-XIV centuries) and the Cossack age (XVI-XVIII centuries) was marked
by significant changes in the social, economic, political, cultural and educational
spheres. These changes also affected the development of domestic natural knowledge.
The fourteenth and eighteenth centuries clearly outlined the following organizational
and socio-cultural trends of its development: penetration of the ideas of European
humanism, pedagogical in particular, into the territory of Ukraine; the emergence and
development of its own printing craft, which encouraged the dynamic spread of the
natural knowledge and information; the emergence of new artistic genres, for example,
portraying the local landscapes.

The source of natural sciences in the above-mentioned historical period was the
county and territorial books, which were widely used in the educational process. There
we can find the information about the origin of manufacture in Ukraine, the boundaries
of settlements, and so on.

Characteristic features of the XIV-XVIII centuries. During the period of the
Zaporizhzhian Sich, the people with a high level of geographical knowledge of the
surrounding area enjoyed great respected among the local population as well as outside
the state.

In the XVI century, the founder of the Sich Hetman Dmytro Baida-Vyshnevetsky
collected the geographic information about the lower and middle flows of the Dnieper,
the right bank of the Don, and handed them to the compilers of the first Russian map
"Book on the Big drawing", which was published in 1627. As a result, the name of the
Hetman entered the history of the scientific discovery of the Dnieper basin.

In the XVI-XVII centuries, the teachers of brother schools were well known for
the high level of pedagogical skill: they were able to combine theoretical material (built
on the child’s experience) with the practical activities. The material was taught in the
form of conversations with students and it was later on applied in practice by means of
independent observations of the regional. The current textbooks were supplied with the
data from the regional history and ethnographic material. The fundamentals of natural
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sciences, which were taught in brother schools, had a significant impact on the
development of national culture and self-awareness. It should be noted that such an
educational system is viewed through the prism of national ethnography, which is a part
of the national ethnographic study.

Ivan Vyshensky cared about imparting of the natural knowledge to the students.
The author wrote: "And what comes from this land, where there are mountains, ...
weeds, herbs, flowering herbs, I did not have to send anything to you in a gift, then |
thought ... three ... flowers ... I am sending to your grace. These one - because the
flowers are very needed, as an example or an image for the students ...” (Lyubar, 2003).

In the XVII-XVIII centuries, the social and cultural trends of the development of
natural sciences emerged. They were the following: 1) thematic descriptions became an
integral part of the state documents; 2) the criterion of the level of spiritual culture
became education and science (including literacy); 3) Kyiv-Mohyla Academy turns into
the main educational center of the natural sciences dissemination.

The founder of Kyiv-Mohyla Academy, Petro Mohyla made a significant
contribution to the natural education of young people. In his work, "Anthology that is
the prayers and education is useful for the soul. In the mental usefulness of the students
and all the devotional ones saying the prayers" (K., 1636) the educator noted that due to
the feeling of love for the land, the students formed an integral view of their ethnic
belonging and genetic connection of the generations. It is worth noting that the scientist
was one of the first to found the park area in the city of Kyiv (Siropolko, 2001).

The materials of the purchase certificate (1602) depict the landscape of the
Southern Polissya at the beginning of the XVII century: "... with the islands of animals
and birds, ponds, bridges ... rivers ... marshes ..." (Belozerskaya, 1898).

Bishop Yakiv Susha was one of the first naturalists of the Kholmshchyna. In his
work "Phoenix" (1646), which was well-known in the scientific circles of that time, the
author stated: ... the land of the Kholm flows with the streams, lives with the springs,
abundant with ponds, famous for lakes, the rivers Bug and Vepr to Gdansk, Prypyat and
Turia in the Polish distant lands, it sails its abundance to the Dnieper, in the end, it
sufficiently decorates itself with meadows and forests" (Voznyak, 1992)

The hieromonk Mykhailo Losytsky was spreading the local knowledge all his life
and was telling the students about the innate ability of each person to love his country.
In the preface to the copy of the Gustyn Chronicle (1670), we can find the following
words: "... every person has some kind of lust and love for the motherland and native
land; it draws everyone like a magnet-stone to the iron ... " (Grinberg, 1999). The author
further asserts that only due to the hard work of people who were not indifferent to the
fate of the region, we have valuable written reminders about nature, because in the first
place they cared about the fact that "when they are gone, the coming generation ... won’t
have the bygone things left unknown" (Grinberg, 1999). According to the hieromonk, if
there were no chronicles, then "... without knowledge, everything would go to the
ground together with the body, and people, as if in the darkness, would not know what
had happened in the past” (Grinberg, 1999).

The book of Guillaume de Boplan "Description of Ukraine" (1650) describes how
the regional nature contributed to the victory of the Cossacks "... no Pole could find out
about this place" (Boplan, 1990). By this statement, the author sought to emphasize that
the thematic knowledge was passed from generation to generation and was a national
value.
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Historical and pedagogical variability of the XIX century. Ever since ancient
times, the Ukrainian people have been educated in the traditions of previous generations.
This includes the pedagogical tradition of sharing the knowledge verbally about the
native land, its wealth and people. The above-mentioned tradition was a part of natural
sciences, which evolved through the active educational activities of the Ukrainian
people. It is clear why the Chumaks were very well educated about the local lore. When
they were traveling to Crimea for salt, they did not have to wander the paths of the
steppe, because their landmarks were rivers, beams, graves, and the like.

A. Kozachkovsky's memoirs about the great Kobzar of Ukraine T. Shevchenko
serve as the confirmation of the tradition to share natural-oriented knowledge verbally.
The author wrote that during the trip to Pereyaslav, Taras Grygorovych "... quickly
became acquainted with local fishermen ... and was extremely interested in everything
connected with Ukraine, its past, its history, folk art ..." (Kozachkovskyj, 1982)

D. Yavornytsky in his work "The History of the Zaporizhzhya Cossacks" noted
that the Cossacks were so educated that even "among the ... woody islands, the swamps,
among the impenetrable and non-transparent reeds" they were well oriented in the
surrounding area and won numerous victories (Yavornyczkyj, 1990). This indicates that
the natural sciences had an extremely important practical significance in public life.

Development of the domestic natural sciences in the XIX century contributed to
the functioning of provincial scholarly archival commissions, which started in 1844. The
purpose of their activities was to collect, process and preserve the archival sources.
Commissions that worked in Ukrainian provinces turned into the centers of local lore
work. Within the period of their operation (until 1918), they issued more than 500
copies of periodicals and collections.

T. Shevchenko was a member of the Kyiv Provincial Archival Commission.
Presenting unique landscapes, beauty, greatness, and history of the native land to the
public, he was able to show the harmony of man with the land. The poet believed a
person to be educated and high-minded if he passionately loves his homeland, his
country where he was born and lives. Based on the ethnographic approach, his creative
work became a kind of driving force of difficult national revival. T. Shevchenko's
"Picturesque Ukraine™ album was very educative. He depicted "... the views that are
available in Ukraine, remarkable of whether history or beauty ... as the people live ... as
he once was living and doing™ (Shevchenko, 1964). The motive that inspired Kobzar to
the creation of this masterpiece was the desire to make the prominent places of his
homeland, which he called "Picturesque Ukraine™ better known (Shevchenko, 1964).

During the XIX century, natural knowledge proved itself a rather complex social
and cultural phenomenon. The interest in knowing the homeland increased significantly
and was revealed in the creation of museums, and deployment of the movement, which
was called a motherland science (Razmustova, 1999). The Russian Geographical
Society established the center for its development in 1845, where the Commission for
the description of provinces of the Kyiv educational district was founded. It made a
major contribution to the development of domestic natural sciences. In schools, the
subject of ethnographic study (motherland science) was introduced, and it was the
beginning of the development of the school natural cycle.

As a conclusion. Having analyzed the above-mentioned, we can see the formation
of the first educational and natural initiatives in Ukraine, the only task was to
comprehensively explore the native land and "equip" the younger generation with the
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necessary border knowledge with the help of social forces. The activities of science and
education representatives were carried out despite the lack of authority support at that
time. Working independently in different parts of Ukraine, local circles of scientists and
educators turned into the "academies of sciences on the ground”. An example is the
transformation of the Commission for the description of provinces of the Kyiv
educational district into the Southwest Department of the Russian Geographical Society,
which dealt with the accumulation of natural knowledge as well as its application in the
educational process. The department became the first organization of Ukrainian study in
Ukraine, which contemporary domestic and foreign teachers consider as a prototype of
the National Academy of Sciences. All these steps were taken thanks to the hard work of
millions of native educators who sought to impart the most valuable treasure that is the
knowledge about their native land, to the young people.

Prospects of the further researches are seen in the study of the axiological content
of the creative heritage of pedagogical personnel’s, who have made a significant
contribution to the development of higher education in various regions of the world.
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
