Preparation Phase. Tools



Generative AI tools
● ChatGPT, OpenAI - Free Version
● CLIP - Model from OpenAI



CLIP
● Contrastive Language–Image Pre-training.
● Capable of understanding both images and 

text jointly.
● Contrastive learning approach to associate 

words with images.



CLIP: embeddings
● Text to Embedding:

○ High-dimensional numerical vector (512 dim.).
○ Captures the semantic meaning of the text.

● Image to Embedding:
○ Transforms the image into a feature vector.
○ Represents visual and contextual details of the 

image.
● Both embedding uses the same space.



PicassoAI
● Image dataset converted into embeddings.
● Embeddings stored in vector DB.
● Query DB to get similarity to a given input.
● Use cases:

○ Text: similar images
○ Image: similar images
○ Text & image: similarity between each text with 

images

divided by year.

that would illustrate their narrative the best.
