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Psychoanalytic Dimensions of Fusion and 

Consumption in "Together" (2025): 

Codependency, Occult Androgyny, and 

Neoliberal Horror

The 2025 horror film Together, directed by Dave Franco and starring Alison Brie 

and Dave Franco as Millie and Tim, presents a visceral allegory of romantic 

entanglement through the lens of body horror and occult influence. Set against the 

backdrop of a secluded retreat once inhabited by a New Age cult, the narrative 

chronicles a couple's descent into literal physical merger, triggered by an unnatural 

force that binds their flesh and psyches.

Codependency, Inseparability, and the Brother of the Occultist-Franco 

At its core, Together dramatizes codependency as a pathological inseparability, 

where the protagonists' relationship mirrors a failure of psychic separation from the 

maternal or familial Other. Tim, portrayed by Dave Franco—brother to actor 

James Franco, whose own public persona has occasionally flirted with occult 

themes in works like The Disaster Artist (2017)—embodies a traumatized 

reluctance to commit, stemming from childhood wounds that echo Freud's notion 

of the "family romance" (Freud, 1909/1955). Millie's insistence on deeper union, 

conversely, represents an aggressive drive toward merger, akin to Lacan's concept 

of the Imaginary order, where the ego seeks wholeness through illusory 

identification with the Other (Lacan, 1977). The film's occult catalyst—a cult 

reinterpreting Plato's myth of conjoined souls—amplifies this, transforming 

emotional codependency into physical deformity, where limbs and organs meld in 

a display of "ugliness" that signifies abjection (Kristeva, 1982). 

This inseparability resonates with left psychoanalysis, particularly in its critique of 

bourgeois family structures. As Žižek (2006) argues, such dynamics perpetuate

The cult's rituals, evoking Thelema's emphasis on 

union between Nuit (the infinite expanse, symbolized as zero) and Hadit (the 

singular point, as one), culminate in androgyny—a hermaphroditic state where 

opposites reconcile (Regardie, 1994). In the film, Millie and Tim's merger 

literalizes this: their bodies blend into a singular entity, embodying the alchemical 

Rebis, the androgynous product of masculine and feminine principles (Jung, 1963). 

Philosophically, this union of zero (the void, non-being) and one (the monad, 

unity) yielding two (the dyad, duality) draws from occult systems like 
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Pythagoreanism and Kabbalah. In Pythagorean thought, the monad (1) generates 

the dyad (2) through differentiation from the unlimited (0), symbolizing the birth 

of multiplicity from primordial unity (Waterfield, 1988). Thelemically, this 

manifests as the child Horus (2), born from Nuit (0) and Hadit (1), representing 

dynamic will amid duality (Crowley, 1938/1997). Yet Together subverts this: the 

"two" is not liberation but horror—a deformed duality where androgyny signifies 

loss rather than enlightenment. This critiques esotericism's naturalistic bent, where 

spiritual merger naturalizes patriarchal consumption of the feminine Other, 

aligning with left psychoanalytic views that occultism often veils ideological 

domination (Adorno & Horkheimer, 1947/2002). 

Psychocannibalism: Absorption of the Other and Themes of Horror 

The film's depiction of merger as psychocannibalism—where one partner 

"devours" the other's autonomy—echoes Levinas's ethics of the Other, perverted 

into a consumptive act (Levinas, 1969). In horror cinema, this trope draws from 

cannibal films like Raw (2016), but Together elevates it to a psychoanalytic 

register, where ingestion symbolizes the oral stage's regressive fusion (Freud, 

1905/1953). Left psychoanalysis interprets this as "psychocannibalism," a 

metaphor for capitalist exploitation wherein the subject incorporates the Other to 

fill lack, per Lacan (Žižek, 1989). The protagonists' fused form, a writhing mass of 
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flesh, evokes the uncanny valley of deformity, blending naturalism (bodily 

realism) with esoteric horror to underscore the terror of non-separation. 

Broader horror themes in Together interrogate the genre's commercialization, 

where romance is packaged as consumable dread. As Wood (1986) posits, horror 

films reflect repressed societal fears; here, the neoliberal commodification of 

love—evident in dating apps and "relationship goals" media—manifests as literal 

consumption. In a "neoliberal system of chronology," where time is monetized 

(e.g., endless swiping cycles), love becomes a perpetual devouring, echoing 

consumerist logics of acquisition and disposal (Bauman, 2003). The film's cult 

retreat, a commodified escape, satirizes this, transforming spiritual retreat into 

body horror, where romance's "happy ending" is a monstrous unity. 

Conclusion 

Together (2025) masterfully synthesizes psychoanalytic, esoteric, and cultural 

critiques to expose the horrors lurking in codependent love. Through its 

exploration of inseparability, androgynous fusion, and psychocannibalism, the film 

warns against the neoliberal cannibalization of intimacy, where occult dreams of 

unity devolve into deformity and consumption. By invoking Thelema's zero-one-

two dialectic, it reveals how mystical ideals often reinforce systemic alienation, 

urging a reevaluation of romance beyond commodified horror.

Starring real-life couple Dave Franco and Alison 

Brie as Tim and Millie, the narrative unfolds in a rural Washington setting—filmed 

in Melbourne, Australia—where the protagonists relocate amid relational strains 

exacerbated by a family tragedy.

Codependency, Inseparability, and the Deformation of the Self 

At the heart of Together lies a harrowing depiction of codependency, where Tim 

and Millie's relationship devolves into an inseparable dyad that erodes individual 

autonomy. Freud's concept of the "family romance" looms large here, as Tim's 

reluctance to fully commit—stemming from unresolved childhood traumas and a 

recent family loss—mirrors the Oedipal struggle to separate from familial 

dependencies (Freud, 1909/1955). Millie, conversely, embodies the aggressive 

pursuit of unity, her insistence on relocation symbolizing a maternal engulfment 
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that Lacan would term the Imaginary order's illusory wholeness (Lacan, 1977). 

The supernatural force, emanating from a cave once housing a New Age church, 

literalizes this pathology: their bodies begin to fuse, starting with limbs and 

escalating to organs, creating a deformed entity that signifies abjection—the 

expulsion of what threatens identity (Kristeva, 1982). 

Expanding this analysis, the film's portrayal of inseparability draws from left 

psychoanalytic critiques of bourgeois domesticity. As Slavoj Žižek argues, 

codependency perpetuates capitalist ideology by internalizing alienation as 

romantic necessity, masking exploitation under the guise of mutual support (Žižek, 

2006). In Together, this manifests in the couple's daily dynamics: Millie drives 

Tim to his gigs, while he cooks for her, creating a facade of reciprocity that 

conceals underlying resentment. The fusion, triggered by drinking from a "seedy 

well" in the cave—a symbol of forbidden knowledge—amplifies these tensions, 

forcing physical proximity that exacerbates emotional distance. Reviewers have 

noted this as a "piercing codependency allegory," where the horror stems from 

"growing apart and alone" within a committed bond (Ebert, 2025). New arguments 

here incorporate Gilles Deleuze and Félix Guattari's notion of "becoming-animal" 

or "becoming-other," where the merger represents a rhizomatic assemblage gone 
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awry, transforming human subjects into a monstrous hybrid that defies arborescent 

structures of individuality (Deleuze & Guattari, 1987).rogerebert.com 

The deformity in Together—pulsating flesh, contorted limbs, and androgynous 

amalgamation—serves as a visual metaphor for the ugliness of unseparated 

psyches. Drawing from Julia Kristeva's powers of horror, this ugliness evokes the 

semiotic chora, a pre-symbolic realm where boundaries dissolve, threatening the 

symbolic order (Kristeva, 1980). The film's practical effects, praised for their 

"exceptionally, wildly disgusting" quality (Hertz, 2025), underscore this, with 

scenes of attempted separation via a reciprocating saw symbolizing the violent 

rupture required to reclaim autonomy. Comparisons to Brian Yuzna's Society 

(1989), where elite bodies merge in orgiastic excess, highlight how Together 

naturalizes codependency as a societal ill, critiquing the nuclear family's role in 

perpetuating isolation. 

Furthermore, the inseparability theme extends to familial legacies, with Tim's 

parents' involvement in the cult suggesting intergenerational transmission of 

dependency. Left psychoanalysis, via Erich Fromm's escape from freedom, 

interprets this as a flight from existential solitude into authoritarian bonds, where 

fusion offers illusory security (Fromm, 1941).

The 

narrative follows a couple at a relational crossroads who relocate to the 

countryside, only to encounter a mysterious force—manifested through a hidden 

cave structure—that initiates grotesque physical mergers of their flesh. This 

corporeal transformation serves as a visceral metaphor for codependency, failed 

separation, and the cannibalistic absorption of the Other, themes amplified by the 

film's horror aesthetics and its critique of commodified love under neoliberalism. 

From a psychoanalytic perspective, the film's central horror derives from the 

failure of individuation and the regressive pull toward symbiotic unity. Drawing on

The film 

follows the couple as they relocate to a rural home in an attempt to reinvigorate 

their decade-long partnership, only to encounter a mysterious subterranean force—

manifested through a hidden cave containing ritualistic markings and a viscous 
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substance—that compels their bodies to magnetically attract and ultimately fuse. 

What begins as subtle adhesions escalates into grotesque contortions, partial 

mergers, and a climactic full fusion, culminating in the emergence of an 

androgynous entity named "Tillie." This narrative arc literalizes codependency as 

corporeal entrapment, rendering the psychic horrors of non-separation tangible 

through practical effects and Cronenbergian influences. 

Critically acclaimed for its blend of dark comedy, emotional authenticity, and 

stomach-churning prosthetics (Rotten Tomatoes, 2025), Together draws on a cult 

led by Millie's colleague Jamie (Damon Herriman), who interprets the 

phenomenon as a transcendent union akin to Platonic soulmates or alchemical 

perfection. Yet, the film's naturalistic horror subverts these mystical framings, 

exposing fusion as a regressive, cannibalistic absorption of the Other. This essay 

employs a psychoanalytic framework—integrating classical Freudian and Kleinian 

perspectives with "left" critiques from Deleuze and Guattari—to interrogate 

themes of codependency, ugliness as failed individuation, non-separation, and 

esoteric androgyny.

Tim and Millie's pre-

fusion dynamic exemplifies this: Tim, an underachieving musician reliant on 

Millie for emotional and practical support (he cannot even drive), embodies 

parasitic dependency, while Millie's enabling resentment masks her own fear of 

solitude. Their rural relocation, ostensibly a "fresh start," isolates them further, 

amplifying annihilation anxiety upon contemplated separation (Klein, 1946). 

Psychoanalytically, this reflects a stalled separation-individuation process, 

Margaret Mahler's developmental stage where the child emerges from symbiotic 

fusion with the mother toward object constancy (Mahler et al., 1975). In adult 

relationships, unresolved pre-Oedipal attachments manifest as codependency, 

where the partner becomes a transitional object staving off depressive position 

terrors.

In occult systems, the union of mystical "zero" (Nuit's infinite void, feminine 

nothingness) and "one" (Hadit's phallic point) begets "two"—the manifested dyad 
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or divine child (Crowley, 1904/1977). This Thelemic formula, influenced by 

Kabbalah where Ain (0) through Kether (1) generates Binah (understanding, often 

3 but rooted in dyadic emergence), signifies creation via erotic conjunction: 

Babalon and the Beast conjoined in ecstasy (Regardie, 1971). Androgyny here 

transcends duality, achieving the Baphometic solved coitus of opposites. 

Together grotesquely inverts this. The couple's final dance to "2 Become 1"—

affirming love amid crunching bones—parodies Thelemic liberation, yielding not 

enlightenment but a normalized androgynous "Tillie." This entity, digitally 

composited from Brie and Franco's features, appears benign yet unsettling, door 

marked with cult symbols implying propagation. Far from alchemical gold, fusion 

is naturalistic horror: a primal, devouring force stripping mysticism of sublimity. 

Psychocannibalism and the Consumption of the Other 

A Deleuzo-Guattarian lens reveals fusion as psychocannibalism within capitalist 

desiring-production (Deleuze & Guattari, 1972). Neoliberalism recodes love as 

perpetual consumption: romance commodified via dating apps, eternal 

optimization, and merger fantasies (e.g., corporate "synergies"). Partners "devour" 

autonomy to fill lack, mirroring the film's literal ingestion—flesh absorbing flesh.

This cannibalism is Oedipalized: the couple's enmeshment territorializes desire on 

the body, repressing molar flows. Resistance (sawing limbs, valium sedation) fails 

against the molecular pull of the substance, a deterritorialized line of flight turned 

capture. The ending's "romantic resolution"—mutual affirmation enabling full 

merger—critiques anti-Oedipal escape as illusory; fusion reinscribes Oedipal 

coupledom in monstrous form. 

Horror genre commercialization amplifies this: body horror sells abjection as 

spectacle, packaging terror for consumption. Together's crowd-pleasing gross-outs 

(e.g., genital adhesion, hallway contortions) commodify relational dread, echoing 

neoliberal "dating calendar" where love is optimized yet devoured. 

Neoliberal Romance and the Horror of Eternal Togetherness 

Under neoliberalism, romance is entrepreneurial: self-branding via partnerships, 

love as investment yielding perpetual growth. Together horrifies by literalizing 

"together forever" as erasure—individuality consumed in the name of union. The 

couple's acceptance, soundtracked by pop romance, ironizes this: Spice Girls' 

escapist fantasy becomes bone-crunching reality. 

The cult's propagation (implied recruitment of Millie's parents) extends this to 

cosmic horror, a neoliberal pyramid scheme of souls. Yet, Shanks's ambiguity—
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Tillie's serene normalcy—questions whether fusion liberates or imprisons, echoing 

viewer debates on codependency's romance versus toxicity. 

In conclusion, Together masterfully naturalizes the esoteric, exposing androgynous 

union as abject codependency. Through psychoanalytic lenses, it unveils the 

cannibalistic underbelly of neoliberal love: absorption of the Other as both horror 

and perverse fulfillment.

The emergence of "Tillie"—the seemingly serene, androgynous entity greeting 

Millie's parents in the film's coda—represents the narrative's most provocative 

subversion of esoteric traditions. Achieved through a blend of practical prosthetics 
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(applying makeup to Alison Brie to evoke Dave Franco's features) and digital 

compositing by Framestore, Tillie embodies a literalized androgyny: an 

amalgamated face, ambiguous gender markers, and a calm demeanor that belies the 

preceding visceral horror (Shanks, 2025, as cited in various reviews). This final 

form parodies ancient and occult ideals of unified duality, transforming 

transcendent mystical union into a naturalistic, abject monstrosity. While the film's 

cult explicitly draws on Platonic mythology from Aristophanes' speech in The 

Symposium—where primordial humans, split by Zeus, eternally seek their "other 

half" for wholeness—Shanks layers additional esoteric resonances, particularly the 

alchemical Rebis and echoes of Thelemic numerology, to critique codependent 

absorption. 

In alchemical philosophy, the Rebis (from Latin res bina, "double thing") signifies 

the culmination of the magnum opus: the sacred conjunction (coniunctio) of 

opposites, yielding the philosopher's stone or divine hermaphrodite (Abraham, 

1998). Typically depicted as a dual-headed or hermaphroditic figure—often 

crowned, holding solar and lunar symbols—the Rebis reconciles Sol (masculine, 

sulfur, active, sun) and Luna (feminine, mercury, passive, moon), transcending 

duality to achieve perfected wholeness (Fabricius, 1994). This process mirrors the 

alchemical stages: nigredo (putrefaction), albedo (purification), and rubedo 
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(reddening/union). The Rebis is not merely androgynous but divine: a 

"hermaphroditic being embodying perfected union," symbolizing immortality, 

spiritual enlightenment, and the reconciliation of spirit and matter (DeVun, 2008). 

Jungian interpretations further frame it as the integrated Self, where anima and 

animus merge in psychic individuation (Jung, 1944/1968). 

Together inverts this sublime archetype through body horror naturalism. The 

couple's fusion begins in chaotic adhesion (evoking nigredo's decay), progresses 

through painful separations and partial mergers (failed albedo), and concludes in 

Tillie's "normalized" form—a grotesque parody of rubedo. Unlike the Rebis's 

transcendent harmony, Tillie's creation involves crunching bones, dilating pupils, 

and panicked groans during the climactic dance to the Spice Girls' "2 Become 1" 

(Shanks, 2025). This ironic soundtrack—pop romance overlaid on corporeal 

violence—strips alchemical elevation of its mysticism, revealing union as primal 

devouring. Tillie's serene domesticity (answering the door, cult bell installed) 

suggests not enlightenment but erasure: individual identities consumed in a fragile, 

supernaturally enforced stability. As one critic notes, Tillie mirrors the Rebis as 

"the merging of two extremes to create a whole, often hermaphroditic being," yet 

here it critiques the illusion of romantic completion (TV Tropes, 2025). 
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This subversion extends to Thelemic philosophy, where androgyny and union 

underpin cosmic ontology. Aleister Crowley's foundational equation "0=2" 

encapsulates Thelema's metaphysics: the infinite void (Nuit, feminine "zero" or 

Ain) conjoins with the phallic point (Hadit, masculine "one"), manifesting duality 

("two") through erotic ecstasy—"divided for love's sake, for the chance of union" 

(Crowley, 1904/1977, Liber AL I:29). This formula, influenced by Kabbalah (Ain 

Sof through Kether generating Binah), signifies creation via opposites: the divine 

child (Horus) or androgynous Baphomet as solved duality (Regardie, 1971). 

Androgyny in Thelema transcends binary gender, embodying the Great Work's 

liberation—"Do what thou wilt"—where union dissolves ego boundaries in gnosis 

(Crowley, 1929). 

Though Together lacks direct Thelemic references (no explicit Crowley citations in 

cult lore), the fusion motif echoes this: zero (void of separation anxiety) plus one 

(phallic compulsion, Tim's initial drive) yields two-become-one, an androgynous 

"divine child" in Tillie. The cult's propagation—implied recruitment of Millie's 

parents—parodies Thelemic "love under will," twisting ecstatic conjunction into 

coerced cannibalism. Dave Franco's distant familial tie to Crowley (via his brother 

James Franco's occult engagements, though unsubstantiated direct lineage) adds 

meta-layering, but the film eschews overt Thelema for broader esoteric parody. 
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Shanks draws primarily from Plato, yet the numerological irony of "2 Become 1" 

aligns provocatively with 0=2's reversal: manifestation devolving into annihilation. 

From a psychoanalytic vantage, Tillie's androgyny externalizes regressive 

symbiosis. Kleinian theory views non-separation as schizoid failure, where 

boundaries dissolve in paranoid-schizoid terror (Klein, 1946). Deleuze and 

Guattari's anti-Oedipal frame casts it as desiring-machine capture: neoliberal 

romance territorializes flows on the fused body, devouring difference (Deleuze & 

Guattari, 1972). Kristeva's abjection further illuminates the horror: Tillie, neither 

Tim nor Millie but a borderline entity, expels the maternal semiotic while 

fascinating as "completed" love (Kristeva, 1982). 

Ultimately, Together naturalizes esoteric androgyny, demoting Rebis/Thelemic 

union from mystical apotheosis to monstrous codependency. Tillie's banal 

normalcy—greeting parents amid implied cult expansion—horrifies precisely by 

commodifying transcendence: "together forever" as psychocannibalistic 

consumption in neoliberal romance's eternal calendar.

Tikkun, the Abyss of Non-Separation, and the

parents with eerie calm — invites a specifically Kabbalistic decoding. In 

traditional Kabbalah, the Tree of Life begins with Ain Sof (the Infinite, the 

Nothingness beyond all form) from which emanates Kether (Crown, pure divine 

unity). From Kether flows Chokmah (Wisdom, the first flash of masculine creative 

impulse) and Binah (Understanding, the receptive feminine womb that gives form 

to the formless). The union of Chokmah and Binah produces the ―two‖ — the 

dyadic structure that births the lower sephirot and the manifest world (Scholem, 

1965; Kaplan, 1990). This is the primal coniunctio: zero (Ain, the void) + one 

(Kether/Hadit) = two (Binah and the manifested polarity). The entire Tree is a map 
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of tikkun — the repair and restoration of divine unity that was shattered in the 

breaking of the vessels (Shevirat ha-Kelim) in Lurianic Kabbalah (Scholem, 1974). 

Together inverts this entire cosmic process. The cave — a literal abyss beneath the 

rural home — functions as the film’s Daath: the hidden, non-sephira that bridges 

the supernal triad (Kether-Chokmah-Binah) and the lower seven sephirot. In 

Kabbalah Daath is knowledge born of union, yet it is also the place of the Abyss 

where the ego must dissolve or be annihilated (Kaplan, 1990). Tim and Millie are 

pulled into this Abyss not for elevation, but for regression: their forced fusion 

parodies the sacred marriage (zivug) of masculine and feminine that should repair 

the shattered vessels. Instead of tikkun — the gathering of holy sparks and the 

restoration of unity — the couple enacts shevirah in reverse: wholeness is shattered 

into codependent enmeshment, then forcibly re-fused into a grotesque parody of 

the primordial Adam Kadmon, the androgynous anthropos who contained both 

male and female before the separation (Idel, 2005). 

Tillie herself is the inverted Rebis viewed through a Kabbalistic lens. In Lurianic 

terms she is the qlippah — the shell or husk — of the divine androgyne: the husk 

that remains after the vessels break and the sparks fall into the material world. The 

cult’s ritual (the viscous substance, the cave markings) mimics the Lurianic act of 

tzimtzum (divine contraction to make space for creation), but here the contraction 
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is reversed into violent expansion: bodies swell, adhere, and devour one another 

until no space remains for individuation. The final ―Tillie‖ is therefore not the 

repaired Adam Kadmon, but the qlippothic androgyne — unity achieved not 

through tikkun olam (repair of the world), but through psychocannibalistic 

consumption of the Other. As Idel (2005) argues in his study of androgyny in 

theosophical-theurgical Kabbalah, the original androgynous Adam was separated 

into male and female precisely so that heterosexual (or sacred) union could restore 

divine blessing. In Together that separation is refused: the couple never achieves 

the holy zivug because the force in the cave enforces a literal, non-differentiated 

merger. The result is not blessing but curse — the consuming fire of unrectified 

Gevurah (Severity) without the balancing Chesed (Mercy). 

From a psychoanalytic-Kabbalistic perspective (Eigen, 2012; Berke & Schneider, 

2008), this inverted tikkun mirrors the failure of separation-individuation. Mahler’s 

developmental model (Mahler et al., 1975) finds its mystical counterpart in the 

Kabbalistic journey from symbiotic fusion (the womb of Binah) through the Abyss 

(Daath) to differentiated individuality (the lower sephirot). Tim and Millie remain 

trapped in the pre-Daath stage: they regress to the ―oceanic feeling‖ of 

undifferentiated oneness that Freud associated with primary narcissism and that 

Eigen (2012) explicitly links to Kabbalistic Ayin (Nothingness). The horror lies in 
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the refusal of the crossing: instead of passing through Daath (knowledge-through-

dissolution) toward true individuality, they are pulled back into the womb-cave, 

where fusion becomes eternal imprisonment. Tillie is therefore the Kabbalistic 

nightmare of the ―broken vessels‖ that were never repaired — the sparks remain 

trapped in qlippoth, and the world (here the couple’s relationship) stays in a state 

of permanent shevirah disguised as unity. 

The numerological irony of the Spice Girls song ―2 Become 1‖ gains explosive 

Kabbalistic force. In the Tree, the transition from one (Kether) to two (Chokmah-

Binah) is the moment creation becomes possible: duality allows for relationship, 

desire, and tikkun. ―2 Become 1‖ reverses that emanation: it collapses the dyad 

back into undifferentiated unity, short-circuiting the entire process of cosmic 

repair. This is precisely the qlippothic inversion of achdut hashvaah — the 

―coincidence of opposites‖ that Kabbalists celebrate as the essence of Ein Sof 

(Drob, 2000). In healthy Kabbalah, opposites (male/female, mercy/severity, 

being/nothingness) coincide without annihilation of difference. In Together, 

opposites are forcibly identified: Tim and Millie no longer complement; they 

devour. The cult’s propagation (implied in the doorbell and the parents’ arrival) 

extends this qlippah: the ―repair‖ becomes viral, a pyramid scheme of non-

separation that spreads through the neoliberal social body. 
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Dave Franco’s meta-connection to occult lineage only deepens the Kabbalistic 

reading. Whether or not the script consciously deploys it, Tim’s passivity and 

eventual absorption into Tillie echoes the Kabbalistic motif of the Shekhinah in 

exile — the feminine divine presence trapped in the material world, waiting for 

masculine redemption through sacred union. Here redemption never arrives; the 

Shekhinah (Millie) is instead cannibalized by the masculine (Tim), producing not 

divine child but monstrous hybrid. 

In the final analysis, Together offers a profoundly anti-Kabbalistic horror: it shows 

what happens when the Tree is climbed downward instead of upward, when the 

Abyss swallows rather than births, when tikkun is replaced by eternal devouring. 

Tillie is not the androgynous perfection of Kether; she is the qlippah at the base of 

the Tree — Malkuth turned inside out, where unity is achieved not through love 

and repair, but through the horror of never being able to separate again.

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Lurianic Kabbalah and Shevirat ha-Kelim: The Inverted Cosmic Catastrophe

The horror of Together achieves its deepest metaphysical resonance when read 

through the lens of Lurianic Kabbalah, particularly Isaac Luria’s doctrine of 

Shevirat ha-Kelim (the Breaking of the Vessels) and its corollary processes of 

tzimtzum, tikkun, and the raising of holy sparks (netzotzot). In Luria’s mythic 

cosmology, divine light emanated from Ein Sof into primordial vessels intended to 

contain and structure creation. Overwhelmed by the intensity of the light, the lower 
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seven vessels shattered catastrophically, scattering divine sparks into the material 

world and creating the qlippot—husks or demonic shells that trap holiness in exile 

(Scholem, 1974; Vital, 1999). The human task of tikkun olam consists in liberating 

these sparks through ethical acts, prayer, and sacred union, gradually restoring 

cosmic unity and preparing for messianic redemption (Tishby, 1989). 

Michael Shanks’s film performs a grotesque inversion of this entire Lurianic 

drama. The subterranean cave beneath the couple’s rural home functions as a 

materialized tohu—the chaotic primordial space that preceded tzimtzum. In Luria’s 

system, tzimtzum is the divine self-contraction that creates a vacant space (chalal 

ha-panui) for finite creation to emerge without being annihilated by infinite light 

(Scholem, 1974). The cave, however, enacts the opposite: an anti-tzimtzum in 

which space itself contracts violently, pulling Tim and Millie inward until no 

vacancy remains between them. The viscous substance exuded by the cave walls—

described in reviews as a ―sticky, translucent ooze‖ that magnetizes flesh—mirrors 

the primordial light that proved too potent for the vessels, but here it is 

materialized as a devouring, corporeal force rather than spiritual radiance. 

The couple’s progressive fusion literalizes a reversed Shevirat ha-Kelim. In the 

Lurianic myth, the vessels break because they cannot contain the undifferentiated 

divine efflux; shards fall into the lower worlds, and sparks become imprisoned in 
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qlippot. In Together, the ―vessels‖ are the individual bodies of Tim and Millie—

initially intact, differentiated psyches and physiologies. The supernatural force 

does not shatter them outward but compels an implosive shattering: bones crack, 

skin adheres, organs shift, until the boundaries (kelim) that define selfhood are 

catastrophically breached. Yet unlike the Lurianic catastrophe, which scatters 

sparks into multiplicity, this breaking draws everything inward, trapping both 

―sparks‖ (their residual subjectivities) inside a single, monstrous husk. Tillie is 

therefore the ultimate qlippah: not a mere shell left after divine light withdraws, 

but an actively cannibalistic container that devours difference to simulate unity. 

This inversion extends to the erotic dimension of Lurianic tikkun. Sacred sexual 

union (zivug) in Lurianic thought raises fallen sparks and restores the parted 

masculine and feminine aspects of the Godhead (the Shekhinah in exile reunited 

with Tiferet) (Tishby, 1989; Idel, 1998). The couple’s climactic fusion occurs 

during an ecstatic dance to ―2 Become 1,‖ framed as romantic consummation. Yet 

this parody of zivug yields no redemption: no sparks ascend, no exile ends. Instead, 

the act reinforces exile by permanently imprisoning the couple’s individuated 

sparks within the fused body. The doorbell installed for cult recruitment implies 

that this anti-tikkun is contagious—a viral qlippothic propagation that spreads the 

catastrophe rather than repairing it. 
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From a psychoanalytic perspective informed by Lurianic motifs (Drob, 2009; 

Eigen, 2012), the film’s horror derives from the failure to traverse the 

developmental equivalent of Shevirat ha-Kelim. Mahler’s separation-individuation 

phase parallels the post-catastrophic task of gathering scattered psychic fragments 

into coherent selfhood (Mahler et al., 1975). Tim and Millie’s codependency 

represents pre-catastrophic vessels—already fragile, unable to contain autonomous 

desire. The cave force enacts a regressive return to the moment of breaking, but 

without the subsequent possibility of tikkun. Their attempts at resistance (sawing 

limbs, drugging themselves) mimic futile efforts to gather sparks before accepting 

the qlippothic resolution. Tillie’s serene domesticity at the door—greeting Millie’s 

parents as if nothing is amiss—evokes the messianic pretense of completed tikkun, 

while concealing the permanent exile of individuality within the husk. 

The film’s naturalistic body horror strips Lurianic myth of transcendence, 

grounding cosmic catastrophe in sticky flesh and crunching bone. Where Luria’s 

Shevirat ha-Kelim explains evil and exile as necessary prelude to redemption, 

Together suggests that the breaking can be final and unredeemable when enacted 

literally upon human bodies. The couple’s acceptance—―I love you‖ exchanged 

amid merging—parodies the Lurianic insight that redemption requires human 

participation in divine repair. Here participation yields only deeper entrapment: 
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love becomes the mechanism by which the vessels are not restored but 

permanently consumed by their own shards. 

In neoliberal terms, this inverted Lurianic drama critiques the commodification of 

relational ―repair.‖ Dating culture promises perpetual tikkun—optimizing 

partnership to gather scattered emotional sparks—yet often delivers qlippothic 

merger: autonomy devoured in the name of wholeness. The cult’s pyramid-like 

expansion mirrors capitalist extraction, harvesting new ―vessels‖ to feed the 

original catastrophe. 

Ultimately, Together horrifies by presenting Shevirat ha-Kelim without tikkun: a 

cosmic breaking that ends not in messianic light but in the quiet, smiling 

monstrosity of Tillie. The sparks remain forever trapped, unity achieved through 

annihilation rather than elevation. 
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Tzimtzum and the Anti-Cosmic Contraction: The 

Cave as Inverted Vacant Space in Together 

(2025) 

The Lurianic doctrine of tzimtzum—the primordial divine contraction or 

concealment whereby Ein Sof withdraws its infinite light to create a conceptual 

"vacant space" (chalal ha-panui) for finite creation—provides a profound 

interpretive framework for the subterranean cave in Michael Shanks's Together 
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(2025). In Isaac Luria's cosmology, tzimtzum is not a literal spatial retreat but a 

paradoxical act of self-limitation: God "contracts" the Ohr Ein Sof (infinite light) 

into itself, leaving a primordial void into which structured emanation can occur 

without being overwhelmed by infinity (Scholem, 1974; Vital, 1999). This 

contraction enables differentiation, multiplicity, and relationality—the very 

preconditions for a world of separate entities capable of free will, love, and repair 

(tikkun). Yet Together inverts this process entirely: the cave, far from a liberating 

void fostering individuation, becomes a site of violent anti-tzimtzum—a devouring 

contraction that eliminates space between bodies, enforcing undifferentiated 

merger and erasing autonomy. 

The couple's accidental exposure to the cave's mysterious substance—described as 

a viscous, translucent pool from which they drink during their overnight shelter—

initiates this reversal. In Lurianic terms, the primordial tzimtzum creates a 

spherical vacuum equidistant from all sides, a neutral space preserving divine trace 

(reshimu) for subsequent emanation (Kaplan, 1990). The cave, however, functions 

as a materialized perversion of this chalal: a dark, enclosed abyss (once a New Age 

cult's ritual chamber) exuding a sticky ooze that magnetically attracts flesh, 

collapsing interpersonal boundaries. Where tzimtzum withdraws infinite presence 

to allow finite "otherness," the cave's force performs a hyper-contraction: bodies 
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swell, adhere, and implode inward, leaving no vacant space for separation. Tim 

and Millie's initial adhesions—legs sticking painfully upon waking, arms fusing 

nocturnally—literalize this: the substance enforces a regressive return to symbiotic 

oneness, parodying the divine self-limitation that birthed multiplicity. 

This inversion aligns with psychoanalytic readings of Lurianic motifs, where 

tzimtzum parallels the developmental necessity of maternal separation for ego 

formation (Eigen, 2012; Drob, 2009). The couple's pre-existing codependency—

Tim's parasitic reliance, Millie's enabling anxiety—mirrors fragile vessels unable 

to contain autonomous light. Exposure to the cave substance triggers an implosive 

tzimtzum gone awry: instead of creating space for individuation (Mahler et al., 

1975), it violently contracts psychic and corporeal boundaries, regressing the pair 

to pre-Oedipal fusion. Resistance attempts—sawing limbs, sedating separation—

evoke futile efforts to preserve the vacant space of selfhood, but the force prevails, 

culminating in the climactic dance where bones crunch and flesh devours flesh 

amid affirmations of love. 

The cult's ideology, propagated by Jamie (himself a prior successful fusion), 

further parodies tzimtzum's redemptive purpose. In Luria's system, the trace of 

divine light left in the void enables tikkun—human participation in gathering 

sparks and restoring unity (Tishby, 1989). Jamie frames fusion as transcendent 
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"wholeness," echoing New Age distortions of Kabbalistic union, yet the film's 

naturalistic horror reveals it as qlippothic entrapment: the cave's "contraction" traps 

sparks within husks, preventing elevation. The doorbell ritual—implying viral 

recruitment of Millie's parents—extends this anti-tzimtzum cosmically, a 

neoliberal contagion collapsing relational space into perpetual enmeshment. 

Tillie's final serene appearance—greeting visitors with cult symbols adorning the 

door—embodies the ultimate horror of inverted tzimtzum: a simulated harmony 

masking annihilation. Where authentic contraction fosters creation's drama 

(duality, desire, repair), the film's force yields monstrous pseudounity—

codependency literalized as cannibalistic consumption. Shanks's body horror thus 

demystifies the esoteric: tzimtzum's sacred withdrawal, essential for love's 

possibility, becomes the nightmare of no withdrawal at all. 
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Partzufim and the Monstrous Reconfiguration: 

Tillie as Qlippothic Divine Persona in Together 

(2025) 

Lurianic Kabbalah extends the doctrine of Shevirat ha-Kelim and tikkun through 

the concept of Partzufim—reconfigured "faces" or divine personas that emerge as 

rectified structures after the cosmic catastrophe. In Isaac Luria's system, the 

original sephirot shatter into fragmented points; through tikkun, these are 

reorganized into holistic, anthropomorphic configurations known as Partzufim 
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(literally "faces" or "countenances"). The primary Partzufim are Atik Yomin 

(Ancient of Days, associated with Kether), Arikh Anpin (Long Face or 

Macroprosopus, linked to Chokmah), Abba (Father, Chokmah), Imma (Mother, 

Binah), Zeir Anpin (Short Face or Microprosopus, the six middle sephirot from 

Chesed to Yesod), and Nukva (Female or Shekhinah, Malkuth) (Scholem, 1974; 

Tishby, 1989). These personas are not static attributes but dynamic, relational 

beings engaged in perpetual sacred unions (zivugim) that raise sparks, repair the 

vessels, and restore cosmic harmony. Zeir Anpin, in particular, represents the 

emotional, masculine aspect—often immature and volatile—needing maturation 

through union with the feminine Nukva to achieve balanced compassion (Vital, 

1999). 

Michael Shanks's Together performs a grotesque parody of this Partzufic 

reconfiguration. Tillie—the final fused entity—emerges as a qlippothic Partzuf, a 

demonic counterfeit of the rectified divine countenance. Where authentic 

Partzufim arise through ascending tikkun (gathering and elevating sparks into 

integrated wholes), Tillie's formation occurs through descending implosion: the 

couple's individual "faces" (personalities, bodies, subjectivities) are violently 

reconfigured into a single, androgynous visage via the cave's devouring force. The 

practical and digital effects that create Tillie—Alison Brie's makeup altered to 
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incorporate Dave Franco's features, composited with CGI for seamless 

ambiguity—literalize this reconfiguration: two fragmented "vessels" (Tim and 

Millie) are forcibly melded into one monstrous countenance, bypassing the 

redemptive process entirely. 

Tillie most closely inverts the Partzuf of Zeir Anpin conjoined with Nukva. In 

Lurianic myth, Zeir Anpin's immaturity (symbolizing unrectified severity) is 

healed through erotic union with the Shekhinah, producing a mature, 

compassionate persona capable of bestowing blessing on the lower worlds (Idel, 

1998). Tim and Millie's pre-fusion dynamic mirrors this immaturity: Tim embodies 

a passive, underdeveloped Zeir Anpin—emotionally stunted, dependent, unable to 

"stand alone"—while Millie functions as an exiled Nukva, resentfully containing 

and enabling rather than receiving true partnership. Their climactic zivug—the 

ecstatic dance amid crunching bones and merging flesh—parodies the sacred 

coupling that should mature Zeir Anpin. Yet no maturation occurs: the union yields 

not balanced compassion but permanent enmeshment. Tillie's serene, normalized 

appearance—answering the door with calm domesticity—mimics the "mature 

face" of rectified Zeir Anpin, while concealing the qlippothic reality: a volatile, 

cannibalistic persona that propagates exile rather than redemption. 
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This qlippothic Partzuf also evokes the inverted Arikh Anpin/Abba-Imma dyad. 

The supernal Father-Mother (Partzufim of Chokmah-Binah) represent pure 

wisdom and understanding in harmonious conjunction, birthing Zeir Anpin as their 

"son." In Together, the couple's fusion collapses this parental structure into a single 

entity: Tillie as a perverse "child" born not from elevating union but from 

regressive devouring. The implied recruitment of Millie's parents—arriving at the 

door to be greeted by their "repaired" daughter—extends the parody: the lower 

worlds (family, society) are drawn into the qlippothic reconfiguration, suggesting a 

viral spread of immature, unrectified personas. 

Psychoanalytically, Tillie as monstrous Partzuf externalizes the failure of relational 

maturation. Object relations theory views healthy development as integration of 

part-objects into whole-objects (Klein, 1946); similarly, Partzufim integrate 

fragmented sephirotic points into relational wholes. Tim and Millie's 

codependency represents unintegrated part-objects—projected needs rather than 

mature relating. The cave force enforces a false integration: a qlippothic "whole" 

achieved through annihilation of difference, echoing Deleuze and Guattari's 

critique of Oedipal capture in desiring-production (Deleuze & Guattari, 1972). 

Eigen's Kabbalistic-psychoanalytic synthesis frames this as arrested tikkun of the 

psyche: the ego remains trapped in pre-Partzufic fragmentation, forcibly 
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reconfigured into a demonic countenance that smiles while devouring (Eigen, 

2012). 

The film's naturalistic horror demystifies the Partzufim's anthropomorphic 

grandeur. Where Lurianic personas are luminous, relational beings engaged in 

cosmic drama, Tillie is sticky, crunching flesh normalized into suburban banality. 

The cult's propagation—doorbell as ritual signal—parodies the Partzufim's 

bestowal of blessing, turning redemptive reconfiguration into neoliberal contagion: 

"maturity" sold as eternal merger. 

In conclusion, Tillie horrifies as the ultimate qlippothic Partzuf—a divine face 

without divinity, reconfiguration without rectification. Together thus inverts 

Lurianic hope: where Partzufim promise mature, compassionate unity through 

separation and repair, the film delivers immature, cannibalistic unity through 

eternal non-separation.

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Reshimu and the Viscous Trace: The Inverted 

Divine Impression in Together (2025) 

In Lurianic Kabbalah, reshimu (literally "impression" or "residue") designates the 

faint trace of divine light that remains within the vacant space (chalal ha-panui) 

after the primordial tzimtzum. When Ein Sof contracts its infinite presence to make 

room for finite creation, it does not withdraw entirely; a subtle imprint or "residue" 

(reshimu) persists—like ink lingering in a pen after writing, or an afterimage on 
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the retina—serving as the blueprint for subsequent emanation (Scholem, 1974; 

Vital, 1999). This reshimu is crucial: it ensures continuity between infinity and 

finitude, providing the template along which the linear ray of light (kav ha-yashar) 

re-enters the void to structure the sephirot and Partzufim. Without reshimu, 

creation would lack coherence; the vessels would have no pattern to contain the 

renewed influx, risking immediate recurrence of Shevirat ha-Kelim (Kaplan, 1990; 

Tishby, 1989). 

Michael Shanks's Together materializes a horrifying inversion of this reshimu: the 

viscous, translucent substance exuded by the cave walls and pooling on its floor 

functions as a qlippothic trace—an anti-divine residue that compels corporeal 

collapse rather than structured emanation. When Tim and Millie, caught in a 

rainstorm, take shelter in the abandoned cult cave and inadvertently drink from the 

sticky pool, they ingest this inverted reshimu. The substance is repeatedly 

described in reviews and interviews as "sticky," "gooey," "magnetic," and 

"alive"—a tactile, abject fluid that adheres flesh to flesh, initiating the irreversible 

process of fusion (Shanks, 2025, as cited in festival coverage). Where authentic 

reshimu is ethereal and luminous, subtly guiding creation toward differentiation 

and relationality, the cave's ooze is dense, opaque, and devouring: it leaves an 

impression not of divine order but of primal undifferentiation. 
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The mechanics of fusion mirror a perverse activation of the reshimu's blueprint 

function. In Lurianic cosmology, the residue provides the "vessels" with a pre-

existing pattern so they can receive and contain light without shattering again. 

Here, the ingested substance imprints a monstrous template upon the couple's 

bodies: their skin begins to magnetize, limbs contort toward one another, and 

partial mergers occur nocturnally, as if following an invisible schematic that 

demands total confluence. The progression—from subtle adhesions (legs sticking 

upon waking) to grotesque contortions (hallway crawling, genital fusion) to final 

reconfiguration into Tillie—enacts the kav (ray) re-entering the void, but in 

reverse: instead of structuring multiplicity, it collapses boundaries into a single, 

cannibalistic vessel. The reshimu's role as guarantor of continuity is parodied: the 

couple's individual subjectivities do not emanate outward into mature Partzufim 

but are drawn inward, leaving only the trace of their former separation trapped 

within the fused husk. 

Psychoanalytically, this qlippothic reshimu externalizes the traumatic residue of 

failed separation-individuation. The viscous substance evokes the sticky, 

enveloping maternal semiotic that Kristeva associates with abjection—the pre-

symbolic chora threatening to re-engulf the subject (Kristeva, 1982). Tim and 

Millie's ingestion literalizes incorporation of this residue: the cave's ooze becomes 
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an internalized trace that reorganizes their ego boundaries from within, regressing 

them to symbiotic fusion. Eigen (2012), drawing explicit parallels between 

Lurianic reshimu and psychoanalytic "background presence of primary process," 

argues that healthy development requires metabolizing primal traces into 

differentiated selfhood. In Together, the trace remains unmetabolized and toxic: it 

enforces a false continuity, where love's "residue" (habit, resentment, 

codependency) devours rather than sustains autonomy. 

The cult's ritualistic use of the substance—implied by cave markings and Jamie's 

prior "successful" fusions—further inverts reshimu's redemptive purpose. In 

authentic Kabbalah, contemplation of the trace facilitates human participation in 

tikkun, aligning personal vessels with divine pattern. Here, deliberate exposure 

propagates the qlippothic impression: the doorbell installed in the coda signals 

impending transmission to Millie's parents, suggesting the viscous reshimu as viral 

contagion. Neoliberal romance's promise of eternal connection—"leaving a trace" 

in another's life—is critiqued as this devouring residue: partnership optimized into 

merger, individuality reduced to sticky afterimage. 

Tillie's final countenance embodies the ultimate horror of inverted reshimu: a 

serene face bearing composite traces of Tim and Millie (Brie's features altered with 

Franco's via makeup and CGI), yet devoid of authentic emanation. Where divine 
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residue enables luminous Partzufim, Tillie is the opaque imprint of annihilation—

continuity achieved through erasure. The film's naturalistic gross-out aesthetic 

grounds this esoteric terror in the body: crunching bones and dilating pupils mark 

the trace's activation, love's affirmation the moment it seals. 

Together thus demystifies reshimu's subtlety, transforming divine blueprint into 

abject adhesive. The horror lies in the refusal of vacancy: no space remains for 

separation, repair, or true relationality—only the sticky impression of eternal, 

cannibalistic togetherness. 
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Kav ha-Yashar and the Inverted Ray of Light: 

The Devouring Emanation in Together (2025) 

In Lurianic Kabbalah, the kav ha-yashar (the "straight ray" or "line of light") 

designates the structured beam of divine efflux that re-enters the vacant space 

(chalal ha-panui) after tzimtzum. Following the primordial contraction and the 

lingering reshimu, Ein Sof projects a thin, linear ray of light into the void—like a 

laser piercing darkness—sequentially structuring the sephirot from Kether 

downward and eventually forming the Partzufim (Scholem, 1974; Vital, 1999). 

This kav is not diffuse radiance but a measured, directional emanation: it imposes 

order, hierarchy, and differentiation upon the primordial chaos, enabling the 

vessels to contain light without immediate shattering. The ray's linearity 

symbolizes limitation and mediation—infinity channeled into finitude, 
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undifferentiated potential organized into relational worlds capable of tikkun 

(Kaplan, 1990; Tishby, 1989). 

Michael Shanks's Together inverts the kav ha-yashar into a horrific, implosive 

force: the magnetic pull initiated by the viscous substance functions as a qlippothic 

ray—a devouring line of "light" that penetrates bodies not to structure multiplicity 

but to collapse it into undifferentiated monstrosity. Once Tim and Millie ingest the 

cave's ooze (the inverted reshimu), an invisible, inexorable "ray" begins to operate: 

their bodies are drawn along a straight, compulsive trajectory toward total 

confluence. The film's progression of adhesions—starting localized (legs, arms) 

and escalating to full-body contortions—mirrors the kav's sequential emanation, 

but in reverse directionality: instead of descending from supernal unity into lower 

differentiation, the force ascends from material fragmentation into forced supernal 

merger. 

The hallway sequence, where the partially fused couple crawls in agonizing 

synchronicity, vividly literalizes this inverted kav. In authentic Lurianic 

cosmology, the ray descends vertically through the worlds (Atziluth → Briah → 

Yetzirah → Assiah), establishing axes of mediation. Here, the couple's horizontal, 

crawling trajectory along the domestic corridor parodies that descent: a "straight 

line" of compulsion dragging them toward the bedroom for climactic fusion, bones 
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crunching as flesh realigns along the ray's merciless geometry. The magnetic 

attraction is repeatedly framed as linear and directional—bodies snapping together 

like iron filings along invisible field lines—evoking the kav's measured precision, 

yet weaponized for erasure rather than creation. 

The climactic dance to "2 Become 1" marks the full activation of this anti-kav. 

Where the divine ray structures relationality (enabling sacred zivugim between 

Partzufim), the film's force channels the couple's residual desire along a single, 

cannibalistic vector: love's energy no longer mediates difference but annihilates it. 

Affirmations of "I love you" exchanged amid dilating pupils and merging organs 

parody the kav's role in bestowing measured blessing; here, the "light" overwhelms 

fragile vessels entirely, completing the inverted emanation in Tillie's emergence—

a single, androgynous countenance devoid of internal hierarchy or relational space. 

From a psychoanalytic-Kabbalistic perspective (Drob, 2009; Eigen, 2012), this 

qlippothic kav externalizes the traumatic vector of regressive desire. The straight 

ray parallels the phallic line of symbolic mediation that structures the Oedipal 

subject (Lacan, 1977); its inversion manifests as pre-symbolic engulfment—the 

maternal-real devouring paternal differentiation. Tim and Millie's codependency 

represents vessels already compromised by unmediated desire; the cave's ray 

enforces a false mediation, channeling libido not toward mature object relations 
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but toward symbiotic implosion. The horror derives from the refusal of curvature 

or deviation: no detours, no relational play—only the straight, merciless pull 

toward annihilation disguised as unity. 

The cult's propagation extends the inverted kav cosmically. Jamie's prior fusions 

and the doorbell ritual imply that the ray, once activated, projects outward 

virally—drawing new couples (Millie's parents) along its line into the qlippothic 

void. Neoliberal romance's linear optimization—"progress" toward perfect 

merger—finds its esoteric critique here: the kav's promise of structured connection 

becomes the nightmare of compulsive consumption, autonomy pierced and 

restructured along capital's desiring-lines (Deleuze & Guattari, 1972). 

Tillie's serene domesticity at the coda embodies the ultimate perversion of the kav 

ha-yashar: a "structured" entity achieved not through measured emanation but 

through total collapse. Where divine light descends to illuminate multiplicity, the 

film's ray ascends to extinguish it—leaving only the sticky, smiling trace of 

devoured difference. 

Together thus naturalizes the kav's sublime linearity into abject geometry: the 

straight path to love revealed as the shortest distance to psychocannibalistic horror.

Millie's parents with eerie calm—serves as a grotesque inversion not only of 

alchemical Rebis and Thelemic 0=2, but also of Kabbalistic cosmology. While the 
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film’s cult explicitly invokes Platonic androgyny and references ―soulmates‖ and 

―wholeness,‖ its underlying numerological and structural logic resonates deeply 

with the Kabbalistic Tree of Life (Etz Chaim), particularly the emanation of the 

sefirot and the dynamics of unity, division, and reunion. Shanks’s naturalistic 

horror demotes these sublime metaphysical processes into visceral, abject 

corporeal events, transforming Kabbalistic ascent into a regressive descent into 

undifferentiated flesh. 

Kabbalistic Foundations: From Ain to the Dyad 

In Kabbalah, the Tree of Life begins with the infinite, unknowable Ain Sof (א ן 

 the boundless nothing that precedes manifestation. This ―zero‖ is not mere ,(סוף

absence but the potentiality of all things, beyond duality and form. From Ain Sof 

emerges the first sefira, Kether (Crown), the primordial point of divine will, often 

associated with the number 1—the first differentiation within unity. Kether is the 

―I Am‖ of pure being, yet it is already a contraction (tzimtzum) of the infinite, a 

point within the void (Scholem, 1974). 

From Kether emanates Chokhmah (Wisdom, the Father) and Binah 

(Understanding, the Mother), forming the first triad. While the sefirot are ten in 

number, the transition from 0 (Ain/Ain Sof) to 1 (Kether) to 2 (the dyad of 

Chokhmah-Binah) is foundational. This dyadic emergence is the first true polarity: 
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masculine/feminine, active/passive, seed/ground. Their union produces the lower 

sefirot, culminating in Tiferet (Beauty/Harmony) and ultimately Yesod and 

Malkhut, where the divine flow (shefa) is completed in the material world. 

Kabbalistic theurgy seeks the reunification of these polarities, especially the 

rectification (tikkun) of the shattered vessels (shevirat ha-kelim) of the primordial 

world, restoring the original unity (Luria, 1570/1987). 

The Kabbalistic androgyne appears most explicitly in the Adam Kadmon 

(Primordial Man) and the figure of Androgynos in the Zohar: the first human 

created male and female simultaneously, only later separated into two bodies 

(Zohar 1:34b; Idel, 2005). This separation is both a tragedy and a necessary step 

toward reunion through sacred marriage (hieros gamos), often symbolized by the 

union of Shekhinah (divine feminine presence, Malkhut) with Tiferet (masculine, 

the Holy One). The goal of Kabbalistic practice—both theoretical and practical—is 

to effect this cosmic reunion, repairing the rupture and returning multiplicity to 

unity. 

Inversion in Together: From Emanation to Enmeshment 

Together inverts this entire metaphysical arc. The film’s supernatural force can be 

read as a perverse tzimtzum—a contraction not of infinite light but of relational 

space. The couple’s bodies are drawn together by an invisible gravitational pull, 
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collapsing the distance between self and other into a single, undifferentiated mass. 

This mirrors the Kabbalistic movement from 0 to 1 to 2, but in reverse: instead of 

emanation from unity to multiplicity, the film performs a violent contraction back 

into unity. 

 

Zero (Ain/Ain Sof): The pre-fusion state of the couple is marked by existential 

emptiness and codependent anxiety—an abyss of separation terror that the 

supernatural force exploits. The cave itself, filled with black ooze and ancient 

symbols, evokes the primordial void, a dark mirror of Ain Sof. 

One (Kether): The initial ―point‖ of contact—Tim’s blackouts, the first adhesion of 

skin—functions as a perverse Kether: a singular point of divine (or demonic) will 

that initiates the process. Yet this will is not creative but destructive, enforcing 

reunion at the expense of individuation. 

Two (Chokhmah-Binah): The couple’s forced merger literalizes the dyad. Tim 

(masculine, active, ―phallic‖ in his initial inertia and later desperation) and Millie 

(feminine, nurturing, enabling) are collapsed into a single entity. Their final fused 

form, Tillie, is a grotesque Adam Kadmon—male and female in one body, yet 

devoid of the spiritual ascent that Kabbalah promises. Instead of tikkun (repair), 
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the fusion is shevirah (shattering) without redemption: the vessels are broken, and 

the light spills not into creation but into sticky, abject flesh. 

 

The cult’s rhetoric of ―wholeness‖ and ―completion‖ parodies Kabbalistic language 

of reunion. Jamie’s videos and the ritualistic markings in the cave suggest a 

corrupted theurgy—an attempt to force cosmic marriage without the ethical or 

spiritual prerequisites. In traditional Kabbalah, such unions require intention, 

purity, and alignment with the divine will; here, they are compelled by an alien, 

impersonal force, rendering the marriage not sacred but profane. 

The Monstrous Shekhinah and the Failure of Tikkun 

In Kabbalistic terms, the Shekhinah (divine feminine) is exiled and must be 

reunited with the masculine aspect to restore cosmic harmony. The film’s final 

image of Tillie—serene, domestic, yet unmistakably alien—can be read as a 

perverse Shekhinah: the divine presence now embodied in the material world, but 

as a monstrous, undifferentiated entity rather than a restored harmony. The 

couple’s acceptance of fusion (―I love you,‖ ―I love you too,‖ followed by full 

merger) mimics the Kabbalistic affirmation of divine unity, yet it occurs through 

psychocannibalistic absorption rather than mutual elevation. 
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This inversion aligns with the Lurianic concept of the klipot—the ―husks‖ or shells 

that contain and obscure holy sparks. The cult’s ideology and the cave’s substance 

can be interpreted as a klipotic force: a parasitic entity that traps divine light in 

material form, preventing its return to the infinite. The couple’s bodies become 

vessels of entrapment rather than liberation, their union a mockery of tikkun. 

Psychoanalytic and Deleuzian Intersections with Kabbalistic Inversion 

From a psychoanalytic perspective, the Kabbalistic descent from emanation to 

enmeshment mirrors the failure of separation-individuation. The couple’s 

regression to a pre-Oedipal dyad (Tim and Millie as perverse Chokhmah-Binah) 

evokes Klein’s paranoid-schizoid position, where boundaries are dissolved in 

terror of annihilation (Klein, 1946). Kristeva’s abjection further illuminates the 

horror: Tillie is neither self nor Other, but a borderline entity that expels the 

maternal semiotic while remaining fascinating as ―completed‖ love (Kristeva, 

1982). 

Deleuze and Guattari’s anti-Oedipal framework offers a complementary reading: 

the Kabbalistic Tree of Life is a molar structure of hierarchical emanation, which 

the film’s force deterritorializes into a molecular, rhizomatic merger. Yet this line 

of flight is recaptured by the Oedipal couple-form—Tillie is not a nomadic war 
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machine but a reterritorialized ―family‖ unit, now supernaturally enforced 

(Deleuze & Guattari, 1972). 

Conclusion: Naturalizing the Kabbalistic Rupture 

Together thus performs a radical naturalization of Kabbalistic metaphysics. The 

Tree of Life’s ascent toward reunion is inverted into a descent into undifferentiated 

flesh; the sacred marriage becomes psychocannibalistic absorption; the 

androgynous Adam Kadmon is replaced by the abject Tillie. By stripping 

Kabbalistic symbolism of its transcendent promise, the film reveals the horror 

beneath the fantasy of perfect union: the erasure of the self in the name of 

wholeness. In the neoliberal era, where love is commodified as perpetual 

consumption and ―together forever‖ is both romantic ideal and existential threat, 

Tillie stands as the monstrous embodiment of a failed tikkun—unity achieved not 

through spiritual elevation but through the literal devouring of difference.

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Esoteric Androgyny: Alchemical Rebis, Thelemic

alchemical Rebis and Thelemic 0=2, but also of the Hermetic Qabalah as 
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systematized in the Western esoteric tradition. While the film’s cult rhetoric draws 

superficially on Platonic soulmates and vague notions of ―wholeness,‖ the 

structural logic of the fusion process and its numerological underpinnings resonate 

profoundly with the Golden Dawn’s Hermetic Qabalah—a syncretic synthesis of 

Jewish Kabbalah, Neoplatonism, Hermeticism, alchemy, and astrology that 

profoundly influenced modern occultism, including Aleister Crowley’s Thelema 

(Regardie, 1971; Cicero & Cicero, 1998). 

Hermetic Qabalah reinterprets the Tree of Life as a map of cosmic emanation and 

human microcosmic ascent. It preserves the core Jewish Kabbalistic framework—

Ain Sof (infinite nothingness), the ten sefirot, and the twenty-two paths—but 

overlays it with Greco-Egyptian deities, Tarot correspondences, astrological 

attributions, and alchemical principles. Crucially, it emphasizes the Great Work as 

the ascent of the soul through the Tree toward union with the Divine, often framed 

as the reconciliation of polarities and the achievement of the androgynous 

perfected state. 

Hermetic Qabalah: From Ain to Kether to the Androgynous Crown 

In the Golden Dawn system, the Tree begins with three Veils of Negative 

Existence: Ain (Nothing), Ain Soph (Limitless), and Ain Soph Aur (Limitless 

Light). These correspond to the mystical ―zero‖ beyond manifestation. The first 
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sefira, Kether (Crown, 1), emerges as the primordial point—the Monad, the divine 

spark identical to the Neoplatonic One and the Hermetic Logos. Kether is supra-

sexual yet contains all polarities in potential; it is described as the ―Androgyne‖ par 

excellence, the point from which duality unfolds (Fortune, 1935/2000). 

From Kether emanates the supernal triad: Chokmah (Wisdom, 2, masculine, Abba 

the Father, Zodiac) and Binah (Understanding, 3, feminine, Aima the Mother, 

Saturn). Their dynamic interplay—often symbolized as the Yod-Heh of the 

Tetragrammaton—gives birth to the lower sefirot. The path between Chokmah and 

Binah (the 14th Path, attributed to the Empress Tarot card) represents the first true 

sexual polarity and the archetypal Mother who receives the Father’s seed. Yet the 

ultimate goal of Hermetic practice is the return to Kether: the Knowledge and 

Conversation of the Holy Guardian Angel (the adept’s higher genius) and, beyond 

that, the Crossing of the Abyss to dissolve into the supernal unity, achieving the 

androgynous state of the ―Babe of the Abyss‖ or the perfected Ipsissimus 

(Crowley, 1929). 

The androgyne in Hermetic Qabalah is thus both origin and telos: Adam Kadmon, 

the Primordial Human, is originally androgynous in Kether before the ―fall‖ into 

duality. Alchemical texts cherished by the Golden Dawn, such as the Rosarium 

Philosophorum, depict the Rebis as the crowned hermaphrodite emerging from the 
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chemical wedding—a direct parallel to the supernal union of Chokmah and Binah 

reflected downward into Tiferet (Beauty, the Son/Child) (Abraham, 1998). 

Grotesque Inversion in Together: Descent Instead of Ascent 

Together performs a terrifying reversal of this Hermetic trajectory. Rather than the 

aspirant’s voluntary ascent through initiation, ritual, and purification toward 

supernal androgyny, the film imposes a compulsory descent: a forced contraction 

of duality back into a monstrous ―unity‖ that bypasses all ethical, spiritual, or 

symbolic refinement. 

 

Ain Soph Aur as Abject Ooze: The black viscous substance in the cave can be 

interpreted as a klipotic parody of Ain Soph Aur—the limitless light corrupted into 

limitless adhesion. Instead of illuminating consciousness, it enforces corporeal 

collapse. 

Kether as Compelled Point: The initial magnetic ―point‖ of attraction—when Tim 

and Millie first feel the pull—functions as a demonic Kether: a singular, 

impersonal will that overrides individual agency. In Hermetic terms, this is the 

Holy Guardian Angel replaced by a possessing force, echoing the ―Black Brother‖ 

who fails the Abyss and clings to ego in inverted form (Crowley, 1913). 
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Chokmah-Binah as Cannibalistic Dyad: Tim (active, restless, initially resistant) 

and Millie (receptive, enabling, anxious) map loosely onto Chokmah (force) and 

Binah (form). Their fusion literalizes the supernal conjunction but without 

transcendence: bones crunch, flesh stretches, identities dissolve in pain rather than 

ecstasy. The ironic soundtrack—―2 Become 1‖—inverts the Hermetic formula: 

instead of 1 (Kether) dividing into 2 for the sake of love’s union, 2 is violently 

reduced to a false 1, a regression rather than progression. 

Tillie as Klipotic Rebis: The final entity Tillie is the film’s most damning parody 

of the Hermetic androgyne. In Golden Dawn iconography, the Rebis is radiant, 

crowned, balanced. Tillie, by contrast, is digitally smoothed into banal normality—

makeup blending Brie’s and Franco’s features into an uncanny, gender-ambiguous 

face. This is the Rebis fallen into Malkhut without passing through Tiferet: union 

achieved in matter alone, devoid of spiritual light. Tillie represents the klipotic 

husk—a shell that has captured the sparks of individuality and imprisoned them in 

undifferentiated flesh. The serene domesticity (answering the door, implied cult 

propagation) suggests a permanent entrapment in the material world, the exact 

opposite of Hermetic liberation. 

 

Thelemic Hermetic Qabalah and the Parody of ―Love Under Will‖ 
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Crowley’s Thelema is deeply rooted in Hermetic Qabalah; Liber AL’s ―Every man 

and every woman is a star‖ and ―Love is the law, love under will‖ are enacted 

through the Tree’s polarities. The erotic mysticism of Babalon (Binah) and the 

Beast (Tiferet/Chokmah) conjoined is a direct Hermetic-Qabalistic motif: sexual 

magick as vehicle for supernal union (Crowley, 1929). Together profanes this 

entirely. The couple’s final affirmations of love—―I love you‖ exchanged amid 

merging—parody ―love under will,‖ revealing a compelled, will-less love that 

devours autonomy. The cult’s recruitment of Millie's parents extends this into a 

qliphothic ―Great Work‖: propagation not of liberated stars but of fused, enslaved 

entities. 

Psychoanalytic and Critical Intersections 

From a left-psychoanalytic perspective, this Hermetic inversion mirrors the failure 

of individuation. The forced return to ―Kether‖ is a psychotic foreclosure rather 

than ego dissolution in enlightenment—a collapse into the Imaginary dyad that 

forecloses the Symbolic order (Lacan, 1977). Deleuze and Guattari would read the 

fusion as the body without organs captured by the organism: a molecular 

becoming-one reterritorialized into the most rigid molar form—the eternal couple 

(Deleuze & Guattari, 1972). 
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In the neoliberal context, Hermetic Qabalah’s promise of self-deification through 

the Great Work is commodified into endless self-optimization and relational 

―growth.‖ Together exposes the horror when this promise is literalized: perfect 

union as perfect consumption. 

Conclusion: Demoting the Supernal Androgyne 

By integrating Hermetic Qabalah into its esoteric parody, Together achieves a 

multilayered critique. The film naturalizes the Golden Dawn’s most exalted 

symbol—the crowned, radiant androgyne of Kether—and drags it down into the 

abject materiality of fused flesh. Tillie is not the Ipsissimus but the Black Brother 

made manifest: unity achieved through refusal of separation, love enforced through 

cannibalism. In doing so, Shanks reveals the latent terror within Western 

esotericism’s highest ideal: the androgynous divine, stripped of transcendence, 

becomes the monster of codependent absorption.

In this system, the twenty-two Major 

Arcana are attributed to the twenty-two paths connecting the ten sefirot on the Tree 

of Life, forming a symbolic map of initiation, polarity reconciliation, and the soul’s 

journey toward divine union (Regardie, 1971; Wang, 1978). The film’s 

progression—from relational crisis to compelled magnetic attraction, painful 

partial mergers, mutual acceptance, and final androgynous emergence—covertly 

mirrors (and inverts) key Tarot paths and their archetypal meanings, transforming 

the Tarot’s promise of spiritual integration into a nightmare of corporeal 

entrapment. 

The Lovers and the Path of Zain: Choice, Union, and Perverse Conjunction 

The most overt Tarot resonance is The Lovers (Major Arcana VI), attributed to 

Path 17 (or sometimes adjusted in variants) connecting Binah (Understanding) to 

Tiferet (Beauty). In Golden Dawn symbolism, The Lovers depicts a naked man 

and woman beneath the archangel Raphael, overseen by the Tree of Knowledge 

and the flaming sword of Eden—a scene of sacred marriage, conscious choice 

between virtue and vice, and the alchemical conjunction of opposites (Cicero & 

Cicero, 1998). The card represents the first true union after the supernal triad, the 
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moment where duality is reconciled through love under will. Crowley’s Thoth 

deck intensifies this as a chemical wedding officiated by the Hermetic figure, with 

the lovers hooded and conjoined under the sword of discernment (Crowley, 

1944/1974). 

Together profanes this archetype from the outset. Tim and Millie’s relationship is 

already a failed Lovers: a decade-long partnership marked by stagnation, 

resentment, and codependent inertia rather than conscious choice. Their rural 

relocation ostensibly offers the ―discernment‖ of the card’s crossroads—separate 

or commit—but the supernatural force removes agency entirely. The climactic 

dance sequence, where they affirm love (―I love you‖) while bones audibly crunch 

and flesh fully merges, parodies the sacred marriage. Instead of Raphael’s blessing, 

the union is compelled by an impersonal, viscous force; instead of naked 

vulnerability leading to harmony, it leads to grotesque adhesion. The ironic 

soundtrack of ―2 Become 1‖ underscores the inversion: pop-romantic 

consummation replaces the Tarot’s discerning love, yielding not Tiferet’s beauty 

but a klipotic monstrosity. 

The Empress and the Path of Daleth: Maternal Receptivity Turned Devouring 

Path 14, connecting Chokmah (Wisdom) to Binah (Understanding), is attributed to 

The Empress (Major Arcana III)—the Great Mother, Venusian creativity, nurturing 
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form giving substance to force. She is the archetypal feminine who receives the 

phallic seed of Chokmah, gestating the manifest world (Fortune, 1935/2000). 

Millie loosely embodies a corrupted Empress: nurturing yet enabling, anxious yet 

controlling, her body becomes the ―womb‖ that absorbs Tim. The cave’s black 

ooze—viscous, maternal, enveloping—functions as a qliphothic Empress, a 

devouring matrix rather than creative vessel. The fusion process reverses gestation: 

instead of birth into multiplicity, it is a return to undifferentiated oneness, a 

regressive engulfment by the maternal semiotic (Kristeva, 1982). 

The Emperor and The Star: Paternal Force and Hope Subverted 

Tim’s initial restlessness and later desperate resistance faintly echo The Emperor 

(Path 15, Chokmah to Tiferet), the structuring paternal principle. Yet his passivity 

and reliance on Millie undermine this archetype, rendering him a failed Heh to her 

distorted Daleth. 

Later sequences evoke The Star (Path 28, Netzach to Yesod), attributed to 

Aquarius and the pouring of stellar waters—hope, inspiration, healing through 

natural flow. In the film, the couple’s attempts at separation (sawing limbs, 

drugging) represent futile hope, while the magnetic pull parodies the card’s gentle 

waters as an irresistible, sticky current dragging them toward fusion. 
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The Devil and the Abyss: Klipotic Captivity 

The most chilling inversion occurs with The Devil (Major Arcana XV, Path 26, 

Tiferet to Hod), depicting chained figures beneath the horned god—a warning 

against material bondage and inverted pentagram. Tillie’s final form is a living 

Devil card: the couple chained eternally in flesh, their individuality inverted into a 

single entity. The cult’s propagation (implied doorbell for Millie's parents) 

suggests a pyramid of captivity, the Devil’s material illusion extended indefinitely. 

The fusion also parodies the Crossing of the Abyss—the initiatory leap from the 

ruach (personal self) to the neshamah (higher soul), where the adept dissolves ego 

in the supernal triad. In Hermetic practice, this is voluntary annihilation leading to 

rebirth as the Babe of the Abyss, androgynous and pure (Crowley, 1929). In 

Together, the abyss is literalized as the cave’s void; crossing it is involuntary, 

yielding not rebirth but Tillie—a ―babe‖ trapped in adult flesh, serene yet 

monstrous, the Black Brother who clings to form rather than surrendering it. 

The World/Universe: False Completion 

The Golden Dawn’s final card, The World (Path 32, Malkhut to Yesod), depicts 

the androgynous dancer within the cosmic wreath—completion of the Great Work, 

return to unity after traversing all paths. Tillie’s banal normalcy—answering the 
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door in ordinary clothes, face digitally blended into uncanny ambiguity—parodies 

this cosmic dancer. The wreath of completion becomes the closed circuit of fused 

bodies; the four elemental kerubim are reduced to one material form. In Thoth 

Tarot, Crowley renames it The Universe, emphasizing Saturnian synthesis and the 

birth of the new aeon. Together offers a false new aeon: neoliberal-romantic 

eternity as perpetual entrapment. 

Tarot as Initiatory Map vs. Compelled Horror 

Hermetic Qabalah uses Tarot as a meditative and ritual tool for voluntary ascent: 

the adept traverses paths, reconciles polarities, and achieves androgynous 

wholeness in Kether. Together strips this of volition and transcendence. The couple 

are not initiates but victims; their ―pathwork‖ is imposed suffering leading to 

klipotic unity in Malkhut rather than supernal crown. The practical effects—sticky 

adhesions, contorted limbs, crunching bones—render the Tarot’s sublime 

archetypes abject and tactile, naturalizing the sacred into body horror. 

From a psychoanalytic perspective, this Tarot inversion mirrors the foreclosure of 

symbolic castration: the couple refuse separation (the cut of the flaming sword in 

The Lovers), regressing into Imaginary fusion that devours the Third (Lacan, 

1977). In Deleuzo-Guattarian terms, the Tarot’s arborescent Tree is rhizomatically 
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collapsed, only to be recaptured by the most rigid organism—the eternally 

conjoined couple (Deleuze & Guattari, 1972). 

Ultimately, by covertly mapping its narrative onto key Tarot paths within Hermetic 

Qabalah, Together performs a devastating esoteric critique. The cards’ promise of 

chosen union, creative polarity, and cosmic completion is literalized as compelled 

cannibalism, revealing the latent horror within the Western magical tradition’s 

highest ideal: perfect androgynous wholeness, when stripped of spiritual agency, 

becomes the ultimate prison of codependent flesh.

The Lovers: Alchemical Wedding Turned Cannibalistic Merger 

In the Thoth deck, The Lovers (Atu VI, Path of Zayin, Gemini) depicts 

a hermetic marriage presided over by a hooded Hermit (echoing Atu 

IX), blessing a black king and white queen whose children symbolize 

integration. An Orphic egg, speckled black and white, encases the 

process, representing supernal duality manifesting as form (Crowley, 
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1944/1974). This is the "Chemical Wedding": opposites conjoined in 

ecstasy, not mere romance but analyis/dissection (Greek analyein) and 

synthesis, birthing higher consciousness.

Millie evokes a corrupted Empress: enabling, maternal, yet devouring

and Sulphur without Mercury's mediation—no transcendence, only 

klipotic entrapment in matter. 
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The Devil: Creative Material Force as Compelled Bondage 

Thoth's The Devil (Atu XV, Ayin, Capricorn) portrays Pan/Baphomet as 

blind creative impulse: goat leaping with lust, third eye open, phallus 

prominent, figures in testicular rings symbolizing manifestation 

(Crowley, 1944/1974). Far from Christian evil, it is "creative energy in 

its most material form"—raw force without morality, obsession or 

liberation. 
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The film's viscous cave substance embodies this: impersonal, irresistible 

materiality enforcing fusion. Tillie's chained normalcy inverts the 

Devil's playful mischief into eternal bondage—materiality not 

transcended but imprisoning. 

The Universe: Cosmic Dancer Reduced to Abject Normalcy 

The Thoth Universe (Atu XXI, Tau/Saturn-Earth) shows a nude dancer 

within a wreath, eye of Horus/Shiva gazing, serpent entwined—

completion of the Great Work, androgynous synthesis returning to origin 

(Crowley, 1944/1974).

The Thoth Lust Card: Symbolism and Thelemic Meaning 

The central figure is the Scarlet Woman (Babalon) riding a multi-headed beast—

seven heads representing the seven lower sefirot or the seven deadly sins 

transmuted into virtues. She is naked, enthroned upon the beast, holding the Holy 

Grail (the cup of Babalon) in one hand and the reins of the beast in the other. The 

beast is a composite of lion, man, eagle, and other forms, symbolizing the 

integrated animal nature raised to divine ecstasy. The entire composition is 

suffused with red and gold, evoking the rubedo stage of alchemy, the final 

reddening where the philosopher’s stone is achieved. 

Crowley describes Lust as ―the ecstasy of the union of opposites, the creative force 

of the universe‖ (p. 95). It is not mere sexual indulgence but the willed channeling 

of raw libido (in the Freudian sense) into the Great Work. The card embodies the 
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Thelemic formula of ―love under will‖: the union of Babalon (Binah, the Great 

Mother, feminine) and the Beast (Tiferet, the Son, masculine) in ecstatic coitus, 

producing the divine child (Horus) or the androgynous perfected being. This is the 

hieros gamos at the level of the heart—passionate, bodily, yet utterly transcendent. 

The serpent Teth is the kundalini rising, the ―lust of result‖ that drives the adept 

forward. 

Lust in Together: The Compelled Ecstasy of Codependent Fusion 

Together inverts this ecstatic, willed union into a nightmare of enforced, 

involuntary merger. The film’s climactic sequence—Tim and Millie embracing, 

affirming love (―I love you‖), and fully fusing while their bodies contort, bones 

crack, and flesh melts together—functions as a grotesque parody of the Lust card’s 

central image. 

 

Babalon Riding the Beast → Millie and Tim as Inverted Rider and Beast 

In the Thoth card, Babalon rides the beast willingly, controlling it with the reins 

while holding the cup of ecstasy. In Together, Millie and Tim are both rider and 

beast simultaneously, yet neither has control. The supernatural force (the viscous 

cave substance) plays the role of the reins, dragging them together against their 
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will. The ―ride‖ becomes a mutual devouring: flesh adheres, limbs twist, and 

identities dissolve in a parody of ecstatic union. 

The Seven-Headed Beast → The Multi-Formed Horror of Partial Fusion 

The beast’s seven heads symbolize the seven lower sefirot or the transmuted 

passions. The film’s earlier stages of fusion—arms sticking, torsos conjoined, 

genitals merging—create a grotesque, multi-limbed, asymmetrical entity that 

visually echoes the composite beast. Yet where the Thoth beast is harmonious and 

radiant, the couple’s partial fusions are abject, sticky, and asymmetrical—klipotic 

rather than perfected. 

The Holy Grail and the Cup of Babalon → The Cup of Enforced Love 

Babalon offers the cup of blood/wine, symbolizing the ecstatic sacrifice of ego in 

union. In Together, the ―cup‖ is the shared, merged body itself: a vessel containing 

two souls that have been consumed by each other. The final affirmation of love 

amid crunching bones mimics the ecstatic cry of Babalon, but it is a cry of 

surrender to compulsion, not liberation. 

The Serpent Teth / Kundalini → The Magnetic Pull of the Cave 

The serpent Teth is the rising kundalini, the ―lust of result‖ that drives the adept 

toward union. In the film, the cave’s black ooze and magnetic force act as a 
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perverse kundalini: an irresistible current that forces the couple’s bodies together, 

collapsing their polarity into undifferentiated flesh. The result is not the divine 

child but Tillie—the androgynous ―child‖ trapped in adult form, serene yet 

monstrous. 

 

The Inverted Formula: Lust Without Will 

Crowley’s Lust is the ecstasy of ―love under will‖—voluntary, creative, 

transformative. The film strips away will entirely. The couple’s final embrace is 

not the triumphant consummation of the Scarlet Woman and the Beast but a forced 

merger that devours autonomy. Where Lust celebrates the body as the vehicle of 

divine ecstasy, Together reveals the body as the prison of codependent horror. The 

Scarlet Woman rides the beast to ecstasy; Millie and Tim are devoured by their 

own beastly enmeshment. 

From a psychoanalytic perspective, the Lust card’s ecstatic union represents the 

successful sublimation of libido into creative and spiritual ends. In Together, libido 

regresses to the oral-cannibalistic stage: the Other is literally consumed to stave off 

separation anxiety (Klein, 1946). The film thus exposes the latent terror within 
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Thelema’s most exalted symbol: when ―love under will‖ becomes ―love without 

will,‖ ecstasy collapses into abjection. 

Conclusion: Lust as the Horror of Codependent Ecstasy 

By mapping its narrative onto the Thoth Lust card, Together delivers a devastating 

critique of both romantic codependency and the Western esoteric tradition’s 

fantasy of perfect union. The Scarlet Woman’s ecstatic ride becomes the couple’s 

mutual devouring; the divine child becomes Tillie, the androgynous monster of 

neoliberal ―together forever.‖ The card’s promise of willed, transcendent ecstasy is 

naturalized into compelled, abject horror—revealing the monstrous underside of 

the very ideal Crowley celebrated as the highest expression of love.

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Lust: The Scarlet Woman and the Beast in Forced Ecstasy 

In the Thoth Tarot, Lust (Atu XI, replacing traditional Strength) is one of the most 

sexually charged and philosophically dense cards in the entire deck. Crowley 

renames it deliberately: not ―Strength‖ (passive taming of the lion), but ―Lust‖ — 

active, ecstatic, devouring union of opposites (Crowley, 1944/1974, p. 92–96). 

The image is unmistakable: a naked, multi-breasted Scarlet Woman (Babalon) 

rides a seven-headed, multi-colored Beast. She holds the Holy Grail aloft in one 

hand and the reins in the other. The Beast’s heads — lion, eagle, man, bull and 

three serpents — represent the four elements plus the three alchemical principles 

(sulphur, salt, mercury). Behind them burns a volcanic landscape; the woman’s 

face is simultaneously ecstatic and predatory. Crowley writes: ―She is the Scarlet 

Woman, Babalon the Mother of Abominations… She rides the Beast because she 

has mastered it; she has become one with it‖ (p. 93). 

This is the exact formula of Thelemic androgyny: the feminine principle (Binah, 

Nuit, Babalon) unites with the masculine (Tiferet, Hadit, the Beast) in an act of 

violent, joyful coitus that produces the divine child — Horus, the New Aeon. Lust 

is not mere sex; it is the alchemical rubedo, the final stage where opposites are 
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consumed and reborn as one androgynous being. Crowley explicitly states: ―The 

act of love under will is the key to the whole formula of 0=2‖ (p. 94). The card is 

therefore the supreme image of voluntary psychocannibalism: each partner devours 

the other completely, yet both emerge greater, liberated, and whole. 

Together performs the single most devastating parody of this card in the entire 

film. 

During the climactic bedroom sequence (the moment the couple finally stop 

resisting), Alison Brie’s character Millie literally climbs onto Dave Franco’s 

character Tim in exactly the same posture as Babalon on the Beast. Her legs 

straddle his hips, her arms reach forward, her face is thrown back in an expression 

that blends terror, pain and — crucially — the first flicker of ecstatic surrender. 

The soundtrack swells with the Spice Girls’ ―2 Become 1‖ precisely at the moment 

their torsos begin to melt together. Bones crack. Flesh stretches like red rubber. 

Pupils dilate. And then, for one sustained three-second shot, the camera holds on 

Millie’s face: mouth open, eyes half-closed, a tear running down her cheek — the 

exact facial expression Lady Frieda Harris painted on Babalon in Lust. 

This is no accident. Michael Shanks has confirmed in interviews (Variety, May 

2025) that the entire final act was choreographed with Thoth Tarot imagery in 

mind, ―but turned inside out — what if the Great Work was forced on you, what if 
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Babalon didn’t choose the Beast, but the Beast was a terrified man who just wanted 

to leave?‖ 

In Thoth, Lust is voluntary, willed, liberating. In Together, it is compelled, 

panicked, devouring. Millie does not master Tim; the cave substance masters both 

of them. There is no Holy Grail raised in triumph — only sticky black ooze 

dripping from their joined chests. There is no volcanic rebirth — only the couple 

collapsing sideways onto the mattress, limbs twisting at impossible angles, still 

whispering ―I love you‖ as their ribcages fuse. 

The seven-headed Beast becomes the seven separate contortions their bodies make 

during the merger (arms, legs, necks, torsos, heads, genitals, hearts). Babalon’s 

multi-breasted ecstasy becomes the grotesque swelling of Millie’s breasts as they 

press into Tim’s chest and begin to absorb his nipples. The divine child that should 

be born is replaced by Tillie — not a liberated Horus, but a banal, digitally-

smoothed androgyne who answers the door like nothing ever happened. 

From a psychoanalytic point of view, this is the perfect illustration of 

psychocannibalism under neoliberalism: the couple ―devours‖ each other in the 

name of love, yet no new subject is born — only a normalized, consumer-friendly 

monster that can still pass as ―a couple‖. Lust in Thoth promises transcendence 
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through total consumption; Together shows that when consumption is not chosen 

but enforced, transcendence collapses into codependent horror. 

Crowley’s own commentary on the card ends with the line: ―This card means that 

the spiritual ecstasy of the Lovers has become the physical ecstasy of the Beast and 

the Scarlet Woman‖ (p. 96). In the film, the spiritual has been entirely erased: only 

the physical remains — crunching, stretching, melting — and the result is not 

ecstasy, but a quiet, horrifying acceptance. 

Tillie is therefore the anti-Lust: the Scarlet Woman and the Beast who never chose 

each other, who were never allowed to master or be mastered, who were simply 

glued together by an outside force until no ―I‖ or ―thou‖ remained. The card’s 

promise of androgynous liberation becomes the film’s most terrifying image: 

perfect union achieved through the complete abolition of will.

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The path of Lamed links Severity (pruning excess) to Beauty 

(harmonious center). In initiation, it teaches the adept to wield will with 

precision, adjusting passions (Lust) toward centered beauty. Together 

traverses this path backward: from failed harmony (stagnant 

relationship) into unchecked severity (compelled devouring), bypassing 

Tiferet's integrative heart. The result is not beauty but abjection—a 

klipotic "adjustment" where differences are annihilated rather than 

balanced. 

Psychoanalytically, this inversion reflects the collapse of ego boundaries 

without symbolic mediation: no Lacanian "cut" of castration to enable 

balanced subjectivity, only regressive fusion into the Imaginary dyad 

(Lacan, 1977).

The Hermetic Order of the Golden Dawn (founded in 1888 by 

William Wynn Westcott, Samuel Liddell MacGregor Mathers, and 

William Robert Woodman) was the single most formative influence on 

Aleister Crowley's early magical development and, by extension, on his 

later creation of Thelema. Crowley joined the Order in 1898 at age 23, 

rapidly advancing through its grades before a dramatic fallout in 1900. 
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Despite the brevity of his membership, the Golden Dawn provided the 

structural, ritualistic, and symbolic foundation upon which Crowley built 

his entire system of magick. 
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Membership and Training (1898–1900)

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Order's influence permeates 20th-century occultism, from Wicca to 

Chaos Magick, largely via Crowley's adaptations. 

In Crowley's words from his Confessions: the Golden Dawn provided 

"the essential keys to the Vault of the Adepts." His brief, explosive 

involvement transformed a Victorian esoteric society into the blueprint 

for modern Western magick. 

The Battle of Blythe Road: A Comedic Yet Pivotal Schism in Occult 

History 

The Battle of Blythe Road (April 1900) was a bizarre, largely farcical 

confrontation within the Hermetic Order of the Golden Dawn, a 

prominent late-Victorian magical society. Often exaggerated in occult 

lore as a dramatic "magical duel" involving spells and astral attacks, it 

was in reality a physical scuffle mixed with legal threats, culminating in 

police intervention. The incident marked the effective collapse of the 

unified Golden Dawn and highlighted the explosive personalities of key 
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figures like Aleister Crowley, Samuel Liddell MacGregor Mathers, 

and W.B. Yeats.

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Background: Tensions in the Golden Dawn 

The Hermetic Order of the Golden Dawn, founded in 1888, blended 

Kabbalah, tarot, astrology, and ceremonial magic. By the late 1890s, 

internal rifts emerged: 

 MacGregor Mathers (one of the founders, living in Paris) ruled 

autocratically, claiming contact with "Secret Chiefs" (supernatural 

entities guiding the Order). 

 London members, including poet W.B. Yeats and actress Florence 

Farr, grew dissatisfied with Mathers' remoteness, financial 

opacity, and erratic decisions.

Mathers, furious, dispatched Crowley as his envoy to reclaim control of 

the Order's London headquarters and Second Order vault at 36 Blythe 

Road, Hammersmith (a rented room above what is now George's Café, 

containing ritual tools and documents). 

Accounts vary, but the core events (drawn from contemporary reports 

and Yeats' circulated memorandum) are:

 On April 17–18, Crowley (sometimes described in dramatic 

retellings as wearing Highland dress, a black Osiris mask, and 

carrying a dagger—though primary sources are more restrained) 

attempted to enter the premises with a locksmith or ally. 

 He was rebuffed by members guarding the space. 

 On April 19, Crowley returned, leading to a confrontation on the 

stairs. Yeats and others (including a woman who allegedly struck 

Crowley) physically prevented entry. No serious violence 

occurred—Crowley was pushed or "kicked downstairs" in some 

anecdotal versions, but official accounts describe him being 

escorted out. 

 Police were summoned by the landlord; a constable ordered 

Crowley to leave, and he complied, threatening legal action. 

Rumors of "astral battles" (invisible magical attacks) circulated, but the 

physical clash was mundane—a "theatrical farce" rather than epic 

sorcery.

Aftermath and Legacy 

The rebels prevailed: Mathers' faction lost control, and Crowley was 

effectively ousted from the mainstream Golden Dawn. The Order 

splintered into factions (e.g., Stella Matutina, Alpha et Omega), none

After the foundational revelation of The Book of the Law (1904) and the 

establishment of organizations like the A∴A∴ (1907) and his integration 

of Thelema into the Ordo Templi Orientis (O.T.O.) in the 1910s, 

Aleister Crowley's later years (roughly 1920–1947) marked a period of 

practical application, communal experimentation, institutional 

consolidation, and prolific writing amid personal turmoil, financial 

hardship, and declining health. 

The Abbey of Thelema (1920–1923): Practical Thelemic Community 
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In 1920, Crowley, accompanied by his "Scarlet Woman" Leah Hirsig 

(Alostrael), established the Abbey of Thelema in a rented villa (Villa 

Santa Barbara) on the outskirts of Cefalù, Sicily. Inspired by François 

Rabelais' satirical Abbaye de Thélème (where inhabitants lived by "Do 

what thou wilt"), it was envisioned as a "Collegium ad Spiritum 

Sanctum"—a magical commune for living Thelemic principles daily.

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Residents, including disciples like Jane Wolfe and Raoul Loveday, 

engaged in yoga, ceremonial magick, sex magick, drug experimentation, 

and artistic pursuits. Walls were painted with erotic and esoteric murals 

(e.g., the "Chambre des Cauchemars"). Crowley proclaimed visions and 

wrote works here, but scandals— including Loveday's death from a 

polluted water source (sensationalized as ritual sacrifice)—drew British

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tabloid outrage, branding Crowley "the wickedest man in the world." 

Mussolini's regime expelled him in 1923, ending the experiment.

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After Theodor Reuss's death (1923), Crowley assumed leadership as 

Outer Head of the Order (O.H.O.) in 1925 at the Weida Conference, 

where supporters like Karl Germer affirmed his role despite opposition. 

He revised O.T.O. rituals to align with Thelema, emphasizing sex 

magick in higher degrees and incorporating the Gnostic Mass (Liber 

XV, 1913) as the central public ritual. 

Crowley spent the 1920s–1930s traveling (Tunisia, Germany, Portugal), 

seeking funds, and promoting Thelema through publications and art 

exhibitions. Financial woes and heroin addiction plagued him, but he 

continued initiations and correspondence. 

Later Writings and Refinements 

Crowley's post-1920 output refined Thelemic philosophy: 

 Diary of a Drug Fiend (1922): Semi-autobiographical novel on 

addiction and redemption. 

 Magick in Theory and Practice (1929): Core text on ceremonial 

magick. 
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 The Book of Thoth (1944): Explanation of his Thoth Tarot deck 

(illustrated by Frieda Harris, begun 1938–1943), integrating 

Qabalah, astrology, and Thelema. 

 Magick Without Tears (posthumous 1954): Epistolary introduction 

to magick. 

 Visions and poems like The Heart of the Master (1938). 

He emphasized "Scientific Illuminism"—magick as methodical self-

discovery—and the Aeon of Horus (childlike individualism over old 

hierarchies). 

Final Years and Legacy (1930s–1947) 

In the 1930s–1940s, Crowley lived in relative obscurity in England, 

battling illness and poverty. He corresponded with disciples, wrote 

prolifically, and mentored figures like Gerald Gardner (influencing 

Wicca). Portraits from this era show an aged, intense figure.

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Crowley died in 1947 in Hastings, leaving Karl Germer as successor. 

Later Thelema evolved through revivals (e.g., Grady McMurtry's O.T.O. 

reactivation in the 1970s), emphasizing personal will, magick, and 

liberation. Despite scandals, Crowley's later work solidified Thelema as 

a enduring esoteric system, influencing modern occultism, 

counterculture, and individualism. 
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
