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Back-page Roster: Household Membership

Ask the respondent: Please tell me the name and age of each member of this household. A household is one
person or a group of people—regardless of blood or marital relationship—who live in the same residence and who
eat from the same kitchen. Please start with the head of the household.

Household members are those who eat from the same kitchen and who have lived in the residence for at least
three months (or who expect to do so for a total of at least three months). People who usually live and eat with the
household but who are temporarily absent are also counted as household members as long as their total absence
will not last more than three months.

Be sure to count as household members all those who meet the criteria. Pay special attention to those who are
temporarily absent, children, newborns, the elderly, visitors, and domestic servants (and their relatives) who do
not have another residence.

For your own use, note who is the male head/spouse (if he exists) as well as who is the female head/spouse (if
she exists).

In the header under “Number of household members:”, record the number of members. Also mark the response
that corresponds to the first scorecard indicator.

Always keep in mind the full definitions in the “Guidelines for the Interpretation of Indicators” for household and
household member.
