Instructions

Behavioural data

Each subject folder contains a .log file for each run, in which all events are registered. The first table shows the conditions for this participant in this run:

Stimulus ID: Event number
Type: Type of event 
OnsetTime = Onset of event (always 0 in this table, since this table was predefined prior to the experiment)
Duration = Duration of event
HandDelay = Delay (in ms) between movement and visual feedback
SoundDelay = Delay (in ms) between movement and auditory feedback
HandVisible = Whether visual feedback of the hand was shown (0 = no, 1 = yes). This was always set to 1 in this experiment
SoundPlayed = Whether a tone was played in this trial (0 = no, 1 = yes)
Text/Filename = What text was displayed in text events

The second table contains all information logged during the experiment:

Time = Onset of event
Trialnumber = Event number
Information type = Type of event (TRIAL = events belonging to a trial, e.g. display of text, camera being turned on/off, and display of the question, TRIGGER = scanner trigger, HAND = start of movement, AUDIO = tone being played, KEYBOARD = key press from participant (key assignment counterbalanced across subjects))
Specific information: Details of the event (e.g. TRIAL START CAM refers to the onset of the camera being turned on)

The SPSS file ‘group_results2.sav’ contains the thresholds (PSEs) and slopes for each participant and each condition, derived from the individually fitted psychometric functions. The first 4 columns contain the thresholds, the last 4 columns contain the slopes.
