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Patara Yol Anita

‘The Monument of the Roads’ at Patara

1993 yilinda Patara antik kentinde bir kundaklama sonucu ¢1-
kan yangin, daha sonra ¢cok 6nemli bir anita ait oldugu anlasi-
lacak olan bircok yazili blogun giin yliziine ¢ikmasina neden
olmustur. Bu bloklar tizerinde yapilan calismalar sonucunda
(Sahin 1994; Isik — Iskan — Cevik 2001; Sahin — Adak 2004;
Sahin — Adak 2007; Sahin 2014) bloklarin ait oldugu yapinin
Lykialilarin MS 46 yilinda imparator Claudius’a ithafen dik-
tirdigi biytik bir anit oldugu anlasilmistir. Uc tarafi yazil
olan anitin 6n yuzinde imparator Claudius’a ithaf yer alir-
ken, diger ytizlerde tiim Lykia sinirlar: icinde yer alan yollarin
Olctleriyle birlikte bir listesi sunulmustur. Anit ve o6zellikle
uzerindeki yol listesi cesitli yayinlarda itinerarium (Isik 1994:
254), miliarium (Isik — Iskan — Cevik 2001), stadiasmus (Sahin —
Adak 2007; Sahin 2014) ve tabellarium (Salway 2007: 195-196)
olarak tanimlanmistir. Bu tanimlamalar anitin tizerinde adi-
nin ne olduguna dair dogrudan bir veri bulunmadigindan,
iceriginin, islevinin ve mimarisinin verdigi izlenim dogrul-
tusunda kullanilmistir. Bu nedenle bu yazida daha genel bir
adlandirma olarak “Patara Yol Anit1” bashg tercih edilmistir
(Fig. 1).

Anitin 6n yuzindeki (A) ithaf yazitinda “Roma dostu ve
imparatorsever sadik miittefikler” olarak tanimlanan Lykialilar,
Claudius’un Lykia’da bir stiredir devam etmekte olan i¢ savasi
bitirerek, anitta ifade edildigi sekliyle kendilerini “isyandan,
kanunsuzluktan ve eskvyaliktan” kurtardigini ve “dirlige, hukuki
esitlige ve geleneksel kanunlara” yeniden kavusturdugunu ifade
etmektedir. Ayrica Claudius’un Lykia’daki devlet yonetimini
“muhakeme yetenegi olmayan halk yigimindan” alip “en seckin kisi-
ler arasindan segilen darmisma meclisi tiyelerine” emanet ettigi de
vurgulanmistir. Bu tip bir meclis tiyesi secimi islemine, Gagai
kentinde ele gecen ayn1 dénemden bir baska yazit da isaret et-
mektedir (French 1999/2000; Marksteiner — Worrle 2002: 562-
563; Sahin — Adak 2007: 43; Sahin 2014: 49). An1it MS 43 yilinda
Roma eyaleti yapilan Lykia’nin ilk valisi Quintus Veraniusun
oluruyla dikilmis olup askeri acidan oldukca tecriibeli olan

bu vali Lykia’daki i¢ savasin sonlandirilmasi ve bolgenin eya-

Due to an act of arson in 1993, a fire broke out in
the ancient city of Patara, the aftermath of which re-
vealed many inscribed blocks which were understood
to belong to a very important monument. The result
of research on those blocks showed that the struc-
ture, to which these blocks belonged, was a massive
monument dedicated to the Emperor Claudius in 46
AD by the Lycians (Sahin 1994; Isik — Iskan — Cevik
2001; Sahin — Adak 2004; Sahin — Adak 2007; Sahin
2014). Three sides of the monument are inscribed:
the front face contains the dedication to Claudius,
while a list of roads is presented on the other sides at
the right and the left of the dedication. The monu-
ment and especially its road list are defined as be-
ing an itinerarium (Isik 1994: 254), miliarium (Isik —
Iskan — Cevik 2001), stadiasmus (Sahin — Adak 2007;
Sahin 2014) and a tabellarium (Salway 2007: 195-196)
in various publications. These definitions have been
employed to accord with the impression provided by
the inscription’s contents, function and architecture,
since within the texts on this monument there is no
record of the name of the monument itself. There-
fore, ““The Monument of the Roads’ at Patara” has
been chosen as the title of this paper (Fig. 1).

In the dedicatory inscription on the front face
(A), the Lycians are described as “Rome-loving and
Caesar-loving faithful allies” recording that Claudi-
us had ended the civil strife that had continued for
some while, and had rescued them from “mutiny,
lawlessness and banditry” and restored “concord,
equality before the law and ancestral laws”. Further,
it is emphasized that Claudius had entrusted the ad-
ministration of state to the “councillors chosen from
amongst the noblest men” having retrieved it from
the “undiscriminating multitude”. A similar choos-
ing of councillors is also indicated in an inscription
from Gagai dating from the same period (French
1999/2000; Marksteiner — Worrle 2002: 562-563;
Sahin — Adak 2007: 43; Sahin 2014: 49). This monu-
ment at Patara was erected through the agency of

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Quintus Veranius, the first Roman Governor of the
Roman province of Lycia, which was organized as
a Roman province by him in 43 AD. This governor,
who was quite experienced in military affairs, was
commissioned by Claudius to bring the Lycian civil
strife to an end and to organize the country as a Ro-
man province and he remained in this office for five
years. The Lycians earlier thanked Claudius for “the
peace” he brought and for “the construction of the
roads” on the Claudian monument found on Bonda
Hill between Myra and Limyra, which was erected
shortly before the monument at Patara (Marksteiner
— Worrle 2002). The civil strife in Lycia was also men-
tioned by Suetonius (Claud. 25.3) who described it as,
“deadly intestine feuds” and by Cassius Dio (60.17.3)
who stated, “they had revolted and slain some Ro-
mans”. If the dedication recorded on the front face
had been found without the inscription on the side
blocks, we would never have known that a road list
was recorded on the faces either side of the dedica-
tory inscription, as the dedicatory inscription pro-
vided no indication or information concerning the
road list or road construction. For these reasons, it is
thought that the dedicatory inscription on the front
face and the road list on the sides might not be con-
temporary, the road list might not have been part of
the initial plan but may have been inscribed slightly
later (Salway 2007: 195).

The section concerning the roads starts on side B
(to the left of the front face). On top of this side, the
inscription reads “Tiberius Claudius [...] made roads
throughout all Lycia by the agency of Quintus Vera-
nius, his own legatus propraetor, the length of which
(roads) is written below” before the road list begins.
This list then starts with the road from Patara to
Xanthus and its length. The information concerning
each road is given in a standard form: “from the set-
tlement A to the settlement B (via the settlement C) x
stadia”. The distances given, except for five examples,
are those between adjacent settlements. The five ex-
ceptions record the towns between the origin and
destination settlement. These distances record the
measurement between the town centres (at least the
gates), contrary to the idea (Sahin 2014: 25 and 123)
that the measurement was not always between cen-
tres of settlements, but sometimes the distances re-
corded from/to the mansiones that would be aligned
with the settlements on the main roads (for instance,
on the roads between Phellos — Kyaneai — Myra). For
the roads that did not enter into the settlement, but
which passed through its territory, the settlement is
prepositioned by 8i& (through; over). To provide an
example, the road information “amo Kopvd[d]Awv
St Podiag mohews [k]ai Madapvoc[od] eig Akalioa[o]v
ot 9¢’” (side C, 1. 24-25) can be translated as “(the
road) from Korydalla to Akalissos passing through
(the territories of) Rhodiapolis and Madamyssos: 96
stadia”, which is to be understood as recording that:
the road leaving the centre (or city gate) of Korydalla
led to the centre (or city gate) of Akalissos, not pass-
ing through the settlements of Rhodiapolis and Mad-
amyssos themselves but passing through their terri-
tories. Thus it is quite probable that the settlements
recorded on the monument were independent (Tietz
2003: 276, fn. 207; 292; Schuler 2007: 77; Schuler

da yine “imparatorsever ve Roma dostu Lykia-
blar” Claudius’a, sagladig “huzur ve yollarin
yaprmy” icin tesekkir etmektedirler (Mark-
steiner — Worrle 2002). Bahsi gecen siddetli i¢ karisikliklar
“oliimciil i¢ catismalar” tanimlamasiyla Suetonius (Claud. 25.3)
ve “bazi Romalilar: da dldiirdiikleri ayaklanma” ifadesiyle Cassius
Dio (60.17.3) tarafindan da aktarilmaktadir. Eger Patara yol
anmitinin bu ithaf yazit1 tek basina ele gecmis olsaydi ya da yan
yuzler bir sekilde elimize ulasmamis olsaydi, anitin Gzerinde
bir de yol listesi oldugunu asla bilemezdik. Zira 6n yuzdeki it-
hafyazitinda ne beraberindeki yol listesine ne de genel olarak
yol yapimina iliskin bir veri bulunmaktadir. Bu nedenle ithaf
yazit1 ve yol listesinin ayni1 zamanda yazilmamis olabilecegi,
amitin ilk planlandig1 zaman yol listesinin planda olmay1p yan
yuzlere yol bilgilerinin yazilmasinin daha sonra gerceklesmis
olabilecegi gibi duisiinceler de vardir (Salway 2007: 195).
Anitin yollarla ilgili olan kismi B yiiziinde (yani anitin
ithaf yazitina 6nden bakildiginda anitin sol yan yuziinde)
baslamaktadir. Bu ytiziin st kisminda, yol listesi baslamadan
onceki giriste “Claudius [...] kendi legatus propraetoru Quintus
Veranius’'un hizmetiyle tiim Lykia boyunca asagida 6l¢iisti ve-
rilen yollar1 yaptird1” ifadesi yer alir ve hemen ardindan Pata-
ra — Ksanthos yolu ve 6lcusi ile liste baslar. Listede her bir yol
bilgisi “A yerlesiminden B yerlesimine (C yerlesimi tizerinden)
x stadion” prensibine gore verilmektedir. Mesafeler, bes 6rnek
hari¢, komsu yerlesimler arasindadir. Bu bes yol 6rneginde

ler de verilmektedir. Yollarin her zaman

kent iclerine kadar degil, baz1 durumlarda
(6rn. Phellos — Kyaneai — Myra) ana yolun
uzerinde ilgili yerlesimin hizasina denk

gelen bir noktada olabilecek mansio’lara

kadar olculdigu fikrinin aksine (Sahin
2014: 25 ve 123), mesafeler dogrudan yer-
lesim merkezleri (en azindan kent kapila-
r1) arasindaki 6l¢iim isini yansitmaktadir. Kent merkezlerine
ugramayip bir yerlesimin teritoryumundan gecen yollarda o
yerlesim 614 (“tzerinden”; “arasindan”) edati ile verilmekte-
dir. Yani, anittan bir 6rnek olarak amno Kopv§[aJAAwv StaPodiag
noAews [klai Madapvoo([od] eig AkaAioo[o]v otddia 9¢" (C ylzi,
sat. 24-25) yol bilgisi “Korydalla’dan, Rhodiapolis ve Madamy-
ssos (teritoryumlarini) gecerek Akalissos’a (gottren yol): 96
stadion” olarak cevrilip, yolun Korydalla kent merkezinden ¢1-
kip Rhodiapolis ve Madamyssos arazilerinden ilerleyerek 96
stadion (yak. 18 km) sonra Akalissos kent merkezine ulastig1
anlagilabilir. Bu nedenle anitta ad1 gecen yerlesimlerin ba-
gimsiz kentler olma ihtimali olduk¢a ytiksektir (Tietz 2003:
276, dn. 207; 292; Schuler 2007: 77; Schuler 2010: 81, dn. 79).
Yollar bu diizende her biri digerinden bagimsiz bir sekilde,
belli bir “itinera” (giizergah) plani goézetilmeden olculup si-
ralanmastir. (")rnegin ilk kisimlar, Patara’dan Ksanthos’a,
Ksanthos’tan Sidyma’ya, Sidyma’dan ismi giinimuze ulas-
mamis bir baska yere (Kalabatia?) giden yollar1 siralarken,
sonrasinda tekrar Ksanthos’a gecip Pinara’ya ve Tlos’a ulasan
yollar1 vermektedir. Devaminda tekrar Ksanthos’tan bu sefer

doguya yonelip Neisa’ya oradan da Mylias yoniine Khoma’ya

2010: 81, fn. 79). The roads are listed in this order in-
dependent from each other, disregarding a plan for
“itinera” (routes). For example, the first parts which
record the roads from Patara to Xanthus, from Xan-
thus to Sidyma, from Sidyma to a place, the name of
which did not survive (possibly Kalabatia), returns to
Xanthus, from where the list gives the roads to Pinara
and Tlos. Then, the list records the roads from Xan-
thus to Neisa, from there to Khoma, to the direction
of Mylias, right after that, the list returns to western
Lycia and records the roads from Pinara to Telemes-
sos and Tlos. Further, following the many roads re-
corded in central and eastern Lycia, and just after the
road of Pygela — Korydalla, the list records the roads
of Patara — Phellos — Kyaneai — Myra and then the
other roads in eastern Lycia. At the very end follow-
ing the road from Korykos to Phaselis, there appear
the lines recording Kibyra, Laodikeia and Asia. That
some of the roads are not recorded, e.g. the roads
around the Kasaba Plain, the connection between
Mylias and Kabalia, and some urban connections
such as Lesei and Idebessos, tends to limit the pos-
sible routes of travel (cf. Iskan, in: Isik — Iskan — Cevik
2001: 30; Sahin 2014: 23). The height of the monu-
ment was a2 minimum of 7 m and the height of the
individual letters in the lines of the inscription, are 9
cm at the most, but usually ca. 5-6 cm, and this does
not seem practical in terms of reading these routes
on this monument to either determine travel plans
or to comprehend the logic of the roads provided by
the inscription. Consequently the roads recorded on
this monument are not “itinera” (“routes”). But indi-
rectly it may be possible to produce routes from this
list. The Pataran Monument of the Roads is not the
same as, or similar to traditional Roman itineraries,

such as the textual records of the Itinerarium Antoni-
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ni, Itinerarium Burdigalense or the Milliarium Awreum
in Rome and the Milion in Constantinople. Further,
there is no known parallel to the monument at Patara.
Therefore, the road list on the monument points to a
road construction/measuring program, the details of
which are not well known, during the Roman quell-
ing of the civil disturbances, “mutiny, lawlessness and
banditry” and annexation of the region, and to a plan
of recording these roads on this monument, rather
than it serving as a guide to Lycian travel (Salway
2007: 195). Thus this list presents its reader with an in-
ventory of the roads constructed and/or measured to-
gether with the Roman provincialization of Lycia, and
it also reflects the message that the security problems,
in particular mutiny, lawlessness and brigandage as is
recorded on the front face, as occurring in both the
cities and the rural areas were solved for the whole
country, and the Roman “peace”, and at the same time
that the sovereignty of the Romans covered all of Ly-
cian territory.

It is also a matter of debate if the roads recorded
in the list were actually constructed. Scholars thought
that Claudius did not construct these roads but made
the extant Lycian roads a part of cursus publicus through
measuring them, so Roman power was symbolized,
and that the use of the words “080V¢ ... émoinoev”
(“made ... roads”) should not necessarily be taken as
meaning road construction, that only measuring the
roads would be sufficient to emphasize Roman sover-
eignty over the region and, consequently, not all the
roads recorded were new constructions (Biagi 2008:
306-307; Rousset 2013: 68-70; Polla — Rinner 2009: 85-
86). It does not seem reasonable, or possible to com-
plete the construction of each of these roads within
a period of three years throughout the whole country
between 43 AD, when Lycia was annexed by Rome, and
46 AD, when this monument was erected (Lebreton
2010: 67-74). The verb notéw (“I make”) of the object
word 08oi (“roads”) seem to present a general mean-
ing. However, within the frame of the work done, there
was also road construction, as can be deduced from
the word kateokebaotar (“it has been constructed”)
between Idebessos and Kitanaura in side C, 1. 5. In
the inscription on the Claudian Monument on Bonda
Hill there is similarly recorded, “katackev) T@v 68®V”
(“construction of roads”). Even though the measure-
ments of each road are given with precision, these dis-
tances do not reflect the actual work of construction,
because the roads listed, in many places extend over
parts of the same course on the ground. For example,
there are roads to Tlos, which had the most road con-
nections in number, from Xanthus, Pinara, Telmessos
and Kadyanda. But these roads are not entirely inde-
pendent of each other nor do they follow totally differ-
ent courses, and they should have joined somewhere
before the, river Xanthus then lead to Tlos via a single
road (Sahin 2014: 25; see Rinner 2009). Further, it is
remarkable that not a single milestone from Lycia dat-
ing from Claudian rule has been found.

The road list records three regional names in Ly-
cia. These are: Mylias in north, that is today around the
county of Elmali; Mnarike in the east which is ca. 10 km
west of the county of Kemer and Oktapolisin west which
seems to have reached ca. 20 km north to Gocek. The
list also records some cities and their regional affilia-

olan yollari siralayip, hemen akabinde tekrar bat1 Lykia’ya do-
nerek Pinara’dan Telmessos’a ve Tlos’a olan yollar1 géstermek-
tedir. Ayrica, orta ve dogu Lykia’daki pek cok yolu saydiktan
sonra C yiiziinlin ortalarinda Pygela — Korydalla yolunu verip
tekrar batiya gecerek Patara — Phellos — Kyaneai — Myra yolla-
riyla birlikte dogu Lykia'nin diger kentleri arasindaki yollar:
siralamaktadir. En sonda Korykos — Phaselis yolu verildikten
sonra ise Kibyra, Laodikeia ve Asia ile ilgili satirlar gelmek-
tedir. Baz1 yollarin verilmemis olmas: da 6rn. Kasaba Ovasi
cevresi, Mylias ve Kabalia baglantis1 ile Lesei... ve Idebessos
arasi gibi kentsel baglantilar, yapilabilecek seyahat planlarini
kesintiye ugratmaktadir (krs. Iskan, bkz. Isik — Iskan — Cevik
2001: 30; Sahin 2014: 23). Anitin en az 7 metreyi bulan yuk-
sekligi ve en fazla 9 cm’yi bulan, fakat genellikle 5-6 cm bo-
yunda harflere sahip olmas1 da yazitin rahatca okunabilmesi
ya da seyahat amach pratik kullanimi acisindan pek kullanish
gorunmemektedir. Bu baglamda verilen yollar “itinera” degil-
dir. Fakat bu yollardan dolayh olarak itinera ¢ikarilabilir. Tk
etapta akla Itinerarium Antonini, Itinerarium Burdigalense gibi
metinler ya da Roma’daki Milliarium Aureum ve Konstantino-
upolis’teki Milion gibi tanidik 6rnekler gelse de Patara yol
anit1 geleneksel itineraria ile de benzesmemektedir; bununla
birlikte Patara Yol Anmiti'ndaki gibi metinlerin, daha sonraki
itinerariumlara 6ncilik etmis olmasi da mimkuandur (Iskan,
bkz. Isik — Iskan — Cevik 2001: 20; Sahin 2014: 20). Dahasi,
Patara Yol Aniti'nin gerek edebi literatiirde gerekse epigrafik
kaynaklarda herhangi bir 6rnegi de yoktur. Dolayisiyla bunun
gibi nedenlerle anittaki yol listesinin bir seyahat rehberinden
cok (Salway 2007: 195), eyaletlestirme ve isyan bastirma stire-
cinde gerceklesen ve detaylarini tam olarak bilemedigimiz yol
yapimi/6l¢ciimi programina ve bunun anit tizerine islenis pla-
nina isaret etmektedir. Boylelikle bu liste Lykianin eyaletles-
mesiyle birlikte yapilan yol hizmetlerinin dékiimi niteliginde
olup, ayrica i¢ ¢atismalarda hem kentlerde hem de kirsalda
olusan 6zellikle 6n yliziinde belirtilen isyan, kanunsuzluk ve
eskiyalik gibi giivenlik sorunlarinin da tim tilkede ¢o6zildi-
guiniin, Roma “barisi”nin ve ayni zamanda egemenliginin tl-
kenin tamamina ulastiginin bilgisini yansitmaktadair.

Anitta bahsi gecen yollarin gercekten insa edilip edilme-
digi de tartisma konusudur. Bilim dinyasinda Claudius’un
yol insa ettirmeyip sadece 6l¢ciim yaparak Lykia yollarini res-
mi cursus publicusun bir parcasi haline getirdigi, boylece de
Roma'nin egemenliginin sembolize edilmis oldugu, “6dovg ...
émoinoev” (“yollari ... yaptird1”) kisminin da “yol insas1” ola-
rak anlasilmamas1 gerektigi diistiniilmis, tek basina yollarin
Olcimiiniin bile boélgede Roma egemenligini vurgulamak
icin yeterli oldugu ifade edilerek her yolun yeni insa edilmis
olamayaca@1 dile getirilmistir (Biagi 2008: 306-307; Rousset
2013: 68-70; Polla — Rinner 2009: 85-86). Lykia'nin eyalet ya-
pildigr MS 43 ve anitin dikildigi MS 46 yili arasindaki 3 yil
icinde tim tlkedeki yollarin hi¢ yokken yapilmis olmas1 pek
mumkin goézitkmemektedir (Lebreton 2010: 67-74). Yazitta
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060l (“yollar”) sozciigt icin kullanilan moiéw (“yapiyorum”)
fiili genel bir anlam ifade etmektedir. Bununla birlikte yapi-
lan is kapsaminda, C ytiziinde 5. satirda Idebessos’tan Kitan-
aura’ya verilen yolda gecen xateokevaotat (“insa edilmistir”)
sozcugunden anlasilacagr tzere insa faaliyetleri de bulun-
maktadir (krs. Iskan, bkz. Isik — Iskan — Cevik 2001: 28-29 ve
50). Bonda Tepesi'ndeki Claudius Aniti’'nda da benzer sekilde
“kataokevr) TV 68@v” (“yollarin insas1”) ifadesi ge¢cmektedir.
Yapilan yol ol¢timleri her bir yol bazinda hassas verilmis ol-
makla birlikte, mesafeler genel anlamda tiim insa isini yansi-
tamaz; cinki yollar arazide pek cok yerde ayni hat tizerinde
ilerlemektedir. Ornegin en ¢ok yol baglantisinin bulundugu
Tlos’a gelen yollar ya da Tlos’tan verilen yollar arasinda Ksant-
hos, Pinara, Telmessos ve Kadyanda yollar1 bulunmaktadir.
Fakat bu yollar arazide birbirinden tamamen bagimsiz ya da
farkli gtizergahlara sahip olmayip, buyik ihtimalle Ksanthos
Nehri'nden 6nce birlesmekte ve sonrasinda Tlos’a tek bir yol
olarak ulasmaktaydi (Sahin 2014: 25; Ksanthos Vadisi'ndeki
kesismeler icin bkz. Rinner 2009). Bu da 6n planda olan asil
isin 6l¢tim oldugunu gostermektedir. Ayrica, Lykia’dan Clau-
dius Doénemi’ne ait tek bir miltasi bile bilinmemesi de dikkati
¢eken diger bir durumdur.

Yol listesinde Lykianmin ti¢ boélgesinin adi ge¢cmektedir.
Bunlar kuzeyde giiniimiiz Elmali ilcesinin ¢evresine denk
disen Mylias, doguda Kemer il¢esinin yak. 10 km kadar bati-
sinda kalan Mnarike ve batida merkezi Gocek’in yak. 20 km
kadar kuzey kisimlarina ulasan Oktapolis bolgeleridir. Liste
Lykia disinda kalan, ama onunla baglantili bazi kent ve bolge-
lerin isimlerini de vermektedir. Yol listesi Lykia icinde doguda
son yerlesim olarak Onobara’y1 géstermekte, oradan da o do-
nemde Galatia Eyaleti icinde kalan Pamphylia’daki Attaleia’ya
yol vermektedir. Kuzeyde Asia icinde kalan Kibyra’yr (Corsten
2007) son istasyon olarak verirken, Kibyra ve Laodikeia ara-
sinda gerceklestirilen, fakat yazitin ilgili kistmlarinin okuna-
mamasindan dolay: tanimlanamayan bir faaliyeti de kaydet-
mektedir. Batida Kaunos son kent olarak gériinmekle birlikte,
yazitta bu kentle birlikte herhangi bir bélgenin adinin ge¢mi-
yor olmasi, bilim diinyasinda kentin Lykia’ya dahil oldugunu
dusindirmustir (Takmer 2007; Marek 2011;). Kaunos’la ilgi-
li kisimlar: bu acidan 6énemli olabilecek, ancak hakkinda he-
niiz sadece bir 6n rapor yayimlanmis olan Andriake giimriik
yaziti (Takmer 2007) ve Patara Yol Anit1 harig, bu tartismada
kullanilan hicbir belge Lykia-Pamphylia eyaletinin kuruldugu
Vespasianus Dénemi’nden 6nceye ait degildir ve Kaunos'un
Claudius Doénemi’'nde Lykia Eyaleti'nde oldugunu kanitla-
maya yetmemektedir. Bu ve benzeri nedenlerle kentin Lykia
icinde olmadig1 gorusleri de kaleme alinmistir (Sahin — Adak
2007: 93 ve 291; Sahin 2013; Sahin 2014: 423).

Yol listesinde limanlarin olmamasi da merak konusu ol-
mus ve buna bazi 6neriler getirilmistir. Bir 6neriye gore, yollar
ekonomik, sosyal ve kamu ihtiyaclar1 dogrultusunda yapilma-

mis, bu nedenle askeri 6ncelik gozetilerek topografya zorunlu
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tions. It lists Onobara as the easternmost settlement
of Lycia, and from there a road is given to Attaleia
in Pamphylia, which at that time was a part of the
province of Galatia. While it presents Kibyra of Asia
as the last station, it also records some activity be-
tween Kibyra and Laodikeia, which cannot be clearly
defined due to the illegibility of the relevant section
of the inscription. Though Kaunos is recorded as the
last city in the west, some scholars considered Kaunos
to be a city of Lycia, since it was not given with an af-
filiation (Takmer 2007; Marek 2011). But none of the
documents presented in this debate, except for the
customs inscription of Andriake, the parts of which
concerning Kaunos are important for this discussion
but of which only a preliminary report has been pub-
lished (Takmer 2007) and the monument of roads at
Patara, are not dated to pre-Claudian period and are
insufficient to prove that Kaunos was in the province
of Lycia during the reign of Claudius. Such reasons
have led some other scholars to consider Kaunos as
being a city beyond the borders of Lycia (Sahin —
Adak 2007: 93 and 291; Sahin 2013; Sahin 2014: 423).

The absence of some harbours or ports has also
been an issue of concern and some proposals concern-
ing this are presented. According to one idea, it was
due to the military priority of these roads, which were
not constructed for economic, social and civic reasons
and so these roads did not lead to harbours unless the
topography forced the case (Sahin 2014: 25; cf. Iskan
in: Isik — Iskan — Cevik 2001: 47). Another opinion is
that access to the harbours was more convenient for
maritime access and this list focused on land roads
not maritime routes (Mittenhuber 2009: 62; also see
Polla - Rinner 2009: 85-88). A different approach sug-
gests these places were not included as they did not
possess polis status at that time (Schuler 2010: 81, fn.

kilmadikc¢a limanlara yol verilmemistir (Sahin 2014: 25; krs.
Iskan, bkz. Isik — Iskan — Cevik 2001: 47). Diger bir 6neride
ise, limanlara ulasim deniz yoluyla daha kolay saglandigindan
kara yolu baglantilarin1 vermeye gerek duyulmadig belirtil-
mektedir (Mittenhuber 2009: 62; ayrica bkz. Polla — Rinner
2009: 85-88). Daha farkli bir 6éneri ise, limanlarin anitin dikil-
digi donemde polis statiisiinde olmadig1 yoniindedir (Schuler
2010: 81, dn. 79). Yol listesi incelendiginde, en azindan bes
liman yerlesimi oldugu gorulebilir: Telmessos, Patara, Gagai,
Korykos ve Phaselis. Yazitta tamamlanan Kalabatia da altinci
olabilir (Iskan, bkz. Isik — Iskan — Cevik 2001: 32; Sahin 2014:
137-141). Fakat amtin genelinde ayni teritoryum i¢inde kalan
iki birim arasinda ya da hatta bliytk ihtimalle, bir kentin te-
ritoryumunda yer alan bir yerden baska bir yere yol hicbir za-
man verilmemistir. Dolayisiyla baz1 limanlarin yol listesinde
gosterilmemis olmasi, cogunlukla, bu limanlarin zaten belki
de listede yer almis baska kentlerin teritoryumunda olmasin-
dan ve yollarin da limanlarin bagh bulunduklar: kentlere ve-
rilmis olmasindan kaynaklanmis goéziikmektedir.

Sade-
ce Lykianin tarihi ve antik cografyas1 ve ayrica Lykialilarin
Roma ile iliskileri i¢in degil, ayn1 zamanda Roma’nin impara-
torluk ve gtic politikalar1 ile Roma eyalet yapilanmasini anla-

mak i¢in de temel bir basvuru kaynag niteligindedir.
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79). At least five harbour settlements are recorded in
the list: Telmessos, Patara, Gagai, Korykos and Phase-
lis. Kalabatia might be a sixth (iskan in: Isik — Iskan
— Cevik 2001: 32; Sahin 2014: 137-141). But the road
list in general never gives a road between two points
within the same territory, or even probably from a
place in the territory of a settlement to another settle-
ment. Therefore, the reason for the absence of some
harbours in this list may perhaps be because they are
within the territories of other settlements named in
the list and the roads were already given to the cities,
to which these harbour settlements belonged.

‘The Monument of the Roads’ at Patara is, with
the features mentioned above and other particulars
unmentioned in this brief paper, unique, in terms of
its dedicatory inscription on its front face and road
list on other faces, and it has been a very important
discovery in the history of epigraphy. It is an essential
reference source, not only in terms of the history and
ancient geography of Lycia and of the course of the
relationships of the Lycians with Rome, but also in
exhibiting Roman policies of imperialism and power,
and also for our understanding of the system of Ro-
man provincial organization.
