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PROBLEMS OF EMPLOYMENT OF PEOPLE
WITH DISABILITIES IN GEORGIA

RESUME
The article discusses the main problems related to the employ-
ment of persons with disabilities in Georgia, barriers they face in the
job search process. The examples of the current situation in some
European countries are given. The inclusion of disabled people in
public life remains one of the problematic issues. Creating an anti-
discriminatory environment for them, social adaptation, solving the
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problem of unemployment, protection of fundamental rights, which
are manifested in the protection of their rights to education, health-
care, security and free choice, have become priority directions of all
developed countries.

Based on foreign experience, certain recommendations are giv-
en, the implementation of which will help and improve the current
situation in our country in the direction of protecting the rights of
persons with disabilities and special needs, employment and, in
general, raising public awareness towards such people.

Moreover, ensuring equal opportunities for all people in any
country (including ours) is regulated by law, and this is not just an
idea of humanism. The legislative framework is saturated with both
theoretical and practical (vocational schools) issues, but on the oth-
er hand, its realization - employment of disabled people - is a prob-
lem. Disability does not always mean incapacity. Sometimes such a
person has so much potential that most people may not have.

Employment has been and remains the most sustainable and ef-
fective component of ensuring the livelihood of vulnerable groups.
In Georgia, there are some initiatives in terms of their employment,
steps taken in this direction can be noticed, but it is insufficient.
There is an appropriate legal framework, but the main dilemma is
its implementation and implementation in practice.

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RESULTS OF GEORGIA’S REAL ESTATE
MARKET DEVELOPMENT POLICY

RESUME

The purpose of the study was to identify and assess the relation-
ship between the specified, specific components of the main social
values and policy factors for the development of the real estate mar-
ket.

The article defines the objectives of the economic policy for the
development of the real estate market based on social values. The
main public goals (values), on the basis of which the goals of the
development of the real estate market are formed, are: freedom,
justice, security and progress. The alignment of policy with these
values determines its effectiveness. The study was conducted by
interviewing respondents on questions formulated on the basis of
the main social values. The responses received were processed by
the SPSS computer program. The specification of the social values
implemented in the study is shown by the target indicators of the
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program, such as: Cronbach’s Alpha, RSquare and ANOVA Sig. The
survey was conducted mainly in the professional social network
https://www.linkedin.com/. The questionnaire was completed by
276 people. As a result of evaluating the answers received by poten-
tial and real participants in the real estate market to 15 questions of
the questionnaire, the composition of respondents was identified:
by age, income, property status, education, preferences and other
characteristics. Evaluation of the results of the study showed us that
the respondents have a correct attitude towards such policy instru-
ments as systematic and sporadic registration of land plots. Based
on the answers to 29 research questions, by processing the results
with the help of a computer program, reliability indicators and mod-
els were obtained. According to the indicators of the models, it was
revealed that the first, third and fourth models are reliable, consist-
entand highly correlated with basic social values (the first questions
of the models). The conducted research confirmed the reliability
and effectiveness of the economic policy for the development of the
real estate market in Georgia.

The quality and integrity of the scientific, including in business
research have recently become the subject of heated debate among
scientists. Due to an apparent increase in cases of plagiarism (scien-
tific fraud) and irreproducible research, some have claimed science
to be in a state of crisis [4]. In this sense, program “Turnitin” solu-
tions promote academic integrity, streamline grading, deter plagia-
rism, and improve student and researcher outcomes [8].

There are several studies about plagiarism. Some studies indi-
cate that the concept of academic integrity is culturally different and
has been in a way problematic in post-Soviet countries, including
Georgia. The understanding of academic integrity in the Post-Sovi-
et academic community often does not correspond to its contem-
porary counterparts. In terms of combating plagiarism, in Georgia
existing rules and practices often do not match each other. When it
comes to the definition and detection of plagiarism or sanctions for
plagiarism, the Authors of scientific papers usually act according to
their own, often subjective common sense [7, 4,16].

Although plagiarism detection programs have been used in Geor-
gia in recent years, including of the business-management field, the
protection of intellectual property in the field of scientific research
is facing challenges and several related issues need to be refined.

Regarding the plagiarism, the Protection of intellectual proper-
ty rights is a very important issue worldwide and in Georgia. Geor-
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gia must undertake more actions through the current European
integration process, to bring the national legislation and practice
to international standards and low [5, 7]. The DCFTA (The Deep
and Comprehensive Free Trade Areas) requires Georgia to mod-
ernize its intellectual property rights system. These reforms will
contribute to a stable legal environment in Georgia for the protec-
tion of intellectual property rights. The DCFTA lays down rules
on copyrights and parties must comply with several international
conventions and agreements in the mentioned direction and issues
[3,98-99].

The main legislative act regulating copyright relations in Georgia
is the “Law of Georgia on Copyright and Related Rights (1999)”. In
Georgia intellectual Property applies to works of science, literature,
and art, regardless of their quality, genre, volume, form, and means
of expression [6].

The quality and integrity of scientific literature have recently
become the subject of heated debate. Due to an apparent increase
in cases of scientific fraud and irreproducible research, some have
claimed science to be in a state of crisis.

Due to the problems with plagiarism and copyright issues In
terms of business research, it’s important to adhere to the standards
of scientific research review. The quality of scientific research must
be critically reviewed before publication. The research should be
justifiable for publication, meaning sufficiently important and free
from flaws, including plagiarism [2, 6-7].

The present research aims to explore attitudes towards and
awareness of plagiarism in business research in Georgia. In the
research, both quantitative and qualitative data analysis methods
were used, and the target groups of the research were business
students of universities accredited in Georgia. Overall, 157 respon-
dents (Students from Tbilisi State University (TSU) and Interna-
tional Black Sea University (IBSU)) participated in the survey (See
charts I, IT).

It is noteworthy that the regulations in the university are not
students’ source of information about plagiarism. For 44.4% of the
respondents, the main source of information is the professor [11].

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RESUME

The article proposes an approach to solve the problem of moni-
toring business processes based on the entropy characteristics of
the information space of an existing business system, which is con-
sidered from the point of view of the behavior and modeling of open
systems. The time component of the process is taken into account. In
addition, the paper describes a method for assessing the stability of
the dynamic structure of a business process. An entropy approach to
the implementation of the task of entropy monitoring of a business
system and its processes is proposed. The article points to the expe-
diency of using system theories that consider the totality of interact-
ing business processes as an integral large system. At the same time,
the whole is characterized by a triple interdependence, namely, the
interdependence of each of its most important parts, then the de-
pendence of each of its parts on the entire system (in this case, the
boundary conditions of the system in the selected phase of space)
and, finally, the dependence of the entire system on its specific part
or parts from combinations. It should be noted that the synthesis
of all these relationships leads to the need to take into account the
complex nonlinearity of processes.

RESUME

The work discusses the problems of sports management of
persons with disabilities in Georgia and the role of the Paralympic
Committee of Georgia in the issues of integration of persons with
disabilities into society through the management of sports activi-
ties of persons with disabilities. For this purpose, a reliable and
valid empirical study of Georgian Para-athletes and Para-sport-re-
lated professionals was conducted through an unstructured open
questionnaire. As a result of the research, it has been identified the
strengths and weaknesses of Para-athletes, their efforts to develop
their strong sides and overcome weaknesses, motivation factors, ex-
pected difficulties in the path of their future spiritual and physical
development; It has been evaluated the role of sports and the Para-
lympic Committee of Georgia in the life of Para-athletes, the specific
problems of Para-sport management, existing gaps and directions
for improvement.

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INTRODUCTION

Relevance of research. Among the fundamental values of the
civilized world, one of the most important is the care of persons
with disabilities. Sports activities of disabled people can play one
of the serious roles in the way of full integration of disabled people
in the society. Accordingly, special importance is given to sports or-
ganizations of Georgia, including sports management of disabled
people. In Georgia, many organizations deal with sports manage-
ment issues: the Ministry of Culture, Sports and Youth of Georgia,
numerous sports federations, but none of them directly cares about
the sports activities of disabled people. On the other hand, there are
also many non-governmental organizations in Georgia that take care
of disabled people, although this care is mainly of a social nature. At
the same time, as numerous studies confirm, sports management of
disabled people plays a special role in the full integration of disabled
people into society. [1,2,3]. Participation of persons with disabilities
in physical education and sports is not only a means of treatment and
rehabilitation, but also a necessary condition for raising self-esteem
of persons with disabilities, forming themselves as potentially useful
members of society. The only organization in Georgia that organizes
and manages the sports activities of disabled people is the Paralym-
pic Committee of Georgia [4], which is directly involved in the sports
management of disabled people and achieves significant results in
this direction. But challenges still abound. Thus, discussion of issues
of sports management of disabled people is very relevant.

Research news. The issue of the effectiveness of disabled peo-
ple’s sports management should first of all be considered from the
point of view of those who are directly involved in Para-sports.
These are Paralympic athletes and Para-sports related profession-
als. They should determine what achievements and shortcomings
Georgia’s Paralympic movement has. Empirical research is conduct-
ed in the work - a survey of Para-athletes and professionals related
to Para-sport. As a result of analyzing their opinions, the necessary
directions for the development of Para-sport in Georgia, the ways of
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eliminating existing shortcomings and the possibilities of improving
the management of Para-sport have been established.

Objectives of research. ldentifying the challenges facing the
management of Para-sports in Georgia and developing an appropri-
ate strategy in order to increase the effectiveness of the manage-
ment of sports activities of persons with disabilities.

DATA COLLECTION

145 Para-athletes are registered in Georgia, but from different
kinds of Para-sports 127 Para-athletes were interviewed. Among the
44 professional respondents of different Para-sports (Sitting Volley-
ball, Para-Skiing, Para -Table Tennis, Para-Archery, Para-Athletics,
Para-Olympic Shooting, Para-Taekwondo, Para-Swimming, Para-
Judo, Para-Diving, Wheelchair Fencing, Bocce) there are the head
coaches, trainers, assistants of athletes, instructors, medical person-
nel (including physiotherapists), as well as the leadership and man-
agers of the Paralympic Committee.

Based on the objectives of the research, an unstructured open
questionnaire was made for both Para-athletes and professionals
in accordance with modern recommendations of business research
methods [5]. Together with the questionnaire data, we tried to de-
termine the positive achievements and existing difficulties of Para-
sport management carried out by the Paralympic committee, the
role of the Paralympic committee in developing strengths and over-
coming weaknesses by Para-athletes, the ways of their spiritual and
physical development and their motivation factors (the obtained in-
formation is stored in the author’s “primary data” file).

The questions are formulated as follows:

¢ How do you think: What are your strengths?

e What are you doing to develop your strengths?

e What is the role of the Paralympic Committee in developing
your strengths?

¢ How do you think: What are your weaknesses?

e What do you do to overcome your weaknesses?
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e What is the role of the Paralympic Committee in helping you
overcome your weaknesses?

¢ In general, what opportunities do you see for your spiritual and
physical development?

¢ How does sports activity help you in your spiritual and physical
development?

e What is the role of the Paralympic Committee in your spiritual
and physical development?

» What difficulties do you see in the way of your future develop-
ment?

e How does sports activity help you overcome your possible dif-
ficulties?

e What is the role of the Paralympic Committee in overcoming
your possible difficulties? Overcoming your personal and/or family
problems?

¢ How would you evaluate the work of the Paralympic Committee
for the development of sports activities of people with disabilities in
Georgia?

e In your opinion, what are the shortcomings in the activities of
the Paralympic Committee?

e What aspects of the activities of the Paralympic Committee
would you like to improve?

» What factors of motivation are important for you?

¢ What is the role of the Paralympic Committee in motivating you?

Note that some personal questions (what are your strengths and
weaknesses, etc.) do not seem to be directly related to the topic of
sports management, but when the respondent indicates his own
characteristics and the problems he faces, and in other answers he
evaluates the role of the Paralympic Committee, it becomes clear
what is the quality of managing the sports activities of disabled
people, what achievements and what gaps exist in the activities of
the Paralympic Committee from the point of view of sports manage-
ment.

Finally, we found out the achievements and shortcomings of the
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work of the Paralympic Committee in order to better manage the
sports activities of disabled people in Georgia. The mentioned infor-
mation will help the Paralympic Committee of Georgia to improve
the management of sports activities of people with disabilities

ANALYSIS OF THE RESULTS

The vast majority of Para-athletes believe that their strengths
are: purposefulness, the desire to seek new things, the drive to
achieve success, determination and the ability to set a goal, spiri-
tual fortitude, a sense of responsibility and hard work. To develop
their strengths, Para-athletes note that they work on themselves, of-
ten daily, never giving up on difficulties. The role of the Paralympic
Committee is very important in developing the strengths of Para-
athletes. According to Para-athletes, the Paralympic Committee em-
powers them, gives them incentives, helps them develop their physi-
cal skills and gives them the opportunity to be more integrated into
society.

Para-athletes correctly assess their weak sides, among which
are excessive emotionality, physical weakness of some of them,
sedentary lifestyle, impaired reaction and physical abilities, etc. In
order to overcome the problems, Para-athletes try to get involved
in sports and cultural activities as much as possible; they work on
themselves every day, both physically and psychologically. From this
point of view, the role of the Paralympic Committee is also important
and positive, which, with the support of coaches and the help of psy-
chologists, allows Para-athletes to get to know their abilities better
and does not allow them to be depressed.

According to Para-athletes, an active and healthy lifestyle, news,
motivation to achieve success and intensive training are necessary
for their spiritual and physical development. An active sports life
raises the mood and helps to establish a healthy lifestyle, which also
affects their spiritual state.

Despite the serious and impressive results, the Paralympic move-
ment is accompanied by difficulties, most of which are mainly re-
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lated to the financial situation. As a result of financial problems, the
motivation of Para-athletes decreases.

Para-athletes unanimously note that sports activities help them
as much as possible, moreover,; they believe that sports are the best
way to overcome various difficulties.

According to the actual data, the Paralympic Committee of Geor-
gia has achieved impressive success, which is the merit of the com-
mittee’s good management. Since the establishment of the Para-
lympic Committee (2003) until now, the types of Paralympic sports
have developed in Georgia, the Paralympic movement is becoming
more and more popular, the accessibility of participation in sports
for people with disabilities has increased, and their full integration
into society has been strengthened through sports activity. Listening
to the Georgian national anthem at international competitions, unity
and equality in the team is a special factor motivating Para-athletes.

As it can be seen from the survey of professional respondents,
the Paralympic Committee of Georgia correctly implements the
sports management of disabled people and is focused on using the
latest methods of sports management in our country, for developing
both Para-sports and existing personnel, for establishing a healthy
lifestyle among disabled people and a harmonious spiritual and
physical existence for them. The Paralympic Committee of Georgia
ensures the physical activity of Para-athletes, participation in local
and international tournaments, which increases the motivation of
both Para-athletes and the staff as a whole to work better and with
more effort to achieve common goals.

At the same time, it is necessary to take into account the challeng-
es and shortcomings that exist in the activities of the committee, and
which need to be corrected. Certain shortcomings in the activities
of the Paralympic Committee are mainly manifested by small fund-
ing, lack of individual coaches and personal assistants, obstacles in
organizing tournaments. It is noted that there is a need for more
tournaments, more activities, more PR and regional development.

Therefore, it is necessary to further improve the activities of the
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Paralympic Committee: first of all, it is a question of financial provi-
sion, better management of holding more tournaments and partici-
pation in international events. It is also necessary to develop more
kinds of sports, more communication with Para-athletes.

CONCLUSION

A reliable and valid empirical study of Para-athletes and sports
management professionals has shown that the sports management
of disabled people is effective, the Paralympic Committee is doing a
great job of getting people with disabilities interested in sports and,
through their involvement in sports activities, promotes the full in-
tegration of disabled people into society.

First of all, it is necessary to find the possibility of increasing
funding not only from the state, but also through the sponsorship
of businesses and charitable foundations. For this, it should be
strengthened the PR of the Paralympic movement and its achieve-
ments; should be developed the regions, more kinds of sports, more
tournaments, more activities and participation in tournaments,
more communication with Para-athletes, better understanding and
promotion of individual needs; should be organized demonstrative
games.

There are shortcomings in terms of training infrastructure for
Para-athletes. More efforts are needed to develop proper gyms and
training spaces. The personnel policy also needs to be adjusted,
individual coaches, including foreigners, should be attracted more
intensively. All types of Para-sport should be given equal attention,
no Para-athlete should be left without any attention, which can be
achieved by raising the professional level of management of the
Paralympic Committee

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RESUME

Since the beginning of mankind, concern for survival and there-
fore safety has been one of the main components of human life. His-
tory remembers states and empires that ceased to exist as a result
of wars and conquests. The recent past shows that the main threat
to Georgia is the unfriendly neighbor Russian Federation with impe-
rialist intentions. This fact is clearly stated in the conceptual docu-
ments of our country.

The present paper discusses the important stages of the Russian-
Georgian relations since the 15% century and the problems that
these relations brought to Georgia. Russia’s aggressive policy and
aspirations to constantly expand its borders at the expense of con-
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quering natural-geographically protected territories are described.

The author reviews the traditional concepts of Russian politics
presented in the scientific literature, which originated in different
periods. Special attention is paid to the more radical and extrem-
ist direction than “Eurasianism” to “Russism”, the same “Rachism”,
which is the unofficial name of the political ideology of the ruling
regime of Russia.

In the visions of modern ideologues of Russia lies the denial of
law and the assertion of the priority of force, disrespect for the sov-
ereignty of neighbors and self-assertion at the expense of disorder
and violence. The center of the ideology of Russism is the cult of the
national leader, who will have the power to restore glory to Russia.
This glory lies in its restoration within the borders of “historical
Russia”, L.E. the Soviet Union, which is the biggest challenge for the
sovereignty and territorial integrity of Georgia.

The Russian leadership uses the military as one of many tools to
shape its “near abroad” and global positions. It has wide interests
in the South Caucasus from the military, political, economic and en-
ergy point of view. But, the current political leadership of the Rus-
sian Federation, objectively, acts from the position of military and
economic inferiority towards NATO. It is clear that at this stage, the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization appears as one of the main re-
straining forces of “Russianism” and therefore of Russia’s expansion-
ist policy.

According to the author, where the powerful states determining
the world order want to create an alliance that will guarantee the pro-
tection of their civilizational choices, the preservation of their identity
and statehood, Georgia’s failure to declare a clear foreign orientation
will be disastrous. Accordingly, he believes that Georgia is obliged to
clearly express its foreign policy. e. year Balanced politics and the de-
sire to put the conflicting interests of large countries to their own ser-
vice is an illusory approach that may have once worked.
