* Copyright protects works
o which are intellectual creations
o with an individual character
0 expressed in one form or another.

— art. 2, al. 1 CopA

* Works protected by copyright may only be used
o with the consent of the author / copyright holder
o or thanks to a legal exception to copyright.
— art. 10, al. 1 CopA & chap. 5 CopA

* Protection ends 50 to 70 years after the author’s death,
depending on the type of work

— chap. 6 CopA

— all co-authors together,
unless they have transferred their
copyright to the publisher*

— the publishing house, if the
copyright has been assigned*

* (publishing contract, copyright transfert
agreement, or terms and conditions of use of
the manuscript submission system of the
publisher)

This license lets you distribute, remix, tweak, and build upon the original work,
CC BY even commercially, as long as you credit the original creation. This is the most
accommodating of licenses offered

ATTRIBUTION-SHAREALIKE

GC BY'S“ This license lets you remix, tweak, and build upon the original work even for

commercial purposes, as long as you credit the original work and license your new
creations under the identical terms. This license is often compared to “copyleft”
free and open source software licenses. All new works based on the work should
camry the same license, so any derivatives will also allow commercial use. This is
the license used by Wikipedia.

ATTRIBUTION-NODERIVS
CC BY-ND

This license allows for redistribution, commercial and non-commercial, as
long as it is passed along unchanged and in whole, with credit fo the original
work.

ATTRIBUTION-NONCOMMERCIAL

CC BY NC This license lets you remix, tweak, and build upon the original work
= non-commercially. Your new works must be non-commercial and acknowledge the
original work, hut you don't have to license your denivative works on the same terms.

ATTRIBUTION-NONCOMMERCIAL-SHAREALIKE

CC BY NG SA This license lets you remix, tweak, and build upon the original work
7 = non-commercially, as long as you credit the original work and license your new
creations under the identical terms

ATTRIBUTION-NONCOMMERCIAL-NODERIVS

CG BY NC ND This license is the most restrictive of the six main licenses, only allowing you to
o L download the original work and share it with others as long as you credit the

original work. You can't change the original work in any way or use it commercially.
