IT DOES NOT CONTAIN YET REVIEWERS’ COMMENTS

- EMBARGOES START ON THE DAY OF ONLINE PUBLICATION («AHEAD OF PRINT»)
- EMBARGOES APPLY TO THE ALLOWED VERSION

(I.E. 12 MONTHS ON THE POSTPRINT MEANS THAT AFTER 12 MONTHS THE 
POSTPRINT BECOMES VISIBLE, NOT THAT AFTER 12 MONTHS YOU CAN DEPOSIT 

THE FINAL PDF WITH THE PUBLISHERS’ LAYOUT)

OPEN ACCESS JOURNALS [STRONG SELECTION CRITERIA]

• 32% ASK FOR APC - ARTICLE PROCESSING CHARGES, GOING FROM  250 A 
2900 $ PER ARTICLE (IT’S THE SAME LOGIC OF THE STAMP…)

• EVEN TRADITIONAL COMMERCIAL PUBLISHERS ASK A FEE FOR FIGURES, 
MORE PAGES…
