• KAKEN Researcher ID or e-Rad Researcher ID
• Originally IDs for researchers in universities (KAKEN ID),then 

extended for researchers in other organizations (e-Rad ID)
• Format: 8 digit
• Mandatory to submit governmental research funds
• Target 

• Almost all researchers in universities have their IDs
• Some researchers in private companies have their IDs

• If they want to get governmental research funds

• How used
• Submit proposals to fund agencies. (mandatory)
• Submit reports to fund agencies. (mandatory)
• Publish achievements on Researchers Portal (Researchmap)

• Grant ID: Only some fund (JST) uses grant ID (DOI)
• Work ID: JaLC as DOI RA promotes and extends use of 

DOI  
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
