This document is intended to help you
get started teaching Carpentries workshops, and answer any questions you may have.

Where Do I Get Started?
Glad you asked! Here are a few things we recommend to everyone:

● Review the Code of Conduct: We are dedicated to providing a welcoming and supportive
environment for all people. By participating in this community, participants agree to abide by our
Code of Conduct.

● Attend a Welcome Session!: Join members of the Core Team and community to learn about the
organisation, ways to engage, and an opportunity to have your questions answered. These
sessions are specifically designed to provide Instructor Onboarding to help new Instructors
prepare to teach Carpentries workshops.

The
workshop slug will be provided to you by the Workshop Administrator once you have been connected
with the workshop host.

Please complete the self-organised workshop form to notify us of your planned workshop so that we can
add your workshop to our website and provide support (in the form of survey result links and AWS
instances for Genomics workshops).

You must create the workshop website (prior to completing the self-organised workshop form. Remember
to create a workshop slug in the format of yyyy-mm-dd-site-online.

Once the form has been submitted, the Workshop Administrator will add the workshop to the upcoming
workshops webpage and provide the survey links up to one week before the workshop. It is important to
understand how The Carpentries Core Team use the workshop webpage to coordinate workshops.
