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Nesscliffe Hill Camp is a very rare 
and important Middle Iron Age 
hillfort (500 BCE). Until recently it 
was heavily wooded before storms 
uprooted many trees and inflicted 
great damage. Archaeologists, 
carefully excavating parts of the 
damaged hillfort, have revealed the 
remains of a remarkable stone-faced 
entrance passageway, with guard 
chambers and gate posts, passing 
through the massive rampart and 
deep rock-cut ditch which enclosed 
the hill top. The hillfort was later 
occupied by Romano-Britons, who 
probably made the Nessglyph. We 
think it represents a god of a local 
tribe called Cornovii (the horned 
ones) by the Romans.
