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1 Introduction — BcTtyn

The Open4UA methodology aims at achieving ambitious project objectives, in particular:

» To foster the National reform on Open Science for the higher education system
modernisation and EU integration by supporting legislation amendments based on the
orchestrated National consensus,

» To introduce advanced approaches and mechanisms to research assessment prioritising
Open Science at the National level during state certification of HEls and research projects
evaluation, and

» To foster the institutional reform on Open Science and advancing research assessment in
HEls through developing and piloting the related toolkits.

These objectives and activities are based in a sound knowledge transfer from EU partners, while also
involving representatives of relevant stakeholders under the supervision of international experts
(particularly through the Advisory Board). Therefore, the first project phase is the prerequisite of the
project's overall success and is covered by Work Package 2 (led by University of Ljubljana). WP2
focuses on the knowledge transfer from the EU partners and co-creation activities, which empowers
the Ukrainian partners to reach the main project objectives in Phases 2 and 3. This is achieved
through three training workshops at TU Delft, ULB Brussels, and University of Ljubljana, as well as the
co-creation of the comprehensive recommendations for the OS/RA reforms in Ukraine on the
National and institutional levels to build a foundation of project success.

Moreover, the status quo of Open Science and research assessment was mapped based on the
partners in the Open4UA project. For comparable insights of the diverse situations, we developed a
guestionnaire that maps the existing practices and regulations on all three levels — the national level,
the institutional level and the individual level. The responses of the questionnaire are shown in the
organisational cards on Open Science and Research Assessment in the following sections, and they
were used to generate a traffic light representation that is indicated in the overview maps.

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2 Mapping of Open Science in Ukraine —
KapTyBaHHA BIAKPUTOT HAayKM B YKPaATHI

The mapping of Open Science in Ukraine was carried out on three levels, the national level, the
institutional level, and the individual level. Representation of all three levels was ensured through
the partners in the Opend4UA project consortium. In alignment with the project goals and the needs
of the subsequent work programs, this overview made use of inputs from national organisations
(Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine; National Research Foundation of Ukraine), from a
variety of institutions (Universities and Institutes), and non-governmental organisations of
researchers (NGO Innovative University; Institute for Open Science and Innovation), whereas a large
grassroots level survey was not performed in the course of this project. For the three levels of the
mapping, a questionnaire was produced, where project partners provided information about their
organisations based on three overarching themes:

1. What is the situation at the strategic and management levels?

2. What is the situation at the regulatory level and in particular, what mandates for Open Science
are in place?

3. What training and support structures or activities are available?

The comparative results of this overview shows many advanced positions across the different levels
and organisations, as depicted in Table 2. A common theme did reflect widespread practices for
some Open Science aspects, particularly the Open Access publication of results in national scientific
journals as well as the self-archiving of scientific publications are already part of the existing research
culture across many fields and all geographic regions. However, taking into account the wider scope
of Open Science practices, there are still a variety of points to address. According to the inputs in the
conducted overview, the largest needs undoubtedly remain with regards to infrastructure and
available funding. In face of existing research practices and culture, the further development of
national legislation, institutional strategies and internal regulatory documents is less urgent than the
provision of new infrastructure and additional financial means, but they remain a crucial point for the
full effect of excellent, reproducible and impactful research work in Ukraine. The geographical
mapping of the existing practices reveal a uniform spread across regions and fields with regards to
the strategic planning, regulatory requirements, support structures and training activities, as
depicted in Figure 1.

The detailed results of the mapping are presented as separate factsheet for each organisation, which
are provided in the following subsections, divided into national, institutional and individual levels.

2.1.1 Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine (MESU)

OpendUA

YES

Open Science strategy or action plan

In 2022, Ukraine joined the EU countries having an approved National Open Science
Plan by the Decree of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine on October 8, 2022.

The Plan is another step towards Ukraine's integration into the European Research
Area. Its realisation will ensure the implementation of the Agreement between Ukraine,
on the one hand, and the European Union and the European Atomic Energy Community
(Euratom), on the other, on Ukraine's participation in the Horizon Europe Framework
Program for Research and Innovation and the European Atomic Energy Community
Research and Training Program (2021-2025), complementary to the Horizon Europe
Framework Program for Research and Innovation. Article 6 of the Agreement defines
the need to support Open Science practices following the rules of the Horizon Europe
and Euratom programs. Implementation of the National Plan measures will create
conditions for the fulfillment of the Agreement by Ukrainian organisations.

Implementation of the objectives and measures of the National Plan for Open Science
will make it possible to:

- create regulatory and legal prerequisites for the formation of the national policy on
Open Science;

- provide stakeholders with open access to devices, instruments and other means of
obtaining scientific results;

- ensure that scientific data are processed under FAIR principles (a set of principles
for the findability, accessibility, interoperability, and reusability of research data);

- promote the acceleration of the circulation of scientific information, to provide
access to relevant scientific information without discrimination;

- create conditions for more efficient use of the publicly funded research and
development outputs;

- make the scientific and educational space more transparent.

On March 11, 2024, the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine (MESU) presented
the Strategic Plan of the MESU until 2027 (approved by the order of the MESU dated
07.03.2024 No. 276), a key document that defines 9 strategic priorities and goals for the
coming years. For example, one of the strategic priorities of the MESU is the
development of science and innovation, as well as Ukraine's European integration in the
fields of education and science.

Task 6.2.3.5. of Operational Objective 6.2.3 "Internationalization of Ukrainian science
ensures the growth of competitiveness of Ukrainian scientists and their results, an
increase in the number of international partnerships and projects with their
participation" of Priority 6 "Development of science and innovation" of the Strategic
Plan of the MESU until 2027 provides for the implementation of the National Open
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Science Plan and the main elements of the Roadmap for the Use of Science, Technology
and Innovation to Achieve the SDGs.

Also, on November 16, 2023, a working group was created to develop a methodology
for assessing the effectiveness of scientific (scientific and technical) activities of research
and higher education institutions during national attestation. The working group
included representatives of higher education institutions, the National Academy of
Sciences, national sectoral academies, and foreign experts. In the process, the MESU
consulted with experts from Poland, Germany, the United Kingdom, and the United
States, and discussed the proposals with foreign colleagues within the frames of the
Opend4UA project. The new Methodology was developed according to the best
international practices (in particular, the CoARA principles); shortcomings identified
during previous state attestations of scientific institutions and higher education
institutions, in particular, the calculation of indicators of scientific and technical
activities; as well as the principles of Open Science and tracking the impact of research
on the development of international science, economy, defense capabilities and society
of Ukraine. On April 18, 2024, the Ministry of Education and Science proposed the
methodology for public discussion, which will last until May 17, 2024.

Open Science mandates

YES The national policy on Open Science in Ukraine is aimed at ensuring the establishment
of the principles of openness to research and educational data, providing the maximum
possible access to research infrastructures, publications and data for scientists,
educators, innovators, business and other stakeholders, and creating conditions for
ensuring equal opportunities and equal access for women and men in science. The
recently developed Research Assessment Methodology prioritises open research
practices.

Training and support measures

YES Since 2022, the MESU, together with the State Scientific and Technical Library of
Ukraine of Ukraine and with the participation of national and international
organisations, associations and other sponsors, has been holding annual international
conferences "Open Science and Innovation in Ukraine". The conference discusses ways
to implement the best practices of Open Science and innovations in Ukraine. In
addition, during the event, with the participation of international experts, ways to solve
urgent problems of uninterrupted access to research infrastructure, open access to the
results of scientific activities, the need to reform the system of research assessment and
accelerate the integration of Ukrainian science into the European Research Area by
harmonizing EU policies in the field of open science and data exchange formats are
discussed.

The event includes presentations by international specialists and experts.
The conference is timed to coincide with the International Open Access Week.

To implement the task 6.2.3.5. of Operational Objective 6.2.3 of Priority 6 of the MESU
Strategic Action Plan until 2027, in 2024 the MESU plans to develop an action plan to
promote science, including Open Science, taking into account international experience,
in particular the principles of the European Society for Civic Science (ESCA) and conduct
information and communication campaigns to popularize scientific achievements
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among the public, informing about the possibilities of using scientific achievements in
professional activities and everyday life.

2.1.3 National Research Foundation of Ukraine (NRFU)

Open Science strategy or action plan

The NRFU is in the process of developing an Open Science Strategy. Based on the
experience of colleagues from the Dutch Research Council (NWO), as well as members
of Science Europe (the NRFU is a member of a several working groups, including one on
open science), regarding the role of funders in implementing Open Science (OS) policy,
the NRFU representatives began to develop the CoARA Action Plan in order to promote
OS practices and CoARA principles. Upon further processing the document aims to
become a roadmap for the development of OS at the NRFU.

Open Science mandates

e The NRFU has started implementing the reform of the research assessment system.
Since 2022, the terms and conditions for calls administered by the NRFU have been
formulated in accordance with the CoARA principles.

e In particular, the NRFU abandoned 'bad metrics', citations, etc. in favour of
qualitative indicators. Quantitative indicators are used to support qualitative
assessment only.

e An analogy of the Narrative CV (Questionnaire of the project PI, Questionnaire of
the project authors) was created, which encourages the description of a wide range
of skills and experience. The Pl and authors can choose at their discretion which
achievements to mention in the questionnaire.

o The results and status of research funded by the NRFU are openly published on the
official website.

e The NRFU funding covers OA publications if planned in projects.

e The NRFU grants allow to involve students and technical staff in the projects, which
is an important move on the way to recognition of the fact that modern R&D

Open Science strategy or action plan

LPNU plans to create its Open Science policy within the frame of the Open4UA project.
However, in December 2023 the university approved its Publishing Policy in the Field of
Scientific Activities (effective from January 2024). This document is a major step
towards institutional Open Science implementation as it endorses the related principles
(open access, data, and licenses) as well as authors’ rights retention.

Open Science mandates

e |PNU Institutional Repository provides open access to a vast collection of research
outputs mostly authored by LPNU academic community. The repository is one of
the largest in Ukraine (almost 55,000 entries as of April 2024) and is indixed in the
Registry of Open Access Repositories.

e LPNU publishes 25 academic journals in different research fields and all of them are
Open Access. The university developed and actively used its own online publishing
platform to support these journals as well as academic conferences.

e LPNU is the coordinator of the Erasmus+ CBHE project OPTIMA (“Open Practices,
Transparency and Integrity for Modern Academia”) aimed at implementing Open
Science practices in Ukraine to improve the quality of National higher education
services. OPTIMA’s outputs contribute to shaping open research culture in Ukraine.

e  Particularly, within the OPTIMA project, the open peer review platform
Peers.International was developed. The platform is hosted and managed by LPNU
and has so far provided support for 11 academic conferences organised by
Ukrainian displaced universities. In 2023 the platform was featured in the EOSC
Catalogue of Best Practices (Best Practices Targeting ‘Publications’).

e LPNU is actively building the Open Science community in Ukraine. Ukrainian Open
Science Forum will be held in the university during November 21-23, 2024. During
the event the Ukrainian Reproducibility Network will be established. The Forum will
also host discussions on advancing research assessment based on CoARA principles.

Training and support measures

LPNU is one of the first 4 Ukrainian universities, where Open Science has been formally
taught to students and PhD candidates. Academic courses were developed in the frame
of the OPTIMA project and offered to students from various disciplines. Also, the project
team came up with a handbook, which will be updated, published and disseminated
through many Ukrainian libraries in the course of 2024. Also, an open online course on
Open Science is currently being developed by the OPTIMA consortium.

YES  Igor Sikorsky KPI, was the first among Ukrainian universities to adopt the Open Science

Policy on November 1, 2022. The policy reflects a new approach to educational and
scientific processes, and formulates the purpose, goals and objectives of open science at
KPI in accordance with the UNESCO recommendations. The tasks of implementing the
Policy are to ensure the possibility of open exchange of research, research data, creation
of open educational resources, access to research infrastructure, provision of knowledge
and formation of competencies in open science and, ultimately, integration of the
University into the European research and educational space.

The working group of the university on the implementation of open science has developed
a Plan for the implementation of open science at KPI (2023-2025). Currently KPI is tasked
with implementing the best practices of open science in the university environment, in
particular:

1. Improvement of University documents in accordance with the principles of open
science.

2. Providing access to scientific results.
e Development of the “ELAKPI” institutional repository.
e Reengineering of the processes of the scientific publishing house of the university.
e Implementation of the electronic publishing system of the University.
o Development of scientific journals of the university based on the open access

model.

e Creation of open educational resources.

Open Science mandates

In 2014, KPI adopted the Open Access Mandate on the development of a three-part open
access platform: an institutional repository, open access journals, and open access to
conference materials.

Currently, the library supports the institutional repository of educational and scientific
materials of KPI “ELAKPI” based on DSpace software (over 56 thousand documents)

The Open Journal System platform is used by 37 journals of KPI, 14 of them are included in
DOAJ.

Informational and organizational support for university conferences is provided by the
library, which uses both Open Conference Systems and Open Journal Systems for this
purpose.

The library is testing the Open Monograph Press platform, which presents its publications
under CC licenses and individual university publications https://publish.kpi.ua/

Training and support measures

The KPI task of popularizing open science through open educational events and consulting
on various aspects of open science has been entrusted to the scientific and technical
library. The module "Open science as a means of promoting academic integrity" has been
taught since 2023 within the framework of the university advanced training course for
scientific and pedagogical workers "Academic Integrity" on the basis of the Institute of
Postgraduate Education of KPI. Also, the topic of open science is taught within the
framework of the university-wide elective discipline "Fundamentals of academic integrity"
for first (bachelor) level applicants.

At NLU, there is currently no formal strategy or roadmap to implement Open Science
practices. The university governance is fully supporting the Open Science practices and
is actively engaging with the nation-wide initiatives in order for this to happen.

Moreover, there is a long-standing culture to publish results in Open Access, mainly for
scientific articles, in part also for other results. As such, Open Science practices are
already an integral part to the scientific culture at NLU.

Open Science strategy or action plan

Although the university has not yet adopted a stand-alone open science strategy, many
steps have been taken to develop and adopt a plan.

First and foremost, the principles of open science and the ways of its implementation
are reflected in the Transition Strategy of Berdyansk State Pedagogical University for
2022-2026, which contains a forward-looking development plan and specific indicators
for achieving goals and operational tasks. By integrating the principles of open science
into the university's transitional strategy, there’s a clear commitment to making
research accessible, transparent, and freely available, enhancing collaboration and
disseminating knowledge.

The Open4UA project is co-financed by the European Union under Erasmus+ CBHE program
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Secondly, at the beginning of 2024, the structure of the university was reorganized, and
two new units were introduced: 1) The Research Part and 2) The Department of
Innovation, Commercialization, Technology Transfer, and Intellectual Property. Before
this, there was only a Division for Student Scientific Work at the university. Following
the creation of the new units, regulations governing their activities were developed. The
university's regulations on organizing scientific and research activities were also
updated.

Thirdly, in 2024, the Research Ethics Committee of Berdyansk State Pedagogical
University was established. Before this, ad hoc committees reviewed and approved
human-related research as necessary. The regulations on the activities of the Research
Ethics Committee and the action plan have been developed. The establishment of the
Research Ethics Committee underscores a strong commitment to maintaining high
ethical standards, particularly in human-related research. This initiative ensures that all
research activities respect ethical principles and human rights.

In 2022, an Interdepartmental Seminar was created to certify graduate students
(replacing local departmental reports), facilitating the dissemination of research,
broader representation, and in-depth discussion of young researchers' scientific
inquiries.

Open Science mandates

YES Yes, such practices are mandatory, and this obligation is constantly emphasized at all
levels — from departmental meetings to the University Academic Council. As mentioned
above, the university operates a Research Ethics Committee. Because the university is a
pedagogical one, the main research directions are related to the humanities and social
sciences. Therefore, directly or indirectly, the majority of research focuses on humans.
The functioning of such a committee is an integral component of implementing open
science practices and principles.

The university recognizes and values a wide range of research activities and outcomes.
By implementing a policy that values different forms of scientific contributions, the
university aligns with modern research evaluation principles that go beyond traditional
metrics. Specifically, in 2022, the Scientific Activity Rating was fundamentally updated,
which evaluates the personal ratings of teachers, the department rating, and the
department head rating (consisting of the normalized contribution of the personal
rating and the department rating). The rating is based on the following indicators:

Quantitative indicators
Qualitative indicators
Prestige indicators

Grant and financial efficiency
Student science.

Every year, after the ratings are calculated, there is a discussion and adjustment of the
rating indicators.

This approach helps to foster a research environment that is dynamic, ethical, and
transparent, promoting a culture of integrity and innovation. By focusing on a broad
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spectrum of indicators, the university ensures that the evaluation process is holistic,
recognizing not just traditional scholarly outputs but also the impact and quality of
research, engagement and collaboration with wider communities, and contribution to
teaching and learning.

Moreover, including student science as an evaluation criterion highlights the university's
commitment to nurturing the next generation of researchers, providing them
opportunities to engage in meaningful research activities early in their academic
careers.

The annual review and adjustment of the rating indicators ensure that the evaluation
system remains relevant, responsive to the evolving landscape of higher education and
research, and aligned with the principles of open science.

The university encourages conducting research that contributes to achieving the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and actively promotes such research in the
media and on social networks. Specifically, according to the Scopus database, the
publications of the university's faculty focus on the following SDGs:

e Goal 1. No poverty (1 document)

e Goal 3. Good health and well-being (3 documents)

e Goal 4. Quality education (31 documents)

e Goal 7. Affordable and clean energy (27 documents)

e Goal 8. Decent work and economic growth (7 documents)

e Goal 9. Industry, innovation, and infrastructure (5 documents)
e Goal 10. Reduced inequalities (5 documents)

e Goal 11. Sustainable cities and communities (1 document)

e Goal 12. Responsible consumption and production (3 documents)
e Goal 16. Peace, justice, and strong institutions (1 document)

e Goal 17. Partnership for the goals (27 documents)

Systematic research on topics such as Regional Studies and universities' Third Mission
is an essential aspect of implementing open science and its social impact. Specifically,
the research addresses issues such as the reintegration of de-occupied territories, the
impact of war on science, youth return, serving the community, etc.

The university encourages publication in open-access journals. Thanks to the support of
Research4life, Ukrainian researchers now have the opportunity to publish their
research in open access for free. Therefore, university researchers publish articles in
journals of leading publishers such as Nature, Springer, Elsevier, Sage, Wiley, and others.
Pre-publication of articles in the form of preprints is also actively encouraged.

All faculty members are required to place scientific publications and educational
materials in the University's Repository. However, the repository was lost due to server
loss at the onset of the war. A new repository has been created today, and it is actively
being filled. The repository also houses all reports on project implementation,
comprehensive departmental topics, etc.

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The university encourages publications in scientific journals, analytical reports, and
White Papers. This is done to promote openness and data accessibility.

The university newspaper "University Word" has introduced a section called "Scientific
Highlight," which highlights university scientists' most essential and influential research.

The creation of scientific collaborations with foreign colleagues is actively encouraged.

The practice of creating thematic Bibliographic Indexes, which contain scientific
publications of faculty members on selected topics, has been introduced. For example,
an Index "About War in War" was recently compiled, containing a list of all works of
university faculty dedicated to war.

Similarly, collective and personal projects carried out by university faculty within the "In
the Focus of Science" initiative are collected and published. Today, a selection of such
projects on the topic "War. We Research" is being prepared.

Faculty profiles on the website contain exhaustive information about scientific
interests, leading publications, scientific and career paths, awards, funding, internships,
public and expert activities, etc. In addition, each profile includes links to profiles in
databases and scientific social networks: ORCID, Scopus, Web of Science, Google
Scholar, and ResearchGate. This makes science at the university absolutely open and
accessible.

Training and support measures

At the university, training sessions and events on open science are held regularly. 29
Specifically, since 2022, the "OpenDoors" format has been introduced, an event where

teachers come with questions and find answers together with the Vice-Rector for

Science. In addition, regular events in the format of "Ask the Vice-Rector about..."

(Scopus, Open Science...) are held.

These initiatives consistently emphasize supporting research integrity, ensuring the
quality of research outcomes, and developing a culture of responsible research that
meets global standards and principles.

Furthermore, training seminars are held for writing project proposals for funding
competitions, support networks are created, and individual consulting is provided for
every researcher who needs assistance. Research teams, which must include young
scientists, are carefully formed to write grant proposals.

Training sessions are conducted for these teams on writing proposals and ensuring the
sustainability of the research idea.

To inform researchers about opportunities, open science principles, and current trends,
the Telegram channel "Science. Restart" has been launched.

All our actions ensure the implementation of open science according to key guiding
documents and initiatives. We align with the principles of the San Francisco Declaration
on Research Assessment (DORA) by evaluating research based on its own merits. Our
practices reflect the core values of the Hong Kong Principles through a focus on
research integrity, transparency, and responsible metrics. By emphasizing qualitative

of the Leiden Manifesto. Our supportive and inclusive environment for researchers,
alongside fair and transparent recruitment practices, demonstrates adherence to the EU
Charter for Researchers and the Code of Conduct for the Recruitment of Researchers.
Furthermore, we are working towards aligning with the standards required for the
Human Resources Strategy for Researchers (HRS4R) certification, showcasing our
commitment to excellence in research and researcher development.

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3 Status quo on Research Assessment in Ukraine
CTaTyC-KBO WOAO0 OLIHKOBAaHHA HAYKOBMUX AOCNIAXKEHD B YKpPaIHI

The current status with regards to research assessment is strongly rooted in the past, but Ukrainian
institutions to a varying degree have begun to adopt practices from Western Europe. In particular, a
growing focus on the Journal Impact Factor, related indices and corresponding quantitative
bibliometrics can be noted. As such Ukraine is in a process of streamlining some overly complicated
processes remaining from previous systems, while on this path adopting practices that Western
institutions increasingly recognize as less-than-ideal for the scientific endeavor. These developments
have been recognised only by a fraction of institutions in Ukraine, thus far, but the current state of
play in the Ukrainian academic system is met with a high readiness to reform practices. It is
noteworthy, though, how committed individual organisations are already engaging in reforms based
on contemporary standards, new practices, and recent scientific insights. In this regard, the modern
orientation and structure of the National Research Foundation of Ukraine and the ongoing reforms at
the Ministy of Education and Science of Ukraine are standing out as exemplary.

The reforms of the assessment systems on all levels are embedded into a wider process of aligning
the Ukrainian academic sector with the European Research Area in preparation of the countries full
inclusion into the European Union. As such, the landscapping exercise focused largely on European
initiatives and instruments, including the Coalition for Advancing Research Assessment (CoARA) and
the European framework codes, as are the European Charter for Researchers and the European Code
of Conduct for the Recruitment of Researchers, which are part of the Human Resource Strategy for
Researchers (HRS4R) process and HR Excellence in Research award, and which have been recently
revised as part of the European Framework to attract and retain research, innovation and a1
entrepreneurial talents. Moreover, we did probe implementation of the most fundamental principles
in assessment, as outlined in the San Francisco Declaration on Research Assessment (DORA), the
Leiden manifesto and the Hong Kong principles. Finally, each organisation was probed qualitatively
regarding their current engagement to reform their research assessment practices.

It is noteworty from the overview in Table 2, that the majority of Ukrainian organisations are on an
intermediate level, but still have major activities ahead in order to align with and implement
contemporary principles and best practices with regards to research assessment. The general
direction in terms of reforming the system is very promising, not least due to the visionary leadership
on the national level. Comparing the regional spread of practices in Figure 2, it appears that
organisations in the western parts of Ukraine are more enhanced in their reforms and alignment,
than displaced universities and universities located easternmost in the country. This divide is well
comprehensible, given the impacts that the ongoing war has had onto those regions and the
institutions (originally) located there. In this regard, we should note that these impacts did not just
start with the full-scale invasion in 2022, but that half of the displaced universities were indeed
displaced in 2014 due to the outbreak of the war. Nevertheless, with appropriate, coordinated
support including through the Open4UA project, it is very likely for the institutions to swiftly advance
from the intermediate and basic positions to a modern and efficient work, thus maximising the
excellence and impact of their research activities.

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4 Insights from the workshop at TU Delft

4.1 Overview of the workshop — Ornaa cemiHapy

The Delft workshop is structured around the 5 pillars needed for culture change to Open Science as
proposed by Brian Nosek.! Topical sessions on infrastructure, user interface / experience,
communities, incentives and policy were carried out. Each session was started with a presentation,
followed by active group discussions from project members and wrapped up by sharing group
discussions. The Dutch practices that were shared during the workshop included the TU Delft case on
technical and social infrastructure for Open Science, the Digital Competence Centres in the
Netherlands, the Open Science Community initiative, the Dutch National programme on rewards and
recognition, the case from Utrecht University on rewards and recognition, the Dutch Research
Council's policy in supporting Open Science. In addition to these 5 topical sessions, the workshop also
included a special session on co-creative methodologies for research assessment reform and
improving Open Science practices. Project partners followed a step-by-step approach to co-create
and reflect on their institutional implementations.

The workshop began with a short introduction to the structure of the agenda and additional points
on the organisation of the week. As such, the workshop used the 5 pillars approach to culture change
for Open Science (0S), starting with the infrastructure to make OS possible, continuing with user
experience to make OS easy, the communities to make OS normative, the incentives to make OS
rewarding, and finishing with the policies to make OS required.

All presentation sessions are followed by a discussion session in breakout groups with the four
questions:

1. From what you have learnt, what’s applicable and what is not applicable to Ukrainian context?
(and why?)

2. Does anything need to be changed in the recommendations for OS implementation in Ukraine
based on what you have learnt?

3. What are the obstacles that you envisage which could prevent the implementation?

4. How could the obstacles be overcome?

Following the 5 pillars approach, the first presentation by Yan Wang, Paula Martinez Lavanchy
showcased the available infrastructures at TU Delft, together with the available support services,
training opportunities and institutional policies.

In the second presentation, Mira Stanic introduced the Digital Competence Centres that have been
established all over the Netherlands. She showed the centres funding background, their organisation,
roles, and tasks from multiple perspectives as well as the centres’ roadmap of evolution.

In the following presentation, Anita Eerland introduced the Open Science Communities, their roles
and the toolkits that have been developed around them. In particular, she presented the StarterKit
developed in the INOSC international network of Open Science communities with its practical
approaches to establish the communities of practice.

As the last presentation of the day, Kim Huijpen gave an introduction to the national Recognition and
Rewards program. Under the motto “Making room for everyone’s talent”, she showcased team

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metrics as opposed to individual evaluations, and how to find proper balance for the team, quality of
work and divers career paths, in addition to the stimulation of Open Science.

On the second day, Joeri Tijdink started with an introduction of the toolbox developed by the
SOPs4IR project. He particularly highlighted the connection to Research Integrity and showed how to
produce an Open Science promotion plan.

The following presentation by Jeroen Bosman showcased incentives for open science as a case study
from Utrecht, thereby relating to the national program presented by Kim Huijpen on the previous
day and how to implement it in the institutional environment.

The final presentation by Hans de Jonge focused on the national funder NWO, how it defines Open
Science, how it has put up policy and incentives in support of OS, as well as how this translates into
national investments.

On the third day, the Ukrainian colleagues Oleksandr Berezko and Hryhorii Mozolevych presented
the preliminary results of the Ministerial WG on Research Assessment, which is preparing the reform
of the national accreditation of Higher Education Institutions in Ukraine.

4.2 Best practices on Open Science — Kpalli NpakTUKK BiAKPUTOI HayKun

> Digital Competence Centers or similar support services and support infrastructures are highly
impactful to the wider dissemination and adoption of best practices.

> A key requirement to advancing Open Science is providing the necessary infrastructure to
make Open Science practices accessible and even more, to make the practices easy and
intuitive. This is particularly the case in all matters relating to data - from storage to
archiving, from publishing to planning data management.

» Open Science Communities are a powerful grassroots channel to enhance the development
of best practices through connecting early adopters, and they are a useful channel to support
new practitioners in their journey of adopting practices.

» While the grassroots level initiatives and the general uptake into the present research culture
are both important, it is crucial that these are matched on the policy side, which crucially
requires a reform of the research assessment system.
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» Beyond the policy level and assessment practices, the proper funding of Open Science
activities is a key enabling factor. Open Science has been shown to yield long-term benefits
and both a direct return of investment within the sector as well as additional indirect
benefits to economy and society, however, it has been shown that the implementation and
adoption requires upfront investments in the short term. This is ideally implemented as a
multifaceted program, based on a clear strategy and vision.

4.3 Best practices on Research Assessment — Kpalli npakTUKM OLiHIOBaHHS

AOCNIAXKEHb

> Incentives are a powerful tool in the management of a positive culture change, and they are
intricately connected to research assessment practices, as well as with career paths and
research funding.

> Fostering excellent research and overcoming contemporary issues inherent to the academic
system, such as the reproducibility crisis, requires a fundamental reform of research
assessment practices on all levels. These reforms must ensure that research assessment
processes value wider outputs, impacts and practices, and systemically acknowledge the
multitude of roles that are required in laboratories and teams in order for them to conduct
excellent research.

» Evaluation of individual researchers needs to move away from individual, narrow metrics and
rather replace those with broader portfolios of optional components, roles, and outputs. A
best practice example for this can be found in Maastricht university's Academic Career
Profile system.

> In order to overcome biases and detrimental incentives, the evaluation of individual
researchers in grant applications and employment should move away from the classic
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curriculum vitae and the full personal bibliography, and rather embrace impact statements
with a limited number of selected outputs as well as the narrative CV format.

5 Insights from the workshop at ULB Brussels

5.1 Overview of the workshop — Ornaa cemiHapy

The workshop started with welcome words by Prof. Anne Weyembergh, president of the Institute for
European Studies of the Université Libre de Bruxelles (ULB), followed by an introduction of the goals
and structures for the two days.

The first two presentations showed the international approach of integrating Open Science principles
progressively into research assessment via the Coalition for Advancing Research Assessment
(CoARA), and the Belgian draft legislation proposal aimed at integrating Open Science principles
within the national research ecosystem. These presentations were followed by a group discussion to
identify the key components for National Legislation to be transferred into the Ukrainian context.

The second block touched on practical strategies to put Open Science into practice. Insights were
provided from the ULB's Library and European liaison office, showcasing their experiences about the
adoption of Open Science practices within the academic institutions, the institutional barriers along
the way, how to overcome them, and how to leverage policy for sustained change. Afterwards, the
partner Eurodoc presented the highlights and impact of its Open Science Ambassador Programme,
which empowers early-career researchers to lead the transition towards Open Science. After the
presentations, the workshop participants discussed key take-away points for the reforms in the
Ukrainian national and institutional context.

The first day finished with a co-creation session to draft the policy proposals for Ukraine that both
promote Open Science and advocate for advanced research assessment methods, guided by insights
from the day's discussions.

The second day started with a plenary discussion reflecting on the draft policy proposals expressed
on the previous day, and how they can impact the draft Ukrainian legislation.

Next, Gareth O’Neill from Technopolis highlighted the lessons from the ongoing OPUS project,
showing how effective legislation can catalyse the adoption of Open Science practices, including the
role of policy in overcoming barriers and fostering a culture of transparency, accessibility, and
collaboration in research. The presentation was followed by a lightning talk to revisit main points of
Ukraine’s draft legislation and the desired impact and outcomes. In an interactive discussion, the
session finished in feedback on Ukraine’s draft legislation and the potential obstacles to overcome.

The following presentations included two large international initiatives, DORA and cOAlition S. First,
Rebecca Lawrence from DORA showcased the imperative shift from traditional metrics-driven
evaluations to a more holistic approach in research assessment, the principles of DORA, and the
strategies that emphasise the intrinsic value of research outputs and practices in assessment. Then,
Johan Rooryck from cOAlition S presented the implications of Open Access through insights and
experiences from the coalition, particularly with respect to national policy reforms and toolkits for
HEls and RPOs. The session was wrapped up in a panel discussion on the next steps, particularly for
drafting impactful legislation and implementation roadmaps for Ukraine.

In the final session of the workshop, the lessons learned and insights from the workshop with regards
to Ukraine’s draft legislation were discussed at a roundtable, in order to inform the
recommendations on implementation roadmap.

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5.2 Best practices on Open Science — Kpauli NpakTKK BIAKPUTOT HaYKH

Full implementation of UNESCO recommendations on OS in Ukraine and successful National OS Plan
implementation will require changes in research culture, which is only possible by shaping a critical
mass of researchers with sufficient knowledge, skills, and values. To achieve this, workshop
participants brainstormed and discussed several ideas and steps to implement:

» Start with providing definitions for all main OS-related terms and inserting them into
secondary legislation (not into laws to make changes easier as the concepts and landscape
are rapidly evolving). Probably several state standards on research tasks and outputs will
need to be amended.

» Effective communication strategy is crucial.

» Organising a National-level public discussion involving a wide range of stakeholders from
academic leaderships, decision- and policymakers to early-career researchers (we already
have Ministerial WGs and Open4UA National Consensus Workshops as examples).

» Providing mandatory formal training on OS with a specific focus on research data
management for students, doctoral candidates, and early-career researchers who are the key
to a systemic change in research culture in mid- and long-term perspective (results of the
OPTIMA project and the experience of their implementation can be used).

» New positions must be introduced in Ukrainian RPOs: data stewards and OS

facilitator/coordinator (on the faculty level ideally).

Each RPO should have a responsible person or a dedicated committee/unit on OS.

Progress on OS needs to be assessed every 3-5 years (new OS plan every 3-5 years?).

Focus on the necessity to recognise null and negative research findings and make them

publishable.

> Focus on the necessity to emphasize the importance of reproducibility in research.

> Develop a national code of conduct for research integrity prioritising openness, transparency,
and reproducibility of research (alternative - approving The European Code of Conduct for
Research Integrity).

> Unify research and educational fields' taxonomy for increased transparency and
management.

» Inthe long-term perspective, Ukraine needs a National FAIR data infrastructure (data
repository). From short- and mid-term perspectives, collaboration with a quality European
infrastructure e.g. Zenodo is an option. A parallel option might be adapting the existent
institutional repositories of Ukrainian RPOs to also host data.

5.3 Best practices on Research Assessment — Kpalli NpakTUKM OLiHIOBAHHA HayKOBOI

AIANBHOCTI
Even with knowledge, skills, and infrastructure in place, the main barrier to open and responsible
research practices is still the lack of recognition and incentives. Therefore, reform of research
assessment based on CoARA principles is the key to reforming the research and higher education
systems in Ukraine. Workshop participants brainstormed and discussed several ideas and steps to
implement:

> Recognise OS as a cross-cutting and discipline agnostic priority for high-quality science.

» OS practices must be included in indicators used for research assessment, particularly for
career promotion.

> New types of research processes and outputs must be included in the assessment including
but not limited to FAIR data sets, preprints, preregistration of research, research software
and code.

> At the same time, we recommend abstaining from using ANY citation-related metrics such as
quartiles in research assessment. If this is still unavoidable, we recommend minimising the
difference between e.g. high- or low-level outputs citation-wise.

6.1 Overview of the workshop — Ornaa cemiHapy

The reforms and activities on Open Science and Research Assessment in Slovenia have developed in
parallel on three levels, that is at the national, institutional and individual researchers’ levels. More
specifically, these included actions in five main areas:

(i) National legislation,

(ii) Institutional implementation,

(iii) Coordinated training and support,

(iv) Funding support and requirements, as well as

(v) Infrastructure, Communities and other support initiatives

The interplay of these five main areas held a pivotal role to the successful reforms and
developments. Correspondingly, the workshop focused the four days to cover all of these areas and
the components included therein.

The first day gave an overview on the three levels and the included five main areas, after which the
presentations focused on the reforms of the national legislation, including the Scientific Research and
Innovation Activities Act (ZZrID) and the Higher Education Act (ZViS), as well as the Decree on the
Implementation of Scientific Research Work and an Action Plan for Open Science (link), the
Resolution on the Slovenian Scientific Research and Innovation Strategy 2030 (ReZrIS30), and the

Action Plan for Open Science (link).

In the afternoon of the first day, we made use of a timely coincidence and carried out two sessions

on Open Science and Research Assessment reforms together with the UNICA 11" scholarly
communication seminar.

The second day focused on the institutional levels, starting with a presentation of the nation-wide
support project SPOZNAJ, which supports the Slovenian Higher Education Institutions and Research
Performing Organisation in the implementation of the new legislation and offers a wide range of
training and support activities. This was followed by a session on the research assessment reforms at
University of Ljubljana. In the evening, a social event was held jointly with the Ukrainian Science
Diaspora and the team of the AGILE project.

The third day started with an Introduction of Slovenian Research and Innovation Agency (ARIS),
followed by presentations and discussions with four sector heads from the agency, namely the Sector
for International Collaboration, the Sector for Research Projects, the Sector for Block Funding —incl.
Research Assessment, and the Sector for Open Science. The second part of the day focused on a
number of important infrastructure and support initiatives, beginning with the Academic and
Research Network of Slovenia (ARNES) as the largest infrastructure provider, followed by the
Slovenian Citizen Science Network (https://citizenscience.si/), the national Research Data Alliance
node (RDA Slovenia), and the Slovenian Open Science Community (SSOZ).

The last day began with a workshop module on practical aspects of research data management
facilitated by the Social Sciences Data Archive of Slovenia. The last session included an overview of all
activities and services with regards to Open Science offered at the University of Ljubljana, before
coming to the wrap-up and closure of the overall event.

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6.2 Best practices on Open Science — Kpauli NpakTUKK BIAKPUTOT HAyKK

The implementation of Open Science in spite of researchers’ potential concerns and overburdening
workload requires a trifold parallel approach on the national or legislation level, on the institutional
level, and addressing the individual researcher directly. From this, we extract the following best
practices learnt at the workshop:

> Legislation on research and innovation in Slovenia is based on European measurements,
examples of good practice from other EU members (particularly those with most recent OS
legislation), and international declarations and initiatives. Slovenian research and innovation
legislation was formed in collaboration with the stakeholders and experts of the research
and open science community.

» Open science should be part of the general resolution on research and innovation. If open
science measures are described in separate documents, research community may not
understand them as an integral part of research practices, but rather as a particular
additional obligation.

» The Council for National Open Science Coordination (CoNOSC) is a good resource for an
overview of OS legislation in Europe.

> Diamond open access as the best model for ensuring open publishing practices on the
national level.

> For open science to become a norm, key research infrastructure must be established.

> Citizen science is part of the socially-engaged open science practices. In Slovenia, citizen
science is supported by the national network of citizen science, which provides information
on current projects and accessible research infrastructure, offers training and links the
stakeholders.

> Dataverse is an easily installable and customizable open-source data repository software. Its
user interface is already partially translated to Ukraine. Installation and management may
require technical expertise, but the robust features for data publication make Dataverse an
excellent solution for new data repositories.

> A national vocabulary for Open Science and related topics is a crucial feature to be able to
communicate in the national language about the corresponding contents, while avoiding
misunderstandings and doubt.

6.3 Best practices on Research Assessment — Kpalli NpakTUKKM OLiHIOBAHHA A0C/iAKEHb

Systemic changes in research practices demand a change in the established practices of
research assesment.

In the University of Ljubljana, the goal of the new internal assessment system is to allow for
the easier creation of new research programmes and foster the career development of
young scientists.

Anchoring a minimum requirement of basic standards of research integrity and sustainable
research assessment in the law or its subjunct regulations supports the wider adoption of
contemporary practices and helps overcome unfounded resistance to changes, while the
proper phrasing ensures both the institutional autonomy and the required flexibility between
fields.

As a matter of cultural change, inclusiveness and dialog along the reform process are crucial
elements in the change management for an effective reform of the research assessment
system.

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7 Conclusions

The conclusions follow the 5-floor pyramid approach by Brian Nosek as displayed in Figure 3, which
we address separately on four levels; these are the international, national, institutional and
individual researcher level. As an outcome of the discussions at the workshops, we find that Open
Science practices are largely intertwined with research integrity, are related to remediating the
reproducibility crisis, and are closely connected to improving both the research assessment practices
and the research culture. Therefore, we are not providing separate conclusions for either assessment
or Open Science practices, but jointly address recommendations to shape the academic environment
in the light of contemporary practices and insights.

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7.1.1 Conclusions on international policies

BMCHOBKM NPO MiXKHApPOAHY MONITURY
Regarding international policies, the alignment with ongoing reforms and developments in the
European Research Area is highly advisable, although a cautious approach might be taken in some
particular concerns. The developments across European member states differ vastly, but a general
trend toward the full implementation of Open Science appears inevitable. The assessment practices
are being reformed in different ways between member states, and the positive outcomes of reform
can be well observed in the Netherlands. Given the international nature of research careers, steps
should nonetheless be taken to ensure sufficient flexibility for the individual researchers to exchange
with representatives of less advanced European countries' academia, and in particular, regards need
to be taken for early-career researchers. In general, the EU’s research and innovation framework
programme should be taken as the point of reference, not only for Ukrainian researchers’ ability to
become and remain competitive in its funding schemes but also given the framework programmes’
roles as the big trendsetter for developments also in the national academic ecosystems. With that
said it would be highly advisable for Ukrainian institutions to sign on to certain international policies
and initiatives, such as:

1) San Francisco Declaration on Research Assessment (DORA)
2) Plan S and the corresponding cOAlition S
3) Coalition for Advancing Research Assessment (CoARA)

7.1.2.1 legislation and subjunctive regulations

On the legislation level, there should be interventions designed to engage in several stages:

1) National strategies:

Although a National Open Science Plan exists and the related points are partially addressed in a

number of laws and regulations, a coherent strategic approach seems to be lacking and the

overall legislation framework remains opaque to the majority of researchers. Correspondingly, it
is recommended to improve existing policies as follows:

a) Address the vision, approach and general direction in a strategic document, which might be
done more narrowly than a National Open Science Plan or preferably in a wider context, such
as a national strategy on research and innovation or a smart specialisation strategy.

b) Explicit note should be taken of the situation, requirements, and prospective vision
particularly for the displaced universities and the Ukrainian scientific diaspora abroad.

c) Streamline the existing legislation such that research and innovation-related policies and
bundle under a coherent document.

d) Provide guidance to researchers with respect to the aims and vision of the government and
ministry in rebuilding and reforming the academic landscape in Ukraine.

2) National mandates:

Although some aspects of Open Science and reproducible research are already quite embedded

in the local research cultures across Ukraine, it is advisable to include certain mandatory

requirements in the national legislation, as this will foster a more coherent implementation
across the Ukrainian academic landscape, while also ensuring future developments to be well-
directed. As such, these mandatory aspects shall be aligned with the fundamental right to
academic freedom and with institutional autonomy but should reference particular aspects of
research integrity and the public good. For example, for all research that is predominantly (more
than 50%) publicly financed, the public should deduce a right to access the outcomes of this
research, thus indicating mandatory Open Access to publications, research data, and other
results of such publicly funded research, subject of course to certain exemptions like national
security or the protection of personal data.

3) National action plan:

The National Open Science Plan is an important base document shaping the research culture and

the uptake of contemporary practices of excellent research within the Ukrainian academic

system. As such, the plan should be continued into a second plan after the end of the first one.

This subsequent action plan should ideally be based on a public discussion to consult national

stakeholders and international experts, and it should be amended to further aspects of Open

Science and Research Assessment Reform. Moreover, a subsequent action plan should be

amended by the foreseen funding requirements for each action item, as well as foreseen or

possible sources to finance these corresponding activities.
4) National decree towards funders and quality assurance:

Specific determinations with regard to publicly funded research as well as quality assurance and

accreditation are recommended to be bundled into a national decree, which should be the
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outcome of a consultation process with all relevant national stakeholders and international
experts.

Funding allocation:

The interventions discussed and recommended in this document are aligned to improve
practices and overall enhance the efficiency of the academic sector. As such, the underlying
interventions have largely been shown elsewhere to reduce overall costs through a tremendous
return on investment, both directly to academia and indirectly to society and the economy at
large. However, the recommended interventions largely require additional capacities for their
implementation in order to be effective and impactful. Therefore, it is highly recommended as
part of the legislation or action plan to allocate specific funding for (a) National infrastructure
creation and (b) Capacity building across the academic sector specifically for the interventions
described and recommended here.

Revision of national legislation on copyright and intellectual property rights:

The effective production of scientific knowledge, the minimisation of friction losses, and the
efficient exploitation and valorisation of research outcomes are highly connected with the
legislation on copyright and intellectual property rights. Therefore, both aspects are suggested to
be reformed to both allow wider academic dissemination of outcomes and ensure the following
valorisation. Moreover, it is recommended to ensure via law that authors retain secondary
publishing rights for public research outcomes.

7.1.2.2  Funding allocation

Po3nodin ¢iHaHcysaHHSA
The allocation of funding through stable financing, through targeted subventions, and through
competitive research grants represents a key measure to shape the academic landscape and the
research culture. As such, three main aspects came out as result of the workshops and discussions, as
highlighted below:

1) The assessment and evaluation practices underlying any scientific funding should be well aligned
with the accepted principles of responsible assessment and research integrity. More specifically

Co-funded b The Open4UA project is co-financed by the European Union under Erasmus+ CBHE program
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they should be in line with the principles laid out in the CoARA agreement, the DORA declaration,
the Leiden manifesto and the Hong Kong principles. Furthermore, assessment practices should
rely on team metrics, the TRIPLE methodology or other approaches acknowledging the necessity
of diverse roles in teams and institutions.

2) Competitive grants and other purpose-bound funds should explicitely determine mandatory
requirements in the implementation practices, regardless of prior mandates along the same lines
determined by other legislation. Specifically, public funding grants should mandatorily require
immediate Open Access to all research outputs, within reasonable exemptions, as well as a
documentation of the research data planning, management, and archiving practices. Moreover,
such grants should include the methodological support for all such activities.

3) As a main component of the cultural change and the transformation of research practices
towards more openness, the national funding landscape should be amended by targeted co-
funding of main elements, such as:

a) Open Access Publications,

b) Open Access Journals,

c) Open Access Conferences,

d) FAIR Research Data Management,

e) Open Science-related Infrastructures,

f) The activities of the CoARA national chapter.

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7.1.2.3  Accreditation and Quality Assurance

The procedures set by the Ministry and the Quality Assurance Agency for the accreditation of
institutions as well as the accreditation of study programs should be in line with contemporary
standards, including with the CoARA agreement, the DORA declaration, the Leiden manifesto and the
Hong Kong principles. Moreover, as Open Science becoming the de-facto standard for good scientific
practice, fostering reproducibility and adhering to research integrity, the inclusion of these contents
and the corresponding practices in educational programmes should become part of the formal
accreditation criteria.

7.1.3 Conclusions on institutional policies

BMCHOBKM WOA0 IHCTUTYLLIMHUX NONITUK
Paralleling the rationale at the national level, it is highly recommendable that institutions put in place
three levels of policy documents among their internal regulations, namely:

1) Aninstitutional strategy outlining the development vision for the institution, the reform of their
assessment practices, and the widespread use of open science practices,

2) Institutional mandates for Open Science, including among others the Open Access to BSc, MSc
and PhD theses, as well as the self-archiving of publications and data in an institutional
repository,

3) Aninstitutional action plan to implement the contents outlined in the strategy, and to provide
training and support measures accompanying the institutional mandates and recommendations.

Although not crucially necessary as stand-alone policies, the above-mentioned institutional
documents should include contents of an Open Science policy, a Research Data Management policy,
and a Research Assessment policy.

Moreover, all academic and research institutions are highly encouraged to implement the following
European strategies and frameworks:

1) The Human Resource Stragey for Researchers (HRS4R) approach, including the implementation
of the European Charter for Researchers and the European Code of Conduct for the Recruitment
of Researchers. Hereby it is highly encouraged to follow the certification process in order to
obtain the HR Excellence in Research award.

2) The European Framework for Research Careers, as outlined in the Council conclusions on a
European Framework to attract and retain research, innovation and entrepreneurial talents,
including the utilisation of the Research Competence framework (ResearchComp) and the
European Skills, Competences, Qualifications and Occupations (ESCO) classification.

3) A contemporary researcher assessment framework, such as the OPUS Research Assessment

Roles Taxonomy) to indicate actual contributions to each and any of their scientific publications.

As an intermediary between strict mandates at the legislator, funders’ or institutional level, and a
pure voluntary grassroots approach, incentives and rewards for good scientific practices are a
preferential means over hard policing and controls, to foster high standards of research integrity and
a culture of openness and scientific progress. The implementation of such incentives and rewards can
occur on the national, funders, institutional or community level, all of which are highly recommended
as a measure to promote a positive research culture change.

7.3 Conclusions for the community pillar

Among international communities, it is highly recommended for Ukrainian institutions and
researchers to connect to CoARA and to the Research Data Alliance (RDA), both on the organisational
level as well as on the corresponding national levels, these are the Ukrainian national chapter of
CoARA and the Ukrainian national RDA node.
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Further, it is recommended to build a Ukrainian reproducibility network, out of which to also connect
with other national reproducibility networks.

Institutional communities as the local hubs of best practice were found to be an effective measure to
accompany change, even though their reach can be limited to a smaller bubble of enthusiasts and
early adopters. Nevertheless, they represent a local treasure of competences and development,
which can intensely support a wider change in practices and culture. For such a role, the institutional
communities need to be easy to find and well highlighted by the organiation's leadership to
disseminate their good work beyond the small group of individuals.

As particular type of institutional communities it is recommended to emphasize local reproducibility
nodes, as these are specific topics, approaches and practices that are less consistently addressed in
other interventions recommended in this document.

The transfer of knowledge and experiences in the workshop revealed the existence of different types
of communities in Open Science, that are distinctly unique in membership (individuals or
organisations), thematic coverage, general scope, managing or leadership practices, etc. Although
their impact in the large picture appears to be limited, they all serve a good purpose in their
respective local ecosystems, and it appears a logical conclusion that any such community would need
to be set up inline with the requirements and culture of the local ecosystem. Correspondingly, it is
recommendable to experiment with Open Science Communities in Ukraine, actively supported at the
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institutions, but independent of any individual institution. In doing so, prospective Ukrainian Open
Science Communities can take into account insights and learnt lessons from the examples in Slovenia
and the Netherlands.

Moreover, it is recommended to establish a data ambassador network outside of and beyond the
individual institutions, to further develop and spread the corresponding competences across the
Ukrainian academic landscape.

Finally, the national communities and policymakers should produce a joint vocabulary reflecting the
concepts and terminology on Open Science and Research Assessment, which has developed
internationally in English, but is not clearly present in Ukrainian, thus currently leading to unclear
phrasings and misunderstandings.

Beyond the five pillars covered in the above sections, there are a number of worthwhile practices
that are highly recommended, but should be addressed jointly between institutional and national
levels in the Ukrainian academic sector:

¢ |Implement Narrative CVs for Research Assessment and refrain from the use of traditional CVs or
pure bibliometric assessments.

¢ Allow diverse Academic Career Profiles that enable the accommodation of a variety of mixed roles
for researchers and teachers in higher education, and include corresponding practices of TEAM or
TRIPLE assessment.

¢ Refrain from the use of university or journal rankings.

e Do not include citation indices in research assessment.

e Proactively foster positive, inclusive and sustainable research culture.

¢ Proactively emphasize the need for good research data management and reproducibility.

e Support the careers and development of early-career researchers.

¢ Provide specific support for displaced universities and establish a special status for these
universities in order to shape a sustainable future for the corresponding teams.

e Support and reward Citizen Science activities, and provide corresponding training opportunities.

¢ Analyse the needs for and possibilities of establishing a dedicated national-level public body in
charge of OS implementation, or a formal OS community.

8.1 Recommendations for national policies

1) Improve existing legislation and subjunct regulations to merge all research- and innovation-
related content into a coherent system, to explicitely refer to Open Science practices including
the requirement of Open Access to research results (publications, data, etc.) from predominantly
publicly funded research, and to instate a second national Open Science action plan as
continuation following the end of the first plan.

2) Based on a public consultation and with the inclusion of the opinions of international experts,
establish a national decree towards funders and quality assurance agencies, which:

a.

requires alignment of assessment practices with established principles such as Leiden, Hong
Kong, DORA, and CoARA,

requires Open Access to research results (publications, data, etc.) for research grants and
other types of funding,

establishes co-funding for Open Access publications, Open Access journals, Open Access
conferences, Open Science infrastructures, and the CoARA national chapter,

demands the adherence to Open Science and CoARA principles in the quality assurance of
the higher education sector, and

recommends the inclusion of Open Science contents in educational programmes as part of
the accreditation criteria.

3) Extend the national infrastructure centers to include:

Global connection services, such as Eduroam,

Certification services for e-signatures, e-identities, and Authentication and Authorization
Infrastructures (AAl)

Supercomputing or high-performance computing (HPC)

National or regional nodes of European research infrastructures, such as CESSDA, CLARIN,
ELIXIR, and EOSC (we also suggest considering or experimenting with OpenAlex).

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8.3 Recommendations for institutional implementation and support

1) Establish institutional strategies for Open Science and Research Assessment reforms, including an
Action Plan on the implementation of the strategy and the introduction of mandatory
requirements into the institutional regulations with regards to Open Access publication of results
(theses, publications, FAIR data) and basic research data management practices including data
management plans, data storage and data archiving.

2) Adhere to the European Charter for Researchers and the European Code of Conduct for the
Recruitment of Researchers, as well as the European framework to attract and retain research,
innovation and entrepreneurial talents. Preferentially, the adoption of these basic codes is
demonstrated through obtaining the ‘HR Excellence in Research Award’ through the formalised
Human Resources Stragey for Researchers (HRS4R) process.

3) Revise institutional regulations and other internal acts to adhere to the state-of-the-art
principles, such as CoARA, DORA, Leiden manifesto, Hong Kong principles, or cOAlition S, and
utilize the corresponding frameworks such as the OPUS research assessment framework.

4) Encourage and support researchers in the use of non-commercial unique researcher identifiers
such as ORCID, and the consequent adoption of the Author Contributor Roles Taxonomy
(CRediT).

5) Establish crucial institutional support structures, including the employment of data stewards and
the creation of training programs for open science and for reproducibility.

6) Establish local infrastructure centers, such as data centers or digital competence centers, which
preferably include services such as:

Data Storage and Data Archiving

Certified trustworthy repository

Data Management Planning tools

Electronic Lab Notebooks

Website hosting

Email hosting

E-classrooms

Meeting planning
i. Multimedia & videoconferencing services

7) Form consortia to jointly negotiate journal subscriptions and discounted article processing
charges (APC), or vouchers to waive APCs.

8) Experiment with Open Science Communities, considering examples from e.g. Slovenia and the
Netherlands, as well as with Data ambassador networks.
