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STRATEGIC DIRECTIONS OF STATE POLICY OF PENSIONS IN UKRAINE
UNDER THE NEW CONDITIONS OF THE MODERN WORLD

ABSTRACT

The principle of solidarity pillar "today's generation of workers providing pensions current generation of
pensioners" in today's realities fails, future revenues are insufficient to cover future obligations. Imbalance of
solidarity pension system, the pension fund deficit, the gap between "old" and "new" pensions, the demographic
situation, the lack of comprehensive institutions of social protection of older aggravate the situation.

The article determines importance of public policy plan and the national characteristics formation in
Ukraine. Purpose of scientific article is to analyze strategic directions of state policy of pensions in Ukraine under
the new conditions of the modern world. Complexity and versatility of the problems created in pension domain, the
necessity and possibilities of their solving determined architectonics of the Article and following composition of the
issues: sources of financial resources of the Pension Fund of Ukraine, analysis of income, costs, deficit of the
Pension Fund of Ukraine, evaluation of contributions to the State Budget of Ukraine that transfer to the Pension
Fund of Ukraine during last years. We emphasized the role of government in pension systems and importance of
foreign experience of pension systems. We have identified the need for strategic directions of Ukraine's pension
system, as well as alternative sources of financing the deficit of the Pension Fund of Ukraine and improving the
regulatory role of the state in pension provision.

Keywords: pensions, international experience of pension provision, alternative sources of funding
pensions, the Pension Fund, revenues of pension provision, the costs of the pension provision, pension fund
deficit.

The pension systems can perform tasks if enough resources and there is adequate financial protection
against risk. The Pension Fund of Ukraine accumulates and distribution of pension income. Almost at the same
time, the lack of bankable calculation of income and expenditures of the Pension Fund and adequate legislation
on pensions is causing financial inability of the pension system. Deficit pension system does not ensure the
performance of its functions obligatory state pension insurance in full and blocking the transition to the introduction
of a funded component of pensions. The situation of financial security solidarity pillar is deteriorating because of
the deepening problems of demographic aging of the population of Ukraine, which leads to the problem of pension
fund obligations to future retirees at a subsistence level. Thus, it is necessary to develop new approaches to
identify and assess the level of financial security pension system and alternative sources of further funding.

Social security and pension provision has long been explored in monographs and scientific articles,
scientists of different economic schools of thought: Platon, Aristotel, T. Mor, A. Smith, D. Ricardo, K. Marks and
others. In Ukraine, research policy issues of pensions held in the scientific works of such scholars as Zaychuk B
«Pension Fund of Ukraine. The organizational and economic principles of functioning» (2006); Libanova E.
«Pension reform in Ukraine: trends of realization» (2010), «Human development in Ukraine: social and
demographic factors modernization of the national economy» (2012); Tolubyak P. «Financial mechanisms
pension» (2011); Omelyanovich L. «The impact of pension reform Ukraine on socio-economic development of
society» (2012); Yakimova L. «Evolution pension systems: analysis, modeling, prediction» (2013), «Modeling
evolutionary dynamics of pension systems» (2013); Hutoryan N. «Problems applying labor and pension
legislation» (2015).

Improvement of pension schemes delelop by scientists of the Ptoukha Institute for Demography and
Social Studies of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine, the Academy of the pension reform,
Ukrainian Union of Academic Economists.

The implementation of the state policy of pensions in the long term involves the introduction of a
mechanism pension that would provide a combination of the strategic objectives of the national peculiarities of
economic development on the basis of consistency and comprehensiveness. Exploring the process of structure
formation mechanism of public policy pensions at various stages of its formation, it should be noted its focus on
the implementation of the following priorities: creating a balanced, socially pension system; securing disabled
people from poverty, motivation for employment and stable employment; improving the legal and regulatory
framework; reform the public pension system of solidarity, the introduction and distribution of funded pension
components; forming of motivational mechanism of interest in private pension provision; legalization wages.

In some nation often employers and employees based on mutual agreements and to benefit from tax
incentives to employers, and deferred income to employees; agree to contribute to special pension plans design
to enhance government mandated pensions with the goal of increasing the quality of retirement life. While only
some specific industries and organizations offer these supplemental pension plans, these programs are becoming
more popular as means to attract quality employees that seek organizations with the best salaries and benefits.
Deferred salaries in the formed of stock actions can indirectly also be viewed as a form of a pension plan. A
warning about these programs is that a strong regulatory and fiduciary system is indispensable otherwise
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employers or fiduciary agents can easily evaporate with these funds. Models in the two extremes of these plans in
the USA are: a) bankrupted ENRON that had a substantial number of employees who agreed to stock options as
a form of employer sponsored retirement plan, and left many employees with worthless stocks, the same
happened to US steel industry employees; there are surely examples of the worst supplemental pensions, and b)
well-regulated municipal and state pension programs with strong investment policies and high benefits, are a
model of these extra or supplemental pension plans [7, p. 46].

In modern Ukraine is almost valid only solidary pension system, which is unable to carry out its functions
the State Social Protection Society. Financial support payments to those who have lost their ability to work and got
the right to pensions as the basis of the principle of solidarity. One of the key problems of pensioners is
increasing, while the share of carrying out payments reduced. This system is completely dependent on the ratio of
the contribution payers and pension recipients. Pension of the population of Ukraine became the only source of
financial support because of its importance overestimated. In most foreign countries the existing high replacement
rate salary pension ranges from 60-80%, in Ukraine the figure is about 38%.

Since 2011, the central source of the Pension Fund is a single fee for obligatory state social insurance.
According to Article 7 of the Law of Ukraine «On the collection and accounting of a single fee for obligatory state
social insurance» base calculation and maintenance fee includes: salaries of employees, reward individuals for
performance, payment of the first five days of temporary disability at the expense of employer assistance for
temporary disability, assistance or compensation paid under the legislation allowance. A fixed percentage
deductions from wages for personalized retirement account fully reflects real labor contribution of every citizen of
Ukraine in the creation of the social product in terms of wages.

In 2015, the budget of the Pension Fund of Ukraine is a deficit in the amount of 31.7 billion UAH or 24.4
billion more than in 2006 year and 14 billion over 2011year (diagram 1). Timely payment of pensions to citizens in
recent years provided by the Pension Fund only through obtaining loans on a regular basis from the state budget.
Over the past 10 years, the total value of revenues of the Pension Fund Ukraine has increased more than 3.8
times. Budget revenues increased as from its own revenues and other sources of funding. Own revenues
increased mainly due to the premium pension system legal and natural persons and since 2011 by a single social
contribution.

On excessive burden payroll indicates social contribution, which is the highest compared with other
countries, and is determined according to the class of professional risk, 36.76% -49.7% - for employers and 3.6%
- for employees. Existing currently high contribution rate for pension insurance, does not include tax on health
insurance, almost no impact on the pension and displaces labor in the shadow economy and explains the need for
the Pension Fund of Ukraine financial resources.

During the past 10 years is the budget of the Pension Fund deficit, the payment of pensions to citizens in
recent years provided by the Pension Fund only through obtaining loans on a regular basis from the state budget.

Nations often deliberate whether all its citizens should be treated equally in the assignation of benefits
and financial assets. Philosophical tendencies in societies with socialistic tendencies always see pensions as a
benefit or governmental benefits at covers basic needs of its older population. In capitalist oriented economies
often the pension system is to a great extent based on a combination of governmental benefits and private
contributions. The current and future dilemma is to find the proper balance of contributions and benefits.

National features of formation of joint pension fund of Ukraine is the so-called «poverty tax», the 1998
was introduced and today acts to limit the maximum size wages, which charge a single social contribution. The
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brunt of the formation of the pension fund falls on the poorest segments of the population, while people with
incomes above 17 living wages receive unjustified benefits.

During the past 10 years is the budget of the Pension Fund deficit, the payment of pensions to citizens in
recent years provided by the Pension Fund only through obtaining loans on a regular basis from the state budget.

The ideal pension system should have the proper combination of contributions from the government, the
employer and the employee. Additionally, an adequate pension system should have the proper incentives at all
levels to maximize contributions levels, benefits and monthly cash pensions.

Positive for Ukraine over the past 10 years is the practice of fees for compulsory state pension insurance
with certain types of business transactions (Table 1). An important structure in additional sources of financing the
Pension Fund of Ukraine remains tax on transactions of purchase and sale of foreign currency, which was
eliminated in 2011-2013 to improve the investment climate in Ukraine. However, in 2014 the collection returned,
and its share in the total revenues from certain types of business operations covers about 69% [8, p. 50]. That is
the use of special fees for certain types of business entities is one of the strategic directions of financing the
Pension Fund. This proposal is relevant taxation of wealth in Ukraine.

For politicians the most common method to slow down benefits is always the idea of increasing the
retirement age, and to increase future benefits the solutions is always to increase current contributions. Both
policies are often counter- productive as increasing the retirement age stifles the normal rate of labor substitution
between new employees and retiring employees. Postponing the assimilation of younger employees with new
skills may be an overall society loss. Increasing contributions may also affect disposable income reducing current
consumption and life style. Governments need to be cautions implementing these policies as the desire results
may not be accomplished.

The role of government in pension systems is paramount in the quality of life of its retiring populations.
Whether the governmental pension includes medical benefits, disability and survivor benefits, the cash out benefit
should always guarantee some basic benefits, however current modern realities indicate that no government
pension alone can meet the needs of retirees. Adding the perception and reality of increasing longevity all over
the world leads to the conclusion that single governmental pensions are insufficient. Given this reality government
policy-makers, industries and employees need to give the proper incentives and contributions to ensure that the
basic benefits from a single central system are supplemented with additional pensions.

Governments must implement incentive programs for employers, industries and employees to be able to
increase contribution from all by deferring current expenditures on the employee side, tax deductions for
employers and matching supplemental contributions.

It is evident that given this reality in the modern world, individuals must supplement their future pension
levels by contributing to additional pension systems and these systems should be supported by a strong system of
governmental incentives. The philosophical tendency to think that we all are the same and deserve equal decent
pensions is absurd and unsustainable, therefore governments’ most important activity in strengthening the
pension system should to support employer/employee pension groups or systems that will ensure that older
populations will have decent pensions without facing poverty.

In the western world there is nothing most miss-understood by politicians and legislators than pensions,
from presidents to legislators, often the fastest way to solve revenue gaps in their budgets talk about increasing
the retirement age and decreasing benefits. These solutions are never accompanied by sound methodologies that
go beyond life expectancy analysis. These proposals also lack transparency and a foundation to properly evaluate
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the efficiency of postponing entry in the labor market by new generation. The reality is that pension analysis
should not be at the macro-level but at the individual level. The fundamental problem of the deterioration of
pension levels vs. the cost of living is that there is no rationalization of costs at the individual level creating
incentives and penalties based on use of services.

It is very unfortunate that in many nations, pension contributions and benefits are like a soup with many
ingredients of unknown origin. Workers Compensation is often the least understood. The policy should be to
account for it separate from the rest of insurances establishing employee classification based on the history of
work related accident and deaths. Premiums will then be established based on history, for example an employer
with high rate of injuries will be susceptible to being assessed increased premiums and penalties. Medical cost
and disabilities directly related to work will now be funded directly from those who incur costs. The same will be
applicable to death, disability, and compensation for time-loss due to work related injuries. Occupational health
training is also an important factor ensuring that employees reach retirement with optimal health. This goal can be
accomplished without governmental subsidies and it can be successful with the participation of responsible
employers and employees.

In capitalist societies there is some level of competition in employee recruitment and retention when
companies advertise as a benefit their supplemental pensions which often are offered in terms of a matching
benefit. Some industries for example on top of the contributions to retirement through a centralized social security
system, offer supplemental pensions with a percentage of salary matched. It is not unusual that employers match
a retirement contribution up to 8% of salaries [9, p. 685]. It would ideal that governments support and provide
incentives to these programs.

If an employee sacrifices current consumption and defers its income to be spent 30 years later, this
employee deserves a better future and a better pension as his/her personal responsibility valued more his future
welfare that having additional current disposable income. If another employee does not take the responsibility to
plan for his/her future, this employee when retired should not expect pensions about survival levels. Governments
must be cautious not to have minimal contributions in their main pension systems as many retirees will seek other
government benefits and subsidies upon retirement.

The worst pension systems in the world are those where governmental policy has discouraged
supplemental pension systems, it is obvious governments alone cannot maintain decent pension levels for its
retirees, increasing the retirement age is a retrograde decision that can only affect new generations, increasing
contribution rates to a single system is not a good decision either as in marginal economies it will signify a wage
decrease. Governments have a responsibility to encourage and enrich supplemental pension systems.

There are multiple options, employer pools by industry, employee labor unions, incentives to small
business, tax credit pools, annuity credits, etc. The role of government has to be dynamic, creative and solid.
Pension system cannot be static they must be design to meet employees taste and preferences. Deferring current
disposable income to increase cash flow in the future should be a very important government policy. To make
sure these policies meet their intend objective it is very important that governments have extreme transparency.
Cases like the fraud in pensions in Chile where Pensioners received television set or vacations to increase their
contributions, but at the end lost all their funds are great examples where governmental regulations have failed
and have made supplemental systems mechanisms to exploit and not help employees that in good faith postpone
their disposal income for a better future [10, p. 12].

In the pension world often small changes in policy or small creative practices may be the best approach
to have stronger and better pensions. To do nothing to improve pension rates below poverty rates is
irresponsibility on the part of government, employees and employers. The role of academicians could be very
important in this pursuit as all these decisions must be comprehensive, clear and corruption-free.

It is important that governments, employers and employees admit and realize the nature of disabilities.
Work- related disabilities should be managed and financed solely by employer premiums. Employer Workers
Compensation Insurance is another operational cost just like the cost of a business track or a secretary’s salary.
This is also important as many work-related disabilities are the result of employer negligence. Making an employer
pay for the injuries or death of an employee who was asked to dig an improperly supported manhole maybe a
negligent which cost should be properly rationalized making the employer pay directly without affecting the health
of a fund contributed by many employers that apply proper safety practices.

Non work-related disabilities obviously shall fall under the medical insurance contribution until the death
of the contributor or his survivors.

Life and Burial Options. Often this coverage is also included as part of the monthly pension contributions.
In these area there is a need to manage these funds with a complete apparatus of technicians and professionals
that can apply marketing and profitability principles from the private sector. For example, offering grater benefits,
extending benefits to family members with premiums that represent cost plus profit could be a great incentive to
the pensioner and also to the pension fund. Profits from these insurance lines can also be reverted back to
increase pension annuities.

The typical temptation by politicians and bureaucrats is always to provide the current government leaders
a nice source of funding at a low interest rate to cushion their revenue gaps using pension funds. This practice
may not be so transparent financially, and certainly is not a benefit for those who contribute these funds. Another
danger of these funds, because they are not classified properly, is to use them for political advancement by
offering extended coverage for non-contributors, or low premiums for full access to all services. To avoid this it is
important to have professionals that can fully identify, classify and report all assets and liabilities of these funds.
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For example, the source of predictions of future insufficient pension funds often arise from improper reporting of
costs. It is very important for example to recognize all current, as well as, all future costs, which are known in the
industry as costs Incurred But Not-reported (IBNR). It is precisely the under-estimation of these costs and the
ignorant bundling of these contribution and benefits that have created the current crisis that is only destined to get
worse.

Current negative trends in the labor market, changes in the scale, structure and nature of employment
(high unemployment, the spread of informal and underemployment) lead to an increase in the deficit of the
Pension Fund of Ukraine. The accumulated global experience shows that most foreign countries reforming
pension systems in the following variants: a gradual increase in the retirement age, increasing employer
contributions in order to maintain pensions at current levels, narrowing the range of recipients of pensions,
transfer of pension savings systems principle. However, no country in the world a decent standard of living for
pensioners is not provided solely state.

So to achieve a balanced budget in Ukraine is subject to implementation of the following set of
measures: 1) changing the main source of tax revenue during formation of the pension fund of current income
property and resources, as well as individual costs; 2) improvement of current income tax on a progressive basis;
3) ensuring a high level of correlation of pension benefits from contributions made during employment; 5) comply
ratio of maximum, minimum, average levels of pensions and their compliance with the relevant performance pay
system; 6) elimination upper limit calculation of social contribution.
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ABSTRACT

METHODS: Methodical tools of research: deductive, quantitative methods, and also method of the
factorial analysis.

RESULTS: The comparative analysis of illumination of problems of modern development of small
business by the Russian and foreign researchers is provided. The main directions of their researches, factors
which influenced formation of research priorities are revealed, correlation of priorities of researches with problems
of development of small business in concrete territories is tracked, the general are allocated and peculiar features
in studying of development of small business by the Russian scientists and their foreign colleagues.

CONCLUSION: Development of system of the relations of business, society and state; increase in
contacts of the scientific all countries working in this branch including through the academic mobility; growth of
availability of literature in foreign languages, as for the Russian and foreign colleagues, through integration of
activity of scientific libraries and libraries of higher educational institutions. Article is of interest to the researchers
dealing with problems of business, the general economic theory, economic history, world and regional economy.

INTRODUCTION

Small business plays a significant role in national economies at present. This is due to several reasons:
a) a change in the structure of the world economy (increase in the significance of services and the value of human
capital); b) transition of considerable production capacities into the third world countries; c) high efficiency of small
business sector in solving social problems, especially in transition economies and countries where the transition
has taken place recently. The object of study in this paper is the research papers on the problems of small
business published in Russia and abroad. The subject of study is the main trends of research of small business
development in Russia and abroad based on the analysis of the views of Russian and foreign authors on the
process in the modern global economy and the real economic situation. The chronological scope of the study is
limited mainly to the second half of XX - early XXI centuries. The present papers aims at comparing the priorities
of scientific research in the field of small business in Russia and abroad, its level of development and its
relationship with real problems in particular countries.

In the US, small and medium-sized businesses produce about 50% of GDP of the country and provide
employment to almost half of the able-bodied citizens. In the EU, 50% of GDP and 70% of the gainfully occupied
population relate to this sector. In China, small businesses produce 60% of GDP (1). Among the East European
countries — members of the European Union, the Baltic countries are worth mentioning in this respect. They
present interest to us because they are the only countries of the former Soviet Union than joined the European
Union. It is due to their industrial structure that small and medium-sized businesses are significant for their
economies. The share of services in their national economies ranges from 65.5% in Lithuania to 74.3% in Latvia.
In 2010, 73% of all registered companies in Estonia related to the sector of small and medium-sized businesses.
They accounted for 80% of the labor force in the economy, and 78% of the total commercial revenues.

In 2015, 98% of all registered commercial entities in Latvia could be referred to the sphere of small and
medium-sized businesses. In 2012, according to the World Bank, Lithuania ranked 17th out of 183 countries in
terms of business environment for entrepreneurial activities, Estonia ranked 22nd, Latvia ranked 24™ (2-5). This
was largely due to favorable conditions of business registration and other measures of state support of small
business in the Baltic States (6).

As of December 31, 2013, Russia had 2,063 min. small businesses, 88.6% of which were micro
businesses. The same was true for some foreign countries. Small businesses accounted for 10-12% of GDP.
Their annual turnover reached nearly 25 trillion rubles. They employed about 11.5 million able-bodied citizens.
Moreover, there were about 2.5 million self-employed entrepreneurs with annual turnover of over 9.7 trillion rubles
(7; 8). It should be noted, that over the past 20-25 years, these indicators kept changing, but generally indicated
positive trends.

Compared with 1997, there was an increase in the number of small businesses by 41.8% (9). The
number of employees has increased by 29.6% since 1998 (10). The annual turnover has increased by a factor of
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100. The number of self-employed entrepreneurs has decreased more than 30% since 1999. In 2013, small
businesses employed 18.5% of gainfully employed population, compared with 15.9% in 1998 (11-14).

The statistics confirm the important role of small business in the market economy in Russia and the world
economy. The specific problems of the business environment in some countries, differentiation of historical,
cultural, political and economic traditions in the countries under review suggest a high degree of relevance of the
undertaken study.

METHODS

Papers and research materials published in the bases of Elibrary.ru, "Lan" electronic library system,
Emerald, Jstor, Bloomsbury Collections, Cambridge Journals Online, EBSCO, Oxford Handbooks Online,
ProQuest made the basis of the scientific analysis of the problem. Such a choice was determined by the degree of
their availability in the Omsk State Transport University, Russia, which is the work place of one of the authors of
the paper, the Latvian State University, where he is currently having a period of internship, and the National
Library of Latvia. When working with Elibrary.ru and "Lan" databases, emphasis was made on the search of the
Russian scientists’ papers, the other databases were used to search for works mostly by foreign researchers.
That is why we differentiate between the concepts of "Russian academic literature” and "foreign academic
literature.” Sub-topics of the study and zoning by geographic parameter were formed according to the content of
the selected materials. The selection of papers and research materials was made using a search engine database
with "small business development in the second half of the XX - early XXI century" inquiry. The level of elimination
of the found materials by the author exceeded 90%. The main reasons for elimination were the duplication of
journals in different databases, the recurrence of papers, lack of the full texts access, coincidence of only some
words of the search inquiry ("small”, "business", "country", etc.). The largest number of papers and materials was
extracted from databases Elibrary.ru, Emerald, and Cambridge Journals Online. We analyzed the papers in
English, Latvian, German, and Russian. Based on the preliminary analysis, 1066 papers and research materials
form 143 journals of Elibrary.ru and "Lan" databases, and 205 journals and scientific publications and
dissertations from other databases were selected (Table 1).

The inductive, deductive, quantitative methods and the method of factor analysis were used in the study:
The deductive method was used mainly in the introduction and the relevance description of the of the paper. The
inductive method prevails in the main part of the paper where, based on the content analysis of scientific papers
on various issues, the conclusions on general and specific features of small business development in some
countries were made. The method of factor analysis was applied in identifying the factors that influenced the
researchers’ priorities formation in different countries and scientific schools, and in the determining the main
trends of small business development in certain countries and the world economy as a whole. The authors used
the quantitative method for processing and synthesizing the quantitative data collected.

When using the term "sector of small and medium-sized businesses," we focus on the problems of small
business. It is often difficult to make a difference between the small and medium-sized businesses due to
differences in approaches and practices and a high level forms diffusion.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

The results of the study of how the problems of small business are treated in Russian and foreign
academic publications are given in the following tables (Table 2, 3).

The geographical and thematic priorities of small business treatment in the world presented in the tables
are rather reasonable. The predominance of the Russian subject matter in the papers by the Russian authors is
determined by the priority application interests, insufficient availability of databases containing papers in foreign
languages, low level language training, lack of translation skills, specifics of the national economy and society. But
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it should be admitted that the study of the Russian small business by foreign authors in not vast either, but still it
takes place (15-17). As for the priorities of foreign authors, among the traditional topics (18; 19) they show more
interest to problems of small business development in the third world countries, the Baltic States and China. This
is especially true to papers published in the late XX and early XXI centuries (20-26), which is determined by a
massive penetration of Western capital, transfer of large of production capacities into these regions, and the
transition of these countries from socialist to capitalist economy.

Foreign research material on the subject is more dispersed than in Russia (Table 2). If you select the top
three most covered sub-topics of small business development in the Russian and foreign academic literature, you
will get an absolute discrepancy. In Russian academic literature, 24.5% is on the theory of business, 16.5% is on
the state support of small business, 14.2% is on the problems of small businesses, (27-30). In foreign academic
literature, 14,1% is on gender factor in small business, 8,4% is on family small business, 7.6% is on IT in small
business sector of economy, (31-35). Differentiation, in our opinion, is determined by the difference in the level of
business development in Russia and abroad, at least in Europe and North America, by the nature of the business
climate, economic structure, the degree of state influence on economic processes, the role of the government in
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the economy, and the efficiency of the state support. The size of the territory of a country, climatic conditions, the
degree of integration into the international and inter-regional associations and unions also play a role.

The interest in the theory of small business development in Russia in the 1990s was determined solely
by the nature of the transition period. There were no historical traditions of this type of activity, all the economically
active population was born and raised in conditions of the planned economy. For this reason, the forms and
methods of state support, mechanisms for entrepreneurship development and its interaction with the state and
society could only be borrowed from the outside. However, the fact that in the early XXI century this area of
research remained relevant, indicates that the methods of assessing the efficiency of business and interaction
between business and the state, financial strategy of business development, investment and financial
mechanisms of venture business, legislation, relationship of business with the state and society, and forms and
methods of state support of entrepreneurship are not sufficiently effective and need to be further developed.
Unfortunately, this is confirmed by statistical data and research findings. The number of small enterprises has not
reached the required minimum threshold, which is confirmed by their share in the GDP. Their number is not
comparable with that of the developed countries; there is a high proportion of loss-making companies; their
receivables and payables are rather high.

At the same time, we cannot ignore the inverse activity, such as growth in product and services revenue
(8; 9; 36-38). The vast majority of these papers were published in the 2000-2010s (39-42). This resulted in the
researchers’ increased interest in the problem of relationship between business and the state, in the efficiency of
small business state support, in the problems of small business and their solutions. The papers on these issues
generally focus on the regional aspects, which indicates that, vast territories, sharp differentiation of social,
economic and climatic conditions greatly influenced the situation (43-46).

With regard to the priorities of foreign researchers, they suggest that small business has become an
integral part of the market economy in both the developed countries, and the countries of the Third World. The
foreign researchers are also interested in various aspects of its development, but especially in increasing its
efficiency rather than its formation and survival, in socio-economic aspects of its development, in the diversity of
forms and types of business, in gender and family aspects, in business activities in high technology industries,
such as IT-business (47-52).

The narrow specialization of foreign journals compared to the Russian ones is noteworthy. For example,
62.4% of the reviewed foreign publications, such as "Journal of Systems and Information Technology" (IT-
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business), "International Journal of Contemporary Hospitality Management" (problems of tourist business)
specialize in one category (53; 54), 16.8% of the Russian journals ("Business, Management and Law" - the
theoretical aspects of the activities stated in the title of the journal) (55).

At the same time, the share of foreign journals that publish materials on a wide range of business issues
(2 sub-topics and more) does not exceed 38%, while in Russia there are over 83% of such journals. Moreover, if
you consider journals that publish materials on more than 10 sub-topics, this ratio will be 1% to 12.6%. These
include the "Journal of Small Business and Enterprise Development”, "Business History Review", “Vector of
sciences. Togliatti State University”, “Proceedings of the Bratsk State University”, “Innovative Development of
Economy Journal” (Table 5); (56-62).

The publications included in Elibrary.ru and "Lan," databases, most of which are Russian journals, have
rather general content, while the journals in others databases are more specialized. In our opinion, this situation is
determined by some specific factors, such as differences in the requirements to the magazine, the ammount of
commercial activity a journal conducts, difference in the number of publications in Russia and abroad, the quality
of papers submitted to the journals for publication and conditions in which investigation are carried out..

It should be noted, that the academic community discusses the problems of small business in Russia
much more intensively than abroad. The ratio of journals that pay considerable attention to the problems of small
business (over 20 publications in a journal) in Russia and abroad is 1.5% to 28%; of journals regularly publishing
such materials (from 6 to 20 publications in a journal) - 10.8% to 34.2%; of journals with up to 5 publications -
33.7% to 18.9%; of journals with few publications - 54% to 18.9% (Table 4).

Among the publications covering the problems of small business development most actively, we should
mention "Journal of Small Business and Enterprise Development”, "The Journal of Economic History",
"International Journal of Entrepreneurial Behaviour & Research", "Business History Review", "Innovative
Economy: Prospects for development and improvement", "Vestnik NSU. Series: Social and Economics Sciences",
“Business and Economic Horizons”, “Herald of Omsk University. Series “Economics”, “Innovative development of
economy”, “Vector of Science of Togliatti State University”’, “Proceedings of the Bratsk State University”,
“Economics and Management of Innovative Technologies”, “Economics and modern management: the theory and
practice”, “Journal of Economic Regulation”, “Economic and social changes: facts, trends, forecast”.

CONCLUSIONS

Thus, the analysis of the problem in this paper leads us to the following conclusions:

- research priorities in the field of small business in a particular country are determined by the problems of
this sphere, by the specifics of the formation and development of entrepreneurial activity, by the role of the state in
regulating social and economic processes, by historical, cultural and political traditions, and by the level of of small
business development and the economy in general;

- the analysis of small business development and cooperation with the state and society in Russia and
abroad shows an insufficient level of communication among researchers from different countries, which is caused
by language barriers, inaccessibility of literature in foreign languages, the differences in research methodology
and approaches, and traditions of thinking;

- in Russia, the development of small business is paid more attention to than abroad;

— Journals published abroad have a clearer and narrower thematic specialization than most of their
Russian counterparts.

Consequently, we should outline the following main trends in the development of small businesses and
research in Russia:

- improving the regulatory framework of entrepreneurial activity and increasing the efficiency of state
support of business,

- contributing to the improvement of its relations with society, improving its image and attractiveness;

- expanding academic contacts between Russian and foreign researchers working in the same field, also
by means of academic mobility;

- increasing the availability of academic publications in foreign languages for both Russian and foreign
researchers by integrating the activities of libraries

In terms of competition the adaptation to the customers’interests requires timely response to these
requestsfrom carriers. It leads to improving the quality of service, minimizing the order execution time and strict
adherence of the delivery schedule. The focus must be on the customer ordersexecutionprocess. [6]

Delivery of products from producer to consumer "just in time" and "just-in-sequence" at a minimum cost
of freight and material resources is the basis of transport logistics. The need to develop and implement the JIT
and JIS concepts during transportation has appeared in consequence with the connection of delivery process by a
certain time and a certain sequence. After some investigation of applications for the delivery of goods in [8], it was
found that the main consumers’requirement for shipping transportation services is the implementation of the
timing and sequence of the order: delivery of goods "just in time", "just-in-sequence".

Thus, the process of delivery in compliance with the conditions presented is in the spotlight of logistical
management [7].

Currently, different approaches are used to solve problems of management and organization of the
transport process with the use of logistic principles [4,5]. Despite some positive results, the of the transport
process planning problems are solved without taking into account all the requirements producible by participants
of deliveryprocess.Such logistics concepts like JIT and JIS allow to take into account the customers’ requirements
in delivering the goods "just in time" and "in sequence" when scheduling.

In Russia, the concepts of JIT and JIS used in transport logistics and distribution.

Since May 2003, JSC "Severstal" started to supply metal-roll to the LLC "Caterpillar Tosno" on the
principle of JIT, i.e. the customer as needed in a particular material. In addition, in Russia JIT supply system is
provided by the company Master-snab, a leading supplier of industrial equipment and the leader in integrated
supply in markets of Tver and Moscow regions. The company "EUROSIB-Logistics" offers JIT delivery system for
automotive components and large-diameter pipes.In the field of construction of the Russian-Czech construction
company «U-Group» offers its services to clients in the design and construction using prefabricated steel
structures using JIT [11].Bo Andersson, the president of AvtoVAZ, believes that the introduction of the concepts of
JIT and JIS, would reduce the term from the date of delivery of automotive components to be mounted on the car
trade; free storage space that can be redeveloped; to reduce over-production, reduce waste and unreasonable
traffic. Ultimately, the company can achieve a substantial reduction in the cost of production. [12]

in [1] the classification is based on the multiplicity of application to vehicle capacity and types of branches of the
system in which they operate; the basis of the classification given in [2,3] is the complexity of behavior of
participants in the SC, the SC hierarchy.Thus, the SC can be generally grouped by the following characteristics:
by mean for functional areas; by the structure of functional areas; by territorial boundaries.However, the
approaches to the classification of the SC mentioned above do not include special features of the transport
process of delivery of goods by road, for example, the regularities of transport process, multi-link structure of SC,
the intensityof cargoflows in the SC, capacityofSC, etc. According to the studies [8] it is ascertained that supplies
can be divided as mono- and polyconsignment.

Monoconsignmentsupplyis delivery of cargo which is implemented within request for one consignment.

Polyconsignmentsupplyisdelivery in which the declared volume of cargo is shipped in several (n, n>1)
consignments.

For example, according to the request the cargo is to be delivered to consignee. Total volume of cargo is
80 tons, but 20 tons must be delivered until 10.00 am, 30 tons — until 14.00 pm, 30 tons — until 18.00 pm. Thus,
the delivery will be implemented in several consignments:

First shipment — 20 tons — until 10.00 am;
Second shipment — 30 tons — until 14.00 pm;
Third shipment — 30 tons — until 18.00 pm.

These types of supply can be classified according to the following characteristics of through-
passingmaterial flow in accordance with the terms of therequest, see Table 1.

Implementation of delivery on the principles of JIT and JIS is possible when there is a schedule of the
SC, which takes into account all conditions and restrictions.Existing models and algorithms for scheduling the
delivery process of goods in direct SC do not fully correspond with the concepts of JIT and JIS [3].Presently, there
is no model or algorithm for scheduling the delivery process of goods in direct SC based on the concepts of JIT
and JIS in urban environment.Therefore there is a necessity for creation of a model and development of the
algorithm.

THE DESCRIPTION OF MATHEMATICAL MODEL

Formulation of the problem of constructing the model is as follows: there is a direct SC with one loading
center and one unloading center, the system is running one vehicle (automobile). Daily the goods are delivered
within the system on the concept of JIT and JIS. As a result, the time and sequence of delivery for each
consignment is different.

The assigned task of this paper is to develop a model that will allow schedulingthe delivery process of
goods by road on the basis of the concepts of JIT, JIS in direct supply chains.Fundamental factorstaken into
account inthe model are time of delivery “on time” and compliance with certain sequence.The main objective of
this model is to deliver goods in directSC in compliance with JIT and JIS concepts. Thus, the model describes the
functioning of the SC.

The model parameters are deterministic, character of the transport process is discrete, as proved by
Professor V.I.Nikolin and the direct SC is linearly ordered structure,the transport scheme in the SC ispendulum
route with unloaded reversehauls.

The following designations are stated in the mathematical model:

1. Limitation on the quantity of automobiles. According to the conditions of the model designed, there
must be one automobile in SC:

2. Limitation on the quantity of loading posts:

3. Limitation on the quantity of unloading posts:

4. Limitation on the system’s capacity. Capacity of SC(W.) must be more or equatol fact capacity, and
fact capacity must be more or equal to total order volume.

5. Condition of compatibility observance for working hours of automobile and working hours of SC.
Working hours of automobile must be less or equal toworkinghoursofSC.

6. Condition of compatibility observance for working hours of consigner, consignee and
automobile.Workinghoursofautomobilemustbemoreorequalto the beginning of workinghoursof consigner and
consignee and lessorequalto the finish of workinghoursof consigner and consignee.

7. Condition of compatibility observance for time of beginning of the first load of the first consignment and
working hours of automobile. Time of beginning of the first load of the first consignment must belessorequal to
finish of working hours of automobile and moreorequal to beginningofworkinghoursofautomobile.

8. Condition of compatibility observance for time of finish of the lastun load of the last consignment and
working hours of consignee. Timeoffinishofthelastloadofthe lastconsignmentmustbelessorequal
tofinishofworkinghoursofconsignee and moreorequal to beginningofworkinghoursofconsignee.

9. Condition of compatibility observance for time of beginning of delivery of n-th consignment and time of
beginning of delivery next consignment n+1 time of beginning of delivery of n-th consignment must be less than
time of beginning of delivery next consignment n+1.

10. Time of beginning of i-th load consignment must belessorequal to difference between time of
beginning of load i+1andtime of turnaround.

It should be noted that the limitation on the quantity of automobiles in the SC, the quantity of loading
posts, the quantity of unloading posts, the system’s capacity must be implemented at the stage of forming a
delivery schedule, because in the case of not implementingat least one of the limitationsimplementation of the
schedule of the SC is obviously impossible. Another calculation model considering mechanisms of transportation
and delivery processes in such transportation scheme must be designed.

CONCLUSION

Summarizing the results of the research we can state the following conclusions:

1. The necessity of applicationlogistics principles of JIT and JIS in the practice of planning, organizing
and controlling processes of delivery is substantiated. Topicality of development and implementation of the "just in
time", "just-in-sequence" concepts in transport logistics is due to the fact that in only in such a system the process
of delivery becomes manageable. Such system improves relationship with customers, the market position of the
companies, their financial condition and increases competitiveness.

2. The classification of mono- and polyconsignmentsupplies according to certain parameters is given. All
SC (mono- and polyconsignment supplies) are characterized by certain classification features that must be
considered when planning the system of delivery of cargo;

3. A mathematical model describing the process of cargo delivery in the direct SCin terms of JIT and JIS
is designed, allowing to obtainshift-daily delivery plan.
