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THE IDEOLOGY OF FAR RIGHT POLITICAL PARTIES IN UKRAINE: MAIN
VALUES AND PRINCIPLES

ABSTRACT

The ideology of four Ukrainian far right political parties — the Congress of Ukrainian Nationalists,
Svoboda, the Right Sector, and UNA-UNSO - is analyzed. The presents or absence of instances of nativism,
authoritarianism and populism is identified. It is determined that nativism clearly dominates both the party and
electoral programs while authoritarianism and populism are also evident but to a lesser extent.

Key words: political parties, far right political parties, ideology.

INTRODUCTION

Last decades of 20" and beginning of the 21" century brought major changes to the party systems in
many European countries. Far right political parties moved from marginal positions into the mainstream and their
influence on political agenda increased significantly. After the collapse of Soviet Union, far right political parties
started to emerge in Ukraine as well. Their development can be divided into two main stages. The first one started
with establishment of three far right parties in the 90s — Ukrainian National Assembly (1990), Congress of
Ukrainian Nationalists (1992) and Social-National Party of Ukraine (1995) that was later renamed Svoboda. In
general, the parties remained marginal, being able to get representation in the national and local authorities only
occasionally and in small numbers. However, the level of public awareness about their existence was very high
due to their activities in organizing and conducting public protests, street manifestations etc. Such awareness,
though, did not translate into actual support due to many reasons with the following being most common - the
parties were considered too radical in their actions (e.g. fights with the police during manifestations).

The situation changed in the 2010s. Some researchers connect the start of the second stage of far right
political parties’ development with Viktor Yanukovych becoming the President of Ukraine. His personality and
policy were very controversial, thus, the public turned to the opposition. Far right political parties gained their first
electoral successes during this period with Svoboda being elected to many local councils and the national
parliament. Other far right parties continued organizing street protests that became much more relevant for the
public at that time. Their activists formed a core of protesters during the Revolution of Dignity in 2013-2014. After
the Revolution, such group evolved into a new political party. Since it consisted mostly of the Ukrainian National
Assembly members, it was established by renaming the latter into the Right Sector. However, the former
leadership of the Assembly rejected such transformation and restored the party under the name UNA-UNSO.

As a result, currently there are four main far right political parties in Ukraine: the Congress of Ukrainian
Nationalists, Svoboda, the Right Sector and UNA-UNSO. They differ in level of support and electoral success but
are rather similar in their ideological views. All of them to a certain extent follow the formula, developed by Dutch
scholar Cas Mudde in his work “Populist radical right parties in Western Europe”, demonstrating instances of
nativism, authoritarianism, and populism in their party and electoral programs and rhetoric [3]. In order to draw
any conclusions in this regard, it is important to analyze all relevant party documents, which is the main aim of this
article.

MAIN FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION

Four Ukrainian far right political parties are rather active and interested in keeping the public informed
about their activities. Thus, the party programs are available on their web sites free of charge. Electoral programs
are not always present on party-own informational resources, however, they could be found on the web site of
Central Election Commission that contains all data on elections to the national parliament, held in Ukraine.
Electoral programs for local elections are harder to find but they are less relevant for this research therefore will
not be taken into consideration. In total, four party programs and four electoral programs have been analyzed.

The Congress of Ukrainian Nationalists was established in 1992 and officially registered in 1993. The
party positions itself as an heir of Organization of Ukrainian Nationalists that was active during the World War 1.
Such legacy was symbolized by electing Yaroslava Stetsko (wife of one of the Organization of Ukrainian
Nationalists’ leaders) as the first head. The party was represented in the parliament by the party leader, elected in
the single-mandate district. In 2002 and 2006, party representatives were included in the list of ‘Our Ukraine’ bloc,
which also gave one and three mandates correspondingly. Since 2007, the party lost all representation in the
parliament, but remains active in typical for the far right in Ukraine street and public activities [2].

The program of the Congress of Ukrainian Nationalists is published on the party web site and dated
2011. However, it is not stated whether it was the year of publishing or was the document edited then for the last
time. The program is focused on nativist ideas of the country and its development, while the instances of populism
and authoritarianism are not clearly present. The party states that Ukraine is currently going through the process
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of identifying itself as a nation state as the only form that would allow prosperous development of national ideas,
values and interests. Nation is defined as the highest form of community organization, based on common ethnic
origin, language, territory, history, culture and national idea. The latter must embody the mission of the nation and
determine its future development [11].

National idea should be represented by the national elite and emphasize the leading role of Ukrainian
ethnos. All attempts to create a national idea on the basis of Slavic unity or cosmopolitism are dangerous for
Ukraine. Ukrainian nation must have a sovereign power on Ukrainian land. The aim of strong and independent
Ukrainian state development can be achieved only by Ukrainians themselves. It means that Ukraine should pay
enough attention to development of own intellectual, economic and military potential. The government must be
more active in defending the rights of Ukrainians both within the country and abroad. All ethnic Ukrainians that
were deported by the Soviet regime should be entitled to necessary support for their return. Russian Federation
must reimburse all deported Ukrainians for years of their forced work. Ethnicity information must be included in the
national passport. Ukrainians living abroad must be able to freely use their language, receive education, preserve
culture and religion, have and publish Ukrainian books and media [11].

The government should also actively support national manufacturers and business with special attention
to strategically important fields, where foreign domination must be fully excluded. The farmers should receive soft
loans and tax breaks. The government must ensure that Ukrainian media and books receive preferential
treatment. Media, distributing Russian propaganda and promote interreligious and interethnic conflicts, must be
ousted. The schools should provide patriotic education [11].

Congress of Ukrainian Nationalists as a separate entity took part only in legislative elections in 2014. In
all other cases, the party delegated its representatives to joint lists of several parties thus did not develop or
present own election documents. Electoral program of 2014 is much more concrete than the party program and
from ideological perspective is similar to programs of European far right political parties. The enemy is clearly
defined, which is understandable, taking into consideration the annexation of Crimea and outbreak of military
conflict in the Eastern Ukraine. The Congress openly calls itself ‘nationalist’ and ‘Banderivets’ (by the name of
historic Ukrainian nationalist Stepan Bandera, fighting during the World War II) [7].

The party stands for increase of army financing in order to defend Ukrainian territory and free the parts,
currently occupied. All actions, aimed at undermining national security, should be strictly punished. In this
document, the party is also more definite in its foreign policy suggestions. It calls for joining EU by 2017 as well as
abandoning the neutrality and joining NATO. Russia should be prosecuted in Hague tribunal and reimburse all
damage, made to Ukrainian cities and towns. It must pay life-long pensions to the families of killed and wounded
Ukrainians during the conflict. All other ideas about protectionism in economy, support of Ukrainian culture and
media etc. are also preserved in the document [7].

The second party to be analyzed is Svoboda. The party was founded under the name ‘Social National
Party of Ukraine’ in 1991 and officially registered in 1995. From the very beginning, the party positioned itself as
far right and actively sought contacts with European far right political parties and transnational unions. In Ukraine,
the party focused mostly on street activities, also trying to enter the local and national parliaments both
independently and with other ideologically close parties. In this regard, Svoboda was the most successful of
Ukrainian far right parties. Its leader, Oleh Tiahnybok, was elected to the parliament in 1998 and 2002 (even
before occupying the highest party post) but he mostly positioned himself as independent, not emphasizing his
ties to the far right party. In 2006 and 2007, the party failed to get enough votes to get to the parliament [1].

Despite rather low electoral success on the national level, the party remained active on the local level,
gaining some support and representation in city, village, district and oblast assemblies. The support was
concentrated in the Western part of Ukraine. The electoral breakthrough started also on the local level. In 2009,
the party received almost 35% of votes to the Ternopil oblast council, in 2010, the party managed to get 62 heads
of municipalities (cities, towns, villages) and over 2200 local councilors elected in several regions of Ukraine. In
2012, the party won 37 seats in the national parliament with over 10% votes for the party list and several victories
in single-mandate districts [1].

The party program was adopted by the party congress in 1995 and amended in 2004, 2009 and 2011. It
is titled “Program for the Protection of Ukrainians”. The party calls for renewal of political elite. Those, who worked
in leadership positions during Soviet Union, especially in the security service, should be dismissed and replaced
by young patriotic Ukrainian professionals. Soviet legacy must be eliminated in all spheres of society life. For
instance, the history textbooks and teaching programs should be revised and receive a new focus on Ukrainian
events and heroes [10].

The ideas of nativism clearly dominate the document. The party suggests including nationality in the
national passports. All political candidates should be obliged to state their nationality in official election
documents. Ukrainian language must receive broad support and preferences from the government. A new
legislation that would replace Soviet laws and practices in this sphere should be adopted. Special quotas for use
of Ukrainian language in the media (78%) must be introduced. All foreign media products should be dubbed in
Ukrainian. Tax and other preferences are necessary to support Ukrainian music, books, films, IT products etc. All
government employees and political candidates must be obliged to pass a language test and use Ukrainian
language in all their communication. All instances of Ukrainofobia should be regarded as criminal offense and
strictly prosecuted [10].

Unlike other Ukrainian far right political parties, Svoboda not just mentioned the issue of immigration, but
presented rather well developed views on it. The party suggests introducing stricter anti-immigration measures,
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including registration of all foreigners, preferences for Ukrainian students as opposed to foreign in housing etc.
The system of deportation of illegal aliens should be developed and implemented [10].

Local government and direct democracy are also described in the document broadly. The party stands
for decentralization and provision of additional powers and financial resources to the local authorities. The set of
direct democracy instruments, available to the public, must be widened. It should be relatively easy for the citizens
to initiate referendums, conduct assemblies etc. The communities must receive a veto power for any local
government decision [10].

Again, typically for the far right, the documents contains views on protectionist measures for business as
well as internal and external security. Svoboda states that the government should support small and medium
business as well as to agriculture, including through its tax policy. Special support must be provided for starting a
small enterprise. Only Ukrainian citizens must be involved in building state and municipal objects. The
government should aim to cover all needs in food from local farmers. Special emphasis is made on the problem of
drug and alcohol abuse and sexual freedom. The party regards mentioned these issues as big problems for
Ukrainian youth that should be treated as such by the government. Army must receive adequate financing,
necessary for reforming and rearmament. The prestige of military service must be restored, first of all, by
increasing welfare of the military [10].

The program has a clear reference to an enemy — Russia. The party regards close relations with Russia
as a threat to Ukrainian security. Therefore, such cooperation must be limited. Russia should leave all military
bases in Crimea that remained in its hands since the collapse of the Soviet Union. Ukraine must discontinue its
membership in all international associations, initiated by Russia. Russia is also blamed for many internal
problems, caused by its actions as a leading country in the Soviet Union — deportation of Ukrainians, repressions
etc. [10].

As mentioned above, Svoboda successfully participated in 2012 parliamentary elections, gaining
representation in the parliament. The electoral program was called “Own power — own property — own dignity on
own God-given land”. It corresponds with the main points of the party program, emphasizing the necessity of
changing the political elite and replacing it with young patriotic professionals. Less attention is paid to the issues of
direct democracy and foreign policy while the economic views and nativist ideas dominate. Solid middle class and
well developed welfare system must form a basis for a strong nation. Ukrainian language must be protected by
the government by tax policy, quota system for media products, mandatory language test for government
employees and candidates [5].

The program for 2014 parliamentary elections, again, is consistent with the rest. It is divided into three
main parts. The first one is devoted to the issue of replacing the ‘old’ elite. If before the party was mostly focusing
on Soviet leaders that stayed in power, in 2014, it also talks about former Yanukovych officials as well as those,
who support separatism. In order to change the elite, it is necessary to conduct electoral reform and provide more
powers to the public to recall the legislators, public servants, and judges [6].

The second issue, covered in the program, is security. The party highlights urgent necessity to increase
the financing of the military and develop a new concept of defense. The army should be formed on a professional
basis with the rest of the population being in reserve. New weapons and technologies must be purchased and
special attention should be paid to selection and training of military chiefs. Security should be increased also
through adequate foreign policy measures. All relations with Russia must be stopped while a process of entering
NATO needs to be initiated [6].

The third bloc is economic. The party, again, talks about middle class, support for small and medium
business as well as the farmers etc. The final part is devoted to the issue of national dignity. Here, Svoboda
demonstrates its nativist positions, emphasizing the protection of Ukrainian language by quotas and tax policy,
inclusion of nationality in the national passport, full ban of communist ideology and party etc. [6].

The next two political parties are relatively new. The Right Sector was established in 2014 by renaming
the Ukrainian National Assembly. The latter existed in Ukraine since gaining independence, was rather well
known among public, but electorally not successful. The party was mostly active in street manifestations and
protests as well as participated in military conflicts in countries, neighboring Ukraine. For such purposes, a
paramilitary wing, called Ukrainian National Self-Defense, was established. The members of this wing formed a
basis for a far right group, active during the Revolution of Dignity in Ukraine in 2013-2014 that later transformed
into a political party — the Right Sector. The party participated in the parliamentary elections only once and was
unsuccessful with the leader Dmytro Yarosh entering the parliament as independent candidate. In 2015, Yarosh
announced that he was leaving the Right Sector in order to establish his own political party but the Right Sector
still remains active in the political life of Ukraine.

The party program of the Right Sector is available on the party web site. From the very beginning, the
party identifies absence of national ideology as the main problem of Ukrainian state building. It means that the
country is developing chaotically instead of choosing a certain direction and following it. Such ideology must be
created on the basis of national idea. Until truly Ukrainian nation state is developed, no other issues (political,
economic, social, legal, religious, cultural etc.) can be successfully solved. The will of the people should become
the main actor of state policy with the elite, controlled by the public [8].

The party has more instances of nativism in comparison with other far right political parties in Ukraine.
For example, it clearly links the freedom of a person to the freedom of the nation. The attitude towards other
nationalities is divided into three types: brotherly to those, who join struggle for Ukrainian national state, tolerant to
those, who support the struggle, and hostile to those, who oppose. National interests should dominate in
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economic, social, foreign policy, in all cultural, educational, science, youth and other programs. In the document,
the party goes into details regarding each field with the words ‘national idea’, ‘nation state’ etc. dominating in all
proposals and initiatives [8].

Electoral program for 2014 parliamentary election is to a large extent repetition of the party program but
in a different format. The document is divided into three parts, titled “Victory!”, “Statehood!”, “Freedom!” The first
part is devoted to the issue of military conflict in the Eastern part of Ukraine. Russia is clearly defined as an
enemy and specific measures, necessary for winning the conflict, are identified and described. They include both
internal (increase of army financing) and external (restoration of nuclear status of Ukraine). In the part on
statehood, the party also talks about restoring the unity of Ukraine, adding the views on reforms that must be
implemented — adoption of new Constitution, fighting bureaucracy and increasing efficiency of public service,
developing new elite, supporting small and medium business, introducing stricter punishment for corruption (life
sentence) etc. Freedom is presented both from individual and collective perspectives and is closely tied to the
welfare [4].

The fourth party to be analyzed — UNA-UNSO. The party was officially registered in 2015 by former
leadership of Ukrainian National Assembly that disagreed with the decision to rename the party “The Right
Sector”. Since the Right Sector and UNA-UNSO have common roots, some similarities between two documents
are rather evident. It is also stated in the beginning of the program that all problems of Ukraine can be solved only
after the people start to identify themselves as one nation. UNA-UNSO talks about support for small and medium
business and farmers, strengthening the defense system by development of professional and well-equipped army,
prioritizing the national interests in foreign policy etc. One of the main differences from other far right party
programs is larger emphasis on the economy and welfare. In particular, the party talks about social programs for
the veterans of the military conflict [9].

CONCLUSIONS

After analyzing four far right political parties that are active in Ukraine today, it is possible to conclude
that nativist theme is clearly dominating in their party and electoral documents. All parties talk about national idea,
nation state, several of them define concrete enemies, one party has even developed a position on immigration.
Some features of populism and authoritarianism are also present. All parties to some extent have the idea of
direct democracy as a tool to return the power to the people but it is sometimes not very obvious. However, the
idea of replacing the elite is present in all programs and highly emphasized. All far right political parties also talk
about necessity to strengthen the army. On the other hand, such idea is present in the programs of parties,
supporting other ideologies, as this issue is on Ukrainian agenda currently, while the ideas on supporting the
police, stricter punishments, special attention to certain crimes etc., are absent from the documents. Generally,
the programs of all four far right political parties have many similarities and focus on the same issues, which
makes it harder for the electorate to distinguish among them. Nevertheless, their positions are consistently far
right and, taking into consideration increasing interest to party ideology among new generations of Ukrainian
voters, it can help them become more successful in the nearest future.

ABSTRACT

On the basis of original sources (parliamentary reports, media, journalism, memoirs and statistical data), as
well as studies by French authors, reveals a contradictory situation that has arisen in France following the signing of
Compiegne armistice with Germany in November 1918, noted that the greatness of the victory over the age-old
enemy was an important factor in political life. Swept the country "the spirit of victory" was actively used by the
government and right wing forces to justify France's claim to the Paris Peace Conference. However, their
implementation has encountered serious internal difficulties are the result of four years of debilitating war.
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French "right" and the business community see a way out of the current situation in Germany's reparation
payments and the implementation of a course provided in the process of reconstruction of the preservation of high
profits of large financial-industrial groups. Representatives of the Left (Socialists) and moderate (radicals and
socialists Republican) parties to a greater extent declared commitment to reform and the condemnation of
"excessive profits". They called for the speedy recovery of the affected departments and support their populations
combined efforts of public and private funds. Disputes and conflicts on these and many other postwar problems led
to the growth of political opposition in the country, which has become a permanent factor in the development of the
Third Republic.

ABSTRACT

The article presents the analysis of the demographic development of Yevpatoriya in 1861-1917. It
highlights the key factors influencing on this aspect. Provided information on the number, density, specific weight
of population, as well as data on fertility, mortality and natural growth of inhabitants in the end of XIX century.

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MAIN PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS OF DEVELOPMENT THE RURAL AREAS
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ABSTRACT

The article analyses the main problems of rural development in Ukraine and their causes. In work is
determined that the difficult economic situation of rural development, insufficient funding of social services have
led to the threat of destruction of its logistical and labour potential. It was studied the experience of the European
Union countries in the shaping of the development of rural areas, the analysis of regularities and their trends of
development. The author substantiates the role of government and the main directions of improvement of state
regulation of rural areas, including: improving the state regulation of incomes of the rural population, in particular,
payment for the work of the agricultural workers, improve their level to the national average; preplanning and
implementation of state programs for development of social infrastructure in rural areas, improvement of villages;
formation by the local state administrations integrated programmes of energy supply and energy saving programs
in rural areas; usage of program-oriented approach as a tool of state regulation of rural development.

Rural areas play an important role in the functioning of any state. In average, the world's rural areas are
75% of the total area, where live the 51% of the world population . In these areas produced 32% of world GDP.
Firstly, rural areas are the place of development which is not limited by agricultural production and the rural
population. Therefore, rural development should be seen as an objective process that takes place within the
appropriate socio-spatial system of society.

For Ukraine it is important to study foreign experience of formation the rural development, the analysis of
regularities and their development trends. Important for the economy of the country, in the context of European
integration should be the experience of the European Union countries.

The analysis showed that the European Union attaches the great importance to rural development,
because in 27 EU countries the proportion of rural residents is 27,1% (according to the classification by population
density), and mainly on rural areas (according to the classification at a regional level) live 20,1% the total
population and the part of employment in agriculture ranges within 3-4% of the total number of employees. Rural
development policy in European countries carried out under the Common Agricultural Policy (CAP) of the EU.
During its evolution EU CAP gradually retreating from the principles that were based on territorial division, change
to the approaches related to territorial coordination and compromise. The priorities of rural development policy of
the EU for 2007-2013 were competitiveness, environment and land management, rich country and quality of life.

EU Common Agricultural Policy combines elements of regulatory-market, pricing, foreign trade and
structural policies. As in agricultural economic sectorial and regional factors are integrated into one, gradually
shifted the EU CAP aims from solving the problems of agriculture to the objectives of rural development.
Therefore, speaking about modern agricultural policy of the EU, we must understand that it was formed and
operates on the foundation and at the regional, primarily structural, policy. EU CAP in the broadest sense - is the
overall direction of EU policy aimed at: improving the legal regulation of relations in the agricultural sector;
improving administrative relations between the relevant institutions and entities in agriculture; adoption of
commercially reasonable and efficient regulations that will contribute to increasing the competitiveness of EU
agriculture and rural development; promoting further liberalization of EU agriculture under the WTO.

Another important aspect is that EU funding for development programs on rural areas is more than 20%
of the budget of a common policy, in the US - from 11% to 27% of the budget of the Ministry of Agriculture,
against Ukrainian 10% for agriculture and rural development in general. Based on the distribution of the budget,
we can see that the lion's part of budget funds in Ukraine is still allocated for agricultural production but not for
rural development. So, still in Ukraine dominated the narrow specialization approach to rural development.
Although in many developed countries, this approach has proved to be ineffective in solving the problems of rural
areas.

During the period of economic reforms it is necessary to intensify the development of rural areas to
ensure their stabilization and economic recovery. These prospects require the use of certain tools, means,
instruments and mechanisms of state regulation of the economy. Thus, the main criteria for sustainable rural
development should be the improving the efficiency of agriculture, diversification of the rural economy as a whole,
food security, natural increase of the rural population, raising the level and quality of life in the rural areas,
maintenance the social control over historically mastered territories, improve soil fertility and environmental
security in rural areas.

While the majority of these potential obstacles to the implementation of rural development, provided the
use of modern and effective approach may overcome relatively quickly (from 1 to 10-15 years), in reference to
administrative obstacles must say that they are currently the most influential barriers and overcoming them is
most urgent and most difficult question. Until they are not solved, all other measures of modernization the rural
areas in Ukraine will not be effective and will not lead to the desired results.

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ABSTRACT

The historical emergence of the domestic corporate form of business was not due to the requirements of
the economic practice, but by the attempts of the legislative regulation to create the institute of market economy.
In the economic code of Ukraine, the category of Corporation is defined as: "a Contractual Association, created on
the basis of a combination of productive, scientific and commercial interests of the companies that have teamed
up with their delegation of certain powers of centralized regulation of the activities of each of the participants in the
management bodies of the Corporation” (part 3, article 120) [1].

The concept of corporate enterprises includes such approaches to the interpretation of the definition of
the «corporationy»:

The collective forms of enterprises that can exist in the form of joint stock companies of open and closed
types.

A special kind of entities, characterized by transnational activities, large size, dominant market position.

Institutional rules model, system — related institutions that has the features of structural units of the
environment in which they operate, and therefore influence the actions or behavior of persons providing its
functioning.

This approach, in our opinion, is the most complete and comprehensive as takes into account the
interaction and influence of stakeholders on the corporate enterprise.

Corporate relations have difficult social nature. On the one hand the participants of corporate relations
regulate all legal relationships at corporate level, on the other hand, the state regulates the general procedure for
establishing corporate relations at the legislative level and according to the general principles of corporate entities
relations with the government. The combination of law and corporate norms give rise to the problem of relations
between these two regulatory systems, where the key issue is disclosure of information on corporate governance
of joint stock companies members.

According to the data given in the annual report National Commission on Securities and Stock Market,
the number of joint stocks that reveal information about the state of corporate governance starting in 2011
decreased by 32%, also tends to decline in the number of companies that plan to include its shares listed on the
stock exchanges.

Let us characterize the basis of corporate enterprise features in Ukraine.

- unity, which is the industrial and technical integrity, defines common activity of all structural divisions and
organizational unity that is expressed by the only organizational structure, hierarchical subordination of lower
levels of management subsystems by the higher ones;

- purposefulness - the existence of the organization aims to meet a number of goals, direct, ensuring its
general social existence and, in particular, the needs of society, the state and so on [12].

- openness is manifested in a close collaboration of the enterprise with the external environment. Under
the influence of the external environment the organization operates, transforms, develops or if it is unable to adapt
or manage this effect, ceases to exist as an independent legal system.

So, corporate enterprise is treated as a model of institutional norms, system related institutions that have
the features of structural units of the environment in which it operates, and, therefore, affects actions or behavior
of the persons, who ensure its functioning. Within the corporate enterprise we separate an institute of
shareholders (owners) hired senior managers reporting to owners (top-managers); other stakeholders. The main
task of management is to ensure balance among institutional interests.
