INTRODUCTION

Joining the vast territories in the south of the Russian Empire and the need for economic development
led to relocation to the territory of different ethnic and religious groups. The result was the formation of multi-
ethnic society that has arisen on the basis of proximity to land holdings and relative isolation from the central
government. One important element of society emerged were ethnic Germans and ethnic and religious
representatives of the Mennonites. They receive substantial acreage in the region, led to their involvement in
almost all conflicts related to land. Encyclopedia defines conflict as a clash of opposing interests, views and
aspirations [7]. Historian S.J. Borovoy, defines the term "struggle for the land" as a struggle for the redistribution
of land among different categories of population: peasants, settlers, landowners and others [1, 371]. Using this
point of view in our study, we can add that in the Melitopol district of the problem with the redistribution of land
existed not only among the social categories of the population, but also between the government and the public.
In addition, they bore an ethnic coloration.

Land conflicts in the Melitopol district can be divided into three types:

- conflicts resulting from incorrect demarcation of land, and fuzzy boundaries between plots (from the
beginning of settlement to the 1830, when ended the first phase of adaptation [21]);

- conflicts among ethnic groups and between them due to lack of land and overpopulation (1830. - The
second half of the 19th century);

- conflicts with the government (the end of the 19th century — 1917), due to the emergence of anti-
German sentiment in Russian society and the outbreak of Il World War.

Weak tool support at the initial stage of resettlement land development led to the fact that the amount of
land originally allocated to the settlers during the shooting frequently did not correspond to its actual area. The
result was a series of land disputes with neighboring Germans. An example is the dispute Germans Molochansk
kolonists County with the peasants of village Mikhaylovka incurred in 1825.

Materials and methods

In the land section number 14 was identified shortfall. 9547 desyatin of land of the settlers were busy
with the peasants of Mikhaylovka and 3694 desyatin of peasant villages were annexed to Mikhaylovka kolonists
district. Thus, the land of the colonists had to add the 5853 desyatin. Michael put out the peasants. By agreement
of the St. Michael's farmers and society of the colonists, the surveyor noted this deficiency in the plan, which
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Ekaterinoslavskaya Office of Foreign Settlers posted February 10, 1825 in an expedition Tauride asking about
adding a 5853 desyatinof land to Molochansk kolonists district. Treasury expedition waiting for an answer on the
issue of Land Survey Office. Last found at Mikhaylovka's peasants only 15 607 desyatin 542 fathom excess land.
This land was given to the disposal of the Treasury Expeditions, which did not turn in order the replacement.
Since September 29, 1835 from the Ministry of Internal Affairs (Department of Economic Division) to the Minister
of Finance came a petition to replace the 5853 colonists desyatin of land. At the same time, it was stated that the
petition of the colonists Minister of Internal Affairs considers all valid [15].

By the conflict also resulted in a lack of clear boundaries between allotments. In 1819, the Committee of
Ministers discussed the complaint with the peasants of Tokmak on Mennonites. Mennonites were not allowed
their cattle to the fields, captured from the fields of corn and hay. Peasants estimated its losses at more than one
thousand rubles. The complaint was a petition for division of land among the peasants and the Mennonites, the
eviction of two Mennonite colony near Tokmak, as well as the return of the peasants their damages.

The chief guardian of the colonists of the southern edge of Russia lieutenant general Inzov, could
explain the problems. Tokmac peasants have arranged their village on the river Begim-Chokrak among
Mennonite possessions. The peasants, living on the border ownership of the Mennonite village Ryukkenau, due
to carelessness left unattended their cattle, which came on Mennonite land and inflicted losses. Mennonites
stopped cattle, and this led to problems.

To stop the conflict Inzov suggested farmers to resettle in Tokmak, leaving his 3000 de syatin on the left
sides of the river Begim-Chokrak. The rest of the land he proposed to give the Mennonites. Minister of the Interior
agreed with this decision. But on these 3000 desyatin disputes arose again, as in this case tokmacs people lost
more than 6000 desyatin of land assigned to them by the Military Governor of Kherson Duc de Richelieu. As a
result, Count Kochubey found that farmers have more land per capita ratio set. He decided that there is no
reason to leave the peasants more than 15 desyatin per capita. Finally it was decided to leave the peasants 3000
desyatin and Mennonites pass 9340 desyatin [16].

After the establishment of clear boundaries between allotments conflicts with its neighbors practically
ceased. However, at later stages of development of the territory, the problems encountered in the environment of
ethnic groups.

End of the first adjustment period was characterized by reduction in the area of free land and
overpopulation area of Melitopol district [20, 84]. Since that time, ie 30s begins a struggle for the redistribution of
land among the settlers, one social or ethnic group, due to the reduction of free land areas and increasing social
differentiation in their society. In general, conflicts of this kind can be divided into three groups: among the
colonists (Germans, Mennonites), the state peasants and sects, the Doukhobors. The problems were caused by
the colonists reduction in the number of spare land, inheritance rules and indivisibility of allotments. Here, it
should make a reservation, that the German colonists of Melitopol district problems with landlessness began later
than in the Mennonite Berdyansk. The reason for this was that the Mennonites when moving very quickly divided
among themselves all the spare land, and the Germans, by contrast, slow shared additional land [20, 81-82].
The distinguishing feature of such problems among the Germans is no evidence of any complaints to the
government or claims against each other. In this case, the present persistent belief that community leaders will
find an alternative way to fight landlessness [20, 81]. We can say that it was more a social rather than legal
conflicts.

In turn, the lack of land has been a catalyst to strengthen contacts with their neighbors the Germans,
which resulted in the intensification of the purchase and lease of land.

In another light appear problems with the land from the state of the peasants. The conflicts were caused
by the emergence of new villages and towns. They appeared on the distant margins of the community sometimes
at her request, and often at the initiative of private individuals. Usually hutoryane did not ask any permission from
the company to settle. The old settlement claims and claimed the land occupied by farms, and the villagers
themselves, who have shied away from the natural duties. Hutoryane refused to return, do not throw their farm
and did not give ground. Conflict begins. Hutoryane appealed to the authorities and were separated from the
community (Green, Peskoshnoe), and sometimes still obey the public and handed over the farm. Farms, which
are then developed villages, inhabited came not one but several neighboring communities, for this reason, raises
a number of clashes that lasted until the 1840s [2, 42]. We should also examine conflict between the authorities
and Dukhobors County. Large plots of Doukhobor cause confusion among local officials who did not understand
what the Doukhobors have earned such a privilege. The area of land allocated to them from 1804 to 1820 in
general was 48 673 desyatin of convenient and inconvenient land 6066 [6, 34—109]. Take advantage of the
Doukhobors in the environment of the problems associated with multiple alleged murders and robberies, a series
of complaints and reports to the Senate, they got eviction Doukhobors. The central government officials,
concerned about the reduction of land for state peasants throughout the empire, was dubious charges and
agreed to the eviction. A large role in this played opinion Mennonites Johann Kornisa, which is very negative
attitude to the Doukhobors, and to which after the expulsion took over a significant amount of land Doukhobors
[20, 87-107].

The third type of conflict are problems with the government, arising from the anti-German sentiment in
the strengthening of Russian society because of the increased extent of Mennonite and German holdings, which
limited their support to the government [8]. Ability to sell and buy land led to an increase in the number of
privately-owned German farms and made them one of the biggest landowners in the region. Thus, if in the first
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years of settlement land for ethnic Germans was a means of survival, by the end of the 19th century it became a
way of accumulating capital.

The analysis shall be prepared annually Melitopol local boards "Sheets consist in the possession of land
in rural communities, private landowners, church clergy and other agencies" for 25 years (from 1889 to 1914)
makes it possible to trace in detail the trends in the German private land ownership in the Melitopol uyezd, Tavrid
gubernia [9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14].

In studying of German private land ownership were analyzed lists of landowners, local boards composed
Melitopol uyezd, of which the Germans have been selected landowners. Calculations were performed at intervals
of 5 years.

With the possible incompleteness of the sample were identified variations in the total area of German
estates, with a general tendency to increase it. From 1889 to 1894 the amount of land has increased from
17905.75 to 27839.3 desyatin, l.e on 64%. By 1899 the number had fallen to earth 21218.3 desyatin., And
increased again to 1904, but only slightly - on 7% (up to 22636.8 desyatin). Over the next five years the number
of privately owned land increased by 38% (up to 31150.9 desyatin), Mainly due to the transfer of land in 1908, six
rural communities and the public section of the sheepfold to private ownership. By 1914, the amount of land has
increased by only 1.4% (up to 31580.3 desyatin).

Thus, from 1889 to 1914, the total area of private land ownership of German (including land in rural
communities) increased on 76%.

According to Zemstvo statistics for the same period was to investigate the dynamics of private land
ownership within the German media.

To study [9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14], we took the 12 most frequently occurring German surnames: Albrecht,
Keller, Lukovic, Lutz, Surf, Faltz-Fein, Fein, Fisher, Tsener Schwartz, Ulmer.

In 1889 they owned 20 site. The average area of size was 647.4 desyatin. The owner of the large
estates (3470 desyatin) Gustav |. Faltz-Fein. The smallest segment (3.5 desyatin In the village of Peschanoe,
Terpenevskaya volost) owned by Peter G. Lukovic.

1894 at presence of 22 sites, the average of one was 618.5 desyatin. Joint owners the largest estates
(8188.5) was a titular councilor Charles Antonovich Durante, and villager-owner Andrey Fisher. The two smallest
sites (Each at 49.25 desyatin) owned by Gustav and Christian J. Schwartz.

In 1899, the quantity of sites has not changed, but the average size of land ownership has increased to
812.9 desyatin. The owners of the largest ownership remained K.A. Durante and G.I. Fisher, but their ownership
has decreased to 4100 desyatin. The owner of the smallest ownership was still Peter G. Lukovic (the area of his
site was reduced to 2.5 desyatin).

In 1904, the number of holdings remained unchanged, while the average size has increased slightly —
up to 866.9 desyatin. The owner of the smallest area was still P.G. Lukovic, and the largest portion (6020
desyatin Agaymanskoy estate at the lvanovo district) owned by Countess Elizabeth E. Keller, with his comrades.

In 1909, in the presence of 30 sites, and their average size has decreased to 536 desyatin. Owner of the
largest estates (3470 desyatin in Matveevka, Michael volost) was Frederick E. Faltz-Fein. The smallest site is still
owned by P.G. Lukovic.

In 1914, the number of sites increased to 31 and the average size has decreased to 477 desyatin. The
owners of the smallest and largest ownership remained P.G. Lukovic and Countess of E.E. Keller, respectively.

Conclusions

Thus, the surnames recorded in the 25 years the number of holdings increased from 20 to 31, and the
average tenure reduced on 26%. [9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14].

Initially, despite the strengthening of anti-German sentiments in society, Mennonites and Germans
continued to receive government assistance. In 1905 a law was passed, by which, for the purchase of the former
colonists land there were no restrictions [3].

Yet gradually, the government was inclined to limit the tenure of Mennonites and Germans. This is
evidenced by correspondence in the years 1906—-1908 Land Management and Soil The chief Knyaz Vasilchikov
with Earthen Department of Internal Affairs. It discussed the limitation of the settlers, the owners (the former
German colonists, among whom were included and Mennonites) in the acquisition of that bank, crown and state
lands on the same footing with the peasants, with the assistance of the Peasant Land Bank. It was alleged that
the villagers, the owners can not be attributed to one of those rural populations that need special assistance to
the Government of the land management, and represent the most prosperous class of the agricultural population.
Knyaz Vasilchikov suggested that the villagers-owners in each province needs to sell that area, designed to
eliminate the land that would have been no more than their percentage of the population of the same province to
the entire agricultural population of the latter. He also considered it necessary to explain the land use planning to
the Commission that the fact of landlessness bidders shall be invoked to provide them priority to facilitate the
purchase of land, and that such assistance should be rendered only in light of the totality of the economic
conditions of applicants for the purchase of land officials.

On this subject Deputy Minister of Internal Affairs said that the distribution operations of the Peasant
Land Bank settlers on proprietors (former colonies), even in exceptional cases, is undesirable [18].

About the infringement the rights of Mennonites and Germans of Melitopol district demonstrated by the
fact that in Statement of Melitopol district council estates in 1915 among the 1732 names of landowners received
during 1908-1913 sites from the Treasury or the Peasant Land Bank does not have the names of Mennonites
and Germans.
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The beginning of World War increased an anti-German sentiment in the Empire. During the period
1915-1916 the imperial government adopted a series of legislative acts on the closure of the German land
tenure. Unclear laws and especially the liquidation of war led to a situation in which only a small portion of land
holdings included in the lists of liquidation has been evaluated and put up for sale. In order of these laws in
1915-1916 Peasant Land Bank purchased the 59 Mennonite estates, whose geography is vast. As an example,
the estate P.Y. Reimer in Serogozskaya volost, A.l. Martens estate at Veselovskaya volost. The estate of F. and
A.F. Wiebe in Yuzkuyskaya volost [17].

March 21, 1917 Minister of Agriculture A. Shingarev by telegram to prevent the reduction in planted area
in 1917, asked Hubersky Kommisarov make widely known the villagers-owners whose land came under the
statutes of suspended February 2 and February 13, 1915 and additional provisions to them that:

1) all assigned to the elimination of kolonists lands that have not yet taken the Peasant Bank (even if the
data they have already been awarded a senior notary) and for which the calculation is not made, remain in the
enjoyment of the previous owners, with no obligation to make the latest Bank of any lease payments;

2) conservation of land already placed at the disposal of the Peasant Bank to use the former owners, as
well as the establishment of conditions for such use depends in each case the agreement with the previous
owners by the Bank [4, 72].

March 24, 1917 Gubernsky Commissar, Chairman of the Tauride provincial zemstvo in its turn signed a
document which required notification of villagers, the owners (the German colonists and Mennonites) on
liquidation of their estates. Those estates that have already been received into the possession of the Bank, the
owners are not subject to refund. The estate remained with the owner, in case it was made in the liquidation list,
but has not yet been sold, and if the sale or purchase documents were not approved, or the Bank shall not be
accepted by the receiving property inventories. [5, 5].

Such a policy of the state, of course, led to a reduction the areas of German and Mennonite estates in
the Melitopol uyezd [19]. In Soviet times, conflicts with the German government has become more acute, but
were somewhat different.

*Notes:

Yesn — uyezd — was an administrative subdivision of Rus', Muscovy, Russian Empire, and the early
Russian SFSR which was in use from the 13th century. Uyezds for most of the history in Russia were a
secondary-level of administrative division.

l'ybepHuss — guberniya — was a major administrative subdivision of the Russian Empire usually
translated as government, governorate, or province. Such administrative division was preserved for sometime
upon the collapse of the empire in 1917. A guberniya was ruled by a governor (rybepHaTtop, gubernator), a word
borrowed from Latin gubernator, in turn from Greek kybernetes. Sometimes the term guberniya was informally
used to refer to the office of a governor.This subdivision type was created by the edict (ukase) of Peter the Great
on December 18, 1708, which divided Russia into eight guberniyas. In 1719, guberniyas were further subdivided
into provinces (nposuHuuK, provintsii). Later the number of guberniyas was increased to 23.

HecatuHa — desyatina — is an archaic land measurement used in tsarist Russia. A dessiatin is equal to
2400 square sazhens and is approximately equivalent to 2.702 English acres or 10,900 square metres.

KonoHucT — colonist — is a person who has migrated to an area and established permanent residence
there, often to colonize the area. Settlers are generally people who take up residence on land and cultivate it, as
opposed to nomads. Settlers are sometimes termed "colonists" or “"colonials" and—in the United States —
"pioneers".

Hagen — hideland — the earth's surface whose boundaries are determined in accordance with federal
laws.

MeHHoHUTEI — Mennonites — are a group of Christian Anabaptist denominations named after the Frisian
Menno Simons (1496-1561), who, through his writings, articulated and thereby formalized the teachings of
earlier Swiss founders. The teachings of the Mennonites were founded on their belief in both the mission and
ministry of Jesus Christ, which they held to with great conviction despite persecution by the various Roman
Catholic and Protestant states. Rather than fight, the majority survived by fleeing to neighboring states where
ruling families were tolerant of their radical belief in adult baptism. Over the years, Mennonites have become
known as one of the historic peace churches because of their commitment to nonviolence.

CaxeHb — Fathom, or sazhen (syazhen, Sazhenkov, direct fathom) — Old Russian unit of measurement
range. In the XVII century. primary measure was the Treasury seven feet, equal to 2.16 m, and contains three
feet (72 cm) to 16 inches. On October 11, 1835, under the direction of Nicholas | «On the system of Russian
weights and measures," length fathoms was equated to the length of seven feet of English, that is exactly 2.1336
meters to [1]. With the introduction in 1924, the USSR metric system fell into disuse.

RESUME

Direct foreign investments give clear impression about the amount of sums invested in the fixed capital
of the country; how much attractive the country is for investment; which field is possible to make high profit in.
Thus, dynamics and structure of foreign investments is extremely important indicator of development of the
country. Moreover in the conditions of Georgia, when there are small amount of domestic resources for
development, budgetary resources are limited and saving of economical subjects are too small for investments.
Inflow of foreign investments is not only provision with financial resources. This, in the first place, is the
opportunity for sharing technological achievements, which the country is in need of. Besides this, direct
investments have serious potential of employment. Subject to the long-term perspectives of development, in
terms of formation of investment climate, necessity of creating uniform conditions of activities for national and
foreign investments shall be considered.

20-year-experience of economical and political reformation of post-socialist countries standing on the
way of market economy proved that transfer to the market relations, as well as movement to the capitalist system
is less effective without foreseeing elements of the modern market economical theory and often — ineffectual.
Main task of Georgia today is creation of favorable conditions for development of industry.

It is necessary to improve investment environment in the country, in order to allow local and foreign
investors extend their business in the fields of production and service without any risk. Active involvement of
Georgia into international economical relations was followed by activation of foreign countries at the investment
market of the Country. If at the beginning foreign companies made investments only in the projects of strategic
importance, now important solid investments were made in such fields of economy as industry, infrastructure,
energy, real estate and etc.

From the point of attracting investments, Georgia has particular priorities in regard with cheap prices on
some factors of production. It is possible to implement modernization of enterprises by means of existed funds
and less investment expenditures and to transfer to the utilization of western technologies of average level.

Great interest of energy markets of the world is attracted by strategic location of Georgia providing too
effective and the shortest way for transportation of oil in pipelines through Caspian littoral states, those of Central
Asia and Azerbaijan to the Black Sea. Georgia is bordered by the countries holding huge reserves of oil and gas,
particularly Russia and Caspian littoral states. From another side Georgia is bordered by Turkey being important
consumer of energy resources. Consequently, Georgia is of special interest from the side of oil and gas
producing countries, as well purchasers of the said products.

Supsa Terminal and Azerbaijan Pipeline construction process is noteworthy, which identified quite high
rates of inflow of foreign investments to Georgia.

Inflow of direct foreign investments in the future will greatly depend on the fact how fast global economy
comes out of the recession and how successfully Government of Georgia continues and strengthens effective
investment policy existed till today. Notwithstanding achieved particular success, Georgia shall sharply diversify
and extend export in order to continue impressive economical growth, which took place in the Country during last
decade.

Summing up what has been said, Georgia will have to pursue more aggressive policy for attraction of
investments and even in such case there is no guaranty for increasing direct foreign investments, until the West
is in recession process. At the same time, low level of direct foreign investments may promote growth of local
savings, which will be added to formation of total capital; formation of total capital is in positive correlation with
the volume of direct foreign investments in the economy (Diagram 8); and when inflow of capital is decreased
and total demand on money is maintained or increased, the price is risen, which, in its turn, promotes stimulation
of savings.

INTRODUCTION

Economy and policy is the integral unit, policy determines progress-regress of economy, and economy —
conducting it correctly or incorrectly, reasonably or unreasonably —affect greatly upon political situation of any
country. This is the axiom, taught by my great teacher, the academician Vasil Chantladze when | was a student.

Purpose of my present work is to analyze investments, dynamics of investments of investment
environment, strategic directions of investments again in the perspective of brief historic, real and perspective
development. At the background of financial crisis existed in Georgia, | want to rationale again that of not the
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only, but one of the most important drivers for economical growth, economical strength and also economical
survival and, consequently for solving financial and social problems.

Important monographs and scientific articles having been written about above issues during past years
and they are being published today [11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16, 17, 18 and etc].

We consider it to be necessary to dedicate several decades of my life to learning investments. Starting
with the sources of financing capital investments and finished with the problems of the investment business, with
modern problems of formation and functioning of investment [1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7 and etc].

However complexity, variety of the problems, necessity and opportunities of solving them made me turn
back to my theme of interest in the field of investment, innovative and intellectual fields, and particularly solving
the tasks given below:

Brief geography and historical review for creation of real investment image of Georgia; stating role of
main driving force of investments and investing in implementation of macroeconomic and institutional reforms;
stating necessity of creating unified conditions for local and foreign investment activities in long-term perspective
of economical development; directing foreign investments towards the projects of strategic importance, as well as
the fields and infrastructure of public industry.

Purpose and tasks of the Work determined its architectonics and following sequence of the issues: I.
Brief geographic and historical review; Il. Economical reality before and after the War of 2008.

|. BRIEF GEOGRAPHIC AND HISTORICAL REVIEW

Georgia is situated at the crossroads of Europe and Asia, namely in Caucasus. It is washed with the
Black Sea from the west, Russian Federation — from the north, Azerbaijan — from south-east, and Turkey — from
south.

From economic-geographical point of view, Georgia is situated at the crossroads of Europe and Asia
playing the role of the bridge linking western and eastern civilization.

Georgia is the country of greatest traditions and history; it is about 25 centuries old. During its history
there were lots of outstanding moments characterizing Georgia of those times. One of such distinguished
moment was 70-year cohabitation with the Soviet Union. After collapse of the Soviet Union 15 independent states
were formed often called Post Soviet States.

Many dictatorial countries, including Soviet Union, were characterized with rapid economical growth at
the beginning, but it was impossible to maintain the rate in long-term period and trends of its cumulative growth
stays significantly behind development level of the democratic countries. Today these countries are called
developing countries, while Georgia and 15 states of the Soviet Union are called Post Soviet States.

Since gaining independence, direction of national development of Georgia became of democratic
orientation and economical relations returned to the independent industrial basics. The Country has stood on the
way of establishing market relations in the economy.

This choice having, in fact, no alternative, determined the necessity of implementing radical reforms in
the political and social fields. Though, their realization conditions were not guaranteed with conceptual
calculations and outcomes were extremely negative.

Political independence was followed by economical isolation from Russian Federation and serious
financial and economical problems. In 1991-1993, industrial capacity and competitiveness fell sharply; export
market was actually closed.

Social problems were aggravated; most part of the population appeared below the poverty line.
Consumption costs for living conditions were mostly used for food products. Territorial integrity was violated.

Peaceful construction of statehood and transformation of economy started most late among Post Soviet
States in 1995. Actually, newly formed state could not provide efficiency of state finances and collect taxes. The
State had weak financial, economical and institutional opportunities to provide some serious changes in
economical and social reality.

Hyperinflation of 1990-1995 in Georgia made average 3310.6%. Due to this, standard of life fell
everywhere. Unemployment reached culmination. In 1994, volume of Gross Domestic Product of the country fell
in 70% compared to the level of 1970.

Until 1996, state budget of Georgia, in fact, existed only with assistance of donor organizations. Small
budgetary incomes were mostly conditioned with corruption and financial discipline existed in the state system.
This affected significantly state strength and performance of social functions by it. Due to this, social tension and
poverty were being increased. Privatization process, which started in 1992 in Georgia, among other reasons, was
directed towards releasing enterprises, which were hard to manage, from government. Consequently, for their
further functioning it was necessary to have additional capital investments, which were not held by the
government and they could not be taken in the form of credit.

In 1994-1998, some other reforms were carried out in direction to stabilization and liberalization. This
gave rise to the changes in banking system. National currency — Georgian Lari (GEL) was involved.

Generally, economy was developed inconsistently in the 90s. Since 1998, after famous currency crisis,
structural reforms were prevented and rate of economical growth fell; “motionless period” started in Georgia. Real
changes were not implemented, notwithstanding privatization of enterprises, economy was being insignificantly
developed and the enterprises suffered lack of financial resources and staff needed for functioning. Private
proprietors had no experience for functioning of independent enterprise. Due to this, absolute majority of
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enterprises was stopped and could not be transferred to the principles of market economy. Thus, process of
privatization could not provide competitiveness of economy, though it made grounds for involvement of market
economy.

Coming out of the formed economical crisis required rapid and reasonable actions by the government.
By the end of 1994 the Government, with the assistance of International Monetary Fund (IMF), carried out
numbers of activities for economical recovery of the Country [24, p 52-53.] Local public authorities were
prohibited to take credits of any kind from the banks. National Bank started control of banking system of the
country and established its monitoring. State budgetary sources were accumulated in National Bank.
Administration of regulated prices was strengthened; electricity tariff was significantly increased. Privatization of
residential houses and agricultural lands was started. According the Professor I. Meskhia, this stage of reforms
was unsuccessful [22, pg. 33].

Basic barrier preventing economical growth of Georgia was low level of investments and unfavorable
investment environment.

Development of Georgia required new methods of approach, without which strategic development of the
country was impossible. Georgia could get out of the period of motionlessness by strengthening democratic
course requiring radical change of the governmental institutions and formation of new political and democratic
course. At the background of existed serious challenges and hard social-economical conditions, in 2003
government was changed through revolution. For avoidance of expected continuance of the period of
motionlessness, population chose radical way, called “Rose Revolution”.

1. ECONOMICAL REALITY BEFORE AND AFTER THE WAR OF 2008

Since 2003 the government faced new domestic and foreign challenges. There were multiple problems
of hard social and economical nature. Following shall be distinguished out of the said problems:

1. Energy crisis; 2. Budgetary crisis; 3. Investment “hunger”; 4. High level of unemployment and poverty.

Main task set by the new government was establishment of financial discipline, recovery of rules of
legitimate economical game, confiscation of misappropriated property and its distribution in favor of the poor
social layers of the society. Formation of free commercial regime in Georgia influenced upon competitiveness of
new local enterprises.

Parallel to the macroeconomic and institutional reforms, attempts of the Government were directed
towards radical reduction of corruption and state intervention in the economy, which should improve investment
environment. In 2004-2007, growth of average annual rate of Gross Domestic Product made 9.3%.

Main driving force of economy before 2008 was direct foreign investments and development of banking
system.

Investment activity and economical development of the country are in proportional relation with each
other; therefore, there is direct-proportional relation between growth of direct foreign investments and Gross
Domestic Product. Share of direct foreign investments into the GDP made 20 % in 2007. In 2008, similar index
was increased in 12 % and in 2009, due to the well known reasons it was decreased to 6 %. Decreasing trend
was also identified in 2012 and the said index made only 5%. Such trends were identified in terms of analyzing
indexes of real growth of GDP: in 2007 this index was 12.3%; in 2008 — 2.3%; in 2009-2011 (relatively) — 3.8, 6.3
and 7.2 %, and, according to the National Statistics Service, in 2012 it made 6.1% [Table 1].

Economical policy of the Government, which came to power in 2003, appeared to be the principle factor
that gave rise to the trust of foreign investors. Due to its resources and location, the country has always had the
potential to become attractive place for implementing investment projects. After selecting the way of developing
market economy, the government reviewed laws “on governmental assistance of ivnestments” and “on foreign
investments” for the purpose of stimulation of investment activity. Complete liberalization of this field took place
and on the basis of this share of foreign investments in the economy of the country was significantly increased
and it reached maximal marking in 2007. Since 2008, the world suffers global financial crisis and due to this,
volume of investments was increased not only in Georgia, but also in whole world. This process was supported
by Russia-Georgian War of August, 2008 and occupation of Georgian territories by Russia after this.

After the Crisis, attraction of direct foreign investments remains to be main challenge to the government
of Georgia. In many countries, reduction of direct foreign investments gave rise to serious macroeconomic
problems. After the Crisis competition in attraction of direct foreign investments became even worse. While the
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country cannot develop its economy without assistance, foreign investments are of essential importance for
economical growth of the country.

Share of the largest investor countries in gross foreign investments according to the annual data of the
year 2012 made 73%. According to the direct foreign investments implemented in the percentage structure,
Germany is the leader — with 16%, then comes the Netherlands (according to the data of 2011, the Netherlands
was the leader with the investments of 241.8 million US Dollars) and Turkey — 10-10 percents. Most part of these
investments was implemented into the processing industry — 22%, financial sector — 18%, transport and
communications — 17% [Table 2].

In this regard, 2004-2006 years were the period of transition, when share of loans in GDP was increased from
9.2% till 19.4. Relatively, economy was being developed with the resources issued by banks. Importance of
banks and their participation in increasing GDP of the country was increased. This trend continued till 2008.

Money transfers from foreign countries play important role for Georgian economy. The transfers are
made by those, employed abroad to their family members and relatives. From the side of the commercial banks,
issuing credits in economical domain was increased almost ten times; credit resources entered from foreign
countries were significantly increased. This means that all principle factors of economical growth were external.

Extremely small share of financial injections was directed towards such field, which would be directed
towards extension of industry capacity and growth of production. Another characteristic of the economy of
Georgia of the said period is significant growth of the volume of import in relation with export. At the same time,
among principle fields agriculture was not of priority either to the government, neither to foreign investors and nor
the bankers, which provoked decreasing of production in this field.

One of the principle challenges of 2011 was inflation. According to the data of National Statistics of
Georgia, annual average inflation in 2011 made 8.5%. Since second half of 2010, index of inflation started
increasing and it was expressed in two figures during almost entire year 2011. In May 2011, inflation reached the
peak with average index of 13%, compared with the respective period of previous year (Diagram 1).

Characteristics of inflation in Georgia are too much similar to those of open economies of small size,
expressed with large share of food products in consumer basket. Consequently, there is positive correlation in
Georgia between general inflation and international prices of oil and food products in Georgia. At the same time,
there is positive correlation between international prices on food products and local food products inflation. And
finally, food product inflation in Georgia is much higher, unstable and continues in Georgia, than non-food
inflation, with the help of which general inflation is more than the market one (i.e. the inflation, which doesn’t
include food and energy resources). Until December 2011, share of food in national consumer basket made 40%
and it reduced to 30% since the year 2012. We consider reduction of the share of food in national consumer
basket to influence upon index of general inflation and in case of low market inflation, it reduced lightly general
inflation.

Inflation was identified, as one of the main problems of economy of further period. Inflation was being
increased after 2004, since economical environment became more active and dynamic. In 2000-2003, growth of
annual GDP made average 4% and growth of average annual inflation was 3.5%. Taking into account reality of
the period, this was clear indicator of economic stagnation.

Inflation was being significantly increased, which was conditioned by several factors:

- Investment environment was improved and transfers were increased;

- In 2004-2007 budgetary incomes increased 6-times allowing the country cover domestic debts
accumulated earlier and increase salaries and pensions; In 2004-2006 salaries in public sector increased in 67%.

- Let us formulate characteristics of “Georgian version” of crisis at the background of the War of 2008 and
global economical crisis. Among reasons of economical fall, we shall distinguish foreign factors, such as
complicated economical and political relations with Russia, August War 2008 and global financial crisis and all
domestic factors giving rise to inflation.

In 2008 the Country entered the phase of recession. August War of Russia and Georgia of 2008 was
completed with had outcomes. The Country suffered great direct economical loss and it was reflected in sharp
reduction of development index. GDP growth in 2008 made only 2.1%, while in 2007 this figure was 12.3%. The
War was followed with important environmental damage and serious social problems.

Western companies stopped issuing credits to Georgian banks and this gave rise to acute deficit of
liquidity. These events were followed by sharp reduction of the flow of direct investments in the economy of
Georgia.

From the second part of 2008 the country was probable to appear in sharper economical crisis, if not
assistance received from donors after August War.

Governments of 38 countries and managements of 15 international organizations allocates financial
assistance in the amount of 4.5 billion US Dollars at joint conference in Brussels in October, 2008. 2.0 billion US
Dollars from the funds were grants and 2.550 billion US Dollars — were loans. This assistance was intended for
rehabilitation of post-conflict economy in 2008-2010. With this assistance economic depression intervened
relatively “painless” in the country.

For reduction of money supply and regulation of inflation, National Bank of Georgia started issuance of
depository certificates and implementation of investments at the foreign exchange market. For the purpose of
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maintenance of macroeconomic stability after the War with Russia in August, 2008, national Bank started
devaluation of Georgian Lari, after which Lari exchange rate was sharply depreciated in November, 2008.

Banking and investment resources were importantly concentrated at the construction and real estate
sectors, while other, more productive sectors of the economy were lacking financial resources. At the same time
the problem of domestic and external credit debts was formed. Volumes of loans on consumer loans and
commercial loans were significantly increased. Banks stimulated trade sector. Finally, such correlation was
reflected in sharp growth of the volume of import; is supported inflation processes, and formed the problem of
unwarranted credit obligations.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

- It will be impossible to speak about improvement of economical growth rate if no important investment
boom takes place in Georgia. For this purpose, investment environment needs to be improved;

- Though in recent years business was released from governmental pressure, new legislation regulating
competition was adopted, but investment attractiveness of the country is greatly prevented by instable legislative
environment and delayed and endless changes;

- Migration policy shall be changed in timely manner; prohibition of selling land to the foreigners, conflict
of interests shall not take place. These factors prevent greatly entering of reliable and qualified investors;

- Adoption of laws restricting competition at the markets and giving priorities to separate companies shall
be maximally restricted,;

- Harmonization of Georgian legislation with the laws of European Commission and regulations of
international financial institutions shall be continued, especially in direction to environmental protection, rights
related with land ownership of local population, energy, housing and compensation of local population;

- Activation of investment policy of the government under modern conditions is the most important
condition for transferring Georgia to the sustainable economical development. Particularly, the most important
lines of state investment policy are: strengthening assistance of prior directions of economical development,
creation of legislative and economical environment of the institutions promoting investments in real sector of
economy, agreement of investment policy of the center and regions.

- More active assistance of investment domain shall be expressed not from the point of the volume of
centralized sources, but from the positions of state warranties, insurance and orientation towards private
investors;

- One of the principle directions in development of state strategy of economical security is provision f
scientific-technical progress, which has become driving factor of economical growth. Of course, it is necessary to
transfer to the innovative type of development, considering multiple growth of investment activity, which is ground
to modernization of economy and rising its competitive abilities;

- To our mind, special attention shall be paid to the innovative way of development in the investment
policy. At the modern stage, driving role is given to the innovative type of development, which, at the same time,
considers growth of the role of government in pursuing investment policy. High-developed counties undertake
funding of such fields, as: fundamental science and high-risk applied studies, development of scientific-research
infrastructure, distribution of new knowledge, education of population. Implementation of these functions, in
general, shall be provided at the background of large investments, which doesn’'t make significant outcome for
the investors, but create conditions for rapid growth of production, of course, on the basis of scientific
innovations.

- Under modern conditions, the government is committed to create new development institutions,
supporting investments in new technologies, stimulating innovative activity, assisting progressive technologic
changes uniting financial, labor and information resources at the perspective directions of economical growth;

- We may conceive that the government may reject the responsibilities for organization of development of
the production in which respective markets are formed and competitive relations are created. But it shall assist
new distressed directions of investment activities, which will open way to the creation of perspective production
on the basis of development of scientific-technical achievements. For example, the wave of deregulation of
economy, which started from the developed countries in the 80s of last century, included significantly traditional
fields and, in fact, did not touch upon high-technologic sectors. On the contrary, the importance of direct state
assistance institutions was strengthened for innovative and investment activation and organization of relatively
capital-consuming production. In this regard, they shall increase importance of state purposeful programs for
processing of the state strategy of scientific-technical and social-economical development. The government is
committed for creation of competitive enterprises being eligible to work at the national and foreign markets under
the conditions of strict competition. They shall also provide concentration of resources on the perspective
directions of production renovation.

Direct instruments of state influence will be oriented towards wide assistance of private initiatives,
mastery of new enterprises, stimulating investment activities in the respective directions, as well as industrial
initiatives.
