MULTIFUNCTIONAL ROLE OF THE BIOTA IN WATER SELF-PURIFICATION IN
MARINE AND FRESHWATER ECOSYSTEMS

ABSTRACT

New data on effects of chemicals (surfactants and some other pollutants) on water filtration by aquatic
invertebrates are reported and reviewed. Some fundamental elements of the new theory of the multi-functional
(polyfunctional) role of aquatic organisms (the biota) in self-purification of water in aguatic ecosystems (marine
ecosystems, lakes, rivers, man-made reservoirs) are formulated. The theory covers the following: sources of
energy for the mechanisms of self-purification; the main functional blocks of the mechanism of water self-
purification; the system of the main processes that are involved; analysis of the degree of participation of the
main groups of aquatic organisms; degree of reliability and the main mechanisms providing the reliability of water
self-purification; biotic regulation of the processes; the attitude of the mechanism of self-purification towards the
external influences/impacts; applications and conclusions relevant to the practice of sustainable use of water
resources, including some new approaches in preventing eutrophication and chemical pollution. Vulnerability of
the ecosystem’s mechanism for water purification was discovered using results of bioassays of ecotoxicants with
aquatic invertebrates, namely, Mytilus edulis, Mytilus galloprovincialis, Crassostrea gigas, Unio tumidus,
Brachionus calyciflorus, and Daphnia magna.

INTRODUCTION

Sustainable use of aquatic resources is based on the ability of aquatic (marine and freshwater)
ecosystems to maintain a certain level of water quality.

Water self-purification in both freshwater and marine ecosystems is based on a number of
interconnected processes (e.g., [1-4]).

It is important to analyze the list of those processes, to summarize our research of them, and to find out
whether at least some of them are vulnerable to man-made stress. The goal of this article is to summarize and
review our experiments with various filter-feeders and on this basis to answer the question whether their key
function, water filtration, is vulnerable to aquatic pollutants. The conclusion made in this article and the answer
given to this question is in the affirmative. This paper is based on our previous publications [3-13].

MATERIALS AND METHODS

We have found and studied some negative effects of several chemical pollutants on the process of
water filtration by aquatic organisms (bivalves, rotifers, planktonic crustaceans). The process of water filtration is
a part of the system of processes leading to water purification in aquatic ecosystems.

The details of the methods of bioassays with various organisms were described in [7, 13].

The following chemicals were used in our experiments and tested as potential factors that could inhibit
filtration rate of filter-feeders: synthetic surfactants, detergents, and heavy metals.

The synthetic surfactants represented all three main classes of surfactants, namely, anionic, cationic,
and non-ionic ones.

The test organisms included:

Mollusca: freshwater bivalves Unio tumidus; marine bivalves Mytilus edulis, Mytilus galloprovincialis, and
Crassostrea gigas [3-14];

Rotifers : Brachionus calyciflorus [15];

Crustaceans: Daphnia magna [16];

The methods for bioassay and assessment of environmental hazard and toxicity of the chemicals were
described in detail in the book [13].

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

Our data demonstrated that water filtration by bivalves [3-14], rotifers [15], and crustaceans [16] was
inhibited by several chemicals including surfactants and detergents. Among the synthetic surfactants that
produced the inhibitory effect were the following [13-16]:

- anionic surfactant, sodium dodecyl sulfate (SDS);
- cationic surfactant, tetradecyltrimethylammonium bromide (TDTMA);
- non-ionic surfactant, Triton X-100.
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We consider our experimental data within the context of the general theory of the mechanism for water
purification that was developed in our publications, e.g., [8, 9].

The list of the main processes leading to water purification includes:

(1) physical and physico-chemical processes, among them:

(1.1) solution and dilution of pollutants; (1.2) export of pollutants to the adjacent land areas; (1.3) export
of pollutants to the adjacent water bodies; (1.4) sorption of pollutants onto suspended particles and further
sedimentation of the latter; (1.5) sorption of pollutants by sediments; (1.6) evaporation of pollutants;

(2) chemical processes, among them:

(2.1) hydrolysis of pollutants; (2.2) photochemical transformations; (2.3) redox-catalytic transformations;
(2.4) transformations including free radicals; (2.5) binding of pollutants by dissolved organic matter, which may
lead to decreasing toxicity; (2.6) chemical oxidation of pollutants by oxygen;

(3) biological processes, among them: (3.1) sorption, uptake and accumulation of pollutants by
organisms; (3.2) biotransformations (redox reactions, degradation, conjugation), mineralization of organic matter;
(3.3) transformation of pollutants by extracellular enzymes; (3.4) removal of suspended matter and pollutants
from the water column in the process of water filtering by filter-feeders; (3.5) removal of pollutants from the water
in the process of sorption by pellets excreted by aquatic organisms; (3.6) uptake of nutrients (including P, N, and
organic molecules) by organisms; (3.7) removal of a part of nutrients and pollutants when imago of insects (with
water — dwelling larvae) leave the aquatic ecosystem; (3.8) biotransformation and sorption of pollutants in soil
(and removal of nutrients), important when polluted waters are in contact with terrestrial ecosystems; (3.9) a
network of regulatory processes when certain organisms control or influence other organisms involved in water
purification.

Aquatic organisms are involved in physical, physico-chemical and chemical processes 1.1-1.6 and 2.1-
2.6 directly or through excretion of oxygen or organic metabolites, production of suspended matter, affecting
turbidity, temperature of water or other parameters of the ecosystem.

As a result, living organisms are the core component of the multitude of processes of the ecological
machinery working towards improving water quality. This component performs nine vital functions directly (3.1-
3.9) and is involved indirectly in some of the other twelve functions (1.1-1.6 and 2.1-2.6) so that its role is clearly
multifunctional (polyfunctional).

The theory of multifunctional role of the biota in water self-purification covers the following [9]: sources of
energy for the mechanisms of self-purification; the main functional blocks of the mechanism of water self-
purification; the system of the main processes that are involved; analysis of the degree of participation of the
main groups of aquatic organisms; degree of reliability and the main mechanisms providing the reliability of water
self-purification; biotic regulation of the processes. All these aspects of the theory were described in detail in our
publications [9, 13].

A new feature of this theory is that it gives attention to the attitude of the mechanism of self-purification
towards the external influences/impacts (esp. chemical pollution of aquatic environment).

Our data on the effects of some chemicals on bivalves and rotifers and crustacean (daphnia) have
shown that the chemicals tested (namely, synthetic surfactants) inhibited one of the important processes listed
above, i.e. process 3.4, namely, water filtration by invertebrates and the removal of the suspended matter from
the water column [7].

Living organisms of aquatic bodies (both autotrophs and heterotrophs) are diverse in terms of taxonomy.
Among them, autotrophs (algae of phytoplankton and benthos; higher plants) generate oxygen that is involved in
processes 2.6 and 2.4 above. Heterotrophs (bacteria, fungi, invertebrates, fish) perform some of processes (3.1,
3.2, 3.4, 3.5 and some others). Virtually all aguatic biodiversity is involved.

Given this polyfunctional (multifunctional) role of aquatic organisms, in one of our publications we
compared aquatic ecosystems to 'large-scale diversified bioreactors with a function of water purification' [ 4 ].

What is interesting about the biomachinery of water purification is the fact that it is an energy-saving
device. It is using the energy of the sun (autotrophs) and the energy of organic matter which is being oxidized in
the process of being removed from water by heterotrophs.

Some interesting examples of how various organisms are incorporated in that polyfunctional
(multifunctional) activity were given by authors of the preceding papers in this volume.

The importance of aquatic organisms in performing key functions in the hydrosphere provides an
additional convincing rationale for protecting biodiversity.

The efficiency of the entire complex of those processes leading to water purification in ecosystems is a
prerequisite for the sustainable use of aquatic resources. Man-made effects on any of those processes may
impair the efficiency of water self-purification [3-16].

Examples of such anthropogenic effects were found in our experiments: the negative effects of synthetic
surfactants on water filtration by bivalves; some of these experiments were carried out together with Dr. P.
Donkin [10], and Prof. J. Widdows, Plymouth Marine Laboratory, U.K. [14].

The concepts developed as a result of our studies were accepted and favorably cited by other
researchers, e.g. [17-26]. Recently, new data were obtained by the author and co-workers on the role of the
biomass, biogenic detritus and mortmass in immobilization of some chemical elements from water [27, 28], which
provided a further support to the theory presented in this paper and previous publications of the author.

CONCLUSIONS

1. Almost all biodiversity (the biota) of aquatic ecosystems is involved in the vital ecosystem service of

improving water quality (water self-purification). We postulate and predict that further studies will provide new
examples of how important biodiversity is in performing many vital ecological processes leading to upgrading
water quality.

2. By doing so, the multifunctional participation of biodiversity supports the sustainability of water as one of
key resources for mankind.

3. Our data on negative effects of some chemical pollutants of processes vital to water self-purification
(such as water filtration by organisms that are filter-feeders) demonstrated a new type of environmental hazard
from chemical pollution of aquatic environment. Simultaneously these data demonstrated how important and
vulnerable is ecosystem health and healthy functionality of the aquatic biota in performing one of key ecosystem
services, namely, improving water quality. We discovered many specific examples of how sublethal
concentrations of chemical pollutants inhibited water filtration and, as a result, they inhibited self-purification
capacity of the aquatic ecosystems.

4., The body of new data and ideas presented in the series of our publications that were reviewed or
mentioned in this paper will hopefully serve towards following interconnected and partially overlapping goals:

(1) prioritization of efforts on research and management in the area of aquatic resources and aquatic
environment;

(2) biodiversity studies and protection;

(3) sustainable use of aquatic bioresources;

(4) advancement of aquaculture (aqua-farming);

(5) decreasing costs and increasing efficiencies in wastewater treatment using ecosystems; combatting
eutrophication;

(6) understanding the role of the biota in biogeochemical flows of chemical elements and in mitigation of
global change.

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FORMATION OF STUDENTS FROM DIFFERENT SPECIFIC SOCIAL GROUPS
AS A PROBLEM OF SOCIAL WORK

ABSTRACT

The article considers the process of integration students in higher education of different specific social
communities, namely, orphans, people with disabilities. Been determined differences in concepts of a social
community and social group, research carried out in the context of subject- subjected approach in social work.

In our opinion it is possible to improve significantly social formation of students of higher education
institution from different specific social groups and communities thanks to transition from object and subject
approach within which orphan students carry out actually passive role in the course of socialization to the subject
- subject approach in which the personality is the active participant in the process of own socialization, and not
only adapts for society, but also influences the living positions and, actually, himself. That is the personality has
to be the active participant of own formation, self-determination, self-realization, self-affirmation, thus, apparently,
makes certain changes to social norms of society.

In case of orphan students and disabled people in higher education institutions it would be possible to
consider them as separate social group, but it is necessary to pay attention that in a context of the integrated
training the percent of orphans in the academic groups is improbably small, that is in one group the maximum to
2 such students studies. Interaction between these students within one higher educational institution happens
some once a year during one-stage congratulatory actions by New Year, the 8th of March etc. Obviously, that
this interaction is insignificant one. Concerning expectations of each member of "specific groups" concerning
other its members there is almost no binding to group signs.

FORMULATION THE PROBLEM

Social groups are the main form of social communities. Sociologists define two or more individuals who
have general views and are connected with each other in rather resistant models of social interaction as a group.
In sociology, there are the following essential conditions necessary to set the group considered: the presence of
the interaction between its members, the appearance of the expectations of each member of the group on the
other members, a manifestation of coordination, cooperation and solidarity on the overall objectives and cultural
patterns. Thus, the social group is a set of individuals who interact definitely on the basis of expectations of each
member of group concerning others [14].

Sometimes the term "group” is often used to describe some individuals that are spatially and physically
located in one place. In purely sociological sence the social community is the various associations of people
based on direct or indirect connections between them. The social community is a real-life and operating social
formation which has a certain structure, norms, rights and duties, in difference from temporary human sets (the
crowd, theatrical public) or conditional social groups which are unite by the researcher by a certain sign, but really
are not connected among themselves by any form of social interrelation [8].

In case of orphan students and disabled people in higher education institutions it would be possible to
consider them as separate social group, but it is necessary to pay attention that in a context of the integrated
training the percent of orphans in the academic groups is improbably small, that is in one group the maximum to
2 such students studies.

MAIN MATERIAL OF RESEARCH

Let's consider further social formation of the orphan students deprived of parental guardianship. In a
section of activity of higher education institutions, the majority of orphans arrives already with the organized forms
of a living arrangement. The guardianship (care) is the most widespread form; there are also arrivals of graduates
of residential establishments.

Orphan children and children from dysfunctional families are exposed to considerable difficulties in
socialization. The underestimated social adaptation of such children generates in them feeling of inferiority as
their role actions are treated all the time to the underestimated assessment of parents, instructors, age-mates
and eventually the low self-assessment is developed. The feeling of inferiority is expressed in deviant behavior or
in creation of compensation subcultures in which the norms, established in a certain society are rejected [13]. It is
rather interesting that the researcher from the USA O. Blum defined that the difference in coefficient of oral
development of children who grew in safe and dysfunctional families, reaches twenty points.

In the course of socialization of the child in a family his first affective communication develops. It is a
basis of formation of the child internalized ability to an emotionality which can be transferred in a family and out of
a family [4].

If to compare students from families of guardians and from residential establishments, it appears that
orphans from families of guardians are emotionally more stable, inclined to empathy, prove more actively,
cheerfully, are able to make plans and prospects for the future, behave during conversations more surely. In case
of late registration of guardianship (care), unfair performance by guardians of the duties, difficult character of
wards their inability to organize themselves on productive work sometimes difficulties in communication, weak
intelligence of own prospects, motivations to implementation of high-quality labor career, etc. are found.

The majority of orphans from residential establishments have no adequate self-assessment which
cannot be said about the orphans of the families of guardians. Deviation from social norms — the constant
companion of the majority of graduates of residential institutions, offenses most often arise at those who in the
childhood felt shortage of parental love, heat, care. Graduates of these establishments have serious chronic
diseases, the mental disturbances, and the increased suicide risk. Absence of the loved one from among the
native is enough psychologically difficult perceived. More often they are ready to accept only asocial forms of
behavior (alcoholism, drug addiction, etc.), and are not able to organize the leisure substantially [5].

The main mechanism of socialization of the child at early age is imitation which is based on an
arrangement to close people. Repeating behavior, actions of people around, the child inherits social experience
of mankind. One of criteria of socialization is existence of "significantly another" which is a benchmark of
standards of behavior for the child, from this person the child reads out a behavior matrix.

Entering the social life, individuals get acquainted with social norms of this or that society. Social norms
are defined by a set of the obligatory rules established by the law of this society. There are more or less local
standards (for example standards, which are characteristic for a family, group of friends, etc.). Or global ones
(legal or religious norms). In the American sociology during the post-war period the concept of norm is central
both for funtskionalists, and for interaktsionists. For T.Parsons norms and values depend on a condition of roles
and individual actions. Norms are acquired in the process of socialization [6].
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Advantages of family forms of education, in comparison with residential institutions, are indisputable as
only the family was, is and remains for children the natural, necessary and comprehensive environment focused
on development of specific features of pupils while in standard public institutions educational process is guided
by collective forms, and they, as we know, level own inquiries and needs of the child, do not promote
development of socially adapted person. One of advantages of a family of guardians is existence of a positive
assessment from adults, moral and emotional support. Children from families, even from families of guardians,
have better indicators of adaptation (socialization), than children from residential establishments. They have a
well-formed picture of the world, they make great strides in education and sports, and by the time of adulthood
they have clearly defined professional direction, the choice of a husband (wife), set realistic plans are adequate in
relation to the place in society and their own capabilities.

Social characteristics of the orphans are also quite different. Depending on the purchase of their own
experience, from the fact and duration of stay in the family, mother and father education, the basis of high-quality
socialization of the child is usually created. The longer the child lived in a family, the world picture is more stoutly
created for the child, the foundation for the adapted personality and another are set. In the analysis of a social
situation of development of orphans at transitional stages of life, first of all the attention is paid to parting with
parents which estimate as a deprivation, that is insufficient satisfaction of the basic mental needs [1].

The analysis shows that the older are children, the in softer forms the social deprivation appears and the
quicker and more successfully there is compensation in case of special pedagogical or psychological work.
However practically never it is possible to eliminate consequences of a social deprivation at the level of separate
deep personal structures [9].

How fatally the early institutionalization of the child causes the following deformations of his mental and
personal development, a definite answer is not still found. Some psychologists consider that the early social
deprivation leaves unforgettable negative consequences which in the future are not the subject of almost any
essential compensation. Other experts hold the opinion that in teenage, youthful and at later age stages certain
equilibrations, smoothings, peculiar "mix" of that mental and personal "demolition" which was caused by a
deprivation of social contacts in the early childhood are entirely achievable [5].

Considering obvious crisis of family education, the public teaching and educational and correctional
facilities are compelled to touch for themselves functions of social adaptation and rehabilitation of an increasing
number of "problem" children. Accordingly, the pressure on educational institutions as a primary social instrument
of socialization of youth increases [7].

From all institutes of socialization a family is the most important and influential, the influence which the
child feels before everything. Norms, representation and values put in the early childhood during interaction with
parents, much in what define its course of life, form a social position. Except intelligent, purposeful education by
parents the child is also influenced by intra family atmosphere, thus the effect of this influence collects with age,
represents in its personality. Some other picture happens to incomplete families, children who are brought up not
in house conditions and in different forms residential establishments or as in our case, higher education institution
where orphan students on a full-time department study. Depending on specific features of each orphan, they live
or with relatives (in houses of guardians) or in the conditions of a student hostel.

Education which is a mechanism of socialization process, in such conditions becomes a public affair
which demands special planning, financing, management and coordination, efforts between all agents of
socialization. During study in higher education institution fundamental bases of the personality, its ability to an
adequate assessment of social processes, ability to put the got experience into practice for deployment of own
activity must be laid into students.

Higher education institution mobilizes students and not just provide education, as before. If the old
paradigm provided mainly development of new programs and courses and their translation from the teacher to
the student, the new one provides creation of the atmosphere of responsibility, environment formation that
stimulates self-preparation, estimation of knowledge in the beginning, the middle and at the end of a study course
(modular offsets), work with each student depending on his requirements and interests. The result is to get
"credit”, which indicates the development of the necessary knowledge and skills, regardless of where and how he
mastered them. That is why the student must be an active agent of the educational process, search, and storage
of his own knowledge [2].

These " credits" and "modules" are the innovations in education in Ukraine, which is developed in the
context of the Bologna process. Educational process is constructed on the credit and modular system which
feature is that unlike the traditional organization of educational process where the central figure is the teacher,
the cent of weight is transferred to the student who studies, actively builds the educational process, choosing a
certain trajectory in the developed educational environment. An important function of the teacher is to maintain
the quality and intensity of students study, promoting their successful assimilation of educational information,
easing the problems that arise, assistance in the development of a large and diverse information. At credit and
modular system of the organization of educational process the volume of independent work of the student under
the leadership of the teacher considerably increases. There is an individualization of study process [2].

Independent work of the student in a context of credit and modular system is important. Today's
students need to work on self-development and self-improvement with increased diligence and perseverance.
Recently, the press publishes interesting student and teachers manual in the organization of management in
higher education, self-management students. So students and teachers have opportunity to get acquainted with
these S. Reznik's fundamental works [11]: the student of higher education institution — technology of training and
professional career; the teacher of higher education institution — technology and the organization of activity. The
features of process of preparation and carrying out educational lesson are given in details; motivations of
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members of the academic groups, the conflicts on lessons; the control of knowledge quality, forms of the
organization of educational process in higher education institutions and modern techniques of study; virtual
communication, information technologies in educational activity, the organization of out-of-class work with
students; educational influence of the teacher on the student, time-management and other.

Such an agent of socialization as "Student hostel" in which students stay on the average the most part
of free time from study deserves separate studying. As R. Nikiforov considers, the process of adaptation of the
student to living conditions in an unfamiliar place, a hostel, the relationship creation with roommates, the solution
of questions of self-service, self-education and other is sufficient is quite problem [12]. Ability of the student to
adapt for conditions of studying and accommodation in the new environment will become a basis of successful
integration into educational process of higher education institution. In addition in a student hostel the hostel tutor,
the manager, the head of student council of a hostel, the centers of leisure and other have to carry out the
function of assistance and education. As it is provided in the regulatory framework, teachers of chairs in addition
make rounds of hostels where their students live, check observance of rules of accommodation and sanitary
standards, provide qualifications during preparation for study.

Special value should be given to training of orphan students with health problems, with shortcomings of
physical development and other. In this case teaching and educational process has to be constructed by an
example of the integrated training at least at the level of the academic group, in particular when the orphan
student besides is marked by an illness (has clear symptoms of an illness) as the exit from a condition of social
exclusion demands effective forms of support, education and creation of an inclusive form of education.

For any person criterion of socialization is existence of the higher or professional education and
opportunity to realize himself to any sphere of public life at own will. Lack of such education level turns on a
barrier to full socialization [2]. However it would not be correct to judge efficiency of socialization only on condition
of obtaining the diploma of the higher education as its existence declaratively testifies only about the fact of
studying and its completion by the representative of this category of citizens. Aspects of quality of training,
awareness of the need of motivation, self-fulfillment and the ability to use the latest educational technologies are
possible only in the process of obtaining by an orphan student of higher education through the use of higher
education.

High school provides an opportunity to align different, particularly discriminated social groups. As a
result, the social inequality is eliminated with a considerable measure for citizens with the higher education. It is
so established that with increase of educational level of the population, especially in the presence of the higher
education, chances to get a job increase, the risk it to lose decreases, salary level raises [3].

Thus it can be concluded that in the absence of such an important agent of socialization as a family, the
process of socialization of the orphan students is not in a full measure, but in part. Family is replaced by other
agents, such as residential institutions, family guardians.

CONCLUSIONS

In our opinion it is possible to improve significantly social formation of students of higher education
institution from different specific social groups and communities thanks to transition from object and subject
approach within which orphan students carry out actually passive role in the course of socialization to the subject
- subject approach in which the personality is the active participant in the process of own socialization, and not
only adapts for society, but also influences the living positions and, actually, himself. That is the personality has
to be the active participant of own formation, self-determination, self-realization, self-affirmation, thus, apparently,
makes certain changes to social norms of society.
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
