Key outputs and results 
• availability of validated conventional and real 
time PCR protocols for phytosanitary labs 
• identification of new potential vectors of FD 
phytoplasma 
• upgrading of the geographical distribution of 
FD strains in involved countries and 
individuation of ‘unusual isolates’ 
• design of surveillance schemes for the disease 
control 
 

Objectives 
•  Validation of diagnostic protocols at European 
level 
•  evaluation of new alternative hosts and 
vectors in the epidemiological cycle of the 
disease 
•  characterization of FD isolates in different 
countries 
• suggestions for new control strategies 
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
