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BACKGROUND: Excessive use of fluids can
cause tissue edema and organ dysfunction,
which can result in high levels of morbidity,
prolonged length of stay and mortality in
pediatric cancer patients. The
multiprofessional team assists in the
recognition of this clinical condition, bringing
an important contribution to this scenario,
which impacts on improving patient care and
reducing admission to the Pediatric Intensive
Care Unit. Thus, the present study is justified
for the recognition and early approach of
these patients, aiming to reduce the morbidity
and mortality related to fluid overload,
through the construction of an evidence-based
multiprofessional guidance flowchart.
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
