ABIOSCJ n small collcction of rodents from K.E. Siberia 
presented to tiic National ,\Iiiscnrn by Mr. C. IFr. Canipbcll 
tlicrc nrc two spccinicns of :i Cricetulus wliich appears to bc 
niiclcscribcd. It niny bc cnlled 

Cricettcltis Canqibrlli, sp. 11. 
Closcly dlictl to C. soi iprus,  Pdl., wliicl~ done of dcscr ibd  

spccics has cornplctely liairy palms niid solcs. Coloiir and 
t i i a rk inp  npparciitly much ns iii t l int  specics, tlic chamc- 
tcristic light pntclica on shoulders, sidcs, and hip3 coiitrnstirig 
proiiiincntly wit11 the body-colour, but the dark sliouldcr- 
stripe of C. soirgnrils is lcs,  dcvclopctl and tlic dorsal h i e  is 
Iinrrowr a n d  iiiorc slinrply defined. Back grcyidi huffy ; n 
proiiiiiieiit Llnck dorsal linc coiiiinciiciiig faintly oil the cronn, 
Lccoming slinrply dcfiiicd on the n a p ,  and running to tlrc base 
of the tail. Lateral patclies crcnniy bur, tlic grey arcns divid- 
i ng  tlicni but slightly dnr1;cncd. Belly-hairs slaty basally, 
'I crcani-buff tcrniinally. Ihrs s1na11, rnncli sniallcr tlinii in 
tlic t w c  C. soagnr.us; tlicir colour na ilcscribcrl in C. dichrootis, 
Sntuiiiu s, tlic b1:ick of tlic froiit linlf of tlic outer siirfacc 
contrastioF: niarkcdly n-itli t he  white of the  hinder cdgo of tlic 
inner. Upper surface of liniitls and fcct silvcry d i t c .  
l'nlnis dcrisoly Iiniry, but tlic tips of tlic digits, tlic usunl tlirco 
sn:nll pacls at  tlic base of tlic fiiigcr3, tlio very .large Iinllacnl 
and siiiiill mcdian carpal p l s  iiakcd. Similarly, beliind, the 
solcs arc dcxisely Iiniry, tlic tip3 of the digits and tlircc sninll 
distal pads nlonc naked. Tail very sliort, nboiit linlf tlic 
leiigtli of thc hind foot, club-slin~ied, silvcry wliitisli.

C. sotynrrrs, Pall., and C. dichvootis, Sat., but niny Lo rcadily 
distinguislicrl from tlic foriucr by it3 smaller cars and ratlicr 
clifforcnt colour, nnil frorii the lnttor by its more coniplotcly 
hairy solc3 mid its proniiiiciit dorsal line.

I liavc lind an opportuiiitg 
to vcrify tlic accuracy of the facts communicntcrl, but I venture 
to  take crccption to tlic intcrprctntion givcii to tlimc facts, ns 
hcing intciidcd to tlirow light on  tlic n h i t i c s  of tlie spccic3. 
13y rcprcscntiiig the Orkiicy volc ns being in sonic rc311ccts an 
intcrnicdiate form of the field- and tlic wntcr-volc, but more 
nearly allied to the Iattcr, n mislcndiiig conception of its trua 
nfinitics is convcycd. 

Tlic two British spccics just mciitioncil are SO widcly apart 
froni cncli otlicr t l int  thy  liave Lccn plnced into two distinct 
sections (subgeiicra) of tllc genus dlicrofus. NOW tlic 
Orkiicy volc, by its cstcrnal clinracters (number of foot-pads 
on tlic liiiid solc, absencc of abdornionl musk-glands), as well 
as by tho clinrncter of its tcctli, is clcnrly n nienibor of tlie 
saiuc subgciius ns tlic ficld-vole, and tlicrcforo inucli nearor 
rclatcd to tlic lattcr than to the water-volc. Tlic peculiarities 
of its skull by no nicans contradict this stateincut. Great 
\\-idth of tlie skull, rclativc sliortiioss of tlic brain-case, niid 
clongation of tho rostrurii, are not pcculinrities propcr to  
the water-vole nloiic ; they occiir in otlicr sulgcncrn also.
