Antik Yunanistanda, Romada oldudu kimi Azarbaycanda natigler destesi yetisdiron xisusi “Pitorika maktablori’
foaliyyat gdstermemisdir. Lakin ruhani maktablerde, madrassalerde “Xitabat” (natiglik senati) bir fenn kimi tedris
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olunmusdur. Sagirdlers, telebslera “xitabst” bazan “Balagst’in (Uslubiyyat) terkibinde, bazen da mustaqil sakilde
Oyradilmisdir.

Azerbaycanda qgadim dovrlerdan baslayaraq XIX asrin ikinci yarisina gader inkisaf eds -eda gelib ¢ixmis natiqglik
maharati asasen mollaxana ve madrasalarde musllimlik (mudarrislik) eden sexslerin nitglari ile bagh olmusdur.
Bundan basqa hamin ddvrde mascid minbarslerindan dini mévhumati teblig eden ruhaniler de natiglik masalasine
muayyan tasir gdstarmisler. Bununla yanasi Azarbaycanda vaxtile maktabler agib, usaglarin talim —terbiyasi ila
masgul olmus qabaqcil muallimler sagirdlerin nitqini inkisaf etdirmak Gglin bir sira Usullar tatbig etmisler. Tarixan
ibtidai maktablerimiz sayilan mollaxanalarda bele miteraqqi musllimler usaglarin nitgini zanginlesdirmak, onlari badii
s6z ustasi kimi yetisdirmak t¢lin misyyan Usullardan istifade edirdilar. Misal lGgin asagida onlardan birini géstarak:
Haftenin cima axsami, aparilacaq dersde asas yeri sagirdlerin seirlesmasi tutardi. Bu, asagidaki qaydada olurdu:
sagirdler iki daesteys bolunurdiler; birinci destenin niimaysndasi azbarden bir seir parcasi oxuyurdu, hami ona
diggstle qulaqg asirdi. Seir bitdikdan sonra ikinci dastanin nimayandasi, birincinin oxudugu seirin son séziiniin son
sosi ilo baglanan bagqa bir seiri sdylemali idi. Masalan, birinci, M.Fizulinin “Sabi —hicran yanar canim, tékar gan
¢esmi —giryanim...” misrali beytini azber sdylayirdi; burada son sdzin axirinci sesi “m” oldugundan, ikinciler,
texminen asagidakina banzar bir seir oxumal idi: “Manda Macnundan flzun agiqlik istedadi var...” va s. Bu qayda ila
yarig davam etdirilir ve hansi taref baglansa, yani yuxaridaki sartle azbardan seir sdylaya bilmass idi, yarisi uduzmus
hesab olunurdu. Bu ciir masgalalar usaqlar sairlerin asarlarindan parcalar azbarleamaya, badii s6z ustaligina
yiyalanmaya, kiitla qarsisinda gixigs etmaya havaslandirir ve onlari gézal nitga verilan ilk talablarle tanis
edirdi. Mollaxana tipli makteblarin bazisinde adabiyyati ve Uslubiyyati yaxsi bilen ve eyni zamanda dovrinin
taninmis muallimlari olan sexsler, 6z sagirdlerinin nitglarini zenginlesdirmaya diqgat edirdiler. Onlar ¢cox zaman hamin
magsadle boylk s6éz ustalarindan: Mehammad Fizuli, Seyx Sadi, Firdovsi va bunlar kimi gorkemli sairlerin ve
yazigilarin ylksak sanat asarlarinin mitaliasine va bir ¢cox hallarda azbarladilmasina xlsusi shamiyyat verirdilar.
Onlar “Leyli v Macnun”, “Gllistan”, “Bustan”, “Yusif ve Zileyxa” va s. bu kimi badii aserlerdan dars vesaiti kimi
istifade edirdiler. Umumiyystls, ibtidai tshsil veren ruhani mekteblerde Sadinin “Gilistan”i gox vaxt derslik rolu
oynayib.

Natiglik senati dilin zenginliyinin gdstaricisi ve madeniyyatin qilvvatli vasitalarinden biridir. XX asrin avvallarinde
ruhani madrasalardas otuz iki fonn kegilirmis ki, “Xitabat” ve “Moizs” de burada xiisusi yer tuturmus. ingilabdan sonra
sohar va kendlerde maktabler agiimasina, butin darslerin ana dilinde apariimasina, Azearbaycan dilinin
saflasdinimasina, vacib bir fann kimi tedris edilmasina xisusi fikir verilir. Natiglik vardigleri asilamaq da unudulmur.
Masalan, “Turk dili ve adabiyyati” (Baki, 1932) programinda musllimlara maslahat gorilirdi ki, maktablerds tez —tez
sagird yigincaglari kegirsinlor. Bu yigincaglarda sagirdlera yaxsi nitq sdylemayi Oyratsinler. Sagirdlerin nitgina
asagidaki teleblar verilir ve o, Uslubiyyat isleri ils slagalandirilir:

ABSTRACT

Article “Industriel film studio in Mikolaiv region” by V. Kirchev tells about the history of the creation and development
of industry amateur film studios in Mykolayiv region in the late 1950s - early 1990s, about their problems and
achievements, about the creative activity of enthusiasts of their cause - members of industry amateur film studios.

In the end of the 1950s and early 1960s, on the wave of "thaw", the society was relieved of the weakening of the
totalitarian regime, which gave impetus to creativity. Improvement of the industrial film studios in Mykolaiv region took
place during the period of rapid industrial development, at the time, there was a need for new approaches to the
training of workers and engineers, so the tools of cinema, which improved the learning process, became useful.

In the 1980s and early 1990s, in the period of exacerbation of socio-political problems in society, the purpose of the
activity of the studio workers was to create a positive image of enterprises and to popularize the achievements of
science, production, and others. The author traces the way of increasing their professionalism, reveals their
significant contribution of studio workers to the organization of training of workers and engineers for industry,
popularization of advanced production experience and achievements of scientific and technological progress.

During the preparatory work, the author worked out a large array of archival documents, films made by members of
industrial film studios. Direct communication with members of sectoral film studios, processing of documents from
individual private archives, analyzing historical essays, and also working out printed periodicals was performed by
him. The author proves that the films created by the sectoral film studios of the city of Mykolaiv, replenished the fund
of popular science and educational films and were in demand in various branches of the national economy.

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ABSTRACT

Today, in a market economy, the tendencies of globalization and turbulence in the global financial and commodity
markets are increasingly influencing, affecting the external and internal environment in which the subjects of the state
regulator, the banking and real sectors of the economy interact. The increasing uncertainty every day causes both
banks and companies to assess risks, as the probability of changing the initial conditions of interaction under the
influence of certain factors. When initiating interaction, the subjects of the state regulator, the banking and real
sectors of the economy initially set the opposite goals: the seller needs to sell more expensive resources and
maximize profits, and the buyer - cheaper to buy resources and minimization their costs.

At the same time, the issue of the cost of banking resources becomes particularly relevant, as the level of profitability
of enterprises in certain branches of the manufacturing industry remains relatively low in the context of post-crisis
rising costs of resources, due to the introduction of restrictions on external borrowing for banks, the reduction of
individual ratings of banks, the preservation of a significant part of domestic savings.

Keywords: state regulator, banking system, real sectors of economy, interaction.

PROBLEM

Asymmetry of information was first studied in the works of J. Acerloff, J. Stiglitz, which refers to the situation in which
one market entity has more important or more complete information than its counteragent helps to explain the causes
of contradictory behavior the state regulator, the subjects of the banking and real sectors of the economy, but only
fragmentarily.

Recently, widespread in the economic literature received research, which is based on the hypothesis of increasing
the asymmetry in the interaction of sectors. Such scholars as M. Binswanger, J. Stiglitz, K. Zinn, H. Minski, E.
Altfater, B. Mankupf and others note in their writings the negative influence of the banking and real sectors on each
other and interpret the dynamics of interaction between them, as negative, giving an example of the rupture of
existing connections.

At the same time, as a prerequisite, a higher growth rate of banking operations and the ability of the banking sector
to deviate from traditional market financing of the real sector through the rapid development of speculative financial
technologies that provide higher yield.

In the conditions of interaction of the state regulator, the banking and real sectors of the economy there is a clear
connection, since being independent elements of a constantly evolving state regulator, the banking and real sectors
can have a significant effect on each other's status.

MATERIALS AND METHODS

The removal of the state regulator and the banking sector from the real sector of the economy up to the breaking of
ties has no real basis and can not be of a fundamental, permanent nature, since at a convenient time, bank
resources return to the economy based on the implementation of the principle of diversification.

Moreover, as autonomous elements of the economic system, the state regulator, the banking and real sectors of the
economy can not, and should not function synchronously, developing at different rates and having different natural
characteristics of life, which makes inappropriate use and concepts such as "autonomy" and " asynchrony "of the
subjects of interaction. In this regard, among all the aggregate common terms contained in the modern economic
literature, in our opinion, it is expedient to use the concept of "asymmetry" as a discrepancy in the development of
sectors, due to the influence of the combination of factors of the internal and external environment.

Investigating the interaction of the state regulator, the banking and real sectors of the economy recognized by us as
a dynamic system process, along with endogenous and exogenous factors, requires the analysis of factors of
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uncertainty affecting the trajectory of motion or the direction of interaction as a system. The analysis of the sources of
literature, which considers the concept of "uncertainty" in relation to the economic system, indicates the multivariate
interpretation of this term: in some - a measure of information (full or partial lack of information); in others the
ambiguity of the realization of events generated by factors of unknown nature; thirdly, the possibility of choosing
alternatives and the multiplicity of this choice [1].

In our opinion, the content of these interpretations blends the notion of "uncertainty” with the notion of "risk", although
in the economic literature there are many examples that prove their difference between them, the main of which is
that the risk is a quantifiable probability of deviation of parameters from planned in the form of incurred losses.

The property of asymmetry inherent in the interaction process takes its beginning not only at the intermediate stage
of harmonizing the conditions between the actors of interaction, but also at the stage of its initiation and manifests
itself at all subsequent stages of the process of interaction, forming the system of elements of the asymmetry of
interaction:

* subjects of the state regulator, the banking and real sectors of the economy, engaging in interaction from the very
beginning are guided by opposite goals, due to the genesis of their development and the role of sellers and buyers of
resources;

« the desire to provide banking products and services with attractiveness by banks, and the desire to create a positive
image for access to finance by enterprises leads to distortion of the information provided or concealment of the one
that is true;

« the specifics of the functioning of sector entities, the peculiarities of management and regulation of their activities,
the different pace of innovation in the sectors, changes in the market situation, the increase of risks, regulatory
measures that correct the behavior of the parties in the various stages of the economic cycle - cause deviations of
subjects' behavior from the originally given trajectory of interaction;

» the growth in the quality of assets, the growth of overdue debts, the presence of sectoral and regional
disproportions, the increase in volumes of production, the acceleration of economic growth - is a manifestation of
positive results of interaction, the nature of which for subjects may not be the same.

When initiating interaction, the subjects of the state regulator, the banking and real sectors of the economy initially
set the opposite goals: the seller needs to sell more expensive resources and maximize profits, and the buyer -
cheaper to buy resources and minimize their costs.

At the same time, the issue of the cost of banking resources becomes particularly relevant, as the level of profitability
of enterprises in certain branches of the manufacturing industry remains relatively low in the context of post-crisis
rising costs of resources, due to the introduction of restrictions on external borrowing for banks, the reduction of
individual ratings of banks, the preservation of a significant part of domestic savings.

The highest profitability is characteristic of sectors of the oil-producing sector, while the profitability of certain
industries in the manufacturing industry may have a relatively low value.

The asymmetry of the goals may increase and smooth as a result of the state's active position in providing access to
the banking sector for the real sector. For example, the stiffness due to the financial crisis of 2008 the prudential
norms of the National Bank of Ukraine regarding the structure of sources of funding (the attraction of external
resources should not exceed 30% of the total amount of attracted funds) focused banks on the mobilization of
savings mainly within the country.

At the same time, the main motivation for attracting domestic savings was the increase in the deposit remuneration
rate, which in addition to the need to maintain a level of interest-bearing bank margin ranging from 4% to 7%, does
not contribute to lowering loan rates and increasing access to real businesses the sector.

In addition, in light of the optimal solution to this problem, banks are emerging from the situation by establishing an
additional, latent type of interest rate, which is called "effective", which includes all the costs of organizing the lending
process and exceeds the amount of the officially established loan rate at a time. Thus, the gap between the level of
profitability of goods, works and services in the manufacturing industry and the weighted average rate on loans to
non-financial organizations on average by branches of manufacturing industry reaches from 7 to 11%. Asymmetry of
information, as noted above, is an intermediate link in the chain of asymmetry of interaction, the origins of which
originate from the asymmetry of the objectives of the interacting entities. At the same time, in today's conditions, in
our opinion, the mutual nature of the exchange of asymmetric information is manifested - the parties with all
responsibility share profitable information.

One of the indicators of the asymmetry of information in the current conditions of interaction between the banking
and real sectors of the economy can be considered the quality of the loan portfolio in the banking sector.
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The aggregate share of unemployed ("bad") loans (problem plus bad ones) in the total volume of the loan portfolio of
the banking sector is characterized by a strong leap in the crisis. In particular, in Ukraine, despite a slight decrease,
the share of bad loans by the results of 2017 amounted to 23.5%, significantly reducing the activity of banks in
relation to the real sector.

Similar results of the banking sector's lending activity point to the transformation of the asymmetry of targets in the
asymmetry of information: at the initial stage of the interaction the parties deliberately exchange information that
visually and formally will facilitate the speedy conclusion of contracts, even if it does not correspond to reality. As a
result of the exchange of distorted information, companies simultaneously receive the opportunity to only obtain the
necessary resources and significantly overpay for them, and banks - to expand the client base and replenish their
portfolios with problematic assets.

Interesting is the fact that, most often, after engagement, sector actors are changing roles: now banks are in order to
safely return the funds issued, not to mention the interest rates, forced to adapt to changes in behavior of subjects in
the real sector, which, in turn, affects further change in the behavior of banks and the trajectory of the process of
interaction between the banking and real sectors in general.

Other reasons for the influence of asymmetry of information on the process of interaction between the state
regulator, the banking and real sectors of the economy are that potential participants in the interaction have in their
possession a large amount of information that can be understood in a limited amount of time and time, as well as
lack of competent personnel, is not possible, which may also threaten the adoption by each of the participants of the
wrong decision and subsequent inappropriate behavior on the basis of incomplete or inaccurate information.

In addition, taking into account that the demand from enterprises for long-term sources of investment financing in
modern conditions of economic development has increased significantly (the need to modernize outdated facilities,
their technical re-equipment, new construction of industrial facilities and infrastructure), the need for banking entities
sector in obtaining strategic data that can more accurately determine the future of both the subject and the industry
or region in which it operates.

The desire of the state regulator, the subjects of the banking and real sectors of the economy to reduce the
asymmetry of information forces them to make a number of additional measures to verify information on reliability,
which requires additional time and money, and, of course, can not but affect the behavior of the parties. For example,
banking sector entities, in order to minimize and prevent risks, agree in advance on terms of interaction, taking into
account the impact of both internal and external factors.

The declaration, and further implementation of such measures as raising interest rates with increasing inflation,
penalties for delayed repayment of principal and interest, methods of valuation of collateral value of property and
others, as a rule, cause a protest from the real sector, as for they are threatened with significant overpayment and
operational search for additional liquid assets. In response to such measures by banks, enterprises in dependent and
independent circumstances violate previously accepted contractual obligations.

It is appropriate to mention here the risk of improper conduct for the seizure of one's own benefit, which arises in one
of the parties of the interaction, due to the lack of proper control from the opposite side. This confrontation can be
exacerbated by the effect of such exogenous factors as rising inflation, financial and economic crisis, the combination
of instruments of tax, price, monetary, customs policy, etc. and do not depend on the behavior of each party in other
force majeure circumstances.

At the same time, it is important to note that the defeat in this confrontation is, as a rule, the subjects of the real
sector of the economy, since banks are institutions with more advanced risk management technologies and more
experience in legalizing concluding agreements. The advantage is also due to the fact that banks that traditionally
diversify the portfolio of assets can be painless for themselves to switch to the retail sector or other short-term
speculative operations that will provide them with an appropriate rate of return.

The current practice of interaction between the banking and real sectors of the economy in the conditions of the
cyclical development of the world economy demonstrates the urgency of such a factor of informational and
behavioral asymmetry, as the consequences of global economic crises, which involves an unexpected significant
decrease in information capacity. Regardless of the nature of the risks, the rapid decline in prices for real estate
objects, which are the basis of which was mainly issued part of bank resources in the country and the outflow of
speculative capital - significantly increase the level of financial risks (interest, currency risk and liquidity risk),
reducing quality assets of banks and state of industries and economics, and show that losses incurred by actors of
interaction are primarily due to the lack of timely access to reliable information [1].
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Existing direct dependence between the value of bank resources and the level of risks leads to the fact that the
banking sector significantly reduces lending and investment activity, having a negative impact not only on the state of
the real sector, its resource potential, but also on the country's economic development. Even the very desire of
banking sector entities to foresee the beginning of banking crises, as practice shows, can serve as an example of the
relationship of asymmetry of information and the subsequent asymmetric behavior of entities. For example, banks in
these conditions actively improve the risk management system, conduct stress testing to determine its resilience to
possible external shocks, which in the end leads to a massive decline in confidence in the interbank market.

In this case, the impact of asymmetry of information on intra-system interbank communications triggers the risk of
spreading the financial crisis and promotes its exit beyond the financial system. However, an attempt by one of the
parties to foresee the effect of asymmetry leads to the creation of inadequate conditions for the opposite side and
makes them either impossible or leads to asymmetry of the results of interaction, which is expressed in the fact that
at the final stage of interaction the desired (expected) interaction effect is obtained or one of the patrties, or it does not
receive either or the other side (micro level), which limits the spread of effects in the external environment (at meso-
and macro levels). This suggests that the asymmetry of the results has a pronounced inter-level character, which
determines the significance of the results of interaction at all levels, in aggregate contribute to economic
development.

The choice of these indicators is not accidental, since the monetization coefficient allows us to assess the degree of
security of the economy by money, as a result of interaction between the subjects of the banking and real sectors of
the economy at the macroeconomic level. Reducing this indicator means there are crashes in redistributing
temporarily free resources and, as a result, a shortage of money and investments in the economy, which significantly
limits economic growth. The ratio of bank assets to gross domestic product is usually used to assess the degree of
satisfaction of financial needs of economic entities or the degree of coverage of the economy by bank deposits.

Trends in reducing the role of the banking sector in the economy with the growth of the money supply and,
conversely, the growth of the role of banks with the support of the state in reducing the indicator of monetization of
the economy, testify to the asymmetry of efforts of actors of the interacting sectors and the state, which in recent
years has been actively involved in providing real sector resources.

We believe that recognition restricts the influence of the asymmetric helix on the process of interaction between the
state regulator, the banking and real sectors of the economy allows us to determine the nature of the asymmetric
nature of the interaction of the state regulator, the subjects of the banking and real sectors of the economy in order to
identify the symmetry breaks in the early stages of the process of interaction, timely accounting and preventing the
further deployment of the asymmetric helix by adjusting the internal control instruments (micro level) and regulating
and stimulating the the government of the country within the framework of the general mechanism of interaction of
sectors, focused on the comprehensive generation of effects that contribute to the gradual development of the
economy.

At the same time, the participation of the state as an external "arbitrator" of relations between the subjects of the
banking and real sectors of the economy is not always timely. Thus, most of the world, in the post-crisis years,
ceased to adhere to the exclusively liberal anglo-saxon development model, using more and more Scandinavian
management style. According to expert opinion, the introduction of an optimal mechanism of "regulated
development"”, which allows to combine the individual goals of private business with the higher goals of society,
became a recipe for successful development in some countries.

At the same time, the optimality of the mechanism is based on the reasonable limits of the participation of the state,
limited by the tasks of eliminating existing barriers to convergence of the banking and real sectors of the economy,
creating a situation of freedom and trust in order to intensify and strengthen the autonomy and activity of private
business, its power, which will become decisive in the dynamic development of the economy.

Meanwhile, domestic experience shows that the deployment of an asymmetric spiral in the interaction between the
banking and real sectors of the economy can take place in cases of participation in this process of the state. In
particular, examples of such participation can be observed in the process of implementing state programs, when the
state, having the opportunity to implement the "legislative function”, has the opportunity to dictate the conditions of
private banking business in the choice of priority investment directions, guided not by market principles. The bank,
relying on permanent assistance and support of the administrative resource and budget funds, did not show itself as
a full and independent subject of market relations, thus causing dissatisfaction not only with other banking structures
but also with clients.

It turns out that the participation of the state in supporting the banking sector is not always justified and for the state
itself, which, on the one hand, seeks to ensure economic growth and maximally support the real sector, expanding
access of the latter to resources, on the other - generates the state mentality of the banking sector and paralyzes its
credit and investment activity. Moreover, the main cause of the negative result of events is precisely the asymmetry

of goals, information and behavior in this case, the state and the subjects of the banking and real sectors of the
economy. In the case of massive adherence to this process of private commercial banks, it is possible to multiply the
volume of lending. This experience of the flagship of the state in the process of spot financing of the economy at one
time demonstrated by Japan, calling it the effect of a "bell for a cow herd" [2].

The action of the elements of the system of asymmetry on the meso-horizons can be judged by the fact that the very
principles of financial resources management force the state in order to preserve and increase the funds of sovereign
funds to place them on the accounts of Western banks or in foreign securities, as the most reliable and highly liquid

[3].

As part of the incentive strategy calls on banks to lend to actual intelligent, innovative and sensitive industries, which
have a high risk and low profitability and not attractive to banking business, which, in contrast, continues to direct
bank capital in super effective, but they are not effective in terms of the specific added value of the industry of the
first redistribution. As a result, the target - informational - behavioral asymmetry of the economic actors results in the
operation of a pump that puts temporarily free financial resources from high-tech, innovative branches in the raw
materials, as well as abroad, in search of the most reliable and liquid financial instruments for the preservation and
multiplication of investments, while maintaining the relevance of structural disproportions against the background of
an internal shortage of long-term resources.

At the same time, it should be noted and the asymmetry of target facilities and the sequence of implementation by
the central bank of measures goals and needs of interacting actors in the conduct of monetary policy, which
manifests itself in the fact that the money supply is determined not according to the needs of the economy, and not
depending on it, in hopes that "sterilization" will contribute to improving the overall economic situation, benefiting from
the interaction of sectors with a real threat of reverse effects [4,5].

Incarceration banks from risky assets, conducting fundamental restructuring of the banking system and revocation of
licenses "unfair" banks, primarily realized in the years of economic distress, in most cases lead to the fact that after
such a "readjustment” there is a significant outflow of bank the sector into more secure placements, which
complicates the formation of the real sector of the resource base of banks.

A manifestation of the state's participation in the deployment of the asymmetric spiral in the interaction of sectors can
also serve as a devaluation. The curtailment of business activity and the industrial decline in the context of a
significant expansion of the money supply have created a firm expectation of economic agents of further depreciation
of the national currency and the beginning of a new round of dollarization of the national economy.

CONCLUSION

[Thus, the expression properties of asymmetry at all stages of the interaction between banking, public and real
sectors of the economy through the deployment of a spiral asymmetry largely determines the nature of the expected
effects of interaction at different levels of the economy, which has become a prerequisite to watching traditionally
established practice management and regulation of the process.

Specifically, examples of the individual elements of the system asymmetry suggests that micro reconcile the interests
of the parties and to maintain a stable trajectory of their behavior in interaction is almost impossible because of
endogenous behavioral strategies without supplement the existing institutions of governance and external regulation
of informal self-sustaining institutions honor, conscience, responsibility and accountability. This fact is very important
due to the fact that the conflict between internal control mechanisms orientation private business entities and external
mechanism of state regulation often becomes a factor spurring further deployment spiral asymmetry meso and
macro levels, preventing qualitative growth.

Thus, the analysis of the elements of the asymmetry system and their interconnection in the development of the
asymmetry coil in the interaction of the banking and real sectors of the economy, in our opinion, allows us not only to
trace the close relationship between the properties of the interaction process (asymmetry, vulnerability, dynamism,
systemicity, controllability and settlement), but also their influence on the formation of principles, mechanism, forms
and effects of interaction between the banking and real sectors of the economy, which confirms the institutionalized
nature of the process of interaction between banks state, and real sectors of the economy. And it requires its study
within the framework of the institutional-evolutionary concept, the main position of which becomes the source in the
context of the modern system concept of interaction of the banking, state and real sectors of the economy.

ABSTRACT

The article contains an analysis of the components of the local lore movement in the Mykolaiv region of the second
half of the 1980s - the first half of the 1990s, which was conducted on the basis of historiographical works of the
given period, scientific, popular science and journalistic publications, which considered the history of Nikolaeyv,
analysis of available archival materials.

Author determines that the main feature of the development of historical studies of the studied period is the diversity
of ideas and thoughts. The article focuses on the main areas of activity of historians, ethnographers-amateurs,
ethnologists and journalists of Mykolaiv region 1986-1997, connected with the study of the ancient history of the
Northern Black Sea region, the history of Cossack settlements, the filling of "white spots" both in the history of the
city's founding, and in the history of the crimes of the totalitarian regime, a description of the new documentary
evidence of the events of the World War II.

The author argues that these studies have enormous socio-political and philosophical significance, resulting in a
significant resonance in society. The author of the article emphasizes that at this period public organizations and
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state museums are active despite the economic difficulties, and new themes and even trends in the arts arose due to
the historical discovery of this period.

The author pays attention to the activities of the Mykolaiv regional organization of the Ukrainian Society for the
Protection of Historical and Cultural Monuments, its role in preserving historical memory. The researcher notes that
during this period in the circle of scientific interests of professionals and amateurs there are themes and problems
that are of interest to modern researchers.
