i l J l O S G  the various spccinicns of natilral protluctioiis which 
I collected during the latc cspeditiori is n new specics of Ge- 
nettcr, differing w r y  remarkably in colouring from thc other 
species of this African gcnus. I rcccivcd it from tlic Bobys 
or natives of thc island, and they had skinncd it through tlic 
mouth without making any other incision in tlic skin. 

I liavc takcn tlic opportunity of naming tlic Genetta aRer 
my friend Dr. John liichardson, the Inspector of the Nard 
IIospital at HasIar, so \yell known for Iris highly scientific ac- 
quirements, and so much esteemed in tlic naval sei-vice by all 
his medical brethrcn. 

I maF mention, from its bcing interesting as showing the 
wide geographic range of the mimal, that I have brought home 
with mc a large kind of cuff or nrrn-shield formed of tlic skin 
of Colobus Guereza of Riippcll, which 1 1 ~ s  hitherto only been 
found in Abyssinia, wlicrc, according to I’circc, as quoted in  
the ‘ Synopsis of the Contents of thc British Museum,’ the 
skin is uscd for tlic same prposc.  The CUR, \ \hidl  consists 
of the grcatcr part of thc back with the wliitc s t r ip ,  differs 
from Dr. Hiippell’s spccimcn of tlic animal in the British

Geiietta Rickrcrdscinii, Richardson's Gencttc.-Rich ful- 
vous ;.tlircc strcaI;s on the nnpc, niinierous uncqual spots 011 
the back, sick of thc ncclc, sides and limbs, and twclvc bands 
on tlic tail black ; nose gray; feet grayish fulvous, scarcely 
spottctl ; legs, chccks, throat, middle of tlic chest and bclly 
and tlic inner side of the limbs brighter fiilvous, especially on 
the hinder part of the abdomen ; wliislxrs black, lower ones 
whitish; tlic pad of the tocs is hairy; hair of tlie middle toes 
fulvoiis, of the rcst gray; tlic central pad of all the fcct bald, 
and tlic hinder foot with a narrow bald line extencling nearly 
to thc liccl, like the typical Genetfa.

A FRIESD in Belfast informs us that he has rcccivcd a letter from 
hlr. Forbes, dated Smyrna, H.3I.S. Bcacon, Sept. 9. 1542, in wlticli 
Ire says, that the gmnt allocated by the JJritisli Association for 
drcdging in the Ilcd Sea ‘‘ dctcrmines me to takc Egypt on my 
way back, and I shall start for Alexandria soon, regulating my movc- 
mcnts so as to be in England during the early part of January.” It 
wolild seem to be time for him to try new ground. as lie observes, 
‘I Though a t  work every day. I now so seldom get any species of thc 
Afolluxa, Iladiata, orFisli wliicli I I i a ~ e  not aIrc:~dy, that it seems ns i f  
I liad pretty nearly got through the treasures of the Egcan.” I-Ie 
slicnks of liis fever having interfcred endly with his botanical hopes. 
but that lie had previously collcctcd in Iqcia  600 species of Plircno- 
gamic plants, and remarked many intercsting facts connected with a 
number of thcin, more cqiccially with rcfcrcnce to tlicir distribution. 
As he is silent respecting his health. it  may be presumed that Iie 
was at tlic date of liis lcttcr pcrfcctly rccovcrcd.

I am a t  length arrived a t  tliis first stage 
of my intended Colombian expcdition (viz. La Guayra). Before 
striking inland from the coast, I intcnd to inrestiga~te the chain of 
mountains vihicli border these shores. profiting by the time of year 
(winter), this being the only season when one can with safety tra- 
verse these w r y  nnhealthy cortsts.” 
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
