THE END




This proposal for an American spelling is offered in re-
sponsc to the widely held conviction that English spell-
ing is more complex than it needs to be. Tens of millions
share this view. Illiteracy’s connection with our massive
sacial problems makes it imperative that we now re-
examine our contorted orthography in light of emerging
changes in pedagogy and the very important contribu-
tion that computers can make in accelerating and easing
the adjustment to reform.

This first printing of AMERICAN SPELLING, intcnded
primarily as a scholar's edition, should not be considered
afait accompli. Spellings have been determined neither
by whim nor preference, but by careful consideration of
the data in the appendix combined with and guided by
the contributions of respected authorities as reflected in
the bibliography. We are now at the point where further
fine tuning is appropriate. Recommendations are wel-
come from all — phoncticians, linguists, educators, pub-
lishers, those with a special interest in the subject and,
very importantly, the public at large. The appendix is
designed to encourage such participation. A second edi-
tion benefitting from comments received should go a
long way toward supplying an authentic and much
needed tool for the repair of a chronic flaw in our culture.
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FOREWORD AND ACKNOWLEDGMENTS

The authors of much of the background for this book do not appear on the
title page. They are the phoneticians, linguists, and spelling reformers, many listed in the
bibliography, who for over a hundred years and in a variety of ways have sought to improve
our notation for recording speech. Special recognition is accorded the British lexicographer
Walter Ripman, the American scholar and linguist Godfrey Dewey, and the too often
anonymous pronunciation specialists of our great dictionaries. The writings of these dedi-
cated persons have had a broad impact on the present research. Their wisdom and experi-
ence has helped steer a steady course through stormy phonetic seas.

In retrospect it is clear that the direction of the present work was set while visiting Dr.
Dewey in Lake Placid during the fall of 1973. After a couple of days in heady discussion, the
lifelong champion of spelling reform said, in essence, “Before you leave I want you to know
why Iinvited you here. Unlike most of my colleagues, I believe that printers have much to
contribute to spelling reform. Historically they are partly to blame for our confused spell-
ing; yet they are uniquely positioned to help repair it. Without their support I doubt if the
battle will ever be won. Let me illustrate my point: An airline’s board of directors may order
its pilots to land their planes safely and smoothly. In theory that should be enough; that
should bring the planes down safely and comfortably. In reality that is not enough. The
man in the cockpit — the man whose hand rests on the controls — has the last word. Not
only has he the last word, but he can likely tell the board a thing or two they've never
known about landing a plane; he is master of the nitty-gritty. As to your industry, it is
rightly proud of Benjamin Franklin, printer. It boasts of his statesmanship and quotes his
pithy maxims, but it has forgotten the great challenge he passed along to future generations
of printers: the reform of our spelling. What I have seen of your work gives me hope that the
visually sensitive skills and day-to-day expertise of typographers can be linked up with the
academic expertise of our phoneticians and linguists. Such an alliance is our best hope.”

Using new techniques and building on the wisdom of the past, this volume moves to-
ward meeting that challenge. Generous help has come from a number of sources:

The large computer facility at Ocean County College in New Jersey forwarded the pro-
ject in the late '70s when it enabled its brilliant director, Dr. Edward Lias, to pursue his
interest in laying the foundation for a computer translating program — a program that
promises to play a crucial role in the practical application of spelling reform by relieving
the stress that changeover would otherwise cause at the keyboard. ‘

| THE AMERICAN LANGUAGE ACADEMY

The American Language Academy, chartered in 1985 by the State of Delaware, is
the current name of the 110-year-old organization which has worked to mitigate the damage done by
our disasterous spelling. Its earliest American ancestor was the Spelling Reform Association,
founded in 1876.In 1946 the SRA merged with the Simplified Spelling Board {founded 1906) to form
the Simpler Spelling Association, grandparent of The American Language Academy, thus preserving
organizational continuity.

The genius of alphabet, the one-to-one sound-to-letter correspondence, is largely obscured in our
writing. English is by far the most erratically spelled of modern languages. The forty-odd sounds we
speak are spelled in well over four hundred different ways. For those literate in English it is an ineffi-
cient and expensive absurdity. For those learning to write and read it is a disaster -— a dragon at the
gate — encountered by children almost on their first day in school. It is indeed a major factor in
creating our mass of adult English-speaking functional illiterates, minimally estimated at 10 percent
of the population.

The central concern of what developed into a spelling reform movement was first expressed by
John Hart in England in 1554 and by Benjamin Franklin in America in 1768, followed on both sides of
the Atlantic by eminent personages among whom were Noah Webster, Mark Twain, Theodore
Roosevelt, Melvil and Godfrey Dewey, John Dewey, Robert McCormick, Andrew Carnegie, Isaac
Funk, Nicholas Murray Butler, Frank Laubach, Isaac and James Pitman, George Bernard Shaw, and
many others including the present HRH Prince Philip.

The American Language Academy is sponsoring two parallel projects ultimately to be tied to-
gether to achieve the goal of a simplified phonetic spelling for general use.

The first project uses phonetic spelling to teach traditional spelling. It begins by teaching chil-
dren the basic concept of letters: a reliable one-to-one relationship between letter and sound. Thus
the discouragement of early failure is avoided. When the child becomes skilled in converting sound
to sight phonetically, then a gradual changeover to the irregularities of traditional spelling is under-
taken. This computer-assisted instructional system is known as the “Writing to Read” program. It
was developed by John Henry Martin (a vice president of The ALA} and is now available through
IBM. More than 150,000 children in schools coast-to-coast are being introduced to writing and read-
ing by this highly successful means. .

The second project of The American Language Academy is just getting under way. Its goal is to
expand the phonetic “Writing to Read” notation along a broad front into a regularized, optional, al-
ternative, 26-letter “American” spelling for general use. Certain adjustments have been made in the
notation to render it sufficiently compatible with traditional spelling so that the two may be used
interchangeably. The project forsees the time when American spelling will largely replace tradi-
tional spelling in print and for general use. The project’s principal tools — the American Spelling
Dictionary and the transliterating program for typesetting — are the work of Edward Rondthaler {a
trustee of The ALA} and Edward Lias [a specialist in computer technology} using the research

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How Widespread is Illiteracy?

How many English-speaking adults in the U.S. are totally illiterate? Nobody
knows. But there are millions who cannot read, write, and comprehend texts on
familiar sub]ects and do not understand the signs and written instructions they
encounter évery day. These are the semi-illiterates — a fast- -growing population
- with reading and writing problems so serious that they cannot function
smoothly in modern society. They number between 25 and 55 million: one in
every seven of us; perhaps one in every four. From thé very limited statistics
available it is estimated that more than 40 nations have a higher percentage of
literates than the United States.

Such figures are staggering: a shocking disgrace to the nation whose educa-
tion system, moneywise, is the best in the world.

]onathan Kozol's book “Illiterate Amenca tells about a commercial artist,
skilled in his work, who keeps himself currently informed through news
broadcasts, but cleverly hides his illiteracy by conspicuously carrying a copy of
The New York Times — unread.

The story arouses a searching question: Why could the young man master
the tools of his art, but not the tools of literacy?

Good tools are good teachers. Poor tools make poor pupﬂs. No art instructor
would give his students blunted pencils, whiskered brushes, rusty pens or
crooked T-squares. English spelling — the basic tool of writing and reading —
is whiskered, blunted, crooked and rusted. It is the only branch of learning that
has undergone no serious update or repair since before the 16th Century. Other
disciplines receive continuous updating. But not spelling.

The book in hand directly addresses our tortured orthography. It sees new
light coming from two directions. The very latest methods of teaching children
to write before they read, and the use of computers in typesetting — neither of
which were developed with spelling reform in mind — are precisely what is
needed to achieve reform. How these two developments can work together to
solve our illiteracy problem is discussed on the following pages.

Hearty guffaws are sure to greet this effort. They reflect the traditional
blindness behind our failure to come to grips with this vitally impor-
tant but sadly fossilized tool of our culture,




The Case for Spelling Reform

’]]'liS ENGLISH-AMERICAN SPELLING DIC’TIONARY focuses directly on
the prospect of expanding.the phonetic “teaching spellings”, used more and
more widely in primary education, into a fully accredited alternative spelling
for general use. The key word is alternative.

Several factors point to the timeliness of this endeavor:

1. Increased use of typewriters, computers, and phonetic spelling in the
teaching of writing. Convincing evidence that when writing is taught before

reading, the ability to read comes naturally, as a by-product: A child learning to
write is also learning to read.

2. The fact that many of our children, even some of the brightest, find their
sense of logic unable to cope with the illogic and disorderliness of English spell-
ing. Acknowledgment that remedial efforts for adults reach scarcely five per-
cent of those in need.

3. Astonishment of most literate American adults upon learning that only
in English-speaking schools is it necessary to teach spelling, As explained by a
Spanish student: “In Spain the teacher tells us the sounds of the letters and then
we can wﬂte or read anything we can say.”

4. Surprise at finding that pronunciations (pra-nun-s€-a-shanz) always
found in English dictionaries are generally omitted from foreign language
dictionaries — omitted because foreign spellings adequately represent pronun-
ciation.

5. The pressing demand for a much higher level of literacy in the United
States as we move from a manufacturing economy into a sophisticated high-
tech economy of services and communication.

6. Growing awareness of the connection between illiteracy and our mount-

‘ing social problems: dropout, crime-in-the-streets, hard core unemployment,

and poverty. It is not by chance that half of our prison inmates are illiterate.

7. The largely overlooked but very serious fact that illiteracy is a real threat
to democracy. Those voters who depend on the spoken word alone — who live,
as it were, in a perpetual twilight — are easily deluded and manipulated.



8. Widespread acceptance of English as the emerging lingua franca of inter-
national communication. It is also the cornerstone of legislative efforts by

“1J.S.English” and “English First” to establish an official United States language.

Whatever helps immigrants and foreigners to write and speak our language
without needless frustration works for the good of all. A reduction in language
barriers can open diplomatic, commercial, civic and societal doors that are now
scarcely ajar. It may well broaden the avenues toward peace.

9. Recognition of the fact that traditional spelling tends to promote the
mispronunciation of English, and that a regularized spelling would tend to do
the opposite. A better fit between sight and sound should not only reduce illit-
eracy but lead to greater stability of pronunciation, to less chance of misun-
derstanding, and to more reliable communication overall.

10. An awareness that we have already accepted various alternative spell-
ings: ax/axe, taboo/tabu, hijack/highjack, forgo/forego, dript/dripped, and many
others. Applying to more words a principle that has proved fully successful
with some is not breaking new ground; it is sensibly expanding what already
works.

11. The prospect that a new spelling mixed with the old (even in the same
sentence) need not be disruptive if it is introduced as an optional alternative
for use by those, and only by those, who prefer it. Respectability for the new
spelling can be anticipated by labeling it “American” in the U.S., “British”
{with minor changes) in the U.K., and “Australian” in Australia.

12.. The present availability of “American”—a no-new-letter system designed
to be compatible with traditional spelling. This system is supported by a com-
puter translating program currently being perfected for typesetting machines,
word processors, desk top publishing, personal computers, and computerized
typewriters. It is an extension of the “spelling check” programs often used to-
day. It will automatically translate traditionally spelled input into simplified
“American” output, thus answering the concern of authors, reporters, editors,
copywriters, keyboard operators and others who, understandably, would resist
a change that threatened to alter their customary writing habits.

It is fortunate that as the social and economic needs for a more logical
spelling increase, our new technologies overcome the blocks that have
historically thwarted reform. The attairnment of this worthy goal, how-
ever, depends on the foresight, sensitivity, and compassion of the liter-
ate — not on the desperation of the illiterate, whose lack of literacy robs
thém of any voice in the matter.

Children want to write before they want to read. When they come to school for
the first time almost all children think they can write. They've scribbled their
names at home, or made a few letters with crayons. That's “writing” Very few,
however, think they can read. For this valuable observation we’re indebted to
Dr. Donald Graves’ book “Let Them Write”, published by the Ford Foundation,
and confirmed by the exhaustive research of Dr. John Henry Martin, author of
IBM’s “Writing to Read” program. More and more schools are making the most
of this important truth. Their 5- and 6-year-olds become, with a little encour-
agement, avid writers. In many cases this is done with the aid of computers.
Much of the spelling is not what we’d call “correct”; but it makes sense to a
beginner. It’s an elementary phonetic spelling partly invented by the children
themselves. Teachers or parents explain the sounds of various consonants and
do the best they can to explain our wayward vowels. Then each child goes
ahead and writes according to his or her own understanding of the link between
letters and sound, unhampered by the irregularities of “correct” English spelling.

An invitation to a bicycle ride might read like this:
“If yu kum to see mee yu kan rid mi bik”

Another child might write it this way:
“Ef yoo kum too se me yoo kan ryd my byk”

This wide dissimilarity of spelling is more illustrative than typical. A lenient
but reasonable uniformity is encouraged in the preschool and elementary class-
room, particularly where computers.do part of the teaching. What is all-
important, however, is that the children are grasping the fundamental princi-
ples of phonetics, are building confidence in their ability to convert sound to
sight, and are expressing their thoughts in writing. That’s progress. That’s
youthful logic in action — fertile soil for education. But there’s a catch. All the
good thinking is only a first step on the rough road to literacy in English. Trou-
ble lies ahead. Big trouble for some. To be literate in English the child must
scuttle much of his early spelling logic and memorize thousands of illogical
unphonetic spellings. The marvel is that over 90 percent of the youngsters can
doit. The tragedy is that a very significant number can not —and may end up in
the ranks of our 25 million functional illiterates with their high incidence of
dropout, juvenile delinquency, crime in the streets, hard core unemployment,
and poverty.



It’s not easy to defend English spelling. Try to explain to a rational child why
sane adults spell kum “come’, or dum “dumb”, or tuf “tough’, or sed “said”.
Where's the logic? Other means of communication do not scramble words.
Neither TV, nor radio, nor tape recorders, nor the telephone give us sounds that
must be unscrambled to be understood. Why should writing? Writing was not
meant to be that way. Why do we insist on pushing millions of our children into
lives of functional illiteracy? The answer is shocking: Because we are stub-
bornly determined to perpetuate phonetically obsolete spellings used in Eng-
land during the 16th century!  Absurd.

If the number of our readers and writers continues to decline the visual word
is destined to become the province of an elite group of literates, say 50 million,
whose literacy will give them control of government, education, business, and
everything else. The illiterate masses will learn from TV, from radio, and loud-
speakers whatever the literate elite wish them to know. Farewell democracy.
Goodbye.  Illiterates soon become docile sheep.  The proper functioning
of majority rule depends largely on the ability of all to get and to give informa-
tion freely and independently by sound and by sight. In a society overrun with
audible electronic communication the task of making it easy to read and write
and understand our visual speech — our “speech that stands still”’— deserves
no less than top priority.

A thoughtful solution is waiting in the wings: We could offer an alternative
to those who cannot memorize haphazard English spelling. We could offer
them a well-structured systematic spelling that is not distorted, that does not
play havoc with their sense of logic and reason, but builds on it, encourages it —
and looks enough like present writing so the rest of us could read it on sight or
after a few minutes’ practice. (We’d find it as compatible with our present read-
ing patterns as a strong regional dialect is compatible with our hearing.) Sys-
tematic spelling takes full advantage of a well documented educational princi-
ple: logic stimulates thinking, thinking encourages learning, learning is facili-
tated when what is being learned “makes sense”. A spelling that makes sense
would open the door to more literacy for more people, young and old, than all
our remedial reading efforts put together. It would go a long way toward rescu-
ing those who if not rescued will greatly magnify our social problems and un-
dermine our democratic structure.

The idea of a simplified, reformed, systematic spelling is not new. It is no
Johnny-come-lately. It is the product of a hundred years of careful research and
meticulous refinement by some of the best scholars in our language. Not sur-
prisingly it is called “American”.




The proposal, then, is that temporarily we have two spellings: English and
American. Strong medicine? Perhaps; but our malady is great. The 42 sounds of
spoken English are not spelled in 42 simple ways, but in a mix-up of at least 400
different and conflicting ways! Other languages have no such nonsense. Their
written words are reliable pictures of spoken words. Written English, accord-
ingly, is enormously perplexing to foreigners, and tragically baffling to millions
of our own children. The illiteracy spawned by English spelling doggedly feeds
our mounting social problems, weakens our economy, hampers our interna-
tional communication, and dims our future way of life. The sickness is severe.
It calls for potent medicine. Now.

Tiny Switzerland cheers us on. Its people flourish in the scramble of four
different languages at once! Surely we can accept the temporary inconvenience
of living with two fully compatible spellings until the less functional one re-
tires. A small price for such great benefits.

QOur strong attachment to illogical spelling is probably a holdover from long
ago when routine memorizing played a major role in elementary education.
Memory skills were a mark of scholarship. Good spellers won high praise; poor
ones were frowned upon. Spelling bees and the old Blue Back Speller gave
teachers in one-room schoolhouses abundant material for memory drill — an
easier task than developing the skills of logical thinking so important as high-
tech replaces the pick-and-shovel.

Today we should be stressing different values. Writing and reading are es-
sential to well-being. They are 'round-the-clock utilitarian functions, not mat-
ters of special privilege. Spelling — the basic tool of writing and reading — must
be brought within reach of those whose native sense of logic is frustrated by our
spelling’s illogic. Our generation can perform a lasting service to society by
supporting a simplified, regularized spelling for all. Every survey tells us that
writing and reading are in crisis. Every school is affected. The tragic ramifica-
tions multiply. No longer can we afford the luxury of limping on with unsuc-
cessful hailf-way measures, telling ourselves that we are solving the illiteracy
problem when, in truth, we are not. '

It i's important to recognize that we are already attuned to the daily use of alterna-
tive spellings. Qur scholarly dictionaries list more than a hundred of them:

catalog/catalogue, align/aline, plow/plough, draft/draught, programme/program,
etc. {see page 308). Interchangable (interchangeable| spellings are not new. Ameri-
can, of course, will greatly increase their number, and in so doing achieve an orderly
fit between sight and sound. What is significant is that we have already taken the

first step toward accepting alternative spellings. We need only to adopt a tidy pho-
netic notation and let the computers help us move faster.

QQ. Will books, magazines and newapapers te
printed in American?

A. Not at first. But a typesetting computer pro-
gram is being perfected that will enable typeset-
ting that is keyboarded in regular English spell-
ing to be translated automatically into Ameri-
can spelling without re-keyboarding. (See illustra-
tion at left.) This program — an extension of spell-
ing correction programs currently in wide use —
will allow operators of typesetting machines and
word processors to spell in traditional English
just as always. The computer then takes over
and automatically translates into American
spelling, so the typesetting or typewriting be-
comes American — or even a selected blend of
American and English. This breakthrough per-
mits authors, copywriters, typesetters and others
to continue to write and keyboard in our present
English spelling even though the output is to be
in American.,

Q. What will American spellers do when they
encounter books in English spelling?

A. It will be difficult for them, but far less dif-
ficult than if they could not read at all. About 50
percent of the words on a page are the same in
both spellings. Another 30 percent or more
change only one or two letters. So the reader who
knows only American will stumble, but will get
along considerably better than if he had no read-
ing fluency at all.

Q. will we suffer a cultural loss by Americanis-
ing foreign spellings?

A. Otherlanguages do not seem to have suffered
culturally by adapting foreign words to their
spelling systems. Has the ‘f’ in ‘telefon’ made the
German language any less cultured? Such regu-
larity of spelling has certainly contributed to
German literacy — hence to a more cultured
population.

Q. Won't the switch to American spelling be
much like our effort to use Metric?

A. No. There isno easy way to switch to Metric.
Everything is different. Meters are not compati-
ble with feet, nor liters with quarts. The two
measurement systems are totally different and
cannot be used together. English and American
spelling, on the other hand, have much in com-
mon and can be used together even in the same
sentence. ‘



Q. Would words like ‘hear’ and ‘here’ have only
one spelling in American?

A. Yes. Context will clarify the meaning—just
as it does in our speech. For example:

“Come heer to heer the music.”
There’s nothing new in using context to clarify
the meaning. We do it all the time:

“That gold mine is mine.”

“Bank at the bank on the bank.”
Context is stronger than spelling. If [ write

“Come hear to here the music”,
you know exactly what I mean. Thousands of
words with just one spelling have numerous def-
initions. The word ‘point’ has 86; ‘set’ has 115!

Q. will proper names be respelled?

A.. No, nor will uncommon scientific or medical
words whose present spellings have terminolog-
ical significance. These will provide the“memory
training” so dear to the hearts of traditionalists.

QQ. How about regional dialects?

ATV radio, and travel have made regional dia-

lects less distinctive than fifty years ago. Even so,

many regional remnants persist. A word like

“car” has one spelling, but several regional pro-
nunciations. This means that in different sec-
tions of the country the letters represent slightly

different sounds to the local reader’s ear. Yet one

spelling can suffice because all of us, in speaking,

use the same number of spoken sounds no mat-
ter where we live. If this were not true, every dic-
tionary publisher would be printing a separate

edition with a different pronunciation scheme

for each section of the country! Other languages

have regional dialects too—with one spelling.

QQ. Is American spelling 100 percent regular? Is
there perfect fit between spelling and pronuncia-
tion in all cases!? :

A No. No language has 100 percent fit. But with
a single page for its alphabet key, no new letters,
no diacritical marks, and only twelve rules,
American achieves a remarkably good match. Its
visual compatability with English spelling
should do much to speed adoption.

Two diacritical marks may be helpful in the first stage of
teaching children and foreign students: An indication of the
unstressed schwa, and perhaps a dot over the ‘half-ee’, but con-
tinued use of these cues should not be necessary.
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QQ. How will the ball get rolling?

A.. The spadework for phonetic spelling is well
on its way in Dr. J. H. Martin’s “Writing to Read”
project sponsored by IBM, as well as in Dr.
Donald Grave’s “writing first” program for pri-
mary grades (see pg. 18). Sen. S. L. Hayakawa’s or-
ganization “U § English” could be another
spearhead. Leadership should, of course, come
from the White House, but the main thrust is
more likely to come from desperation elsewhere:
from parents, teachers, principals, or school
boards who can see the value of a simplified
spelling; from the armed services where func-
tional illiteracy is a major problem; from leaders
of minority groups; from prisons where half the
inmates are illiterate; from comic strip artists
who often use phonetic spelling for emphasis;
from dictionary publishers who see it as relevant
to their subject matter; from avant garde publica-
tions, repair manuals, Bibles, or a special edition
of the Readers Digest; from printers who will
have the program in their computers; from
teachers of “English as a second language”; quite
likely from those engaged in technical or inter-
national communication. The need is great, the
time is right. Just as Arabic numerals replaced
Roman numerals, so simplified spelling is des-
tined to replace traditional spelling. Those who
need it most — the illiterates themselves — can
never bring it to pass. Their illiteracy robs them
of initiative.

QQ. wWill etymologists object?

A. Not if theyre as knowledgeable as the emi-
nent Dr. Mario Pei who has pointed out that
since words must be traced back through several
changes to reach their origin, reformed spelling
will add just one more step of retracing.

Q. Could words in American be misread as
meaning something else in English spelling?

A. No. Except in rare instances the new Ameri-
can spellings are one-of-a-kind even though they
retain a high level of visual familiarity.

Q. Who will be the greatest opponents?

A.. Those who have not thoughtfully considered
the full significance of “American” or have not
yet awakened to the fact that spelling is the only
subject in which our schools use text books that
have not been significantly updated since the
16th Century.

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The complete AMERICAN alphabet is shown on the opposite page. Children, adults and foreign students who
learn this 1-page system will be able to write, in American, anything they can say in English. The phonetic
principle used in this notation is, for English, an equivalent of the phonetic spelling used daily by all who write
in Spanish, Italian, German, Russian, Dutch, Finnish, Hungarian, Polish, Czech, Serbo-Croation, Portugese,
Turkish, Korean, Vietnamese, Swahili, and scores of other languages. AMERICAN is a total system running close
enough to established reading patterns to achieve a good phonetic fit and at the same time retain visual com-
patibility with traditional spelling. A logical set of rules enables our 26 letters to represent the 42 sounds of
English. These rules lean slightly in favor of tradition — sometimes at the expense of maximum simplifica-
tion; yet their virtue, unlike the countless rules of English spelling, lies in keeping them logical and within
manageable limits. A by-product of AMERICAN orthography is that more than occasionally it provides a cue to
the placement of stress in multi-syllable words.

' short vowels (aeio) in unstiressed syllables are
often given a neutral pronunciation close to the
sound of “uh” { about, system, easily, atom }.

AMERICAN retains the traditional spelling of proper
names, unusual scientifie terms, and alsc ‘te, ‘do’,
‘of’, ig’, ‘his’, ‘hag’, ‘as’, ‘was’, and the suffix ‘-ful’. It
has two self-evident abbreviations: th =the, U=you.

In vowel strings (flcoid, freeing, kaeos, yeloeish,
triead) the syllable ends after the firgt two vowels
if they form a digraphs (as shown on the spelling nota-
tion chart opposite ); if not, the syllable ends after the
first vowel (creaet, reality, jeografy, reiteraet).

Those citing regional pronunciations as a potential stumbling block to spelling reform fail to realize that dif-
ferent regions will routinely assign local pronunciations to AMERICAN spellings, This is as it should be. For
example, many New Englanders will give an ‘aahr’ pronunciation to stressed ‘ar’ (as in car), while pronuncia-
ions in other regions will tend to be harder, or more nasal, or approaching ‘awr’. The International Phonetic
Alphabet differentiates between such dialects, but AMERICAN and dictionary notations self-adjust, as explained
in “How about regional dialects?” on page 13. -
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A Forecast of the Effectiveness

of American Spelling
based on the well documented experience of i.t.a.

Probably the best way to predict the effectiveness of American spelling is to
examine the rise and the fall of its predecessor, Sir James Pitman’s “initial
teaching alphabet”” American and i.t.a. have much in common, but the differ-
ence — a product of twenty year’s hindsight — bids fair to be the difference
between past failure and future success.

At the time of its introduction in the early 1960s, i.t.a. had great promise.
This totally phonetic system and its 18 new letters provided a one-to-one fit
with English sounds. A first grader using i.t.a. could write with some confi-
dence any of the several thousand words in his vocabulary — precisely as chil-
dren do in other languages. It worked. He could write words; and his classmates
could read what he had written. No endless drill with sterile sentences like

“The boy has a bat. The girl has a cat. The man has a hat” Instead of such
tiresome and unimaginative drivel the i.t.a. child busied himself writing short
essays on lively and timely subjects: how a neighbor rescued her cat from a tree;
how a broken pipe flooded the basement; who got clobbered at the bike race

yesterday; or how mother bought a rocking chair and two lawn mowers at the
auction:

mic musther went to an aucfhun and |hee gota rockig cher
and tw launmeeers and fhee is geeig t anorher aucfhun
on satide and | am goig to join the boiz club and | nee it
lowks ltek in ther the hav a televizun and pwl tablz and
you can bie peesa. the end.  _Bobby, ages, first grade, Long Island

The i.t.a. alphabet with its auxiliary letters was intended as no more than a
“starter” alphabet. It was to be used only until the child could be weaned away
into traditional spelling. Weaning away was thought necessary because back in
the early ’60s the concept of a widely used alternative spelling — an optional
alternative spelling — had not yet surfaced. No one foresaw the role that com-

~ puter translation could play in making an alternative spelling feasible. It was
not yet understood that computers could bear the brunt of translation for print,
and thus pull teeth from the strongest argument against reform.
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Most children were able to master the transfer from i.t.a. to traditional En-
glish. By and large they succeeded in memorizing the vagaries of “book spell-
ing” Miraculously the many words that needed changing did not present an
insurmountable obstacle. Among these were children who would have been to-
tally discouraged by early-on failure. They were saved from wreckage. This
tended to lull some observers into the assumption that the answer to illiteracy
had at last been found. In reality, however, a significant number of children
failed to make the successful transfer from an orderly and logical spelling into
the morass of a disorderly and illogical one. These unfortunates were left with a
44-letter alphabet that had no practical use. The outside world saw the peculiar
letters and spellings as freakish. That is where i.t.a. met its Waterloo. It was
planned as salvation for those who otherwise could not have learned to spell. In
practice, it left too many stranded.

American spelling focuses squarély on this problem — and gets its motiva-
tion and direction from hindsight. It uses the same phonetic pairs as i.t.a., but
its notation and spelling are for the long term: it is intended as an orthography
for all purposes. American is written in our familiar 26 letters arranged in or-
derly and fixed pairs. No letters are bizarre. It has the potential of serving as a
contemporary, efficient, and comfortable spelling for children, for adults, for -
foreign students, for immigrants, for international communication and for all
other purposes. The following comparison of notations speaks for itself:

American, of course, will serve our children as a “starter” alphabet—as in
the “Writing to Read” and “Writing First” systems. As with i.t.a., teachers will
stress phonetic spelling rather than memory spelling. Adult illiterates will be
taught similarly. All will be encouraged to write essays using any word in their
vocabulary. The big difference between American and i.t.a. then emerges:
those who do not or cahnot switch to traditional English spelling will not be
left with a writing notation that has no practical use. They will have learned
and will continue to use an accredited alternative spelling reasonably compati-
ble with traditional English spelling and perhaps destined to replace it.

Thus the fully demonstrated and documented success of i.t.a’s initial phase
— before the required transfer to traditional spelling — forecasts the effective-
ness of American spelling. The success of that initial phase tells us why Ameri-
can, with its muéh more lenient requirements, can be trusted to deal a telling
blow to illiteracy:
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Implementing Spelling Reform
THE TOOLS ARE.ALREADY IN PLACE "

It is generally assumed that the introduction of spelling reform will require
wide agreement among educators, and perhaps legislation by Congress. Just a
tew years ago that would have been true. But not today. The outlook today is
very different. To understand why it is different we need only examine the
change taking place quietly in one school after another out in the grass roots,
coast to coast. The discovery that children want to write before they want to
read is dramatically changing the instruction received by 5- and 6-year-olds.
This instruction begins with a form of simplified phonetic spelling. Highlights
from a preceding page tell the story and bear repeating here:

When they come to school for the first time almost all children think they can

“write. They've scribbled their names at home, or made a few letters with
crayons. That’s “writing”. Very few, however, think they can read. For this valu-
able observation we're indebted to Dr. Donald Grave’s book “Let Them Write”,
published by the Ford Foundation, and confirmed by the research of Dr. John
Henry Martin, author of IBM’s “Writing to Read” program. More and more
schools are making the most of this important truth. Their 5- and 6-year-olds
become, with a little encouragement, avid writers. Much of the spelling is not
what we’d call “correct”; but it makes sense to a beginner. It’s an elementary
phonetic spelling partly invented by the children themselves. Teachers or par-
ents explain the sounds of various consonants and do the best they can to ex-
plain our wayward vowels. Then each child goes ahead and writes according to
his or her own understanding of the link between letters and sounds, unham-
pered by the irregularities of “correct” English spelling.

An invitation to a bicycle ride might read like this:
“If yu kum to see mee yu kan rid mi bik”
Another child might write it this way:
“Ef yoo kum too se me yoo kan ryd my byk”

These children are grasping the fundamental principles of phonetics. They are
gaining confidence in their ability to convert sound to sight. They are express-
ing their thoughts in writing. That’s progress. That’s youthful logic in action —
fertile soil for education.

Let us now suppose that one of the children embarks on an essay requiring
the words “fire engine”. He tentatively writes “fer injun”; then seeks guidance

'_For.a\nother tool that is in place see page 308,
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from his teacher. The time has not come to introduce the young writer to the
misfits of English “book spelling” so the teacher is faced with making a choice:
she can let “fer injun” stand as is — trusting that the boy will ultimately learn
“fire engine”. Or, as a precaution against the possibility that he may not make a
smooth transfer to English spelling, she can help him piece together a spelling
that {1} is consistent and makes sense to his understanding of letters and
sounds, (2] is sufficiently compatible with English spelling so his parents can
read it, (3] is true to authentic dictionary pronunciation so that his writing is
not phonetically substandard, and (4) follows a system of notation that does not
lead into a blind alley but can be used in adulthood if he fails to make a suc-
cessful transfer to traditional spelling. These are desirable objectives, but
tultilling them on the spur of the moment may be difficult for the teacher.
Much of English pronunciation has become so casual that a teacher may not be
sure that her own pronunciation is “middle-of-the-road”. A spelling source book
(such as this] using our familiar 26 letters and based on dictionary pronuncia-
tion fills all four requirements and gives her the needed guidance — fier enjin.

Similar incidents repeated again and again by more and more teachers
nationwide will quietly but surely usher in spelling reform — at first as a logical
and respected alternative; later, as a full-fledged orthography where letters are
seen as trustworthy guides to pronunciation. Different regions, of course, will
give local pronunciations to certain graphemes, but a spelling that reliably rep-
resents speech will be a powerful influence for better diction in all regions and
all levels of society.

The rising generation, by and large, will feel at home with both ‘fire engine’
and ‘fier enjin’. In their circles American spelling will not be uncommon. At
some point an important dictionary will replace its pronunciation notation
with reformed spelling. Printers will make the translation program available.
We need not wait for Congress to act. The new spellings, while subject to
further perfecting, are sufficiently in place to begin to be used in selected class-
rooms and, with careful discretion, perhaps elsewhere.

== This first edition of American spelling is not offered as a fait accompli.
The material has been diligently researched, and is at the point where
additional fine tuning would be welcome from phoneticians, linguists,
educators, publishers, those with a special interest in the subject, and
the public at large. The appendix has been compiled to stimulate such
comments. A second edition benefitting from the material received
should serve as an even more comprehensive source book for the
schools and homes of children being taught to write before they read.
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Helping Solve the Bilingual Problem

There is widespread concern as the U.S. moves toward becoming a bilingual
nation. Our bilingual public signs, bilingual balloting in many states, and un-
duly prolonged bilingual education in the public schools contribute to our drift
away from a nation bound together by a single language. The danger of being
divided politically and culturally along linguistic lines is all too clear.

Two organizations — “U.S.English” 1424 16th st, Washington DC, and “English
First” 5881 Leesburg Pike, Falls Church VA —- aT€ spearheading the drive for Federal legis-
lation that would establish English as the official language of the United States.
There are strong movements in Alabama, California, Idaho, Kansas, Maryland,
Massachusetts, Mlssoun New Hampshire, New Jersey, New York,
Washington and Wisconsin to enact legislation declaring English the official
state language. In California a petition with more than a million signatures au-
thorized a referendum on the issue. Similar statutes that have lain dormant for
many years are being considered for reactivation in Georgla Kentucky, H11n01s
Indiana, Nebraska and V1rgm1a

The intent of these efforts is highly commendable. But legislation alone will
not reduce the formidable barrier immigrants face when attempting to become
literate in English. It is a barrier not encountered in other languages and little

- understood by our own citizens.

To grasp the importance of this matter, imagine that you are visiting Mexico
and have learned the sounds of Spanish letters — a skill that can easily be ac-
quired before your plane lands. Having learned the simple relationship between
Spanish letters and sounds you can pronounce any word encountered in the
course of your visit — any word you see on a sign, in a newspaper, a book, or
elsewhere. You can pronounce these words with confidence because Spanish
letters reliably match spoken Spanish sounds. When, for example, you see the
word “teléfono” you can pronounce it correctly, and you have made a small be-
ginning toward learning the language. If the next word that meets your eye is

“policia” you can pronounce it too, and add it to your vocabulary. This gives you

a teeling of accomplishment. It is a positive language-learning experience.

Now look at what the Mexican immigrant faces when he comes into the
United States: He may have a strong desire to learn English, but his road to lit-
eracy is full of obstacles. He cannot learn a simple letter-to-sound relationship
because our sounds, particularly the vowels, have many different spellings.
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Each of our letters represent not one but many sounds, as illustrated by the En-
glish spellings on pages i-iv of the introduction. When the Mexican sees our
word “telephone” he has no means of knowing which pronunciation out of a
dozen or more is the correct one. His task is frustrating.

Written Spanish helps one learn Spanish.
Written English only confuses the learner.

To make the point even clearer, consider this: No farmer employing im-
migrants to harvest a-crop would be so foolish as to give them dull tools. Dull
tools would slow down the production toa dribble. Yet this is precisely what we
do linguistically. We give our immigrants dull tools and wonder why they find
it so hard to become literate in Enghsh why, in so many cases, dlscourage-
ment sets in so soon.

Our literacy tools must be sharpened. Legislation aimed at disqualifying
those who cannot fathom our graphic potpourri does not really solve the prob-
lem. It does not develop competent and productive citizens. To make the legis-
Jation truly effective — to enable it to'build a nation bound together by a single
language — it should be backed up with the option of an alternative spelling
that s as logical and learnable as the spelling of the immigrant’s native tongue.

When the American spelling notation is firmly set it should, if possible,
be presented to the public as a replacement for pronunciation notations

in a respected dictionary {see page 23). This would immediately give

status to the orthography. Lacking such favorable introduction, it is

likely that the spellirigs will be labeled by some as inferior or second

class. Four safeguards against such downgrading have been developed.
All who are sympathetic to reform should keep them firmly in mind:

{1} The reformed spelling has the appeal of being called “American”.
{2)It is offered purely as an optional alternative for those whoprefer to

use it — strictly a matter of choice. (3} It is fully compatible with tradi-
tional spelling and can be mixed with it in any proportion desired. (4]t

is supported by a program being prepared for typesetting and personal

computers which converts traditionally keyboarded copy into re-
formed spelling, thus making it unnecessary to retrain adults who may

have occasion to write in American. i '

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Vocabulary Sources and Frequencies

"The words and frequencies in this dictionary have come from a number of
sources, chiefly from a study made by Drs. Henry Kucera and W. N. Francis at
Brown University in the 1960s. Their research covered a million word sampling
of contemporary running text, proportiorally balanced, selected from a wide
variety of subjects: news, editorials, science, religion, the arts, hobbies, skills,
biography, fiction, humor, romance, mystery, mathematics, humanities, an-
nual reports, government documents, etc.; a total of about 42,000 different
words. Removing all proper names and unusual scientific and medical terms
reduced the number to 31,000.

This was then augmented by words from a current Merriam-Webster list of
most used words, by a similar McGraw-Hill list, the WES dictionary, and sev-
eral lists of newer words, bringing the total vocabulary up to almost 45,000. Ex-
cept for words very recently added to the language, 2 frequency of 1 was as-
signed to all entries not included in the original Brown University corpus, on
the assumption that words missing from the largest collection were of very low
frequency. '

Inasmuch as the Brown University frequencies applied only to printed text
it was appropriate, for research in spelling reform, to make adjustments for
frequencies in other types of writing. The source for this was a search of 100,000
words from personal and business correspondence tabulated by L. P. Ayres of
the Russell Sage Foundation. These frequencies were given a weight of 20 per-
cent, it being felt that a ratio of 20 to 80 was a realistic balance between corres-
pondence and printed matter. The resulting frequencies were then TEPTopor-
tioned to a total of one million — a convenient measure of reference.

The pronunciation authorities consulted in determining the transliteration
are cited at various points in the appendix, and listed fully in the bibliography.
Personal preference played no part in arriving at the respellings. Where pronun-
ciation authorities disagreed and a choice had to be made, it was on the basis of
general consensus except in a few cases where, in the interest of visual com-
patibility, a slightly less preferred pronunciation was chosen.

The corpus has thus been tailored to serve as a dependable source for re-
search. It represents an endeavor of some twenty thousand hours and is held on
computer disk at the Typographic Council for Spelling Reform, programmed
for searches of various kinds in both English and American spellings.

English spellings in this listing are preceded by an asterisk and paired with the American spelling
immediately below. The format tends to highlight the points at which our traditional spelling dis-
agrees with pronunciation, and shows the change required to achieve better fit, A brief perusal of the
pages soon gives one a feeling for American notation: an ‘e’ following any vowel indicates that that
vowel is pronounced long. Major American spelling characteristics are shown at the base of each
recto page. Certain spellings seeming to require explanation are cross-referenced to the introduc-
tion or appendix. A hyphen follows spellings that are identical in English and American. Frequency
of occurrence in a million words appears with each entry. The typeface was developed expressly for
this listing. It stresses clarity, and purposely simulates both typesetting and typewriting. Design of
the letter ‘g’ follows the suggestion advanced on page 298.
