The Ancestry Survey was implemented by EU-based professional survey firm: The Public Opinion
Research Center, CBOS in 2016.

CBOS (http://www.cbos.pl/EN/home_en/cbos_en.php) is a well-established survey firm in
Poland, partly financed from the Polish State budget and whose clients, among others, are the
Polish Ministries of Education, of Higher Education, and of Infrastructure.

The survey was implemented in full conformity with the national Polish law on the protection of
personal data (Dz. U. z 2014 poz. 1182), which, in turn, is fully compatible with the Directive
95/46/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council of 24 October 1995 on the protection of
individuals with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data.

In particular, the survey firm CBOS never made personal data (defined as in article 2 (a) of
Directive 95/46/EC, namely, any information allowing identifying survey respondents) available
to its clients (which, in the case of our project, means to the authors of this paper). The personal
data (such as addresses) were used by the survey firm only for sampling procedures in full
compliance with EU regulations. Such data were separated from the answers to the questionnaires
and destroyed immediately once the survey was completed. So, the data (answers to
questionnaires) provided to the clients (and, therefore, in the case of our paper, the authors of the
paper) are completely anonymized by the survey firm. The survey dataset does not contain any
personal data, and therefore, they do not fall under the data privacy rules, in accordance with
the Directive 95/46/EC, as it is impossible to establish the identity of respondents from these data
by themselves or in combination with any other data source.

In addition, in full compliance with the Directive 95/46/EC, all survey respondents gave formal
informed consent to participation in the survey. The respondents were provided with full
information about the identity of the survey firm, the purposes of the survey, the set of questions
that are being asked, and the fact that their personal data are destroyed and, therefore, never made
available to any client (including researchers) and that the data will eventually be made public in
fully anonymous form. As is apparent from the questionnaire, the respondents were given the
option not to answer and skip any of the questions if they do not want to answer.

Description of the sampling procedure

1. Description of the population

The survey took place on the territory of 8 wojewodztwa. In the case of wojewodztwo zachodnio-
pomorskie, lubuskie, dolnos$laskie and opolskie the survey covered the entire wojewodztwo; and
in the case of wojewddztwo warminsko-mazurskie, pomorskie, wielkopolskie and §laskie — only
some districts (powiaty) of the wojewodztwo were included.

Relying on PESEL (National Electronic Registry of the Population, as of July 2015), the
population of the area covered by the survey could be described in the following way :

3. Sampling

The survey was conducted on two types of samples: 1/ a random representative sample based on
PESEL with the target group of about 3000 individuals; 2/ oversample of about 900 individuals.

Random sample

Random sample was drawn from PESEL. In order to get about 3000 respondents, about 12000
individuals had to be drawn (more precisely, 11700 persons had to be drawn, because of the needed
bundles, see below).

Before the draw, the population was divided into layers: by wojewddztwa and three categories of
localities (rural, urban with 20-50 000 residents, and urban with more than 50 000 residents). All
together there were over 20 layers taking into account the administrative division of the country
and the size of localities in each wojewodztwo.

The sample was drawn proportionally to the numer of the population in each layer. 900 bundles
with 13 people in each bundle were drawn.



In this random sample the variable ,,Ancestor in Kresy” has random distribution.
Oversample

In Oversample the variable ,,Ancestor in Kresy” is a controlled variable. More precisely, it is a
sample of 900 respondents who have ancestor(s) in Kresy chosen in the following way:

The starting point of the sample were 900 bundles (each with 13 addresses) drawn from PESEL.
It was assumed that from each bundle about 3-4 interviews were to be conducted. The remaining
addresses in the given bundle remained unused for different reasons (refusal to participate, absence
of the respondent, etc.)

The first of the unused addresses was the starting point of the door-to-door search of the respondent
with Kresy origin.
