® population 33,000
o 1968: becomes the “Town of Mississauga”
e Population 107,000
o 1974:incorporated as a city in 1974
e Population 250,000
2018
o Current population of over 700,000
o The 6th largest city in Canada

Station ie. “Four Sisters”

e Opened June 20th, 1962
e Was the largest coal-fired station in the world
e 143 metre high stacks, could be seen for miles

e Closed April 30,2005

e Land is now slated for redevelopment as a
residential neighbourhood, with community g
parks and retail centres

e Had a huge impact on the character of the
surrounding landscape and views
