o Archiving: for future reference

Store the data in a suitable format with adequate documentation
(metadata, etc.) and keep data safe for the long-term

ARCHIVE PUBLISH

o Publishing: for high-quality data with a potential for reuse

Publicly disclose your research data... to make data findable,
accessible (at least the metadata), interoperable (containing
basic machine actionable metadata) and reusable
