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Current state of play

* Lack of tradition
— Depends on your discipline
— Broadly: low take-up
e Socialisation:
— QOur Pls don't often “cite”
— Can we expect others?

« Systemic constraints:
— Journals lax (or prohibit?)
— Metadata and infrastructure (e.g. ADA: DDI/Nesstar)
