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The picture below demonstrates an alternative method of capturing thoughts: Mind
mapping. In this example, jean-louis Zimmerman captured thoughts around critical
thinking. Ideas that came up triggered further thoughts related to the initial idea.
Each idea is noted down as a keyword and relations between the ideas are depicted.
Mind maps don't need to be created in such a professional way as in this picture in
order to be useful. You can try the method yourself and see whether it helps you to
capture your thoughts
