Dear Ioannis,

I can’t remember receiving your message of October, very probably it was
at a time when our server was not functioning properly and our e-mail system
was very eratic. As regards Amr Fadel’s dissertation, I think the topic suggested
by Prof. Sampson (on Rhode’s connections with Ptolemaic Egypt) is
appropriate.

I shall be glad to collaborate with your department in this respect.

I was also happy to learn about your projected programme to excavate a
pre-dynastic site in the region of Tanta. I suppose you should approach the
archaeology dept at Tanta and ask for their collaboration.

In the frame of interreg II, I had the pleasure and honour to visit the
University of the Aegean during 20-24 October 2000 when my wife wqas
accompanied me. During that visit I gave one lecture to the students of the
Mediterranean Studies on “The Development of Alexandria as Centre of
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International Trade in the Hellenistic period”. I made special mention of the
ealry close connection between Rhodes and Alexandria. Besides, I had fruitful
discussions with several professors and students of the Department. Our
discussions centred on the future co-operation between the University of the
Aegean and the University of Alexandria in the field of archaeology. In addition,
we visited archaeological sites in Rhodes.

During November, 25-28, 2000, a delegation of the University of the Aegean
(some 60 professors and students) visited Alexandria; it was headed by profs.
Liritzis, Sampson, Sakkas and others. Several meetings with Alexandrian
representatives in the fields of archaeology and history were held at the premises
of the Archaeological Society of Alexandria. Addresses and lectures were
delivered by professors and students from both sides.

In March 23-27, 2001, prof. S. El-Kalza participated also in the workshop on
“The Aegean basin between the Balkans, Anatolia and the near East” the
participants also had the opportunity of visiting the famous archaeological site

- of Lindos.

The above are only a few events which took place within one year of the
fruitful effots that emanated from the interreg programme and we look forward
to further cooperation between ou two universities in the field of archaeology.
