2.CREATIVE PROBLEM -to use this method , the beginning of the story is
read and the conclusion is left to discertion of the students.

3.MERRY RIDDLES- is an important part of teaching English to students,
where they learing words thes are unfamiliar with and find the answer to a
riddle . Quick answers help to increase the effectiveness of the lesson.

4. PANTOMIME is a method that can be used in a lesson where very
difficult need to be excplained , or when student are fired of writing
exercises.

5 A CHAIN STORY METHOD helps to develop students oral skills

6. ACTING CHARACTERS . This method can be used in all type of lessons

Professionals such as Interpretter, Translitor ,Writer and Poet can
participate in the class and talk to students .

7. THINKERS MEETING It is possible to ‘invite’ poets and writers such as
W.Shakesper , A.Navoi , Z.M.Bobur , R. Burns . At the same time, using the
words of wisdom they say in class will help young people to become perfect
human beings .

8. WHEN THE PICTURES SPEAK method is more convenient and helps to
teach English , to develop students’ oral speech , it is necessary to use
thematic pictures ;

9. QUIZ CARDS are distribute according to the number of students to
attend classes at the same time, which saves time.

10. IMPOSSIBLE. In this style ,the teacher reads a certain text . Students
should find a sentence or phrase that describes events that may not have
happened. This way of humor requires students to be alert , careful and
observant , as well as not to be indifferent to what is happening around
them. It also stimulates their interest in extracurricular scientific films helps
them develop storytelling skills. Once this technique has been repeated it is
possible for students to develop such stories later.

The goal of the Interactive lesson is to give students as many
opportunities as possible to communicate freely in a foreign language.
