καπηλείοις οἰκεῖν, ἐκµισθώσαντας τοὺς ἑαυτῶν θαλάµους 
µετὰ τῶν γυναικῶν τοῖς ξένοις, πολεµίας σάλπιγγος οὐδὲ ἐν 
ὕπνοις ὑποµένοντας ἀκοῦσαι. διὸ καὶ πολεµουµένων ποτὲ 
αὐτῶν καὶ οὐ προσκαρτερούντων τοῖς τείχεσι Λεωνίδης ὁ 
στρατηγὸς ἐκέλευσε τὰ καπηλεῖα ἐπὶ τῶν τειχῶν 
σκηνοπηγεῖν, καὶ µόλις ποτὲ ἐπαύσαντο λιποτακτοῦντες, 
ὥς φησι Δάµων ἐν τῷ Περὶ Βυζαντίου. 

Whole peoples, moreover, have been thought to deserve being 
described as spending all their time drunk. Alexander’s 
quartermaster Baiton, for example, in his treatise 
entitled Stages of  Alexander’s Journey (FGrH 119 F 1), along 
with Amyntas in his Stages (FGrH 122 F 5), claim that the 
Tapyrians like wine so much that they anoint themselves with 
nothing else. Ctesias in his On the Tributes Paid throughout 
Asia (FGrH 688 F 54) records the same information; he also 
claims that they are the most honest people in the world. 
Harmodius of  Lepreum in his On the Customs in 
Phigaleia (FGrH 319 F 2) claims that the Phigaleians, whose 
city is on the Messenian border and who are used to being 
away from home, like to drink. Phylarchus in Book VI 
(FGrH 81 F 7) (says) that because the inhabitants of  
Byzantium guzzle wine, they live in the bars and rent out their 
own bedrooms, wives and all, to foreigners, and cannot stand 
to hear a war-trumpet even in their dreams. This is why, when 
they were being attacked at one point and failed to show any 
courage in defending their walls, their general Leonides 
ordered bars to be set up under canopies on top of  the walls, 
and even then they barely stopped deserting their positions, 
according to Damon in his On Byzantium (FGrH 389 F 1).
