ïîëèòèêè ðåãóëèðîâàíèÿ èííîâàöèîííîãî ðàçâèòèÿ ïðåäïðèíèìàòåëüñòâà. Òàêàÿ ïîëèòèêà äî-
ëæíà ó÷èòûâàòü åâðîïåéñêèå ñòàíäàðòû ïîääåðæêè èííîâàöèîííîé äåÿòåëüíîñòè ïðåäïðèíèìà-
òåëüñòâà, íî ñ ó÷åòîì ðåàëèé îòå÷åñòâåííîé ýêîíîìè÷åñêîé ñèñòåìû.

The concept of formation of innovative 
entrepreneurship in the conditions of libertary

Relevance of the research topic. The trends that are currently taking place in the system of the 
national economy are not always positive. Political, socio–economic instability requires the formation 
of an updated state policy for regulating the innovative development of entrepreneurship. Such a policy 
should take into account European standards for supporting innovative business activities, but taking 
into account the realities of the domestic economic system.

Formulation of the problem. In modern scientific thought, the idea of   forming a modern concept 
of innovative development of entrepreneurship is not sufficiently developed. There is a need to revise 
the problems of forming a policy to stimulate innovation, taking into account the current state of 
development of the institutional system.

Setting goals and objectives of the study – to offer a basis for the concept of formation of 
innovative entrepreneurship.

Research method or methodology. The article uses the methods of induction, deduction, 
analytical, abstraction, concretization, systematization, formalization, analysis, synthesis.
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Problem statement in general and its con-
nection with important scientific or practical tasks. 
The current development of innovative entrepre-
neurship is not effective enough. Crisis phenomena 
in the system of the national economy undoubted-
ly affect the innovative development of entrepre-
neurship. There is a need to form such a system 
of support for innovative entrepreneurship, which 
would ensure its further effective development.

Analysis of the latest research and publi-
cations, which initiated the solution of this prob-
lem.. Innovative development of entrepreneurship 
is initiated in the works of D. Bell, C. Bernard, B. 
Burkinsky, L. Walras, Z. Varnaliy, T. Veblen, L. Ga-
nushchak–Yefimenko, I. Hnatenko, M. Yermosh-
enko, S. Yerokhin, G. Itskovica, M. Kondratiev, M. 
Zos–Kior, I. Kuksa, A. Marshall, D. North, I. Okhri-
menko, P. Puzyreva, R. Solow, P. Proudhon, J. Sei, 
M. Friedman, V. Chernyak, A. Shastiko, A. Spithof, 
J. Schumpeter and other scientists. At the same 
time, the dynamic processes taking place in the na-
tional economy require constant review of key as-
pects of ensuring the innovative activities of mod-
ern entrepreneurship.

Formulation of the goals of the article (set-
ting the task) – to offer the basis of the concept of 
formation of innovative entrepreneurship.

Presentation of the main research materi-
al with full justification of the obtained scientific re-
sults. The innovative nature of the formation of the 
economy and business relations are considered 
one of the most interesting aspects of modern sci-
ence, which have emerged under the influence of 
globalization trends, market demands and compe-
tition. The innovative type of economy based on lib-
eral relations and the free market, which emerged 
in Italy, Spain and England in the early 20th cen-
tury, deepened the views of mercantilists, clas-

sics, physiocrats and more. A. Smith also stressed 
the need to update views on the principles of eco-
nomic life, thus transforming the old views of the 
classics and giving a new impetus to the concept of 
economic development based on free market and 
trade [1–4]. Embodying the idea of   the function-
ing of the «economic man», the scientist stressed 
that the own benefit of the business stakeholder 
will benefit society, and the «hidden hand» of the 
market itself will regulate market relations [5–8]. 
In part, the scientist's ideas take place in the mod-
ern world, when an entrepreneur–innovator, risk-
ing his own financial resources, reputation or oth-
er means, tries to develop his own business, fill the 
budget, create additional jobs, thereby stimulating 
socio–economic development.

The ideas of innovative formation of the economy 
and business relations can be traced in the views 
of M. Friedman, who stressed the need to form 
an economy of this type, where state intervention 
would be minimal. According to the scientist, eco-
nomic activity should be formed naturally under the 
influence of factors existing in a turbulent environ-
ment with the most limited government interven-
tion in economic life. Moreover, the author believed 
that state intervention, especially in the field of fi-
nancial policy, will lead to market imbalances, un-
employment, inflation, deflation and reduced scien-
tific and technological progress [9–12].

Given that the free market, minimal government in-
tervention in the economy involves the facilitation of 
business, unhindered movement of goods and ser-
vices, investment activity, which can be maximized 
over time, we can talk about the need for socio–eco-
nomic, political and social structure or the concept of 
innovative development of entrepreneurship based 
on neolibertarianism (hereinafter the Concept), which 
forms the basis and conditions for the formation of a

entrepreneurship in the conditions of libertarianism is proposed. The tools and conditions for its implementation 
are determined. The expected results of its implementation in the national economy are clarified.

Field of application of results. The concept of the formation of innovative entrepreneurship in the 
conditions of libertarianism can be used in their practical activities by entrepreneurs and statesmen. 
The ideas of its formation can be supplemented and developed by other domestic or foreign scientists.

Conclusions on the article. The architectonics of the concept of formation of innovative 
entrepreneurship in the conditions of libertarianism has been formed. The main directions of its 
formation and implementation in the system of the national economy are proposed.

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new type of business based on innovation, social ben-
efits and entrepreneurial freedom. In our opinion, the 
mentioned Concept is the formation of a fundamen-
tally new philosophy of thinking of market stakehold-
ers capable of reactively changing and diversifying 
production in accordance with the rapidly changing 
needs of the market. It must be spread around the 
world to ensure sustainable market development, 
the formation of a new type of entrepreneurs whose 
mission has a clear social focus.

The key conditions for the implementation of the 
Concept are ensuring the free movement of cap-
ital, market self–regulation, transformation of 
business projects into innovative ones, increasing 
individual responsibility for the results of their own 
business and its social orientation. A sustainable 
institutional environment is key to the success of 
the Concept, where free markets that exist with-
out government intervention are an effective way 
to create and distribute wealth fairly; econom-
ic globalization benefits all market stakeholders; 
privatization eliminates inefficient organization-
al structures in the public sector; public authori-
ties effectively perform the function of creating the 
necessary infrastructure for business; the judicia-
ry, the executive and the legislature operate within 
the law, co–ordinating with business and science.

Despite the fact that the modern system of free 
market, entrepreneurship and trade began to take 
shape in the last century, ensuring the effective-
ness of the Concept in a rapidly changing environ-
ment, makes the scientific world think about how to 
best implement it and how to maximize its benefits. 
There is a need to develop adaptive tools for its dis-
semination and further development in accordance 
with modern conditions of the national economy. 
These are the most pressing questions, the an-
swers to which should be sought by statesmen, 
entrepreneurs, scientists and scientists. In a coun-
try that aspires to become an active and important 
subject of international economic relations, the di-
rection of implementation of this Concept should 
be identified as a priority. The formation of the Con-
cept should be due to the intensification of parity 
market relations of business, science and govern-
ment, creating conditions for economic freedom 
and initiative of citizens. The idea of   the Concept is 
to save resources, green production and increase 
business responsibility for caring for the environ-
ment. Only such conditions for the development of 

entrepreneurship can bring our country and busi-
ness closer to European standards. The concept 
envisages the formation of qualitative parameters 
of the country's development aimed at ensuring the 
diversity of property, creating legislation for busi-
ness, implementing all necessary reforms, forming 
a business institution, improving the legal frame-
work for privatization, limiting state intervention in 
economic processes, liberalization of domestic and 
foreign economic activity. At the same time, mini-
mizing inspections of business entities, improving 
the licensing system, public and private financial 
support for entrepreneurs, increasing transpar-
ency or reducing barriers to administrative servic-
es can accelerate the effectiveness of the Concept.

The financial, economic and political crisis fac-
ing the world's most developed countries in recent 
years highlights the implementation of the pro-
posed Concept, which can be used to diversify the 
economy, leading to sustainable economic devel-
opment. The experience of recent years highlights 
the development of entrepreneurship as the most 
effective way to diversify the economy and elimi-
nate the dependence of the national economy on 
one industry. At the same time, strengthening the 
institutional environment of business based on lib-
ertarianism is one of the important measures that 
will contribute to the innovative development of en-
trepreneurship in our country. This step will help 
create a favorable business environment and stim-
ulate free economic activity. Thus, the architecton-
ics of our proposed Concept is as follows (Fig. 1).

The expected results of the proposed Concept 
should be:

• inflow of investments into the country, an exten-
sive regional trade network and territorial distribu-
tion of products in accordance with market needs;

• effective state regulation of innovation and en-
trepreneurship policies, through improved legal 
and regulatory reforms that will allow local entre-
preneurs to enter foreign markets;

• reduction of imbalances in the labor market by
creating additional jobs, eliminating inefficient spe-
cialties in the free economic zone, systematic pro-
grams, seminars and trainings in various professions 
that are most in demand for the country's economy;

• strengthening the capacity of existing public
and private institutions to promote entrepreneur-
ship, increase export operations, remove adminis-
trative barriers to business;
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• formation of new industries, especially in the
field of defense, medical and food industries, which 
are most in demand today.

Conclusions
Thus, the concept of innovative development of 

entrepreneurship based on neolibertarianism pro-
vides for freedom and partnership for all market 
participants, parity of roles in regulatory policy and 
social orientation of business. At the same time, it 
should be emphasized that spontaneous, excessive 
and impartial liberalization of the national economy 
and business without any scientific and method-
ological justification does not stimulate innovation 
or scientific and technological progress. In this re-
gard, it is necessary to develop an optimal model of 
the Concept, taking into account national mentali-
ties, features of socio–economic development and 
available resources of our country.
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
