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RESUME

The article discusses the urgency of pension reform in Georgia.
The disadvantage of the existing pension model was its pressure on
the state budget. At the same time, the recent demographical chang-
es in Georgia revealed new challenges and put at risk the sustain-
ability of the future state pension system; The previous pension sys-
tem in Georgia would not have provided the old aged citizens with
so called “Decent pension” that’s why there was an emergency of a
new reformation.

[t is worth mentioning, that global aging is the history of world
success. Nowadays people live longer. This is the triumph of social
health security, shown up by establishing healthy life style, phar-
maceutical market, generally citizens’ social-economic conditions
and economic promotion as well. Aging process affects economic in-
crease, formal and non-formal supporting system and mobilization
of supporting resources for elderly citizens from the Government’s
side. Nations should admit the global context of the problem, real-
ize new demographic reality; However making some corrections in
pension policy might be painful for elderly groups.

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RESUME

The aim of the article was to analyze the legislative and legal
norms of the Georgian pharmaceuticals market, their comparison
with corresponding international standards, identifying the main
challenges in the sector and proposing recommendations.

For these purposes, primary desk research was conducted. Leg-
islations, Laws and government orders for improving the supply
of medicines to the population served as information bases for the
study. During the work, reports from the Agency for the Regulation
for Medical and Pharmaceutical Activities, Georgian Representatives
of International organizations, the State Statistical Service, and in-
dustry experts were used.

The study of the issue revealed that the Georgian pharmaceuti-
cal sector really needs to improve, revise existing regulations, har-
monize with internationally recognized “good practices” (GMP, GDP,
GLP, GCP, GVP) and improve financial access to medicines.

We will highlight the following challenges: weak regulation of the
competitive environment, weak regulation of the pharmaceutical
market, quality of medical services provided - polypragmasia. Signs
of non-transparent marketing relations and regulation of prices for
medicines. The latter is particularly noteworthy because, as it turns
out, in recent years “Georgia has been the leader in the European
region in terms of total health expenditures on medicines which ac-
counts for 35,5%” (5). “The population of Georgia spent 983 million
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GEL from own pockets to buy medicines” (5). This is a very large
and heavy cost for the population with poor and chronic diseases.
We believe that the problem of high prices for medicines is the most
tangible, urgent and large scale for our population.

Thus, we have made it a priority to work on health policy issues
in terms of containment of financial expenditures, both in terms of
reducing the total cost of medicines and in terms of direct payments
made by the population.

To consider all the above, it can be said that the research of the
pharmaceutical business policy was selected due to the high pub-
lic interest, the challenges of the field and the scarcity of study in
this regard. In order to highlight the shortcomings and deficits in the
regulation, to suggest ways to correct them.

INTRODUCTION TO THE ARTICLE

The pharmaceutical sector is one of the most challenging areas
of business in every country in the whole world. The products of the
pharmaceutical industry are essential for wellbeing of all human be-
ings. The importance of the comprehensive research on the economic
aspects of the development in the pharmaceutical business is a matter
of national security as well, because as one of the most important sec-
tors of the world’s economy, the pharmaceutical industry has a seri-
ous impact on political, economic or social situation of the world. The
COVID-19 pandemic during recent years is a very apparent example
of Pharma Business complexity and influential potential.

The target of the article on the effectiveness of the regulation of
the pharmaceutical business sector were selected due to the chal-
lenging nature of the field and the scarcity of study in this regards.
Also due to high public interest. In order to highlight the shortcom-
ings and suggest ways to improvement. By analyzing strength and
weaknesses of the system, define most significant challenges, and
formulate appropriate recommendations.
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The aim of the research was defining scientifically the stages of
development of managerial system of the Georgian Pharmaceutical
sector, regulation policy, namely:

¢ Analysis of local regulatory data bases and regulatory norms
and their familiarization with internationally accepted practices,
guidelines and standards;

¢ Analysis of data basis and officially published statistics from
Ministry of Health and Geostat;

¢ Analysis of reports of independent non-governmental interna-
tional organizations in regards of pharma business.

The article uses historical, systematic, comparative and statisti-
cal analysis and synthesis research methods. According to the statis-
tics, recent media, non-governmental sector reports in recent years
actively discusses the issues of regulatory effectiveness, quality
management and control effectiveness of medical activities.

BASIC TEXT:

As the Georgian pharmaceutical market research shows, state
regulation is characterized by a high degree of liberalization in the
sector. Weak or even more formal barriers to gain marketing autho-
rization, market entry and further operation are evident, leading to
high market concentrations. At the stage of drug registration, no lo-
cal laboratory quality examinations, no local clinical data required
by the Law. National registration is a relatively simple procedure,
there are even more simplified modes for recognition registration
procedure and addition of different make-up, they can be used
any an interested person without medical background and autho-
rization from the direct manufacturer or Marketing Authorization
Holder. During recognition procedures, documentations are not
sent from the first source and their authenticity is also questionable.
Most of those products were imported on the market only one time,
and some of them are not imported at all. Traceability of distribution
mostly violated during these regimen and GDP and GPV topics are
also in question.
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Analysis of data from the last decade reveals that the annual data
of registered medicines has doubled. During last two years about
4000 products were registered under national regimen 2321 under
recognition regimen [11]. It is interesting here to do an in-depth
study to determine how much of this nomenclature is needed in the
market and how much is being imported into each of the authorized
medicines.

Based on local law pharmacy chain subjects apply for license
from the opening and based the law licenses issued to authorized
pharmacy operators are indefinite, which does not allow the regula-
tory body to constantly monitor licensed pharmacies, to have accu-
rate and up-to-date information on the functioning pharmacies and
compliance with permit conditions.

In latter; in turn, indicates the low level of competition and aggra-
vates the unhealthy business environment - resulting in the phar-
maceutical market, when the structure is so saturated that players
often take over the market, constantly enjoying high profit margins.
Due to weak monopoly control in the country and other reasons
which raises some questions and increases the risk of unhealthy
marketing relationships. Namely, we would like to highlight expan-
sion in the neighboring segments - establishing own production
units, hospitals chains, insurance services etc.

With the analysis of the market monopoly criteria, it’s easy to
say that the segment of the pharmaceutical market is mostly unbal-
anced in Georgia.

Analysis of the regulatory policy system shows shortcoming in re-
gards of ensuring the quality, safety and efficacy of medicines in the
country is not a high priority according to both pre-marketing and post-
marketing laws, namely in line with internationally recognized norms
of good practices, only two of them GMP and GDP are going to work
on national level at the moment. There has been some progress in ad-
dressing national requirements for GMP and GDP practices, because it
becomes mandatory to undergo a national inspection by national in-
spectorate. However, so far only a few of the 47 facilities inspected in
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2019-2020 have met the requirements for GMP and only one unit from
40 facilities was certified of GDP certificate (11). As it is well known the
lack of good distribution practices, standards, puts at the risk the quali-
ty of medicines in circulation in the country. Especially in the conditions
when the transport instructions of some medicines necessarily provide
for the protection of “cold chain” conditions. Standardized procedures
facilitate quality management and control.

Due to the above factors, the shortcomings in the regulations,
the conditions of storage, storage and transportation of the drug
during the pharmaceutical activity cannot ensure the principle of
movement of the drug in the safe environment. Permit conditions
and norms are far from internationally recognized practices and
standards, however, do not allow for further monitoring. It is very
important more actively, strongly and widely implement GDP stan-
dards [9].

As for quality assurance of medicines, there are no mechanisms
on the ground, such as the national quality control unit for example,
in order to constantly and in the required volume control quality in
accordance with their specifications for the imported and local prod-
ucts from the chains. The number of quality control tests performed
annually really needs improvement (only 252 names of medicines to
be purchased as a testing samples for analysis, while several thou-
sands of medicines regularly are circulated in the market (11). In
this regard, it is desirable to implement Good Laboratory practices.

In the whole world the safety of medicine is first and in this direc-
tion itis very welcome thatin 2021 a Pharmacovigilance first annual
report was published (11) However it is very important to further
develop a national pharmacovigilance system with active commu-
nication with medical staff, NCDC, manufacturers, patients, license
holders and develop communication channels. Awareness-raising
activities for the patient as well as healthcare professionals to pro-
vide information flow about drug adverse events, which will enable
the regulatory body to implement the safety risk assessment system
to monitor the pharmaceutical product safe turnover on the market.
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In addition to all the above mentioned, we would like to highlight
that the most significant challenge of the market is the high price of
medicines.

In particular:

* “27,8% of the household has noted, that purchasing drugs has
been the biggest expenses for their family budget” [3].

* “Drug expenses are especially problematic to the indigent quin-
tile of the population, because 90% of these types of expenses result
in catastrophic expenses to the public healthcare” [4].

¢ "In the European region Georgia is leading in public healthcare
expenses in the drug aspect, which rounds up to almost 35,7%. In
our country. Georgia’s drug expenses percent-ally exceed Gross Do-
mestic Product of EU countries by 2%”[5].

Analaizing pricing data from recent years highest, and equally
rising. Including 2020 year, with the six-month data of Geostat, com-
paring last year’s prices to a similar period of time this year, prices
of drugs have risen up to 6% [10]. Data of reports from the interna-
tional research institutions about the local pharmaceutical market
are also noteworthy:.

[t is a fact that as various countries practice shows worldwide
that countries have experienced, successful models of drug price
regulations [6]. We would like to briefly address a few most signifi-
cant:

Regulation of mark-ups in the pharmaceutical supply and distri-
bution chain - this particular approach is used in many countries,
in wholesale and retail trading chains, or in both in parallel, mostly
in regulation of prices on the essential medicine. This approach is a
great way to regulate extra costs on drugs. From the point of regula-
tion politics, it is also simple and easy accomplishable.

Use of external reference pricing - which means using prices of
similar economic-social countries as ours as a standard price. Ac-
cording to the World Health Organization (WHO) data more than
40 countries are successfully using this “standard price” model, for
the success of the model, it is crucial to accurately select a country
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for comparison and establishing mutual cooperation with country
policy makers for data sharing.

Promotion of the use of generic medicines - it is a fact, that generic
medicines are well experienced and time-trusted, therefore, promo-
tion of this particular group is not risky, is ethical, and gives the op-
portunity of decrease prices on general medical care. It's compara-
tively easy to gain permission on entrance of generics on the market.
It is also easy work out different treatment guidelines and schemes
due to the interchangeability of generics. Without a doubt, treat-
ment with generic medicine significantly decreases public health-
care expenses on drug segment. Promotion of generic medicines, on
regulatory level is route to the better accessibility, cost efficiency,
stimulates growth of local manufactures, and over all gives a multi-
faceted economic effect.

CONCLUSION

While analyzing Georgian pharmaceutical business management
system, it’s easy to say that the level of liberalization is obvious - we
have a simplified process of entering the drug market, as well as op-
erating conditions. Often, requirements have a formal habit on the
market, which negatively affects the business environment, which
makes us obligated to take actions in the pharmaceutical market.
When clearly antitrust law and principle control monitoring is eased
to some degree, every action is masked under the free market and
market logic principles.

These days, it's not difficult to analyze governmental attitude
towards giving out a helping hand to the public healthcare system.
By enlargement of the healthcare budget, implementing additional
easy supply regulation from Turkey, promotion use of generics, im-
plementation of electronic receipt system, improvement in health-
care programs and readiness ensures better care for public welfare,
but it’s obvious also, that the government doesn’t want to take part
in regulating drug prices directly. However, existing drug market
situation and permanently increasing drug prices, clearly proves
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that “market should regulate drug prices” attitude is not effective,
because for many ongoing years, drug prices have been rising, and
accessibility remains unstable, and quality not tested mostly., en-
largement of the healthcare budget, improved healthcare programs
and readiness ensures better care for public welfare, but it's obvi-
ous, that still noteworthy challenges exist:

* The safety, efficacy, quality, rational consumption and availabil-
ity of medicines have been and remain the challenge of the Georgian
healthcare system.

* Oligopoly in the pharmaceutical market.

* High price on medicines and highest in the region.

Week Safety monitoring (pharmacovigilance ) system

» Ethics of clinical trials.

* Unethical marketing relations and polypragmasia.

* Transparency and rationality of public administration in the
pharmaceutical sector.

Recommendations: The model of regulation should be con-
structed according to innovative management standards, rational
bureaucracy and maximum transparency.

[t is crucial to analyze existing challenges correctly, plan effective
actions, so that we have a guaranteed recovery in the business field,
establishment of good business relationships, giving out a helping
hand to small and average business subjects, and elimination of un-
fair business arrangements and deals.

The analysis of the pharmaceutical business sector shows, that
existing regulations are not sufficient and not quite enough. It is cru-
cial to implement effectively the spread of updates and amendments
in line with recommendations by the guidelines of World Health Or-
ganization (WHO). Also it is important to share the successful world-
wide experience and harmonize existing Law accordingly.

Therefore, it is crucial arrangement of negotiations within policy
makers and business to compose a consensus and stimulate estab-
lishing the innovative regulations. It is a necessity, to stricken regula-
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tions on the pharmaceutical market in the aspects of quality control,
accessibility, safety. Moreover, it is also important to set right com-
munication ways towards the medical staff and clients, for the sake
of fundament and popularization of generic medicines, increase
awareness and helping out companies, on the regulation level.

RESUME
Operational management implies not only production management
but logistics, innovative management, transaction and quality manage-
ment and other components of organization of business as well.
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Operational managers bear the responsibility that company
should possess advanced production and organization methods, im-
plement continued modernization and remain the leading positions.

In order to beat the competitors, together with care on price and
quality - the firm should try to implement an innovative technology and
in such manner satisfy the customers’ requirements in a better way.

The Indicator of enterprise’s backwardness is relatively high
cost price, low-grade production or both at a time, which presents
the ineffective combination of resources. Division of costs into fixed
and variable types are being performed according to the short-term
periods. As for long-term periods, according them all the costs are
variable. Short-time period is the time interval, during of which it is
possible to increase the production capacity only by improvement
of variable costs.

If the part of resources applied in the manufacture are left un-
changed and they are added with some other resource, then pro-
duction volume might be increased in the beginning, but since then,
whilst the optimal correlation of resources will be violated, the mo-
ment will rise, when an additional resources involved in production
will gain ever less and less return. In such case, the law of decreased
return (or the decreased marginal production capacity law) is ac-
tive. The least is nothing more than a grow of variable expenses per
production unit under the conditions of unchanged costs. Marginal
return - means the surplus of production capacity, which is condi-
tioned by application of additional unit of resource.

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RESUME

In the conditions of the modern world economic crisis, the in-
tegrated approach to risk management in business structures is
of great importance. The main elements and advantages of an in-
tegrated risk management system are defined. The importance of
transition to integrated risk management in Georgian companies
as a necessary condition for their stable and effective development,
as well as the proposed approach facilitates the implementation of
risk-oriented management principles and allows assessing the im-
pact of risk on achieving the company’s strategic goals.

In the conditions of globalization of the world economy and in-
tensification of competitive struggle, the process of risk manage-
ment has become an integral part of the activities of any company,
which ensures the existence of this or that business. The classic
model of business management, which is part of corporate gover-
nance, is losing relevance day by day. Risks arise at every stage of the
value chain and in every business process of the company. In order
for the system to be consistent with achieving the goals set for the
company, it must be integrated into its business processes and taken
into account at all levels of decision making.

Overcoming the emerging negative trends in recent years makes
the problem of developing an integrated approach to risk manage-
ment urgent and requires further scientific research to substantiate
its implementation models.

Despite the importance of the risk management problem, Geor-
gian entrepreneurs have not yet fully grasped and assessed the inev-
itability of risks and the importance of recording them in the process
of concluding contracts, making plans and forecasts.
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We conducted a small-scale survey to find out to what extent
Georgian companies use risk assessment and analysis.

The analysis of our research showed that only 52% of small and
medium-sized companies surveyed in Georgia believe that risk man-
agement is necessary for effective business management, 79% of
risk analysis is not performed at all, only 21% of surveyed compa-
nies (including all medium-sized companies) in some cases perform
some risk analysis episodically, so in small and medium-sized com-
panies in Georgia there is a clear lack of risk management, which is
most important, lack of qualified staff in this specialty.

The practice of recent years has shown the low efficiency of both
the management system as a whole and risk management, the main
reason for which lies in the rather weak integration of the latter in
the overall management system. Insufficient attention to risk analy-
sis leads to a reduction in the quality of strategic and operational
management, losses of the company’s potential, deterioration of the
results of its activities.

Integrated risk management development is a lengthy process
that involves continuous staff training and development, as well as
a thoughtful policy of disclosing information about risks to the com-
pany and the measures taken to reduce and control them.

Thus, the uncertainty of the surrounding world, the unstable eco-
nomic situation in Georgia and in the world leads to an increase in
the level of risks in all areas of human activity. Integrated risk man-
agement - this is a real necessity of the business and an indispens-
able factor of success. Such an approach makes risk management
more effective and allows the required level of safety to be achieved,
risk control to be more fully managed and a complex picture of the
real situation to be obtained.

(Warehouse Management System), which is used in enterprises that
specialize mainly in warehouse activities. The mentioned system au-
tomates the management of warehouse business processes of the
enterprise. The functionality of this system allows one to centrally
perform warehouse operations using software and also guarantees
data transparency throughout the supply chain.

In practice, companies use the information system ARM - ARM
(workstation) - information and technical system that collects,
stores and processes data, as well as automated management of var-
ious business processes of employees based on specialization. Infor-
mation about a new shipment request, which will be received by the
customer’s department from the customer and entered into the ACA
system, will be instantly available to all departments of the company.

Financial sub-division also has an access to the information sys-
tem automated workplace (AWP) which allows one to financially
close all completed deliveries in a timely manner and without un-
necessary exchange of mail messages.

The mentioned system allows department heads to control the
actions of their employees. It also allows important transportation
statistics data to be collected for further analysis. Automated work-
place -AWP significantly reduces the level of employees’ errors.

New solutions in logistics using digital technologies are often
presented at various international exhibitions in the field of trans-
port and logistics services and technologies, transport and logistics
services, warehouse equipment and technologies.

In addition, various news portals reflect all the latest technolo-
gies and changes that have taken place in recent years. A number of
innovations in warehouse logistics are especially highlighted.

Nowadays EDI (Electronic Data Interchange) technologies are
distinguished as one of the most developing and promising areas. It
represents the exchange of various information data through digital
technologies. Thanks to the mentioned EDI technologies, exchang-
ing electronic messages between business partners in a unified form
became possible.

The creation of such a platform will facilitate the
registration of cargo transportation, in particular when organizing
multimodal cargo transportation. Given the complexity and specif-
ics of multimodal transportation, such platform would give us the
opportunity to bring this process to a new level.

The next direction of development is related to the introduction
of the concept of seamlessly integrated channels. This concept is
characterized by connectimg the buyer with the seller. It involves
the integration and coordination of all channels of communication
with the client, which is well reflected in the client-centered ap-
proach. “Omni-channel” or in other words “end-to-end analytics”,
“penetrative analytics” help the service or product provider to bring
the client to the final goal - to buy or choose a service. According to
Analysts, by 2021, 85% of businesses has moved online. Warehouse
operators and logistics companies must keep up with development
trends, as this will lead to a loss of competitiveness.
