A web service that provides
researchers with an easy-to-use
way to search and publish data
models, vocabularies and their
documentation regardless of

format, size and completeness
in a FAIR [2] way.
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A prototype of the Pudel service is currently in development using an open source technology stack: Nuxt and
Vue.js for the frontend; Python, Flask and Gitea for the backend and API; Docker for deployment. The service aims

to support most commonly used RDF and XML formats and will provide stable, resolvable URIs for the data models.
