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Jahon sog‘ligni saqlash tashkiloti bergan ma’lumotlarga ko‘ra, Yer yuzi
bo‘yicha 665 milliondan ortiq odam endemik bo‘qoq va galgonsimon bezning
boshqa kasalliklaridan aziyat chekmoqda. 1,5 milliard inson esa yod tangisligi
xastaliklari rivojlanish xavfiga ega. Ushbu kasalliklar orasida buqoq keyingi
yillarda dunyoning aksariyat mamlakatlari, shu qatorda O‘zbekiston uchun ham
dolzarb masalaga aylanib bormoqda.

Qalgonsimon bez o‘zidan 3 xil gormon ajratib, ular tananing normal o‘sishi,
yetilishi, rivojlanishini ta’minlaydi, oshqozon-ichak kabi organlarning bir me’yorda
ishlashiga ko‘mak beradi. Agar ularning qaysi birini sintez qilish jarayonida
muammolar kuzatilsa, bu o‘z-o‘zidan inson tanasida jiddiy kasalliklarga yo‘l
ochadi.

Buqoq ushbu bezning kattalashishi hisoblanib, (normal holatda galgonsimon
bezning vazni 20-30 gramm) kasallik asosan yod yetishmasligi sababli yuzaga
keladi. Yod tangisligiga esa insonning turmush-tarzi, ovqatlanishi, stress, ekologik
vaziyat va yana bir gancha omillar sabab bo‘lishi mumkin.

Inson tanasida yod tangisligi kuzatilganda, qalqonsimon bez hujayralarga
kam miqgdorda yod yuboradi. Buning oqgibatida esa gormonlar sintezi kamayadi va
organizm bu jarayonni bir maromga keltirish uchun bosh miya gipofizi orqali ta’sir
o‘tkazadi. Natijada qalqgonsimon bez kattalashib, buqoq kasalligi rivojlanadi.

Surunkali yod yetishmasligi va galqonsimon bez faoliyatining buzilishi
zehnning susayishi, depressiya, teri qurishi, soch to‘kilishi, qabziyat, ich ketishlar,
bepushtlik, jinsiy faoliyatning susayishi, suyak rivojlanishining o‘zgarishi, past
bo‘ylik va osteporoz, gipertoniya va ateroskleroz kabi xastaliklarga sabab bo‘ladi.
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— Buqoq kasalligining turlari hagida aytib o‘tsangiz.

— Tibbiyotda buqogning asosan, endemik va sporadik turlari mavjud.
Jumladan, endemik buqoq qalqonsimon bezning jadal kattalashishi bilan
xarakterlanib, ushbu xastalik ko‘pincha atrof-muhitda yod yetishmasligi, okean va
dengizlardan uzoqda joylashgan (O‘zbekiston shular jumlasidan) hududlarda ko‘p
uchraydi. Endemik buqogning diffuz, tugunli va aralash turlari mavjud.

— Kasallikning asosiy belgilari ganday?

— Buqoqning ilk bosgichlarida uning eng kichik belgilari ham sezilmaydi.
Biroq keyinchalik bo‘yinning oldi gismi bo‘rtib chiqadi. Natijada kattalashgan
qalgonsimon bez asab va qon tomirlarini ezib qo‘yadi. Bu orqali bemorda nafas
qisilishi, ovozning birdaniga o‘zgarib qolishi va xirillashi, bo‘g‘ilishlar, ko‘p
terlash, yutinishdagi giyinchiliklar, bosh aylanishi kabi salbiy holatlar kuzatiladi.

Shu bilan birga, asab tizimida buzilishlar sodir bo‘ladi, kayfiyat tez-tez
o‘zgaradi, tanadagi barcha jarayonlar sekinlashadi, aynigsa, oshqozon-ichak
faoliyati buziladi.

Afsuski, ko‘pchilik insonlar o‘zlarida bu kasallik rivojlanayotganiga jiddiy
e’tibor bermaydi. Biroq mutaxassis sifatida shuni ayta olamanki, bu xastalikka
beparvo bo‘lish yaxshi ogibatlarga olib kelmaydi.

Siz ahamiyatingizni qaratmaydigan belgilar aslida hayot uchun xavflidir.

Qalgonsimon bez bo’yinning oldingi gismida joylashgan va shaklan kapalakni
yodga soluvchi organ. U asab tizimi, ovqat hazm gqilish, suyak to’qimalari va
reproduktiv salomatlikka o'z ta'sirini o’tkazadi. Gormon o’zgarishlari bir necha
sabablar tufayli kelib chigishi mumkin: dori vositalari gabul qilinishi, virusli
infeksiyalar, immun tizimi zaiflashishi, yod tanqisligi, homiladorlik va tug'rugdan
keyingi davr. Odam bolasi kuchsiz qalqonsimon bez bilan tug’ilishi ham mumkin.

Kasallik deb gormonlarning yetarli ishlab chiqarilmasligi va ortiqcha ishlab
chigarilishiga aytiladi. Muammo bartaraf etilmasa, u yurak xastaliklariga,
homiladorlik va tug’ruq og’ir asoratlar bilan kechishiga, homila tushishiga, ba'zi
holatlarda komaga olib kelishi mumkin. Gohida zaif alomatlar ham jiddiy
kasalliklardan belgi bera oladi. Lekin doimo ularni vaqtida payqab, o’z hayotini
saqlab golishning imkoniyatlari yetarli.

1. Vazn o‘zgarishlari

Shifokorlar birinchi navbatni diqqatni vazn o‘zgarishlariga qaratishadi. Agar
tanada gormonlar me'yordan ortib ketsa, odam birdaniga ozib ketadi. Odatdagidan
ko'p ovqat iste'mol gilinganda ham, vazn tashlash davom etadi — bu holatda
ovqatlanish rejimi o’zgarishi hech qanday ta'sirga ega emas.

Gormon darajasining tushishi esa, aksincha, vazn yig'ilishiga olib keladi.
Metabolizm sekinlashadi va natijada organizm ortiqcha kaloriyani yog’ shaklida
yig'a boshlaydi. Shu sababli parhez va fitneslarga qatnash ham qomatni ushlashga
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yordam bera olmaydi. Natijaga faqatgina gormonal fondagi o’zgarishlarni
me'yorga keltiruvchi davolash kursidan keyin erishish mumkin.

2. Kayfiyat buzilishlari

Gormonlar bizning asab tizimimizga o’z ta'sirini to’g’ridan-to’g’ri o’tkazgani
uchun ham, kayfiyatimiz ularning darajasiga bog'liq. Nosozliklar alomatlariga
hamma narsaga logaydlik, hissiy qo’zg‘aluvchanlik, vahima, xavotir, yig'loqilik
yoki o’zini tajovuzkorona tutish kiradi.

Inson ozidagi o‘zgarishlarni payqashi oson emas. Ko'pincha ularni ishdan
keyingi charchoq, har kungi stress va hayot qiyinchiliklariga bog’lash mumkin. O’z
kayfiyatingizga e'tiborli bo‘ling: agar u arzirli sabab bo‘lmaganda ham
yomonlashsa va bir necha kun davomida o’zingizga kela olmay yursangiz, sizda
psixoterapevt qabuliga borish uchun arzirli sabab mavjud.

3. Bo’yin sohasida noqulaylik

Agar bo'yinda shish va uning hajmi ortishi, nafas olishda qiyinlashishi,
yutinishda og’riq, ovoz xirillashi kuzatilsa, katta ehtimol bilan, qalgonsimon bez
kattalashgan yoki unda tugunchalar paydo bo’lgan.

Qalgonsimon bezning kattalashishi buqoq kasalligi deb ham ataladi.
U davolanish va gormon darajasi o’z me'yoriga qaytishi bilan o’tib ketadi. Biroq
boyindagi noqulaylik qalgonsimon bez saratonidan ham belgi bildirayotgan
bo'lishi mumkin. Shuning uchun, agar noxush holat sezsangiz, zudlik bilan
shifokor gabuliga boring.

4. Sochlar va tirnoq mo’rtligi

Soch va tirnoglar gormonal o’zgarishlarga juda sezuvchandir. Shuning uchun
kasallik paydo bo‘lganda ular yupqgalashadi va kuchsizlanadi, oson sinishi va
to’kilishi kuzatiladi. Bu nafaqat sochlarga, balki qosh va kipriklarga ham alogador.

Kuchli soch to’kilishi kallikka ham olib kelishi mumkin. Agar vaqtida
davolanib, gormonlar darajasi oz o‘rniga qaytsa, soch qatlami yana avvalgi
holatini tiklaydi.

5. Menstrual siklda buzilishlar

Bu buzilishlar ayollarda eng ko’p tarqalgan gormonal uzilishlar alomatidir.

Oy ko'rishdagi muammolar, oz va kam ajralmalar, sikl cho’zilishi yoki juda
ko'p qon ketishi yetarli belgi bo‘la oladi. Ogrigli menstruatsiya qalqonsimon
bezdagi muammolardan ham darak beradi, aynigsa avval bunday og'riq
kuzatilmagan bo‘lsa.

Hech ganday gormonal o'zgarishlarga aloqador bo'lmagan yagona holat bu
stress va qattiq charchoq bilan bog’liq bo’lishi mumkin, biroq shunda ham ayollar
shifokor qabuliga uchrashlari kerak. Buni ortga surish yaramaydi, chunki endokrin
kasalliklari bepushtlik va homiladorlikda kelib chiquvchi yomon asoratlar xavfini
kuchaytiradi.
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6. Tana haroratidagi o‘zgarishlar

Gormonal kamchiliklar tananing o'z haroratini me'yorda wushlash
imkoniyatiga o’z ta'sirini ko'rsatadi. Bemorlarning ta'kidlashicha, ko"pchilik bir
xonada bo’lib turganda va boshqalar issiqlikni his qgilishganda, ular sovqotishadi.
Ba'zilarda aksincha. Qattiq jazirama hissidan aziyat chekishadi. Qalgonsimon bez
gancha ko’p gormon ishlab chiqarsa, tana harorati ham shuncha oshib boraveradi.

Odamlarda odatiy harorat doimiy ravishda balandroq yoki pastroq bo’lishi
ham uchraydi. Bunda hech qanday xavotirga hojat yo’q. Biroq u birdaniga o’zgarsa
va ma'lum muddat odatiy darajaga gaytmasa, gormonal o‘zgarishlar ehtimoli
yuqori.

7. Teri quruqlashishi

Quruglashish va ta'sirchanlik turli xil kasalliklardan dalolat berishi mumkin
— psoriaz, ixtioz, zamburug’lar, allergiya, jigar yetishmovchiligi va ruhiy
uzilishlar.

Lekin agar qalgonsimon bez kasalliklarininng boshqa alomatlari ham mavjud
bo’lsa, teri quruglashishi arzirli belgi bo‘la oladi. Ayniqgsa, tirsak va tizza sohasida
po’st tashlash kuzatiladi va teri tashqi harakatga ta'sirchan bo‘lib qoladi.
Toshmalar, gichishish va yallig'lanish kuzatiladi.

8. Hazm tizimida muammolar

Qalgonsimon bez gormonlari ovqat hazm qilish tizimini ham me'yorlashtiradi,
moddalar almashinuvi va oshqozon-ichak faoliyatini nazorat gqiladi.
Nosozliklar mushaklar zaiflashishi, yo’g‘on ichak tortilishiga olib kelishi mumkin.
Buning ortidan gabziyat, diareya va og'riq yuzaga keladi. Diareya o’z navbatida
vazn tashlashga olib keladi va ko’pincha bu ikki simptom bir vaqtda kuzatiladi.

9. Yurak ritmida o’zgarishlar

Yurak urishida tezlik yoki sekinlashuv endokrin tizimidagi kasalliklar alomati
bo’lishi ham mumkin. Qon bosimi o’zgaradi — birdaniga ko’tariladi yoki tushadi.
Hatto oddiy jismoniy zo'rigish nafas qisilishi va puls tezlashuviga olib kelishi

mumkin.
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The development of the family in Uzbekistan is considered at the global level
within the framework of the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals,
within the framework of the Action Strategy for the Five Priority Areas of
Development of the Republic of Uzbekistan in 2017-2021, as well as for the future
within the framework of the Development Concept of the New Uzbekistan.

In this regard, a great place among sociologists of Uzbekistan is given to the
issues of the state of the family and the relationship between generations in them.
In particular, the author obtained and by the method of secondary analysis
considered the data of the Republican Center for the Study of Public Opinion "
Social thought ". One of them concerned the study of the content of the life
positions of young people by identifying various social, economic, political, and
cultural factors affecting the formation of their needs, attitudes and guidelines. The
survey was attended by young people aged 14 to 35 years in all regions of the
republic, boys and girls, urban and rural residents, representatives of various
nationalities and social groups, schoolchildren, students and workers in various
tields and industries.

The conducted research confirms the high efficiency and effectiveness of the
measures implemented under the leadership of the President of the country Sh.M.
Mirziyoyev within the framework of the implementation of the state youth policy,
the creation of favorable conditions in Uzbekistan for the successful self-realization
of boys and girls, the development of the potential of youth and its use in the
interests of innovative development of our country.
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The absolute majority of the study participants - 94.6% - answered positively
to the question: "Do you have a goal in life?", which indicates the high
responsibility of the modern generation of young people of Uzbekistan for their
lives and the presence of plans for the future, life guidelines, according to which
they build a behavior strategy.

Modern Uzbek society is undergoing the reformation of all spheres of life, the
scale of which testifies to the deep processes of modernization. A modern young
person is involved in a global process of change, in which opposing values and
orientations constantly collide, challenging and requiring an adequate choice of
necessary solutions. At a time when values and norms are being reassessed, it is
difficult for young people to navigate issues that relate to their life prospects, goals
and the meaning of life.

Education occupies an important place in the hierarchy of life values of young
people. At the same time, education ceases to be an independent value, it becomes
mainly a means to achieve higher positions in society related to material well-
being, social status, standard of living.

In recent years, there has been a noticeable shift in the target orientations of
young people associated with subordinating the value of education to the tasks of
personal well-being and success. In other words, education is valued to the extent
that it generates income and raises status.

Sociological analysis shows that young people are confident that a person's
potential can be realized, first of all, by improving their educational level. Higher
education guarantees a high level of salary, career growth, material well-being and
financial stability. Young people realize that in order to be competitive and in
demand in the labor market, it is necessary to get a good education, they are
convinced that education is the social elevator that will allow them to take place in
life, succeed in professional activities, feel confident in society and build new
strategies for advancing to new goals.

Modern youth is characterized by changes in the direction of life orientations
from the social component to the individual. This refers to the values of young
people in terms of a professional career. According to 43.2% of young people, one
of the main life aspirations for them is a career, professional growth or successful
entrepreneurial activity. The desire for a successful career is natural in the
conditions of modern society and a market economy, while the material well-being
of young people is highly valued and it is important for respondents not only to get
an interesting job, but also a promising and highly paid one.

For 53.3% of young people, marital relations, motherhood/fatherhood, and
family status are values that mobilize their social and economic activity. According
to respondents, it is the creation of their own family, harmonious relationships
between spouses, the birth and upbringing of children that are not only a vital
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value, but also contributes to the further personal and As can be seen from the

responses of the survey participants, along with the target priorities of education,
career and family values, young people do not hide their interests to become
happy, financially secure and successful people (54.2%) and consider this their
attitudes, motivating it with the desires of a modern person, while young people
stressed that they are ready for good deeds and actions, even if it is not possible to
safely resolve the issues of your personal life career growth of citizens.

The majority of young people strive to achieve their goals mainly in
constructive ways - through gaining knowledge and through their work - 76.4%.
This, in turn, determines a positive attitude to believe in one's own strength and
capabilities.

Actual problems have been identified, which, according to young people,
require priority attention and solutions. The problem of unemployment, including
among young people, the search for a decent job with a decent salary, seems to be
the most topical for respondents.

Other data of " Social thought " concern issues of family and family values, the
most pressing issues of marriage and family relationships, aimed at identifying
existing family problems and finding solutions to them. Surveys reveal a
differentiated assessment by the Uzbek people of the role of the family in human
life, in which the key ideas are about the need for a family for procreation and
about the family as a resource for psychosocial well-being of a person.

It is possible to note the attitudes of citizens regarding the criteria for choosing
a future life partner and creating a family. Respondents' perceptions of the qualities
that determine the readiness of boys and girls to start a family differ depending on
the traditional distribution of roles accepted in society. In general, respondents are
convinced that financial independence, stable, permanent job or source of income is
the main condition for young people to marry, and the ability to solve household
problems independently and run a household is a quality more important for girls.

According to the results of the survey, the key conditions for starting a family
are considered by the Uzbek people to be financial independence, the availability of
separate permanent housing for the family and the physical health of future
partners.

There is a fairly clear trend of Uzbek support for the idea of the need to
prepare young people for marriage and for starting a family. The majority (76.5%)
of respondents believe that young people need to be prepared for family life, while
the parents of young people should play a key role in the preparation process,
according to Uzbekistanis (73.4%).

This allows us to conclude that despite the increasing influence of
globalization, the current generation of young people in Uzbek families pays close
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attention to determining their family future. That is, parents in families still have a
certain strong influence on their children.

Secondary data also reveal such a factor of reducing the stability of the
institution of the family as globalization and mass culture (24.0%). Through the
media and social networks, they have a negative impact on the worldview of
young people, their values and attitudes, reduces the ability to create a stable
family.

People over 45 years of age are of the opinion that the intervention of parents
in the life of a young family contributes to its stability. Citizens who are parents of
adult children believe that interference in the internal life of the family is
permissible, helps young spouses avoid mistakes and thereby contributes to
strengthening the marriage of children.

A significant part of young people hold the opposite opinion: every second
(50%) respondent aged 18-24 years believes that parental intervention is a negative
factor, reduces the stability of the family, causes conflicts between spouses.
According to 20.9% of the survey participants, such interference is a common cause
of family divorces.

According to sociological data, in Uzbekistan, the most significant factor in the
preservation of marriage in a situation where the family is on the verge of collapse
is the presence of children (37.8%). At the same time, having children can stop the
spouses from dissolving the marriage, but does not eliminate the problems that led
them to the decision to divorce.

If there are deep, insoluble contradictions in the family, then, having saved the
marriage for the sake of children, the spouses will again face old problems and the
family will remain unstable.

All these secondary sociological data clearly show that the transformation of
intergenerational relations takes place within the framework of families, that is, the
origins of these relationships are formed within the framework of the institution of
the family itself. This may concern the processes of socialization of future parents,
as well as the influence of external negative economic relations, but precisely on the
family itself, not the individual. Hence, it can be concluded that the transformation
of intergenerational relations is influenced by the state of the institution of the
family, the structure and socio-economic situation of the family.

In Uzbekistan, in our opinion, the difference in the forms of families is
predetermined by different conditions and the position of family members, which,
of course, affects the relationships of different generations. Thus, "if we ignore the
particular intercultural differences, in a traditional patriarchal family, the father
acts as a) breadwinner, b) personification of power and the highest disciplinarian,
and an example to follow, and often a direct mentor in non-family, social and labor
activities." The development of various family models based on the study of the
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role of parents in the family makes it possible to study in more detail the
relationships of different generations.

In our opinion, the following author's family models can be distinguished.

1. Authoritarian parents, first of all, a man - grandfather or father.

In such a family, the place and role of all generations are precisely defined. In
the presence of an authoritarian grandfather, even if the father is considered the
breadwinner, that is, the oldest man is the educator, and in fact the manager.

At the same time, the mother is more of a housewife, fully recognizing the will
of men.

In such a family, the features of intergenerational relationships are manifested
in the strong control of children by adults and in the relative restriction of their
freedom. In turn, in most cases, the mother also conducts household chores at the
behest of the father.

2. Families in which the authority of the father is high, even if there is a
grandfather. In such families, the father is the manager, the main breadwinner and
supervisor. Grandmother and mother are an educator, an adviser, a kind of
mediator in the relationship between father and children. The main difference
between the first and the second model is that in the first, the older man has more
responsibilities and is endowed with authoritarian power. In the second, the
mother and children also obey the father, but the grandmother and mother more
fulfills the mission of an adviser. In such family models, the father can even
sometimes help the mother with household chores and this does not detract from
his authority over other family members.

In such models of the Uzbek family, a certain distance is observed in the
relations of older men with children, many questions are not directly asked. The
relationship between parents is based on mutual respect. That is, the stereotype of
the father in the Uzbek family embodied a clear leader, a supplier and a little cold-
blooded person who could show rigor, exactingness or generosity, caring at the
right moment.

In Uzbek families, even fathers with higher pedagogical education, according
to the author's observations, in most cases sought to observe traditional national
customs in the upbringing of children. We can agree with the opinion that in such
models of families, the basis of a mother's relationship to her children is maternal
love, and fathers - respect and authority.

In our opinion, Uzbek families today increasingly receive such relationships
between generations within families seeking a certain cooperation (the third model
is an equal family).

Similar families began to appear from the beginning of the 21st century. In
them, parents have approximately equal rights in solving vital family issues,
including in raising children. This is due to the fact that due to economic problems,
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both adult men and women are breadwinners, and family tasks are evenly
distributed.

In our opinion, it can be noted that relationships between generations are
usually closer and freer in such families. The only exception is if there is no
problem of acute shortage of money in the family. In families based on equal
cooperation, closer and freer contacts between fathers and children are quite
natural. In them, older men, along with their grandmothers and mothers,
participate in the upbringing of a child, monitor his educational activities, and help
with homework. Consequently, the relationships of generations in such Uzbek
families become sincere and reach a completely different level.

Moreover, the equal relationship of father and mother has a positive effect on
the socialization of children.

The fourth model of intergenerational relationships in Uzbek families is
associated with the dominance of the role of women. Such a family model began to
take shape in the conditions of the growth of single-parent families, since in most
cases the children stay with their mother. Moreover, in the conditions of the
formation of a market economy, the economic contribution of women to the family
budget is growing. There were similar families in exceptional cases before, but
mostly in them the older man died early.

In the modern model, the strengthening of the mother's role in the family and
the transition of management into her hands are mainly explained by material
factors: the mother earns more than the father and becomes the main breadwinner
in the family. In such families, children often ignore their father, and can even
afford to criticize him, although they try not to show such an attitude towards their
father in front of the public. Meanwhile, in other such families, the mother
demands from her children a respectful attitude towards the father, which they
observe.

The fifth model, in which the transformation of relations between different
generations is found, religious families can be distinguished. According to our
author's observations, it can be distinguished that the religious factor is beginning
to play an increasingly important role in the relations between generations.
According to generally accepted views, a religious family is a small group based on
marriage or consanguinity, in which intra-group and intergroup interaction is
mediated by elements of the religion to which it belongs.

Studying religiosity and its influence on personality, a number of features are
identified, including the high expression of value orientations aimed at love for
representatives of their religion, the so-called "I-centric traits" (self-confidence, self-
worth, self-acceptance), emotivity, the formation of meaningful life orientations. It
is obvious that the authority of the older generation within the family is lower than
that of the clergy, which can provoke certain negative phenomena. Therefore, it is
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important to keep under strict control the penetration of extremist views that
politicize the holy religion of Islam.

Such models of families - religious families - differ from non-religious ones
both at the level of interpersonal interaction between different generations and at
the level of ethical values. Values manifest themselves in various aspects of family
life. In religious families, divorce is not welcome, there is a negative attitude
towards abortion and contraception, large families are welcome, there is a clearer
hierarchy in marital relations.

Based on the fact that the family is one of the main institutions of religious
socialization of an individual, which plays an important role in the formation of his
religiosity, it can be distinguished that the significant factors of the formation of
religiosity in the family are:

- the level of religiosity of the family as a whole and the level of religiosity of
each family member;

- the nature of the individual's interaction with religious family members;

- the degree of authority of religious family members;

- the degree of religiosity of the head of the family;

- the degree of mother's religiosity;

- the nature of the religiosity of grandparents, and their influence on the
upbringing of the individual.

At the same time, religious families are more prone to authoritarian methods
of education, which affects their independence.

In general, we can note that among Uzbek families there are samples of all the
above-mentioned family models that have an impact on intergenerational ties. In
almost most families, the model carries a synthesis of all other models. In families
where the authority of the father is high, children better fulfill his requirements and
assignments, seeing in him a fair and caring person, the main breadwinner and
provider of the family. Believing in the life experience of the father, children believe
that only the father can do everything right, since all important tasks have always
been solved by the father.

In this context, we can emphasize that the weakening of the authority of the
father in the family can turn Into a social catastrophe, since along with fatherhood,
the external and internal structures of relations between generations in families,
discipline, self-control and the pursuit of perfection will be undermined.

Abstract:. The process of creating new types of flame retardants, their use in special processing of textile
materials is ongoing. In this regard, research is underway to ensure long-term and effective protection of
the material from fire, demonstrate stable properties during storage and operation, and reduce the cost of
the product.

In this regard, it has been shown that the use of welded copolymers chemically bonded to the fibers of the
material using secondary raw materials is an effective method.

The study of the created flame-resistant textile materials based on welded copolymers shows that with the
available methods of welding composite flame retardants with textile fibers, their decomposition is
observed during gorenje with the gorenje gases at the burning temperature (boric acid, urea, ammophos,
polyacrylamide) and the formation of a non-combustible film (air) during combustion, which negatively
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affects the environment. In this regard, it can be concluded that there is insufficient research to develop a
universal method of flame retardant coating resistant to light and other physical and chemical influences,
optimization of the chemical composition, structure, physical and mechanical and fire-technical
properties of the combustible material.

There are three main ways to extinguish a fire: cooling of combustible material, for example, with water,
separation of combustible material from air (sand, cloth, etc.) and finally removal of combustible material
from the gorenje (transfer of combustible liquid, destruction of opening of combustible structures).

The fire-fighting coatings recommended in this work will be made of environmentally friendly fabric and
are easy to use.

To do this, the composition will be determined based on obtaining a composition from leather waste with
its subsequent welding of fire-resistant fabric. On the basis of obtaining fabrics that meet the fire-technical
quality indicators of the requirements, along with fire-fighting coatings, it is expected to organize the
production of gloves for firefighters.

New composition for fire-resistant textile materials has been developed;

the method of chemical binding of the composition to the material by welding into textile fibers is
determined;

a new processing method has been created to extend the shelf life and use of textile materials, reduce the
amount of smoke emitted during combustion;

a method has been developed to improve the fire resistance of fabric by aggregating yarn from cotton
yarn with an antipyretic composition before quality;

environmentally safe combustible textile materials with an extended shelf life based on welded
copolymers have been created;

a certain regularity of the relationship between the fire resistance of the material and the physicochemical
properties with the composition of fire-resistant textile materials obtained on the basis of welded
copolymers, the method of production, the technological mode of production;

production of fire protection equipment for employees of fire safety units based on fire-resistant textile
materials has been established.

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Abstract: The French word “etiquette” means “label”. this idea is regarded as a philosophical, ethical, and
linguistic and cultural notion and therefore the failure of etiquette in speech is a great problem of
communication. As everybody knows, etiquette, including speech, may be a set of rules of behavior that
are associated with the external manifestation of attitudes to people. The external manifestation usually
shows the inner essence of the connection , which should naturally be mutually polite and type . But the
very fact that etiquette has a national character, has its own cultural characteristics, takes it beyond the
scope of one science.

The study of speech etiquette needs special attention because it stands at the intersection of linguistics,
cultural theory and history, ethnography, country studies, psychology, and other disciplines. Here, we
will consider etiquette from the point of view of linguoecology as an obligatory component of
linguoculturology. The article analyzes the national and cultural specificity of compliments in Russian
and English.

Keywords: speech etiquette, specificity of compliments, information transfer, communicative situations,
interlocutor, speech behavior, an equivalent phenomenon, an equal phenomenon.
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INTRODUCTION

Language is a special world, and without this fertile land there would be no
world culture. It has long been known that with the help of language, a person can
perceive himself and establish a relationship with his environment. Humans are
surrounded by language spaces all their lives. At the same time, language is not
just a means of communication and information transfer. It also represents the
environment in which a person is formed and exists. Man lives in language, is
always in it, and experiences its influence. Language, as a means of
communications, reflects the reality of social strata found in any linguistic society.
Besides, the relationship between the interlocutors and their relative status can
cause an adaptation of certain linguistic rules which are reflected on the use of
considerable lexical and grammatical variations [8].

The most important function of the language is to preserve culture and pass it
on to the future generations. It is in this connection that language plays a very
significant, even decisive role in shaping the personality and character of a nation
or people. The relationship between culture and language can be considered as the
relationship of the whole and its part. Languge can be perceived as a component of
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culture or an instrument of culture (which is not the same thing), especially when it

comes to a literary language or the language of folklore. However, language is at
the same time Autonomous in relation to culture as a whole, and it can be
considered separately from culture (which is constantly done) or in comparison
with culture as an equivalent and equal phenomenon [7].

THE MAIN PART

The specificity of Russian and English culture, the characteristics and national
nature of the representatives of the two linguistic and cultural communities
determine the differences in consciousness and evaluative statements in Russian
and English. At the same time, the national and cultural specificity of speech acts of
compliment in Russian and English speech communication is manifested both in
the content of statements and in their form. In this article, we will try to reveal the
characteristic national and cultural features of a compliment using the example of
fiction in Russian and English.

The dictionary of the modern Russian literary language gives the following
interpretation: "A compliment is praise caused by the desire to say courtesy or
flatter someone." Thus, the compliment here is synonymous with praise and
flattery [4].

A compliment, as an evaluative statement, can highlight individual specific
features of a person and the personality as a whole, abilities and virtues, and other
features. The list of possible potential objects for a compliment is practically
unlimited, but, both in Russian and English communicative culture and speech
etiquette, there is a list of the most common objects for complimentary statements
[3]. The results of R. Serebryakova's study of praise and compliments in Russian
and English communication testify to the existing differences in the evaluative
communicative consciousness of Russians and Englishmen. The results of the study
are shown in Table 1. The data are presented as a percentage of each type of
compliment from the total number of speech acts.

Based on the presented data, we can conclude that Russian national culture is
most characterized by compliments in relation to the appearance of a person, while
in English - compliments about the inner component of the personality and its
moral qualities. As factors for the presence of these differences, it is probably worth
noting the unequal hierarchy of the value system in the two linguistic cultures
under consideration, as well as significant differences in the etiquette of the two
analyzed cultures. The factual material based on the results of the analysis of
literary texts by A. S. Pushkin "The Captain's Daughter" and "The Queen of Spades"
in Russian, as well as Oscar Wilde "The Picture of Dorian Gray" and Arthur Golden
"Memoirs of a Geisha" in English, indicates on the prevalence of the speech act of
complimenting the appearance of a person. Here are examples from the analyzed
texts:

-«You have a wonderfully beautiful face, Mr. Gray. Don't frown» [6]

-«This one's rather pretty, isn't she? Such unusual eyes!» [5]

-«Oh, she is better than good — she is beautiful» [6].

-«She crouched on the floor like a wounded thing, and Dorian Gray, with his beautiful
eyes, looked down at her, and his chiseled lips curled in exquisite disdain» [6].

-«Kax sxe! ouenv 0vi10 Becesro; manyebasu 0o namu uacof. Kak xopowa 6viia
Exeyxaal» [2].

-«JIusaBema Wbanobua Ovira cmo pas Mujee HAALIX U XOA00HbLX HeBecm, 0K040

In the above quotes, complimentary statements not only characterize the
appearance of a person as a whole, but also individual parts of the appearance,
such as eyes, face, figure, etc. Such evaluative statements are equally common in
Russian and English communicative culture. If we consider the category of
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compliments to the inner qualities of a person, the most frequent type of evaluative
statements in English communicative culture, then we can give the following
examples from Russian and English sources:

-«She seems like a nice girl» [5].

-«He has a simple and a beautiful nature» [6].

-«Probably she's just as you say. But she looks to me like a very clever girl, and
adaptable» [5].

-«My uncle was a very nice man» she said [5].

-«Opposite was the Duchess of Harley, a lady of admirable good-nature and good
temper, much liked by everyone who knew her, and of those ample architectural proportions
that in women who are not duchesses are described by contemporary historians as
stoutness» [6].

Compliments of the internal component of a person in Russian culture can be
expressed in highlighting any features of a person that distinguish him from other
people, and not in the form of a direct compliment, as the above examples
demonstrate. From the typology of complimentary statements with national
characteristics of Russian and English culture, we examined the most frequent
categories using examples, and based on the analysis of the actual material, it
becomes obvious that the speech acts of a compliment are based on a frame that
includes images of the addresser (the subject of the compliment), the addressee or a
third person absent in the communicative space, as well as the subject (object) of
the compliment. In general, the list of objects of complimentary speech acts is quite
diverse, but the studies carried out in this area make it possible to single out the
object orientation of compliments that is most typical for Russian and English
communicative cultures.

Conclusion

It is important to understand that the etiquette norms of speech also provide
for certain rules for all participants in the speech act. The rules for the speaker
include a friendly attitude to the interlocutor, appropriate politeness in this
communication situation, modesty in selfassessment, selection of language tools in
accordance with the chosen stylistic tone of the text, etc. In the rules for the listener,
we find attentive listening, kindness, respect and patience towards the speaker,
putting the speaker and his interests in the center of attention, timely reaction by
action and verbally, etc. It can be concluded about the different manifestation of
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evaluativeness in the communicative consciousness of Russians and Englishmen
and about the differences in the focus of complimenting in the two communicative
cultures. Russians in communication mainly pay attention to external factors,
which confirms the productivity in the Russian communicative culture of
compliments to a person's appearance. For the British, internal factors play a big
role, which is manifested in the frequent use of compliments on the moral qualities
and intellectual abilities of a person.

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Prospects of further improvement of training of physical culture specialists in
terms of formation of their professional competence are related to society's need for
a generation that is healthy, able to work, psychologically and emotionally stable,
physically developed, and has the necessary knowledge. The level of competence
and special knowledge that can consciously and creatively use one's mental and
motor potential. Objective realities made it necessary to reconsider the functional
purpose of physical culture in the formation of a person, his worldview, and the
development of adaptive abilities. This, in turn, led not only to changes in the
content of education aimed at solving new educational problems, but also to a
revision of the concept reflecting the essence and new content of education in the
field of physical culture. We are talking about the fact that education in the field of
physical education remains only education in the process of performing physical
exercises, becoming an element of the culture of modern society.

In the modern world, the role of physical culture as a factor of human and
society improvement is increasing noticeably. A healthy lifestyle, physical
education and sports social "events" are changing into a unifying force and a
national idea which serve the development of a strong state and a healthy society.

According to D.S.Likhachev, human culture moves forward not by moving in
space and time, but by accumulating values.

The more values we gain, the perception of cultures, our ability to change
ourselves, improving our cultural selves, and developing ourselves will be more
complex and acute. All this confirms the emergency importance of culture in the
21st century.
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Explaining the problems of the social phenomenon of culture, scientists (M.S.
Kagan, B.S. Erasov, etc.) distinguish three main components in the general concept
of culture: material, spiritual and physical parts. In the Great Soviet Encyclopedia,
physical culture is interpreted as a part of the general culture of society, as one of
the spheres of social activity aimed at health care, the development of human
physical abilities and their use in accordance with the needs of social practice.

Physical culture is a relatively independent type of social culture. So that, it
performs both general and private social functions. The general functions of
physical culture are as follows: developmental, educative, educational, health and
hygienic, general cultural, stimulating, controlling and inhibiting functions.

According to A.M. Maksimenko, physical culture is a type of culture that is
optimal motor activity built on the basis of material and spiritual values, specially
created in society for the physical development of a person. In the system of
knowledge about physical culture, the central and largest category (main concept)
is, of course, the concept of "physical culture"

To define this concept, it should be remembered that culture is divided
according to whether it is aimed at changing the "external" (relative to man) nature
or whether it is aimed at "changing" the person himself regarding optimizing his
condition and development. The last part of culture can be conventionally called
human culture (the convention here is that all culture is related to man, but it is not
the same in different parts). Physical culture precisely belongs to this part of
culture. The specific functions of physical culture according to the general signs of
demonstration include:

- physical preparation of people for the intensive rhythm of life;

- general cultural development and strengthening of the body of all people,
regardless of age, gender, health, level of physical development;

- satisftying people's personal needs for active motor activity and rational use
of free time;

- disclosure of internal functional reserves of the body

The functions of physical culture reflect its main purpose as a type of culture.
Understanding the essence of these functions allows to correctly determine the role
and importance of physical culture in the life of society and to form its purpose,
system of tasks, content, principles and methods of its use.

In the general social sense, physical culture is a broad field of creative activity,
as well as the results of this activity in forming people's physical readiness for life,
strengthening their health, developing physical abilities and movement abilities.
From a personal point of view, physical culture is the way and measure of all-
round physical development of a person. Taking these ideas into account, physical
culture is a complex unique process and result of human activity, a means and a
method of physically improving people to fulfill their social duties.
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For a complete description of physical culture, it should be considered as an
activity (culture as ways of activity), subject-value (culture as a sum of material and
spiritual values) and result (culture as its embodiment).

Predictive model of training of a perfect physical education teacher.

The change of educational paradigms at the beginning of the century
(transition from a reproductive-pedagogical civilization to a creative-pedagogical
civilization) connects the goals of education with the change in the quality of a
person, which should include in the near future. And it will be the ideal, self-
creator of the true unity of his mental and physical powers. This applies equally to
general education and vocational education. The content of training any profession,
including a physical culture teacher, is primarily determined by the objective
requirements of the society for the teacher.

-taking into account the specific characteristics of the taught subject, readiness
to train and educate students;

- readiness to use different teaching styles, methods and tools;

- readiness for socialization, formation of general and physical culture of the
person, conscious choice of vocational training programs and further development;

- readiness of students to ensure the level of training that meets the
requirements of the State Education Standard;

- students’ understanding the importance of respecting the rights and
freedoms which are stipulated in various state and international laws and
agreements;

- readiness to systematically improve one's professional qualifications, to
participate in methodological work;

- desire to communicate with parents;

- readiness to comply with labor protection and safety requirements;

- readiness to ensure the protection of life and health of students during the
educational process.

One of the main qualification requirements in the training of physical
education specialists is the requirements for knowledge and skills on the basis of
information technology provision of education, science and technology; didactic
patterns in physical education and sports; methods of organizing and conducting
scientific research works; to train people of different categories in movement and
to have the technology to develop physical qualities in the process of physical
education and sports training.

The purpose of physical education (that is, the activity of a physical education
teacher) is to optimize the physical development of a person, to comprehensively
improve the physical qualities characteristic of each and related abilities, together
with spiritual and moral education. Qualities that characterize a socially active
person and ensure the readiness of each member of society for effective work and
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other activities, and accordingly, solving health care and educational tasks
determine the main functions of a teacher.

Compared to teachers of other specialties, a physical education teacher works
in certain conditions - conditions related to psychological stress, physical activity
conditions, and external environmental factors. A physical education teacher is, in
his own way, a "movement teacher". The professional specificity of the work of a
physical culture teacher is that in the course of his educational and pedagogical
activities, along with general pedagogical skills, movement skills are developed
and improved ( L.F. Spirin, in "Movement skills").

Therefore, pedagogical interaction in the form of a tool is the main educational
tool of the psychological-pedagogical structure of the activity of a physical culture
teacher, and its components should be considered as a dynamic, motor-
constructive, tool. - organizational, motor-communicative, motor-gnostic.

Level 3: At this level, the disease is actively developing and cannot be
controlled with medication. The amount of glucose is around 3-14 mmol / 1,

glucosuria is constant, high proteinuria is observed, damaged organs

gradually begins to indicate. Visual acuity rapidly decreases, hypertension

is observed, the sensitivity in the legs and fingertips is reduced.

Level 4: Absolute decompensation is observed at this level and indicates that
the treatments (if any) are not helping at all. The amount of glucose rises to serious
numbers (15-25 mmol / 1 and more), trying to lower the sugar level does not have a
good effect. Protein excretion through urine becomes more active. Kidney failure
occurs, skin ulcers and gangrene may occur. The risk of falling into a coma is very
high. The amount of glucose in the blood is slightly increased and is around 7-10
mmol / 1, there is no glucosuria. Other indicators are slightly above the norm.

Bagqtiriya davlati barpo bo‘lishi bilan
uning yerlarini sug’orib turuvchi Amudryo atrofi ikki viloyatdan arkib topgan. Bu
hududlar esa: janubiy-Surxondaryo viloyati va shimoliy-Janubiy Turkiston deb
nomlangan. Shu davrlarda mavjud bo‘lgan Baqgtiriya va So’g’d davlati Surxondaryo
viloyatining ikki gismida joylashgan.

Milodga qadar 539-330 yillarda Surxondaryo, Baqtriya satraplik huqugqi bilan
Ahmoniylar imperiyasi tarkibiga kirgan. Keyinchalik u (Milav. 329-327y.)
Makedoniyalik Aleksand tomonidan bosib olinadi. Milodga qadar 306-yilda uning
tuzgan davlati parchalanib ketgach, Aleksandr Salavka davlati tarkibiga kiradi.
Milloddan avvalgi VII-VII asrlarda Surxondaryo viloyati Baqtiriya hududida
joylashgan. Miloddan avvalgi 140-138-yillar oralig'ida So’g’d davlati orqali
Bagtiriya hududiga kirib kelgan Yueju gabilalari Yunon-Baqtiriya davlatini mavh
etdi. Gushan qabilasi Sardori Kudzula Kadfiz besh qabilani birlashtirib Kushon
davlatiga asos soldi. Davlat poytaxti hozirgi Sho'rchi hududdida joylashgan. I-IV
asrlarda hukmronlik qilgan Kushon imperiyasi davrida Surxondaryo vohasi
igtisodiy madaniy jihatdan tarqqqiy etdi. Ammo III asrning ikkinchi yarmida Eron
sosoniylari tomonidan bosib olinib hududiy jihatdan garam viloyatga aylanadi va
Bagtriya-Tohariston hududini tashkil etadi. Shimoliy Baqtriya (Surxondaryo) ham
kushonlar imperiyasi tarkibiga Kkiritilib, shimoliy-g’arbiy chegarasidan Kkirib
keladigan tog’ yo’lida ko’chmanchilar hujumidan saqlanish uchun Temir darvoza
va qudratli mudofaa istehkomlari quriladi (Temir darvoza hozirgi Boysun
tumanida joylashgan) Ilk o'rta asrlarda (mil. V-VIII asr) viloyat hududi ko"pgina
mulkliklardan iborat yirik tarixiy-madaniy mintaga hisoblangan Tohariston
tarkibida bo’lgan. Ulardan ikkitasi: Termizshohlar va chag’oniyonlik xidavatlar
turk yobg’ularining hukmronligiga bo’ysunganlar.667-yilda arablar Chag oniyon

1206 yilda Chag’oniyon va Termiz Xorazmshohlar
davlatiga qo’shib olinadi.

1220 yilda Termiz Chingizxon boshchiligidagi mo’g’il qo’shinlari tomonidan
bosib olinadi. Vayron etib tashlangan Termiz shahrining qaytadan tiklanishi XIV-
asrning boshlariga to’g’ri kelib, xozirgi Termizning shimoliy tomonidagi
Surxondaryoning quyi ogimida sodir bo’ladi. XIV asrning ellikinchi yillari oxirida
mo’g’ullar davlatining Chig’atoy wulusi ingirozga yuz tutgach, Termizdagi
xokimiyat maxalliy ruhoniy feodallar-sayyidlar qo’liga o’tadi.So'ngra O’zbekiston
janubidagi erlar Amir Temur davlati tarkibiga kiradi.Uning vafotidan so’'ng
Termizni Amir Temur nabirasi Xalil Sulton, 1409 yildan esa o'g’li Shohrux
boshqaradi.XV asrning ikkinchi yarmiga kelib, markazi Hisorda bo’lgan
Temuriylarning Hisor viloyati ta’siri kuchayadi. 1504-1505 yillarda Chag’oniyon va
Termiz Shayboniyxon boshchiligidagi ko’chmanchi o’zbeklar tomonidan bosib
olinadi.

Safaviylar bilan bo’lgan jangda Shayboniyxon vafotidan so'ng Termiz gisqa
vaqt Temuriy Bobur tomonidan egallanadi. 1512 yilda Bobur qo’shinlarining
xaydab chiqarilishi tufayli Termiz va Chag'oniyon yana Shayboniylar ixtiyoriga,
1598 yildan 1747 yilgacha esa O’rta Osiyoda mustahkam o’rnashib olgan yangi
o’zbek sulolasi-joniylar qo’liga o’tadi. Ushbu davrda Chag’oniyon o’zbek beklari
tomonidan boshqgarilgan Hisor viloyati tarkibiga kirsada, amaldamarkaziy
xokimiyatdan mustagqil siyosat yuritib kelgan.

XIX-XX asr boshlarida Surxondaryo viloyati Buxoro amirligining tarkibiy
gismi edi. Uning xududida esa bir necha bekliklar mavjud edi.1894 yilda
Amudaryo bo’ylab, shu jumladan xozirgi Termiz xududida ruslarning chegara
bojxona nazorati o'rnatiladi.Termiz shahrining muhim strategik joylashuvini
hisobga olgan rus harbiylari tomonidan shaharda doimiy garnizonga ega bo’lgan
qal’a quriladi. Termizga Rossiyadan asta-sekin harbiy qo’shinlar va ko’chmanchilar
kela boshladi. 1898 yilda esa Buxoro amiri maxsus hujjat bilan qal’a atrofidagi
erlarni qurilish inshoatlari va turar-joy binolari uchun rus xarbiylari ixtiyoriga
topshiradi va bu erda ko'p o’tmasdan shahar ahamiyatiga ega bo’lgan aholi
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manzilgohi paydo bo’ladi. Sho'rolar xukumati o’rnatilgach va 1924 yildagi milliy
chegaralanishdan so’ng, viloyat O’zbekiston tarkibiga kiradi. 1925 yilda esa
Surxondaryo okrugi tuziladi.1941 yil 6 martda esa ma'muriy markazi Termiz
bo’lgan Surxondaryo viloyati tashkil topadi.1991 yil 1 sentyabrda mustaqillik e’lon
qilingach, Surxondaryo viloyati O’zbekiston Respublikasining ajralmas va tarkibiy
gismidir.
