Education is
the targeted management of the process of Personality Development. Education in the
educational sense is a purposeful activity specially organized to form and develop the
consciousness and self - knowledge of the child, to form a moral position and strengthen in
his behavior.

Education is always an organized activity of the child, involving him in an active
relationship with the culture of his time, thereby filling the child's life with cultural meaning.
Education is a system of professional activity of a teacher (teachers), which contributes to
the maximum development of the personality of the child, the entry of the child into the
context of modern culture, his formation as a subject and strategist of his own life worthy
of a person.
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Regardless of how the concept is expressed, many authors agree that education is
characterized by the following important characteristics:

- purposefulness, that is, the general model, the presence of a socio-cultural badge;

- compliance of the process with socio-cultural values as achievements of the historical
development of mankind;

- the presence of a certain system of organized influences;
- creating conditions for the child to master certain relationship norms;
- mastering a certain set of social roles by a person.

Patriotism can be described as love for the Motherland, its nature, people, culture,
home. The purpose of raising preschool children in the spirit of patriotism is to sow and
raise in the heart of the child the seeds of love for Nature, home and family, the history and
culture of the country, which are created by the work of relatives and friends. Childhood is
the daily discovery of the world, and therefore it is necessary to make sure that it first
becomes knowledge of Man and the motherland, their beauty and greatness. Patriotism
towards older preschool children is defined by researchers as the need to participate in all
activities for the benefit of the surrounding people, wildlife, the presence of such qualities
as compassion, empathy, self-esteem and awareness in children. as part of the world around
themselves.

Moral and patriotic education of children, in a broad sense, with the help of various
pedagogical tools, aims to instill in children an interest in the world around them, love for
the Motherland, its heroic past. The formation of the foundations of patriotic education is
one of the most important tasks of moral education.

The problem of patriotic education is one of the most difficult in pedagogy. Its
complexity is primarily due to the very concept of patriotic education, the content of which
is introduced at a certain time interval and determines the methods, tools and forms of
working with children.
