Spring Resort in Ekiti State in 2012, Twenty (20) students were involved. 

 

In 2015 twenty five (25) Students of Abari Comprehensive College Lipanu Ile-Oluji Ondo 

State were taken on cultural excursion to Idanre Hills and Resort to visit the mountain 

hill and cultural centre which date back to the early civilization in Yoruba Land. 
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In 2016 we held the Ministry of Health to monitor and evaluate some Rural health Centers 

in the Riverine Region of Ondo State. 

 

 We also went on excursion for students of Crown Polytechnic Ado-Ekiti  Ekiti  State of 

Nigeria. This time to Erin Ijesa Water fall in Osun State in early 2016. (20) Twenty 

undergraduates were involved.  

 

OUR FUTURE PLAN OF ACTIVITIES    

We plan to use our mother tongue of Yoruba language, Pidgin English for 

entrepreneurship so that our youth can contribute to our  Gross Domestic Product(GDP) 

through Translation of Technical and Business textbooks to our local Cultural languages 

for the production of Goods and Services thereby bringing down the cost of goods to 

attain high standard of living for Nigerians. 

 

We also hope to engage in radio airtime broadcast of one hour per week on a local Radio 

station in Ondo town known as Music and Culture Radio 106.5 FM established by World 

class Musician Otunba Sunday Adeniyi Alias Sunny Ade. He had been to Brazil many 

times. In the radio programme we would be highlighting importance of different culture 

all over the world. We would emphasis especially on those related to us as Yorubas in 

Brazil, Sierra Leone, Republic of Benin and Cuba. 

 

We would encourage and collaborate with people who will uphold our cultural heritage 

for future generations yet unborn. 
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By 2017 we want to organize Art and craft competition among secondary school students
